tion. It was found that it had lit-
tle steel in it, and one member
informed us that the material used
was very inferior. As a conse-
quence, instead of saving money
by using the old foundation, they
find they will have to tear the
whole thing out.

The old foundation supposedly
was sufficient to carry two sto-
ries easily when it was built back
in the twenties. It is true they had
an architect to draw the plans,
but did not employ him to see
that plans, materials and specifi-
cations called for were actually
put into the building. That mat-
ter was left to some of the mem-
bership, who themselves perhaps
were not capable judges of what
should be used. :

This is not only an added ex-
pense unlooked for by the Bap-
tist people, but to their {riends
as well, who are helping them
all they can to put up the first
real nice church building in the
<ity. But disappointments must
come to all individuals; it comes
to church congregations, but we
know of no body of men or wo-
men who can take it better than
the Baptist congregation of
Brownfield.

Needless to say, members will
perhaps have to strain an extra
point, and friends who have do-
mnated to the building will have
to come in with some more funds.
We believe they will go over the
top anyway, but with a bit of
encouragement here and there, we
know it.

While the Tuesday meeting of
the District Peace Officers Asso-
ciation was not attended as large-
ly as some, nearly every section
of the 28 counties in Texas, as
well as eastern New Mexico was
represented here. Therefore, we
can state that several of the offi-
cers, parolmen and cattle inspec-
tors informed us that they con-
sidered it a great meeting. By
the way, the New Mexico officers
present, representing both the
sheriff’s departments as well as
cattle inspectors, agreed to co-op-
erate in every way with Texas
officers in apprehending criminals
crossing the line in either direc-
tion. In fact, most of them we
heard talk were in favor of join-
ing the Association.

Sheriff B. L. Parker of Tahoka,
president of the Association, was
present and presiding, but in the
absence of Secretary Truett Smith,
our distriet attorney, also of Ta-
hoka, who is in court at Lamesa,
Burton G. Hackney, our county
attorney, acted as secretary. There
was a great deal of discussion
along the line of cattle thievery,
and Sheriff Parker stated that
when the officers organized five
months ago, there were as high as
78 cattle thefts a month. There
was none reported in the district
in October, and for November and
December to the present time, on-
ly six have been reported. He
stated that the organization had
undoubtedly helped.

The discussion went further

than theft of livestock, and includ-
ed automobile parts, tires, poul-
try, and the theft by juveniles in
rural homes when people were
away of clothing, guns, etc. Mr.
Parker said he had his full share
of that, but most of the youths
under 17 got off with a slight
reprimand by the judge after a
few tears by the boys and their
mothers. Just have to wait until
they get 17 to send them to the
pen, he stated, and they give of-
ficers a lot of frouble. The offi-
cers are going to ask the legisla-
ture for a more rigid law con-
cerning selling second hand art-
icles to the second hand and junk
stores. One officer related one
case of where some lads wrecked
a $50 hot water cooler to get

a dime’s worth of brass. After lis-
tening for one and one-half hours
to their trials and tribulations, con-
cerning the loopholes defending
attorneys find for criminals, when
on the spot, we decided peace of-
ficers have just about as tough a
time as a country editor.

SCHOOL OF NURSING
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Nobody’s Business

By Julian Capers, Jr.

AUSTIN — Those citizens of
Texas who have believed that the
answer to the problems of the
state lies not in increasing taxa-
tion on anybody—either on the
people through a sales tax, or on
the oil industry through increased
natural resources, but in retrench-
ment, increased efficiency of gov-
ernment, may be without a can-
didate to represent them in the
election of a governor next year,
but they are nevertheless growing
into a group that is substantial
in numbers, and powerful in in-
fluence. Candidates for governor
and the legislature may well take
note of the growing sentiments for
a return to sanity in state taxa-
tion and expenditure. The law of
diminishing return has already be-
gun to operate, as the burden of
taxation has mounted. It is in-
exorable, and those Texans who
think before they vote, are get-
ting a little weary of the constant
cry of the demagogues for more
taxes to raise more money to give
more people something for noth-
ing.

Want No Sales Tax

There is a definite, powerful and
growing sentiment against a sales
tax in Texas. There has never
been, in the opinion of this corre-
spondent during the five years of
close observation of the Austin
scene, a time when a preponder-
ent majority of Texans were not
opposed to a sales tax.

So far as additional taxes on
natural resources are concerned,
it is Qecoming increasingly ob-
vious that the limit of taxation
on oil is being approached. The
Mid-Continent Oil & Gas Associa-
tion has just completed an au-
thoritative study of oil taxation in
Texas, made by competent re-
search experts. They have gone
to the state and county records
for their data, and tkhere is no
valid reason apparent for ques-
tioning its accuracy.

Briefly summarized, this study
shows that every barrel of oil pro-
duced in Texas during 1939 will
pay an overall tax of 2.8 cents
per barrel. That is approximately
10 per cent of its average value
of $1.00 a barrel. The oil men, and
the millions of merchants, farm-
ers, doctors, lawyers and others in
every line of trade who live off
the oil dollars which circulate in
140 Texas counties that are now
producing gas and oil, think that
is enough. It is, according to the
Mid-Continent survey, the highest
overall tax paid on oil produced
in any state in the union.

What Oil Pays

The figure is arrived at as fol-
lows: Gross production tax at 23
cents per barrel, on total produc-
tion of 460,000,000 barrels, 012,-
650,000; regulatory tax, 3-16 of a
cent per barrel, $860,000; other
state taxes, including franchise,
gross receipts, social security,
permits, fees, car and truck li-
censes, and gasoline taxes paid by
the industry on its own cars and
trucks, $2,800,000. This totals $16,-
875,000 state taxes, exclusive of
the state ad valorem taxes on oil
property, which figure $7,686,000
this year. The grand total of state
taxes is $24,561,000.

The survey shows that local
taxes—paid to counties, school
districts, cities, water districts,

drainage districts, levee districts
ete.,—totals over $20,000,000 ad-
ditional. On a per barrel basis of

—a

total production, it makes the tax
bill average 9.8 cents per barrel
on all oil produced.

Despite the fact the Legislature
passed no increased taxes on oil
at the regular session, the indus-
try’s tax bill went up this year
$3,600,000 to the state alone, due
to the 57 per cent increase in the
State ad valorem tax rate, pay-
able in 1940.

High Rate Cuts Revenue
Texas has no monopoly on oil.
If a tax burden on any non-

monopoly becomes so heavy that
it cannot carry the load and make
a reasonable return, that business
quits and moves into a competi-
tive field, where it can operate.
With production of oil or gas now
a fact in 140 Texas counties, and
exploration under way in 105
others, and with most voters cog-
nizant of the part the billion dol-
lar a year oil industry plays in
the economic lif¢ of every Texan,
it becomes fairly obvious that no
Texas legislature is going to re-
cruit a majority of members will-
ing to stifle development of the
oil industry with heavy additional
taxes. That would be cutting the
throat of the goose that lays the
golden egg, and, in fact, official
figures dfrom the Comptroller,
showing a decline of more than
$2,000,000 this year in receipts
from the gross production tax un-
der 1938, would indicate that the
law of diminishing return has al-
ready begun to operate. Several
states, which piled taxes of sev-
en, eight and nine cents a gallon
on gasoline in the early days, and
saw the net yield less than under
a reasonable tax rate, learned
about that law.

The answer, then, is not more
taxes on anybody, but a wiser
and more efficient expenditure of
the $175,311,068.53 of income
which the state of Texas took in
during the 1938 fiscal year.

County Taxation

The big problem of all of the
taxpayers of Texas, including the
oil industry, is not the State’s tax
bill, big as it is, but the hundreds
of millions exacted by cities, coun-
ties, school districts, and the 101
other independent taxing bodies
throughout Texas. The East Tex-
as Chamber of Commerce, through
its tax department, ably adminis-
tered by Curtis Morris, has made
a splendid start with its county
tax control program in 70 East
Texas counties. Actual reductions
in tax rate were obtained in 1939
in 24 counties, by direct work with
the county taxing bodies, totaling
millions of dollars in savings to
taxpayers. Next year, every county
in East Texas, will operate under
an intelligently planned budget,—
something that was never done be-
fore in nearly half the counties.
The citizenship of East Texas is
being encouraged to take an in-
terest in local tax affairs, attend
budget hearings, discuss matters
with the taxing authorities. Mor-
ris works in cooperation with
county officials, who are usually
quite willing to do what the peo-
ple take the trouble to let them
know they want accomplished.

In East Texas, the folks have
let their officials know they want
economy and efficiency in county
affairs. And they are getting it.

Within a brief
span, oil has revolutionized the
life of our nation; it has made
the magic carpet of the fairy tale
a reality and not simply for a
prince but for every workingman.
How much simpler and more in-
telligent it would be to write the
story now while so many of the
principal actors in the grand dra-
ma of petroleum are still living to
give first-hand accounts instead
of waiting a century and trying
to piece the story together from
fragments.

Such an undertaking would be
as worthy of a truly great uni-
versity as building a telescope to
study the stars or a machine to
smash the atom. After all, they
have stars and atoms everywhere
but oil is peculiarly the story of
Texas for this state produces 40
per cent of all the oil in the U.
S. Since the Lucas gusher roared
in at Spindletop in 1901, the value
of the petroleum produced in Tex-
as is far greater than the non-ex-
istent wealth of the cities of Ci-
bola; it would make all the lost
mines and buried treasures of the
Southwest look like pocket change.
The present flow of oil in Texas,
if maintained for 50 years, would
amount to more than all the gold
