She
started out improving her own
bedroom and ended up by working
over the entire house. She also
took over the work of caring for
the home poultry flock and gar-
den.

Miss Flossie Williams, Home
Demonstration Agent of Yoakum
county, was a pleasant caller,
‘Wednesday, after we had copied
an article concerning Miss Redell
Parks, of whom Miss Williams has
every right to be proud. As the
article furnished us by the A. and
M. Extension Service was rather
brief, we add the following, given
us by Miss Williams:

One year Miss Parks raised 150
baby chicks, and after paying all
feed costs, netted $54.25. One of
her hobbies has been the improve-
ment and remodeling of bed rooms
and furniture in the home, as well
as clothes closets. She has by her
close application, won three trips
to A. & M. College’s Farmer’s
Short Courses at which she served
as chairman at sorme of the meet-
ings last year.

Miss Parks feels that 4-H club
work has made Home Economics
easier for her, as she was chosen
as the all-around girl in the Plains
school last year, and was elected
vice-president of the Brownfield
Home Ec club, soon after entering
s8chool in Brownfield this term.

Locker System Now
Open For Business

Finally, after mcre than a year
of hard work, much planning by
this one and that one, the Brown-
field Co-op ©Cold Storage and
Locker plant is a demonstratable
fact. It is now ready for your in-
spection, and the locker boxes are
being rented fast. In fact, around
200 of them had been rented be-
fore the plant opened, according
to Roy Phillips, manager. That
individual showed us through the
shining, clean sanitary plant Mon-
day afternoon, and explained its
workings.

Before we say very much about
the local plant, we wish to stress
the importance in which such
plants are held by the Extension
Department of the Texas A. and
M. College. In fact, a great amount
of their press releases of late has
been about the plants. The A. and
M. is thoroughly sold on them,
and are unreservedly recommend-
ing them to all communities, as a
saving in money, as a protection
to health, and as a rare conven-
ience to people who may be able
to butcher whole carcasses any
time of the year, and have fresh
meat when they wish.

The builidng is not just a
thrown-up affair. It is built sub-
stantially of tile and brick, with
concrete floor for permanency and
ease of keeping the plant sanitary.
The front is a snow white color,
and pleasing to the eye. The build-
ing is 40x46 feet, with a founda-
tion to carry a second story if it
becomes necessary. There are now
provided 360 boxes or lockers,
large and small, and there is room
in the present building for 150
more. At the time we were there,
the plant was cold as get-out, but
we did not go in the freezing unit
which was below zero.

Four large freezing units are
installed outside the locker rooms
to keep the chilling, freezing and
locker rooms at just the temper-
ature the operator may wish.
Should one of the units get out of
commission, the other three will
carry on while it is repaired or
replaced.

In the building there is a large
space for the butcher, or meat cut-
ter with all new equipment, such
as meat block, saws and knives.
In this department the customer
may have the meat cutter prepare
his meat in convenient size pack-
ages, brand them and place them
in the locker, or the customer is
privileged to do his own cutting.
the capacity of the larger boxes
is 350 to 400 pounds.

Primarily, these locker plants
are made for the convenience of
rural people, but they are in no
wise confined to them, as there
are generally a lot of people liv-
ing in town who own their own
farms and manches, and wish to
put a whole carcass in storage.
Anyway, the plant is now open
for the customers, and ready to
use. Those who have not contract-
ed for boxes are invited to inspect
the plant and have the convenien-
ces of it explained.

Gives Health Tips

| The Govemor of Texas has pro-
lclmmod the week of March 31 to
| April 7 as Health Clean-up and
;Safot} Week.

Your local Five-County Health
Unit, as a representative of the
Texas State Department of Health,
would like to point out some sug-

| gested activities for the promotion
of health.

‘ Each child should be actively im-
munized against diphtheria before
"the age of one year with diphthe-
| ria toxoid. Every child should be
lvaccinated against smallpox in
early infancy and again upon en-
tering school. Every person should
be immunized by wvaccination a-
gainst typhoid fever. Since this di-
sease is more prevalent in the
summer, now is a good time to se-
cure this protection. Consult your
family doctor now and see if you
or your family have not received
protection from these diseases.
Home sanitation should be in-
vestigated now before hpt weather
sets in. Screens should be repaired,
breeding places for flies elimin-
ated, and garbage disposal- cans
should be well covered. Potential
water hazards which might be
breeding places for mosquitos
should be eliminated. Every pri-
vate and public water supply
should be analyzed for safety. Your
County Health Unit will be glad
to give service to you in this mat-
ter. Every home should be con-
nected with the city sewage sys-
tem if possible; is not avail-
able,

if it
a septic'tank or an approvad
sanitary privy should be construct-
ed. Plans for an approved sanitary
privy can be obtained from your
health unit. A clean-up campaign
should be instituted in every com-
munity to improve sanitation.

Everyone should check up on
his personal health by having a
physical examination at least once
a year by their own physician.
