To which Mayor Coleman adds 
the statement that he feels the 
people will lend every assistance 
to the enumerators, who are your 
neighbors and friends, and pa­
tiently answer all questions they 
may ask as accurately as possible.

He further stated that Brown­
field and Terry county as a whole 
were anxious to show just as 
great increase as possible in the 
11940 census, and it would there­
fore be necessary to tell the enu- j 
merators as accurately as possible 
who may reside in your home.

Visit Austin in hterest 
of Levelland Road

Judge‘ R. A. Simms, of Terry 
County and Commissioners T. D. 
Warren, W. B. Martin and J. F. 
Malcolm, and Mayor Clyde C. 
Col«nan of Brownfield, were vis­
itors in Austin the latter part of 
last week in the interest of getting 
the Terry County end of highway 
51 hot topp>ed during the summer. 
It is our understanding that the 
highway department with WPA 
labor hopes to get the stretch from 
here to the Hockley line graded, 
drained, and a caliche base down 
by summer.

The committee of our leading 
citizens report that they were 
tjeated most cordially by the High­
way Commission, but that nothing 
definite was promised at the time, 
but promised to take the propo­
sition under advisement.

In the meantime, while the Her­
ald is generally speaking against 
bond issues, or unecessary ones,- 
we believe the county should un­
dertake a bond issue to finsh the 
Levelland road and the one to 
Lamesa, which would join Dawson 
county at the line this side of 
Welch.

There is no question in our 
minds that this road would be 
taken over by the highway depart­
ment and paid for, as it starts 
•somewhere and goes -somewhere, 
and would be a short cut for oil 
people as well as others from the 
Howard county oil. fields to those 
of Hockley, Cochran and Yoakum 
coimties.

Not only that, but it would save 
males between Howard and Daw­
son counties to Lamb and other 
counties in that area. With the 
new law to assume bonds thus 
voted on main roads, why not try 
it? Yoakum, Gaines, Cochran, 
Lamb, Lubbock, and Dawson have 
ahreardy done so. What are we 
waiting on?

With 700,000 WPA laborers be­
ing let out this month, this would 
be about the best way to supply 
labor, and let the gasoline tax of 
the state pay the bonds.

Coleman stated that the first week 
of April is usually rather early to 
start clean-up in this section, as 
we have a considerable amount 
of wind, and would until May. 
Later on, pxwsibly somewhere a- 
round the first or second week of 
May, he will issue a proclamation 
or. a clean-up campaign.

Possibly by that time we shall 
have had a good rain, and the 
shucks and other drifting matter 
will have settled in fence comers 
and mixed with enough dirt to 
hold them and can be loaded into 
the city dump trucks and hauled 
away without scattering again.

Shucks are one of the “Jonah’s” 
of Brownfield, being a com coun­
try, and (hundreds of thousands of 
bushels shelled here, but that is 
one of our sources of revenue, and 
we jusrt have to put up with it 
whether we like it or not.

Start This Month

c h e a p  summer water rates 
the first of this moq,th ando contin­
ues till fall, according to Mayor 
Clyde C. Coleman, in a conversa­
tion with him Tuesday.

•The ra‘Je siarts in with the min­
imum of 5,000 gallons a t '$1.50 
which k» good at all seasons of the 
yea’-, then, there is a summer rate 
of 15c per 1000 gallons for the 
next 10,000 gallons, and then 10c 

■per 1000 gallons for all over 15,- 
000 gallons, which of course makes 
15,000 gallons in any one month 
cost only $3.00.

This is one of the cheapest rates 
that we know of, and as stated 
above is given the local people in 
order to encomage them* in mak­
ing their premises more beautiful 
with trees, shrubs and flowers. 
With even a very dry year, when 
the hose 'has to run “most every 
day to keep the premises fresh, 
there are few yards that will con­
sume as much as 15,000 gallons.

The only trouble with this per­
son is, if we could just persuade 
the city to apply the water for us, 
we would be for it strong. But it 
takes a lot of the pleasure out of 
it to come in from work evenings 
and get the hose to going, and 
we’re too doggone poor to install 
a sprinkler system.

My (reaction to playing Rhett 
Butler is both frank and sample.
“The condemned man ate a hearty 
m eal” Now don’t get me wrong. .As 
an ctor I loved it. As a character 
the was terrific. As material for the 
scaeen, he was that “once in a life­
time” opportunity. But as Clark 
Gable, who likes to pick his spots 
and found himself trapped by a 
seanes of circumstances over which 
he had no control, I was scared 
stiff.

This is no alibi. I cannot but 
honestly admit that the actual 
making of the picture was one of 
the most thoroughly pleasant and 
satisfying experiences I have ever 
known. During the filming, I was 
on familiar ground. Once in the 
atmosphere of the settings, facing 
a camera in costxmie, playing 
scenes that were dramatically re­
alistic, I felt for the first time that 
I had an understanding of Rhett.
The long months I had studied him 
and tried to know him as I know 
myself made me believe I was 
Rhett. These were things I could 
get my hands on. They were part 
of my job as an actor. It was those 
things I couldn’t get my hands on 
that had me wo-rried.

Became a Fan, Too
In the interest of truth, I became 

a fan of Miss Mitchell’s with the
f

rest of America after going half 
way through the book. It was 
good, too good in fact. Rhett was 
everything a character should be 
and rarely is, clear, concise and 
very real. He breathed in the pages 
of the book. He was flawless as a 
character study. He stood up under

fthe most careful analysis without 
exhibiting a weakness. That was 
the trouble.

I realized that whoever played 
Rhett would be up against a stum­
bling block in this respect. Miss 
Mitchell had etched Rhett into the 
minds of millions of people, each 
Of whom knew exactly how Rhett 
would look and act.. It would be 
impossible to satisfy them all. An 
actor would be lucky to please ev­
en the majority.. It wasn’t that I 
didn’t want to play Rhett. I did. 
No actor could entirely resist such

a challenge. But the more popular 
Rhett became, the more I agreed 
with the gentleman who wix)te, 
“Discretion is the best part of val­
or.

Out of My Hands
Hav'ing read the book enabled 

me to see clearly what I was in 
for if I played the part. I decided 
to say nothing. It became more 
apparent, anyhow that it was out 
of my hands. The public interest 
in my doing Rhett puzzled me. 
Long before anyone had been cast 
for the picture, I was asked for

interviews. When I refused to 
comment, the columnists did it for 
me. My mail doubled and then 
trebled. I saw myself pictured as 
Rhett, with sideburns. I don’t like 
sideburns. They itch. I was the 
anly one, apparently, who didn’t 
take it for granted that I was go- 
'ing to play Rhett. It was a funny 
feeling. I think I know now how 
a fly must react after being caught 
in a spider web. It wasn’t that I 
didn’t appreciate the compliment 
the public was paying me. It was 
simply that Rhett was too big an 
ordei. I didn’t want any part of 
him.

To make sure that I 'hadn’t err­
ed in my first impression, I read 
“dJone” again. It convinced me 
more than ever that Rhett was 
too much for any actor to tackle 
in his right mind. But I couldn’t 
escape him. I looked for every 
out. I even considered writing Miss 
Mitchell at one time. I thought it 
would be great if she would sim­
ply issue a statement saying, “ I 
think Clark Gable would be the 
worst possible selection for Rhett 
Butler.” Perhaps after Miss Mit- 
chess sees my Rhett, or rather 
wliat I’ve done to her Rhett, she’ll 
wish she had. It may be of inter­
est as a sideli^t that my own sin­
cere choice for Rhett w’as Ronald 
Coleman. I still think he would 
have done a fine job of it.

Rhett a Real Person
I found upon investigation that 

Miss Mitchell, very intelligently, 
didn’t care a hang what Hollywood 
was going to do with her book. All 
she wanted was peace and quiet. 
She wrote a book because it was 
the thing she liked to do and hav­
ing innocently caused more ex­
citement than any other author in 
memory, asked only to be left a- 
lone. When I was told this, I im- 
med^tely felt a sympathetic fel­
lowship with Miss Mitchell. I was 
sure we would understand one an-

■I ' f  3

other, for, after all, Rhett has 
.caused moire than a little confusion 
in both oiBT lives. Incidentially, I 
wanted to ask Miss Mitchell where 
she met a man like Rhett. I am 
just guessing, but to me he must 
have been the real thing, with 
very little fictional embroidery.

During the months when the 
casting of ‘Gone” reached the 
proportions of a national election, 
and acrimonious debate was being 
conducted on every street comer, 
Rhett became more of a mental 
hazard than ever. I was still the 
only one who didn’t have anything 
to say about him. I never did have. 
For when the time came to get 
down to business, I was still out 
on a limb.

I knew what was coming the 
day David O. Selzndck telephoned 
me. His purchase of the book for 
a mere $50,000 had started the riot. 
Oui- talk was amicable. I did the 
sparring and he landed the hard 
punches. David’s idea was to make 
a separate deal, providing my 
studio would release me to maxe 
the picture. I thougM my contract 
was an ace in the hole. It specified 
that my services belonged exclu­
sively to Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer. I 
told David that, adding on my 
own that I was not intei'ested »n 
playing Rhett.

That didn’t stop David. Being a 
friend of long standing and know­
ing him, I knew that it wouldn’t. 
He pointed out that no actor ever 
had been offered such a chance. 
There had ne\’er been a more 
tallied of role than Rhett. That 
was exactly my rea , r for turning 
him down. He put ins .ards on the 
table. He was going t j  try to get 
me from M-G-M if he could. We 
shook hands on it.

I could have put up a fight. I 
didn’t. I am glad now that I didn't. 
Hollywood has always treated me 
fairly. I have had no reason to 
complain about my roles and if 
the studio thought I should play 
Rhett, it was not up to me to 
duck out. I had nothing to do with 
the negotiations. I learned that I 
was to play Rhett in the newspa­
pers. As a part of the deal, Metro- 
Gold wyn-Mayer was to release the 
picture.

That was a weight off my mind.

DOUBLE PLANTING SYSTEM
COLLEGE STATION—A sys­

tem of double planting is advocat­
ed for rural people who are in a 
hurr> for shade about their homes 
but do not admire any of the rapid 
growing trees. This suggestion is 
made by Sadie Hatfield, specialist 
in landscape gardening for the A. 
and M. College Extension Service.

She says: “Plant rapid-growing 
trees 10 or 15 feet away from the 
house and slow-growing trees far­
ther back. As soon as the slow- 
growiryg trees have made enough 
growth to give needed shade, the 
rapid-growing trees may be cut 
down and removed.” Among the 
rapid-growing trees which may be 
used in this way are cottonwood, 
sycamore, and native elms. Trees 
for more permanent places in the 
landscape which grow large are 
pecan, black walnut, and live oak.

THE ANCIENT ART OF 
TANNING HIDES

The ancient art of leathfer tan­
ning was revived on 380 Texas 
farms in 19*9.

Farmers tanned 185 hides for 
rugs and furs, M. K. Thornton, Jr., 
agricultural chemist of the Texas 
A. and M. Extension Service, said.

The work was in the nature of 
a demonstration of the processing 
and utilization of leather on the 
farm.

So it appears that unless 
more money is provided for them 
and none of the present taken a- 
way that it will be something like 
20 years before the presen-t sys­
tem is completed. However, if we 
vote our bonds and build our own 
highways, it is only a question of 
a year or two before the State 
will assume their payment, under 
the Rood Bond Assumption law 
and we wiU have our roads and 
they will not cost us anything. 
Let us think about ft and prepare 
ourselv'es for further road im- 
pro\ement.

When a loved one .stricken 
with pneumoinia a low years back, 
and you looked deep into your 
physician’s eyes to ask “ Isn’t there 
something you can do?’’ in most 
cases he was forced ito shake his 
head in helplessness.
