What is described as one of the 
largest as well as the most mod­
em  cotton oil mills in Texas, was 
Qtâ pted this week about three- 
jjoiurths of a mile north of the city 
limits, on the Lubbock highway. 
It is located near the County Mar­
ker. Thirty-three acres of land 
which was farmed laist year, is 
included in the site. Santa Fe sur­
veyors have already located the 
spur, and work will be rushed on 
it so that building material can 
be unloaded at the site.

The West Texas Cotton Oil 
Company, generally known to be 
a part of the Anderson-Clayton 
(>>mpany, is able to put up the 
kind of plant that the section will 
be proud of. They buy their own 
sites, erect their plants and pay 
lor them. Towns are not called on 
for any bonus whatever. Mr. G. 
T. Harris will be the construction 
foreman, while Mr. Horace Ballew 
will be in charge of operation. 
Those high up in company affairs 
here Monday, were: Mr. Roy Gris­
ham, General Manager, Abilene; 
Mr. Horace Hawkins, manager of 
the Plain view mill, and Mr. Wat­
kins, Littlefield manager.

The company plant at Winters 
is being dismantled, and will be 
m ov^  here, but we understand 
that thousands of dollars worth of 
new and modem machinery has 
been purchased and will be added, 
making this the most modem 
plant perhaps in the entire state. 
Streets and roadways are being 
laid out at the site, and a tool 
and material building erected. 
Stakes are also set for the differ­
ent buildings and a water well 
put down.

There was much talk here a 
year ago that when the company 
got ready to build, they would in­
clude a mixed feed mill as well, 
as modem as any in Texas. The 
fact that Brownfield is just on 
the edge of the ranch section, as 
well as in the best paort of the corn 
and feed area, would make a 
mixed feed plant a great asset 
to the cotton oil mill department. 
The plant will employ around 45 
men.

Warning Against Acti­
vities of Religions Sect
County and State Officials and 
Members of the American Legion 
Speak to 1500 People on Subject 

Of Patriotism.

Starting about one hour after 
the regular Tradesday drawing 
here Monday afternoon, Burton 
G. Hackney set up his public ad­
dress system and spoke briefly to 
about 1500 people of this county 
in the interest of his candidacy 
for District Attorney. After a brief 
speech in'the interest of his cam­
paign, Hackney plunged into the 
matter of the “Fifth Column” or 
“Trojan Horse” that struck in 
Brownfield Sunday morning.

Mr. Hackney stated that there 
was no man on the face of the 
earth that loved his country more 
than he; that he owed his country 
more than he would ever be able 
to pay; that as an average poor 
boy this country had given him 
opportunities to educate himself 
and to say what he pleased and 
to do what he pleased so long as 
it did not interfere with the rights 
of others; that he had breathed 
its free air, and took of its sub­
stance; that he enjoyed his free­
dom yet, and was willing to fight 
to keep it.

Mr. Hackney stated that there 
had been a lot of things said, and 
a lot of things done in the past 
two days that should not have 
been said or done. He stated that 
he respected the right of people 
to believe and worship as they 
saw fit, but that he had no use 
for any man or woman who used 
that belief to tear down and de­
stroy a free government. He called 
upon the people to keep their feet 
squarely upon the groimd in these 
perilous times, and not to commit 
some offense that they would have 
catise to regret in later years. He 
stated that the County and State 
officials were the ones to handle 
all violations and that they would 
not tolerate mob violence of any 
kind and that those who engaged 
in violence would be prosecuted. 
He called upon all citizens to re­
fuse to let Jehovah’s Witnesses 
enter their homes and leave their 
literature, and if they had already 
done 90, to destroy it or bring it 
to the officers.

Hackney then introduced C. T. 
Edwards, Commander of the local 
Post of the American Legion, who 
spoke briefly to the crowd on the 
stand of the American Legion re­
garding un-patriotic moves.* He 
told the people that the Legion 
was squarely behind the officers 
of the County and State and called 
upon the citizenship of this county 
to cooperate with the officers.

J. D. Miller, secretary of the 
American Legion, Manny Gault, 
Texas Ranger Captain of the Lub­
bock Division, C. D. Gore, Terry 
Comity Sheriff and H. R. Winston 
were introduced and each one of 
them called upon he citizenship for 
their aid in solving the serious 
prorbiems that were confronting us.

Homer Winston spoke at length 
regarding our duty to the flag and 
what it stood for and read sev­
eral sketches from the literature 
of Jehovah’s Witnesses.

Jim Graves furnished a large 
flag which was mounted on the 
platform for the program, and 'af­
ter the speeches Burton Hackney 
called upon the crowd to stand 
at attention, salute the flag and 
give the pledge to the flag. Every 
person present saluted the flag and 
gave the pledge.

Our Flag has been waving in the 
breeze since June 14, 1777, when 
it w’as adopted by the Continental 
Congress. U. S. Marines display 
the Stars and Stripes along with 
their regimental standard. At 
right: Grand Union, rattlesnake 
and pine tree flags, prominent 
among early colonial banners.

Romance has trailed Old Glory 
since it became our national flag 
163 years ago. Since that time it 
has symbolized the hopes, aspira­
tions and spirit of a nation de­
voted to the cause of liberty.

Prominent among early Ameri­
can flags, forerunners of the Stars 
and Stripes, were pine trees, rat­
tlesnakes and other designs. The 
Grand Union flag, with a British 
jack appearing where forty-eight 
stars are now shown in a blue 
field, was the immediate ancestor 
of our national flag.

Pine tree flags were displayed 
by the cruisers of Washington’s 
fleet which operated in New Eng­
land waters, and such flags bore 
the words, “An appeal to Heaven.” 

Rattlesnake designs were fre­
quently used by the southern col­
onies, and a flag of this type was

carried by the U. S. Marines and 
fclujackets form the Continental 

I Navy, who made a landing in the 
Bahamas in March, 1776. The rat­
tlesnake s3mribol, w ith'its motto, 
“Don’t tread on me,”  also appeared 
on the drums of American Marines 
at that time.

The Grand Union flag was pop­
ular with naval men cuid it was 
sometimes called the “First Navy 
Ensign.” There were scores of 
other colonial banners, each of 
which found special favor in the 
colony where it ©riginated.

Even today there is a certain 
mystery about Old Glory. Histor- 

I ians fail to agree as to who de­
signed it, although tradition points 
to Betsy Ross, a Quaker City 
seamstress, as the maker of the 
first Stars and Stripes adopted by 
the Continental Congress on June 
14, 1777.

With a deep appreciation of the 
benefits we enjoy as citizens, each 
of us should display the Star- 
Spangled Banner on Flag Day, and 
by so doing honor the birth of our 
flag. No flag in the world is more 
beautiful. No flag spreads its folds 
over a more highly favored land 
than ours.

Most 
of the disturbances have occurred 
since the United States suddenly 
realized that they possibly faced 
a condition worse than death— 
domination and practical slavery.

But, the American Legion is not 
in the dark.

mob. People who expect protec­
tion of the law should respect the 
law or get out of the country.

People who ha\’e studied the 
matter state that the picture show 
is a mighty good place to relax 
and forget the horrors of war for 
an hour or two. But, 'if we operat­
ed a show, we believe that we 
would refrain as much as possi­
ble from buying pictures that had 
any suggestion of war scenes and 
or bloodshed. Sunday School and 
church might also be suggested as 
a couple hours rest from war news 
providing you have a sensible pas­
tor, who gives spiritual lessons 
from the Bible, and does not show 
his great knowledge and compre­
hension of modem statesmanship.

Have you done your share to­
ward the second drive for twenty 
million dollars for the Red Cioss? 
There are millions of refugees 
from The wrath of the Madmah 
of Europe that must be fed, clothed 
and provided with medical atten­
tion. A ship has just sadled to 
France from New York carrying 
a million dollars worth of needed 
things. All kinds o»f civic and pat­
riotic clubs; all church organiza­
tions, including Protestants, Jew­
ish and Catholic are behind the 
movement. It is much easier to 
send food and clothing than to 
send men to fight.

June is National Milk Month, 
and considerable advertising is 
being put forth in making this 
month a real milk dririking month 
as well as that of bi-products such 
as butter, cheese, ice cream, etc. 
Milk is a health drink, and few 
are the people uiio do not like 
milk in some form, or who are 
so constituted that it disagrees 
with them. We noted one of our 
exchanges, who is an ardent dry, 
making an editorial effort against 
beer recently, stating as a fact 
that milk and bi-product con­
sumption had decreased with the 
adv ênt of beer. We don’t have 
any idea where that editor got 
•his information, if any, but the 
National Dairy Foundation does­
n’t agree with his statistics by 
any means. In fact, dairy pro­
ducts sbow a year by year in­
crease since 1933, the year legal 
beer came back. Not only that, 
but soft drink manufacturers re­
port Q yearly increase in their 
products, despite the fact that 
there has been a great increase 
in the consumption of beer. But 
milk is still the favorite drink of 
millions. It is both food and drink.

The open season for hitch hik­
ers is upon us.

These in large numbers will be 
on our highways during the balmy 
weather of a Texas summer.

Without knowing it, these will 
be in deadly peril every moment 
they are on the highway unless 
they observe certin fundamental 
rules of Safety.

Instead of walking with the 
traffic on the highway, they ought 
to walk against the traffic, or else 
stand still, well off the concrete, 
while they are attempting to hail 
a ride.

If they walk with the traJfic 
a fast-moving automobile may eas­
ily slip up behind them and a 
tragedy is the result. If they are 
walking against the oncoming traf­
fic, they see the oncoming cars 
and can get out of the way.

“ It is not a question of whether 
or not we ought to allow hitch- 

I hiking. It is a question of Safety 
for those who do hitch hike. I 
realize that many of these are 
splendid young men, whose cir­
cumstances have forced them to 
choose this method of travel,” 
Pierce Brooks, president of the 
Texas Safety Council, said re­
cently.

Be Careful in Getting 
A Suntan

AUSTIN, June 4.— “Use caution 
in getting your suntan this season" 
is the advice of Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Off iced.

“Under a misconception as to 
the amount of sun they can take 
without ill effects, many persons 
thoughtlessly submit their unpro­
tected faces, backs, and legs to 
over-exposure to sun and suffer 
painfully, sometimes seriously, as 
a result” . Dr. Cox pointed out.

Restraint in acquiring a suntan 
is advised. Exposure of ten min­
utes the first day should be am­
ple, and the amount o f time spent 
in the sun can be increased on a 
day-to-day basis as the skin be­
comes accustomed to sunlight.

Advising sun-bathers to “ learn 
their limits" Dr. Cox further point­
ed out that individual differences 
may determine the length of time 
that a person can stay in the sun 
without being burned.

Before becoming too ardent over 
prolonged sunbathing, one would 
do well to remember that many a 
vacation or week end has been 
ruined because of the blistering 
and illness-producing power of 
the sun’s rays on tender skin was 
insufficiently appreciated.

Some persons are susceptible to 
sunburn but don’t tan; other in­
dividuals tan over a longer or 
shorter period, but the same gen­
eral rule applies to all—“don’t 
overdo.”

Appai'ently there is no question 
about the presence of women, for 
in recent years heavy attendance 
of home demonstration club wo­
men has necessitated assignments 
of quotas for coimties and dis­
tricts. Attendance figures this year 
have been placed at 1,902 girls, 187 
sponsors and 1,478 women.

Hon. Geo. Mahon, congressman 
of the 19th district of Texas, this 
week expressed in a letter to W. 
A. Griffis, Jr., attorney for the 
Gaines-Terry Electric Cooperative, 
his endorsement of the plan for a 
Cooperative in Gaines, Terry, and 
Yoakum Counties, declaring that 
the Rural Electrification Adminis 
tration program is one of the finest 
undertakings of this administra­
tion.

Popularity of the 
Locker Plant

AUSTIN, June 4,—Sunday beef 
roast will be picked up by Texans 
in “ locker-storage plants” one of 
these days just as handily as they 
now get mail from a post office, 
a University of Texas engineer be­
lieves.

W. R. Woolrich, Unix^ersity en­
gineering dean, has published in 
a recent issue of the University’s 
engineering journal, a complete 
discussion of the profits and pit- . 
falls of locker storage. j

A typical 300-locker refrigera- i 
tion plant costs about $10,500 and 
rents between $10 and $15 a year' 
per locker, which includes cost 
of operation. ,

Average locker users can store 
400 or 500 pounds of food at an \ 
estimated saving on family food | 
budget of one hundred dollars a ; 
year. . s i

You may make economical pur­
chases otn large amounts of per­
ishable foods and have in and out 
of season at a centrally located 
frozen food depot.

Storage plants may be operated ; 
in connection with food processing i 
plants, ice plants, creameries, cold j  
storage warehouses, grocery stores, | 
skating rinks, or cheesp fttclories.

“There are probably two hun­
dred locations in the Southern and 
Southwestern states where locker 
storage would be a good inv’est- 
ment and render a fair income» 
for an engineer with business 
ability,” Dean Woolrich said, “and 
each plant should be a factor in 
improving the economy of the 
area it served.”

BORDE.N COUNTY FARMER 
FINDS A FRIEND

Should armadillos be de.slroyed?
The Game Warden for the La- 

mesa district reports that a farmer 
near Gail, in Borden County, is 
thoroughly opposed to harming a 
single one of the clumsy creatures.

In fact, the farmer imported |
over a dozen armadillos from East.}
Texas and released them on his : 
South Plains farm, hoping that 
they would thrive and multiply 
and assist him in controlling in­
sects that damaged h!fe crops.

It is a matter of record that the 
diet of an armadillo is made up of 
94 per cent insects, such as cut 
worms, beetles and ants. Ants es­
pecially are heavily devoured. 
Since ants are one of the greatest 
enemies to quail and turkys, be­
cause they destroy the young 
birds at pipping time, the arm­
adillo, in addition to being the 
farmer’s friend, is also the friend 
of the sportsmen because of his 
service in destroying quail preda­
tors.

The armadillo is not rvative to 
the plains region of Texas. One 
of the armadillos the farmer im­
ported to Borden County was kill­
ed by a sportsman near Gail and 
this gave rise to the erroneous im­
pression that the animals belonged 
to the South Plains as well as to 
the more eastern portions of Texas.

Ten-Man Committee 
On National Defense

LUBBCK3K, June 4.—Governor 
.W. Lee O’Daniel’s newly appointed 
ilO-man committee on national de­
fense will offer an opportunity 
to those wQio obtain important in­
formation concerning fifth column 
activities in Texas to i>resent their 
data direct to the governor, Pres­
ident Clifford B. Jones of Texas 
Technological college said today.

The committee, composed of the 
heads of state departments and 
educational institutions, urges co­
operation of loyal, patriotic citi­
zens in preventing subversive ac- 
tivitits.

‘Information will be held invio­
late except in that it will be placed 
in the proper official hands,” Dr. 
Jones, a member of the board, said. 
He added that “it is a matter of 
pride that Texas under Governor 
O ’Daniel has taken the lead in the

present movement which is of far 
greater importance than is per­
haps generally understood.”

Jones was a member of the Tex­
as State Council for Defense after 
the World war, was Chairman of 
the Dickens county draft board in 
the early months of the war and 
was later a member of the district 
draft board for the northern judi­
cial district of Texas at Ft. Worth.

The committee will support the 
act introduced by U. S. Senator 
Morris Sheppard of Texas to 
amend the National Defense Act 
by providing for a National In­
dustrial Defense Corps. Purpose 
of this act would be “to provide 
for a defense of the home front 
in time of war and prior thereto, 
to prevent interference with the 
Government’s program in prepar­
ing for defense, and to give ade­
quate protection to all industries 
of every nature now or hereafter 
declared to be essential to national 
defense.”

Sadler Plan for Social 
Security Is Definite

AUSTIN, June 4.— T̂he most 
clear-cut and tangible tax program 
of any candidate for governor i.s 
that offered by Jerry Sadler when 
he announced his candidacy, say 
a number of political advisers. He 
tells where he proposes to raise 
the money for old age assistance 
and other social security, what 
the tax rate will be and how much 
it will raise. Sadler proposes;

An additional tax of cents 
per barrel on oil, to yield $13,- 
000,000 of new revenue; a tax of 
1 cent per thousand cub;: feet on 
natural gas, to produce $10,000,000 
of new revenue, and an increase 
of 22 cents a ton on sulphur, to 
provide $355,000 of new revenue 
—a total of $23,355,000.

Of this, one-fourth (or more 
than $5,000,000) would go to the 
schools, leaving $17,516,000 of new 
money for pensions and other so­
cial security. To this would be 
added the $9,000,000 already being 
raised and, if matched by Federal 
funds, the total would be $53,000,- 
000 for social security in Texas— 
old age assistance, aid to dei>end- 
ent mothers and children, the 
needy blind and crippled.

To provide the State’s share of 
the teacher retirement fund, Sad­
ler proposes a tightening of the 
State franchise tax—a tax on cor­
porations f^r the privilege of dc- 
ing business in Texas.

Critics object that Sadler would 
place the entire load o f . paying 
social security on three industries 
—oil, gas and smphur but 'his sup­
porters assert that the tax rate 
proposed is not heavy and that 
those industries are not now pay­
ing anything for old age pensions 
and other social security.

Sadler is strongly against a sales 
tax and he declares that a trans­
action tax or a gross receipts tax 
is just a sales tax under another 
name—that the consumer will 
finally have to pay it.

That is what critics of Sadler’s 
own tax plan say— t̂hat it doesn’t 
matter what kind of tax you have, 
the public is usually the one who 
pays it. However Sadler counters 
with the declaration that 80 per 
cent of the oil, gas and sulphur 
produced in Texas is consumed 
outside of Texas and, so if the 
tax is passed on, it still will not 
be paid by the people of this state.

Milk Industry to 
Stage Big Drive

Milk distributors are taking an 
active part in June Dairy Month 
drive to promote increased con­
sumption of milk end dairy pro­
ducts.

On January 1st there were 25,-
334.000 milk cows and 5,443,000 
heifers estimated on farms, accord­
ing to the Milk Industry Founda­
tion, 246,000 more c o w s  and
308.000 more heifers than a year 
ago.

Farm milk production during 
April reached a new all-time peak 
for the month totaling 4,394,000,- 
000 quarts—an increase of 1 %  
over last April and 7 %  greater 
than the 1934-1938 average for 
the month. Per capita production 
was only slightly higher than in 
April 1939 but was 4%  above the 
April 1934-1938 average.

Cooperating in the campaign 
with distributors are producers 
throughout the nation and store 
groups of all kinds. The June 
push is expected to enlist more 
distributing agencies than any pre­
vious all-industry effort in the 
dairy field.

wanted three sections of land that 
cost him a fist fight and a long, 
weary attempt to get rid of the 
land have at least proved of un­
told value to R. M. Kendrick, pio­
neer Terry County banker.

Just a short three years ago 
came the news that oil had been 
discovered near the Kendrick pro­
perty. Soon oil operations were 
taking place on those three un­
wanted sections. Is he sorry he 
he couldn’t sell the land a few
years ago? Marsh Kendrick’s big, 
hearty smile dismisses, the thought.
