35,000 Pound Truck 
Bill Passed

One of the hardest battles of 
the 47th Legislature last week 
\.'ent through its primary stage 
as the House of Representatives 
okayed a bill raising the truck 
load limit from 7,000 pounds net 
iocd to a gross weight of 35,000 
pounds per truck.

With the bill already out of tne 
House of Representatives prospects 
were that the Senate highways 
and motor traffic committee would 
consider it along with a subcom­
mittee report Monday night on 
the' scientific formular truck bill. 
The subcommittee will give a 
favorable report to the scientific 
bill with a gross weight of 48,000 
pounds instead of 56,000 pounds  ̂
£ct in the original Kelley bill.

The House fight over the scien­
tific bill stretched over two days, 
end forces w’ere closely divided. 
However, the battle was calm, 
restrained, serious. It was an im­
portant measure and the House 
acted accordingly.

Final passage was reached Wed­
nesday after Tuesday’s allday dis­
cussion and voting.

The vote on final passage was 
78-to-60.

Guardsmen May 
Vote Mann Rules

Unless the United States Su- 
prome Court rules otherwise, 
n\embers of the Texas National 
Guard are entitled to v'ote in 
Texas during their period of ac­
tive service.

This was the effect last week 
cf a ruling by Attorney General 
Gerald Mann, Who pointed out 
that Texas’ Supreme Court has 
held that the status of National 
Guard officers and enlisted men 
does not change due to their ac­
tive service “so far as Texas is 
concerned.”

Mann is contesting the Texas 
court’s opinion, in an appeal to 
the U. S. Supreme Court in the 
so-called Carpenter case govern­
ing the paying of salaries to of­
ficers in the Guard who are also 
slate officers.

However, men who are chosen 
under the Selective Service act 
lo£e their voting privilege, Mann

South’s Fibers 
Are Essential 
Raw Materials
Cotton, W’ool and Mohiiir Are 
Resources Aiding Nat’l. Security

(Editor’s Note: This is the eightn 
article of a series, “Blending 
Livestock With Cotton,” published 
as a service to farmers ind stock­
men.)

By blending sheep and goat 
raising with cotton production, t’oe 
Cotton Belt is producing much of 
tne nation’s supply of three es­
sential fibers—cotton, \/ool and 
mohair. In peace or wa% produc­
tion of these fibers on Southern 
farms and ranches contributes to 
the security and economic welfare 
of the entire nation. In addition 
to furnishing lint cotton, the 
South’s cotton acres furnish cot- 
tenseed feed products reeded by 
sheep and goats for efficient pro­
duction of wool and mohair.

Economical production of wool 
or mutton requires good care and 
feeding of the range or farm flock 
during wunter months. Experiment 
Station research and experience 
have proved. Adequate amounts of 
quality protein, supplied by 1-4 to 
1-2 of a pound, daily j>er head, 
ot cottonseed meal, cal:e, cubes 
or pellets, keep ewes in good 
condition for lambing and furnish 
nutrients needed for maximum 
grow'th of uniformly-strc ng wool. 
Silage is a good succulexit rough- 
age for sheep when 3 to 4 pounds, 
drily per head, are fed vhth meal 
cr cake.

Plenty of water and salt should 
always be available for sheep. 
Oyster shell flour or ground lime- 
5t<me is needed by sheep fed corn 
or sorghum silage, grass hay or 
sorghum fodder.

Lamb feeding offers an excell- j 
< nt market for farm grains,' 
roughages and cottonseed feed 
products produced in̂  the South 
and Southwest. Lambs entering 
the feeding pens should be fed 
carefully. Rest, plenty of water, 
r.nd a mixture of 93 perc-ent cot- 
temseed hulls and 7 percent cot­
tonseed meal will give lambs a 
good start. After ten drys, this 
mixture may be change! to 75 
percent hulls, 15 percent cotton­
seed meal, and 10 percent molas­
ses. After thirty days, an<l of the 
farm grains may be added gradu- 
clly until 30 percent of tie daily 
ration is grain, with the cotton­
seed hulls reduced corresponding­
ly. One-half of the cottonseed 
hulls should be replaced with le­
gume hay during the lat'.er part 
of the feeding period.

Another practical plan used by 
successful feeders of lamos is to 
feed 1-3 of a pound of cottonseed 
meal or cake, daily per ht ad, and 
ail of the silage lambs will eat, 
during the first four weeks. Then, 
they start adding 1-16 of a pound 
of sorghum grain to each of the 
two daily feedings of silage. This 
:s continued until lambs are get­
ting one pound of grain, daily, 
One-eighth of a pound of grain is 
tnen added, every secord day, 
until lambs are getting all of the 
grain they will eat. When silage 
is fed, a calcium sup]>lement 
should be sprinkled over the silage 
each day, at the rate of 2 1-2 
pounds for each 100 lambs.

NEW YORK, Feb. 10—Business
—Though you may have spotted
price rises in some things, and
got the impression that living
costs were on a strong uptrend,
fact is living cost rises have been
amazingly low in comparison with
what was feared the war would

•

bring, on the basis of the 1914-18 
experience. National Industrial 
Conference Board's report on 1940 * 
shows that the wage-earner paid 
only nine-tenths of one per cent 
more for his essential require- • 
ments in 194C than in 1939—and 
nearly three per cent less than 
in 1937. The survey covers food, 
clothing, housing, sundries, light 
and fuel. The Board uses 1923 as 
the standard for liv'ing costs. With • 
that as “ 100’, costs during 1940 
for the fields surveyed aggregated 
85.3. Which means that the pur­
chasing power of the ’40 dollar 
was 117.2 per cent of w’hat it was * 
in ’23 . > . you could buy as much 
with a single round dollar in those 
essentials as you could have got 
for $1.17 in 1923.

No Runaway—So maybe prices 
aren’t going to run away, after 
all—though we certainly heard 
plenty of talk expressing fear 
of just that when the defense 
drk'e was just starting. Maybe we 
should knock on wood. But the 
experts say this stability in cost 
of living, thus far, in spite cf 
numerous “ inflatiouarj'”  in flu- ' 
ences, has been due mainly to 
three factors: (1) Our abundance 
of foodstuffs and raw materials; ’
(2) mutual determination, arising 
cut of experience in the other war," 
on the part of both business and 
government to keep prices down;
(3) comparatively small number 
c f labor disturbances, to date.

Low-Price Trend—The auto in­
dustry, whicli has pledged itself 
to priorities on defense orders, 
finds itself able to suî ge ahead 
full-blast to meet what is pre­
dicted to be the greatest spring 
demand in its history. Announce­
ment of new models shows a def­
inite trend toward stepping-up 
production and continued low 
prices, indicating no noticeable 
shortage in basic materials.

This Thing Called A  
Ventilated Pantry
County Home Dem. Agent

j  Ventilated pantry is a hard 
sounding title for so convenient! 
and desirable food storage closet, I 
and one which is quite simple to i 

, construct after all. Many a clothes j 
closet has been turned into an 
ideal ventilated pantry with little 
cr no cost, the size, of course, 
depending on the needs of the 
particular family.

A ventilated pantry is one so 
constructed that the cool air 
which is stored up under the I 
house is drawn slowly through i 
the pantry during the day and' 
keeps the foods in the pantry at 
a desired temperature.

To make this possible:
Locate the pantry as near the 

center of the house as possible— 
that means on an inside w'all. Use 
beaver board, corrugated paste*, 
board boxes or several layers of 
paper to line an old closet to make 
the walls tight enough to aid in 
ihe proper insulation of the walls.'

Make a screened opening in the 
center of the pantry floor to per­
mit the cool air from under the 
house to force the warm air out 
of the pantry through a screened | 
opening directly above in the ceil- , 
ing of the pantry; usually an 18” 
square screened opening in the 
floor and ceiling will serve fo r , 
the averaged size pantry. C ircu-1 
lation of air under the house' 
should be made possible. Solid 
foundation walls should have 
openings in them, particularly on 
tne south side of the house and 
ai least on one other side. The 
opposite gable ends of the house 
should be also v'entilated, as it 
is better to open the pantry into' 
a well ventilated attic.

The shelves should be so con- 
stiucted as not to interfere with' 
a free circulation of air which aids 
ill controlling the temperature in  ̂
tJie pantry. Three four-inch boards 
\v th one inch between the boards 
hav'e been found to be very sat­
isfactory. In placing containers in 
the pantry, care should be taken 
not to obstruct this free circula­
tion of air.

Canned Food In 
Terms of Millions

College Station, Feb. 24—Texas 
farm families influenced by the 
educational programs on garden­
ing conducted by the Extension 
Service and by the garden pro­
visions of the 1940 agricultural 
conservation program produced 
600,000,000 pounds of vegetables 
for home use last year. 'The figure 
for home-produced fruit also went 
into the millions— 12,028,127—in 
1940.

This information has been com­
piled by J. F. Rosborough, ex­
tension horticulturist, and Jennie 
Camp, extension specialist in home 
production planning. They explain 
that this 600 million pounds of 
vegetables was produced on 127,- 
3.̂ 0 farms and ranches in 161 
counties “ it meant $7,518,150 
worth of vitamin- and mineral- 
lich foods on the family tables for 
appro.ximately 600,000 families in 
those homes.”

This represents a substantial in­
crease over the vegetable produc­
tion reported from 145 counties 
in 1939, and the two extension 
specialists say it occurred because 
f^’ m people “made gardening a 
real business” in 1!M0, They grew 
tneir regular home garden, but 
115,480 of them also had field 
gardens where they grew’ peas, 
beans, squash, cantaloupes, water­
melons, sweet potatoes, and Irish 
potatoes.

In addition farm families grew 
17,693 frame gardens in w’hich 
2 202,993 feet of vegetables w’ere 
intensely cultivated. Usually veg- 
etabels in these gardens are plant­
ed and harvested from three to 
f;ve times during the year. Re­
ports for 1939 indicated only 10,- 
241 frame gardens in Texas last 
year.

The specialists say also indica­
tions are that about 5,000 of the 
127,350 gardens were planted by 
people who had never planted 
gardens before and 50 to 75 thous­
and of them were larger than in 
previous years.

Camille Cult, Minister of Fin- 
aitce of the Belgian Government 
in Exile, recently presented the 
British Government with a gift of 
100,000 pounds to be used in the 
prosecution of the war against 
Germany and Italy.
