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Operation of School 
Buses; Motor Vehicles 
To Stop

Motor or to stop when bus is 
receiving or discharging passen­
gers —  Article 301 B o f Penal 
Code - Section 1 and 2.

“  'When any such school bus 
vehicle, every operator of a motor 
vehicle or motorcycle approaching 
the same from any-direction shall 
bring such motor vehicle « r  motor 
cycle to full stop before proceed­
ing in any direction, and in event 
such school bus vehicle is re­
ceiving or discharging passengers, 
the said operator o f such motor 
vehicle or motorcycle shall not 
start up or attempt to pass in any 
direction until the said school bus 
vehicle has finished receiving or 
discharging its passengers” . 
PE N ALTY. —  “Any party who 
violates any of the provisions of 
Section 1 of this act (above) shall 
upon conviction thereof be guilty 
o f a misdemeanor, and upon con­
viction thereof, shall be fined not 
less than ten ($10.00) dollars nor 
more than five hundred ($500.00) 
dollars, or confined in the county 
jail not to exceed ninety (90) days 
or both such fine and imprison­
ment; provided, however, that if 
death results to any person, caus­
ed either actually or remotely by 
a non-compliance and or viola­
tion of any of the provisions of 
this act, then and in that event, 
the party or parties so offending 
shall be punished as is now pro­
vided by law” .

♦Article 1242 of Penal code ap- 
lies here and it is as follows: 
“ When the unlawful act attemp­
ted or executed is known as a 
misdemeanor, the puishment of 
negligent homicide committed in 
the execution of such unlawful 
act shall be imprisonment in the 
ja il not exceeding three years, 
or by fine not exceeding three 
thousand dollars” . I f  the unlaw­
ful act attempted of executed is 
known as a felony, then the pun­
ishment would be as for a fe l­
ony committed.

Why Not A Meat 
Packing Plant Here

The Herald is of the opinion 
that not too. large meat pack­
ing plant would be a paying prop­
osition right here in Brownfield. 
True we have several slaughter 
houses that handle considerable 
meat in the fresh state, but the 
carcasses are mostly sold in hal­
ves, quarters or whole to local mar" 
kets, where the cutting is done.

Why could not the several buy­
ers and slaughter men pool re­
sources, and start a small pack- 
ery. We never heard o f one that 
was well managed losing money. 
The American people are meat 
eaters if there is a nation in the 
world that is so considered, and 
no matter how high meat gets, 
they ■ buy meat. And no matter 
how much we try to put the flea 
on local men for price o f meat, 
the price is determined by the 
price of livestock on foot, plus 
wages, overhead and other ex­
penses. People should not expect 
to get pork chops as cheap when 
hogs are bringing 12 cents as when 
4c is offered, nor a T-Bone as 
cheap from a 13c steer as one 
bringing 5c per pound on foot.

It just ain’t in the cards to 
be that way. And then help, and 
other things are higher, includ­
ing rents and taxes. More people 
are employed at higher wages, and 
they want meat, high ,low or in­
different.

But back to the meat plant. 
There are three large ones in 
Lubbock, one in Lamesa and other 
towns that make Brownfield. 
Here we have a combination 
of the livestock, plus the best 
feed country on earth. We now 
have a cotton oil mill. What a 
combination, with freight to pay 
neither way. We note that the 
other packeries in the section, 
even the storage houses o f the 
major packeries, make this sec­
tion in large trucks. We have a 
huge territory to the west o f us 
that is continually developing with 
oil and agriculture, livestock, etc., 
that can with our many paved 
roads radiating out o f the city, 
be easily reached. We believe a 
fair sized meat packery w ill pay 
here, just as our several feed mills 
are paying their owners.

And while about the matter, 
let us remind the Jaycees who are 
casting about for one plant or an­
other, that for almost is long as 
we can remember, we have been 
drinking soft drinks made in 
neighboring town, some less than 
Brownfield and a far less valuable 
distributing territory. Can’t soft 
drinks be made here? I f  not, why 
not?

Every such enterprise brought 
here whether it employes two or 
fifty  men is just that much pay­
roll. Let’s try to get some of these 
industries.

was true that wages in some places 
were high, but a country news­
paper o f that time was supposed 
to hold his subscription rate to 
the bottom, although print paper 
reached 13c per pound, as against 
3c in pre-war times. Same with his 
advertising rate, and many, many 
merchants took advantage o f the 
fact that they were having to 
buy liberty bonds to keep from 
doing any advertising in papers. 
Your income on a country paper 
was therefore cut to the bone, and 
on top of that, you were told about 
every three months to buy a bond 
and although you did not have 
all the money, you made a pay­
ment down, and trusted to luck 
to have the rest when it came due. 
In the meantime you bought sav­
ing stamps. Then you went home 
to corn-pone, as we had our 
wheatless, meatless, and sugarless 
days. This family was allowed 18 
pounds of flour per month, for 
3 persons, which if mixed with 
rice flour, which gave it a wall­
paper paste taste, you might have 
biscuits once a day, no cakes, no 
pies. No, brother, there were no 
bakeries here to buy a loaf of 
bread from. You ate what you goi 
or done without. In the twenties, 
we had plenty to eat of every var­
iety we were able to afford; 
plenty clothes to wear, and was 
able to hire a hand to help us 
in the office. Don’t try to tell us 
that conditions were better dur­
ing than after the World War 1 
was over. We know better.

Corpus Christi, Texas, Oct, 27—  
L i an address here before the 
Texas Newspaper Publishers at 
their meeting here H. E. Dill, Sec­
retary of the Council of Texas Re­
tailers Asociations spoke on “The 
Retail Price Situation in Texas” . 
The council represents 12 state 
wide trade associations of retail­
ers which number about 30,000 
Texas merchants in their mem­
berships.

Mr. Dill stressed the fact that 
existing national and internation­
al conditions were the cause of 
current price increases for var­
ious commodities, ranging all the 
way from food to furniture, ra­
ther than the work of any individ­
ual or group of individuals.

Your retail merchant cannot 
control wholesale prices or the new 
multiplicity of taxes which force 
them to either raise their charges 
or else go bankrupt and out of 
business, Mr. Dill said. The retail 
merchants, from your big city 
department store to the small gro® 
eery store at the crossroads, are 
in the unfortunate position of 
having to hand directly to the 
consumer the ultimate price raise 
in commodity prices which has 
been passed on to them all down 
the line. Now just who is re­
sponsible for the increase in re­
tail prices? Certainly every mer­
chant wholesale and retail, has 
not suddenly become dishonest 
and started to extort an unfair 
profit from his customers by tak­
ing advantage of these unsettled 
times. Your merchants are just 
as you have always known them, 
anxious to please their patrons, 
and give them best goods and 
the lowest prices possible, consis­

tent upon their making a living 
and earning a modest return on

their investments. The retail mer­
chants dislike having to raise 
prices on any article, for higher 
prices mean a curtailment in the 
volume of business so necessary 
for any successful retail estab­
lishment.

It is quite certain that price 
increases are products of the times 
rather than the handiwork of any 
individual or group of individuals. 
It is the operation of the age old 
law of supply and demand which 
can be successfully conrtolled by 
nobody, not even the United States 
Government.

The smashing of the depression 
through the outpouring millions 
of dollars for National Defense 
has brought some startling results 
which affect every person in Am ­
erica. Hundreds of thousands of 
people are employed at present 
who were idle or on relief just a 
few months ago. The national 
income has increased in the past 
couple of years from fifty-seven 
billion dollars to eighty-five bil­
lion dollars. There is much more 
money available. More people have 
money and are willing to spend 
it. There are only just so many 
grocery supplies, furniture sup­
plies, clothing supplies and other 
commodities and people want to 
buy them.

Supplies run short and prices 
go up. Production costs are soar­
ing. There is a competition for 
skilled labor, and salaries in the 
factory, the store and the dis­
tribution center increase accord­
ingly. These salary increases im­
mediately reflect themselves on 
retail prices. There cannot of 
course be any successful price 
pegging or price regulation while 
wages are not regulated.

It is unfair for any unthinking 
person to speculate that the re­
tail merchants of Texas are mark­
ing up their stocks for the pur­
pose of gouging the public on a

LET’S GET AFTER THE 
ROACHES

Sodium Flouride, either pure, 
or mixed with equal parts of 
flour, is the ticket for killing cock­
roaches.

Roaches w ill tackle almost any 
kind of food and usually pollute 
several times more than they act­
ually eat. The pests hang out in 
the kitchen or pantry or other 
places where foexi is kept.

For control, dust sodium flour­
ide in the places frequented by 
the roaches, especially along the 
edges of the rooms. The best re­
suits will be obtained by use of 
a dust gun which will force the 
dust into cracks and crevices.

The insecticide is most effective 
when applied in the evening since 
roaches do not move around much 
in the day time.

Sodium flouride is toxic to man 
and animals and should not be 
used where children may get it, 
warns Cameron Siddall, entomolo­
gist of the Texas A  and M Ex­
tension Service.

It can be swept out each morn- 
nmg, but if small children are 
around pyrethrum would be bet­
ter. Pyrethrum is not poisonou.s 
to humans.

SCIENCE CAN O l’TMODE WAR  
NOTED CHEMIST DECL.ARES

Science can eventually remov’e 
economic causes for war, writes 
Dr. Harrison E. Howe, editor of 
“ Industrial and Chemical Engin- j 
erring’’, in the current Rotarian j 
magazine. Geographic or man­
made monoplies of raw products 
that have provoked wars in the 
past can, he believes, be broken j 
by laboratory research workers. j

Rubber tires made from lime, i 
cabon, salt, petroleum and w ater, 
are already on the market, h e , 
points out, and th ecost of syn- i 
thetic rubber w ill decline as it 
goes into mass production. There 
was a time when men have fought 
for rubber. The scientist believes 
that time is past” .

No longer are manufacturers of 
films and plastics dependent upon 
camphor inported from Japan. 
When prices went up, scientists 
created a synthetic camphor act­
ually better than the natural pro­
duct. Heavy natural deposits ot 
nitrate in Chile gave that coun­
try a monoply in that material 
used in fertilizer and gunpowder 
— until scientists devised a way 
of making nitrates from nitrogen 
in the air. Today it would be rid­
iculous for any nation to go to j 
war to control Chilean nitrates.

Modern science affects interna- j 
tional relations in two ways, as­
serts Dr. Howe. On one hand it 
tends to make the world econom­
ically independent— by making 
the automobile owner dependent 
upon rubber from Malya, for ex­
ample. But science also tends to 
break up national monoplies— 
whether based upon climate or 
geography or created by tariffs 
or cartels— by inventing substit­
utes for natural products. In its 
later function, he believes science 
oners hope for the decline of 
economic stimuli to war.

Science can acmeve modem 
miracles, comments Dr, Howe, but 
as Dr. .Arthur H. Compton, Nobel 
prize winner put.s it. Science is 
not enough. It needs the direction 
of men of goodwill. The ability to 
loose new energies carries the re- 
^.por"ibility voiced in the hopes of 
a Britain scienti.st that the me- 
th )d l<-'r releasing the tremen­
dous energy imprisoned in the 
atom w.ll remain undiscovered 
until man becomes sufficiently 
civilized to use it for his weal and 
not for his woe” .I

Although less 
dramatic—consequently less apt to 
attract public Interest—home acci­
dent fatalities ran a close second 
to death on the street and highway, 
trailing by 1,500 deaths. ^

1941 Attwater prairie Ihicken crop
on the coastal prairies o f Texas 
v;as lost, the Lesser prairie chick­
ens of the Panhandle are pros­
pering this year, acording to W’ord 
received by the Game Commis­
sion from biologists and game 
wardens.

Floods wiped out the nests and 
the young attwater prairie chick­
ens and the loss of an entire crop 
of birds w ill be sorely felt. The 
.\ttwaters face a precarious fu­
ture due to the fact more and 
more of their range is being placed 
in cultiv'ation by rice grow’ers.

The lesser chickens of the north 
Texas plains not only produced a 
big crop of young birds, but in­
creased rainfall has resulted in 
much more food and cover for 
them. There w ill be no more open 
season in prairie chickens for at 
least five years, a law having been 
enacted by the last Legislature 
continuing the closed season until 
1946.

life. Plainly, the needs of con­
serving health and strength in 
the face of present demands is 
greater than ever before. It fo l­
lows that ‘to make haste slowly’ 
in the art o f living, at this time 
not only basic good sense bu+ 
patriotic also. It does not help 
vitality or health to apply a sixty 
mile an hour pace to unessentials. 
Nevertheless, evidences o f this 
type of existence are quite ap­
parent. One of the numerous 
proofs of this fact is the habit 
many persons have o f more or 
less bolting their food,” states 
Doctor Geo.

This hasty-lunch psychology 
is rather general. The speedily 
swallowed breakfast is followed 
by the equally speedy lunch.

changed many things, Including 
eating habits. But the point is 
that nature does not change; while 
marvelously elastic, she still has 
her limits as well as punishments 
for those who persistently dis­
obey. Consequently, the wise per­
son if now a speed eater, w ill 
realize that to take a few min­
utes more time per meal and to 
chew food thoroughly that needs 
chewing are just as essential as 
are the quality and type of food 
consumed.

Bad as speedy eating may be 
in the case of adults, grown-ups 
only have themselves or the trend 
of the times to blame. However, 
the proposition is different when 
children are concerned. Young­
sters are prone to swallow has­
tily anything. Chewing to them 
is a secondary process, and there­
fore must be definitely encour­
aged. When the time has arrived 
for the use o f hard food (and 
that time is at the beginning of 
the teething period) the baby 
should be given dry toast, swei- 
back, or a bread crust. The mas­
ticating function must be encour­
aged daily, if sound teeth and 
sturdy supporting tissue are to be 
formed. Moreover, emphasis on 
adequate mastication should be 
maintained throughout childhood 
for proper growth and general 
health.

In short, everyone should real­
ize that whether with respect to

the young or adult, speedy eating 
with its inevitable accompaniment 
of insufficient mastication is a 
practice which can give rise to 
conditions that in varying de­
grees deprive one of maximum 
health, and sometimes is directly 
responsible for even greater pen­
alties, The practice, therefore, 
should be discontinued, concludes 
Doctor Cox.

Appropriate Meals 
For Students Essential

Austin, Texas, Oct. 13— Now 
that schools are underway and the 

daily routine is well established, 
the question of scnooi lunches 
that w ill be adequate and at- 
ractiv’e and w ill help to keep 
the growing boy or girl up to 
the mark mentally and physically, 
is of special importance. But the 
child’s growth and dev'clopment 
are helped or hindered by var­
ious other things in a child’s daily 
program.

Here are some of them as out­
lined by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer:

The average school child needs 
from 10-12 hours of sleep each 
night.

You say that fairs are primarily 
for advertising purposes. This is 
true, they are “principally’ ‘ for ad­
vertising and educational purposes 
that is to let people in other sec­
tions know what this or any other 
county or community was capable 
of producing and if it had not 
been for the advertising that has 
been done, this county as well as 
many others would still be ranch 
country, as it was thirty years 
ago.

And getting closer to home on 
the advertising idea, I do not think 
that there is a farmer in this or 
any other county who believing 
that he has a better horse or a 
better mule of a better hog or a 
higher type of any other farm pro­
duct than his neighbor, that is not 
glad to have an opportunity of 
showing it. Or any woman, who 
believes that she is a better cook, 
or more successful in jelly mak­
ing or preserving or any other of 
the many acomplishments that are 
possessed by her that does not 
take pleasure in advertising her 
ability through an exhibit at a 
county or regional fair.

The educational part of a fair 
or anything else is not confined to 
the younger generation and the 
work of the county agent and the 
home demonstration agent is not 
confined to 4-H club boys or girls. 
In fact this work constitutes a 
very small part o f the work that 
each of them is expected to ac­
complish or that each of them does 
accomplish and I think that Mr. 
McClain or Miss Blanton would 
inform you on a lot of work that 
they are doing in addition to the 
boy and girl club work.

I think 
this is a fine achievement and hope 
there will be co-ordination and unity 
all over the country at this time in 
the interests of greater efficiency in 
community defense work.

The next morning, Mrs. Kermit 
Roosevelt arrived in time to have 
breakfast with me at eight o’clock 
on the south portico. Then I met 
my daughter and son-in-law on their 
arrival from Seattle, Wash. It gives 
a lift to my spirits just to see these 
two young people, even though I am 
so busy that I think most of our 
talking will be done in the middle 
of the night!

At 10 o’clock, I was at the Office 
of Civilian Defense, and returned be­
fore hinch in time for two appoint­
ments at the White House. Then, 
three representatives of the Ameri­
can Women’s Volunteer and some 
of our Civilian Defense Office staff, 
came to lunch. We talked over the 
co-operation between the American 
Women’s Volunteer association 
workers already in the field, and the 
Civilian Defense people, working 
through our voluntary information 
and placement bureaus.

I hope this will develop in every 
part of the country and am anxious 
that we should use all the work that 
has been done. We must keep in 
mind the objectives before all of 
us, which are to do good work to 
meet emergency situations and to 
improve the communities in which j
we live. j

It never seems to occur to 
the gentleman that the power of ar­
rest lies in the hands of certain spe­
cial individuals, authorized by the 
government, and if I started usurp­
ing their rights, they might be some­
what indignant.

I also have a post card which di­
rects that I shall bring certain prac­
tices of a local draft board to the 
attention of the President, and to 
no one else. The writers are ap­
parently not at all interested in ask­
ing the proper people at the head of 
the draft service in their difficulties. 
In fact, they tell me, that if the 
President, himself, can not take e 
hand in this matter, under no cir­
cumstances am I to give the post 
card to anyone else!

Hoxvever, these two cards show a 
confidence in the fact that the White 
House will take an interest in pri­
vate matters which are brought to 
its attention. I think this is very 
flattering and am very grateful to 
both of these writers, though I am 
afraid I can not do anything about 
either request which meets their 
desires.

On another night. Dr. John Stude- 
baker and Dr, Ambrose Caliver, and 
several of their assistants, brought 
over the transcription of their radio 
program, "Freedom’s People." The 
secretary of the treasury and Mrs. 
Morgenthau, and Lord and Lady 
Mountbatten were with us. We all 
sat and listened with great pleasure 
to this program, which will be 
followed by others, all of which I 
hope will be equally interesting and 
well carried out.

These programs should bring be­
fore the whole people, the contribu­
tion of the Negro race to the nation.

Lord Mountbatten brought in the 
records of two songs by Noel Cow­
ard, which have been a great suc­
cess in London lately.

The other has to be approached 
with a sense of humor. It was writ­
ten to stimulate the British govern­
ment to giving proper consideration 
and equipment to the Home Guard. 
It is fairly satirical, but they tell 
me it achieved its object.

GIANT BAR  
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Poultry Hints For 
Terry County

The secretary of agriculture, aS 
part of the National Defense Pro­
gram, has asked for an increase in 
poultry products. The increase in 
Terry County can be reached with 
out any appreciable cash layout, 
states R. N. McLain, County Agent. 
Better feeding and management 
practices with a few repairs on 
housoes should produce the in­
crease wanted in Terry County.

Some poultry are in the molt 
at the present time and conse­
quently not producing up to par. 
While at this low stage of pro­
duction that probably would occur 
if wormed later. There are several 
worm remedies, but one o f the 
best is the capsule. A fter treat­
ment with capsules add 2 per 
cent tobacco dust to the mash for 
tŵ o days each month. This w ill 
help keep the birds free o f worms.

Provide at least eight inches 
roosting space per bird, with 
perches one foot apart and about 
fourteen inches from wall. Have 
house well ventilated and clean.

Do not feed too m.uch grain— 
about ten to twelve pounds per 
hundred birds in winter and eight 
pounds in summer. Feed at reg­
ular time every day. Feed about 
one half grain and one half mash. 
Keep mash before birds at all 
times. When feeding at protein 
concentrate of from 32-36 per 
cent protein, mix about 2-3 grain 
and 1-3 protein concentrate. Vac­
cinate chickens against pox. These 
are a few practices that should in­
crease production if carried out.

American Stronger

Let us make every American 
strong, Stronger than ever before, 
sturdier in body, steadier in nerves 

surer in living. It is building the 
health ,the physical fitness, <?he

social well-being o f all our Am ­
erican people that helps make 
America strong. Hungry people, 
under nourished people ill people 
pie, do not make for strong de­
fense.

It is up to us to see that the 
American people are not under 
nourished. That means America 
must produce and store more food 
so that all Americans may have a 
well-balanced diet daily.

The average American has plen­
ty of food to eat daily, but he does 
not eat a well-balanced diet daily. 
A  well balanced diet is essential 
to good nutrition. The all Ameri­
can diet, that is the one most com­
monly eaten, is milk, bread, meats 
and sweets, which is certainly not 
a well-balanced diet. A  well bal­
anced diet consists of: I  pint to 
1 quart o f milk, 1 egg, 1 serving 
meat, poultry, fish or cheese; 1 
serving sweet or Irish potatoes; 
1 serving green or yellow veget­
ables; 1 other seiwing vegetable; 
1 serving citrus fruit, tomatoes, 
raw cabbage, strawberries, or 
melons; 1 serving whole grain pro­
ducts; 1 other serving of fruit; 
Other cereals and bread as de­
sired; butter, or margarine with 
vitamins added; some sweets; 6 
to 8 glasses o f water.

These foods must be included 
in the diet daily. The average 
persons diet is deficient in whole 
grain products as brown rice, 
whole wheat flour and com meal 
made from the whole grain. o
