The inner circle, also 
w ell built a re  stric tly  for sh o n  
tim e laborers, like cotton pickers.

O thers who ran  the H erald a f­
ter M. Long sold out, also engag­
ed extensively in th e  real estate 
business and the business ran  
down.

The present m anagem ent took 
charge Ju n e  1, 1909, and prom ised 
the people if they would read and 
patronize the little  paper, we would 
stay ou t of the real estate busi­
ness. We did—they have.

Tem ple, Dec. 15—Shifting agri- 
tu ltu re  production to m eet A m er­
ican and Allied w ar requirem ents 
W ithout perm anently  dam aging the 
land , as occurred as a result of the 
f irs t W orld W ar plow up, was one 
of the  problem s considered here 
today a t the first annual m eeting 
of Texas soil conservation dis­
tric t supervisors.

I t was emphasized, a t th is con­
ference of superivsors represen t­
ing farm ers and ranchers in  71 
T exas soil conservation districts 
covering approxim ately 65,800,000 
acres, th a t conservation farm ing 
would m ake a m ajor contribution 
to A m erican victory by increasing 
p e r acre yields, by im proving the 
quality  of farm  products, and by 
low ering the cost of production. 
T he Foods for Freedom  can be 
produced, it was said, w ithout 
erosion dam age to the  soil, which 
is the  farm er’s m anufacturing  
plant.

•V. C. M arshall, adm inistrator 
o f  the S tate Soil Conservation 
Board of Tem ple stressed the im ­
portance of the farm  front w hen 
he  declared th a t no w ar could be 
won w ithout food and clothing— 
both products of the  soil.

A supervisor, W. E. M oncrief 
o f Arlington, said tha t industries 
turning out defense m aterials were 
being heavily guarded and then 
declared: “The soil is the farm ers 
m anufacturing  plant, and w e’re 
here  today to consider ways to 
put more and b e tte r guards— 
m ore and be tter conservation 
m easures—on our farm s to pro­
tect the soil. Erosion is sagotage. 
weakening our nation ju st as any 
other form  of sabotage does.”

Soil conservation d istric t prob­
lems and progress in the  P an ­
handle P lains section w ere d is­
cussed by Wm. G. Kennedy, a 
m em ber of the  S tate C onserva­
tion Board of Muleshoe and by 
Riley R. Wooten, chairm an of the  I 
board of supervisors of the Duck 
Creek Soil Conservation D istrict 
in Dickens, K ent and Stonewall 
and G arza counties.

Both speakers considered m e­
thods by w hich planning and es­
tablishing soil and w ater conserv­
ing practices could be speeded up.

areas a t home but the same music 
of cheer and comfort will echo from 
the cliffs of Iceland and the wastes 
of Greenland as well as among the 
tropic shores of Trinidad, Guiana, 
ana the Orient. For the Chief of 
Chaplains has announced the dis­
tribution of the * new Army and 
Navy Hymnal, a book containing 
the best in sacred themes, subdi­
vided fo r Protestant, Catholic, and 
Jewish forms of worship. Special 
visitations will be made to the hos­
pitals. N either will the inmates 
of the guardhouse be overlooked.

All will share the spirit of Christ­
mas.

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Texas High Among 
Shorthorn States

Chicago, 111.—Texas ranks high 
m new Shorthorn breeders and m 
total volume of Shorthorn busi­
ness transacted  .according to fig­
ures released by the A m erican 
Shorthorn B reeder’s Association, 
Chicago, 111., for the fiscal year 
ju st closed.

Though continuing to show sub­
stan tial increase in new breeders 
of purebred shorthorns, the Long­
horn state, w ith 48 new m em bers 
dropped in fifth  position to enghth 
this year.

In  total volume of shorthorn 
business during  1941, Texas places 
tenth , same as last year.

“Most all sta tes,” said H. J. 
Gram lich, secretary  of the Asso­
ciation, “showed substantial in ­
creases in both new m en coming 
into the business and in total 
business transacted” .

D uring the year 975 new m em ­
bers have become affiliated  w ith 
the Association, this in comparison 
w ith 903 new m em bers in 1940 and 
740 in 1939.

New m em bers in the m ain are 
m en who have purchased th e ir 
first fem ales during  the past 12 
to 24 mo.nths and who joined 
the Association when th e ir first 
calf crop was ready for reg istra­
tion. Among them  will come m any 
of the breed’s leaders w ithin  a 
few years.

Secretary G ram lich pointed out 
that in the  course of the year 
there were 99 auctions of pure\jred 
Shorthons. At these, 4,186 cattle 
were sold for a to tal of $72,886.01. 
This is a 26 per cent increase over 
1940 in num ber of auctions and a 
13 per cent upswing in prices.

Austin, Texas, Dec. 15,— In  a 
special message from  W ashington, 
w here he had gone to confer w ith 
national officials on civilian d e ­
fense, Doctor Geo. W. Cox, State 
H ealth officer, who was recently 
nam ed by G overnor Stevenson as 
Chairm an of Defense Health and 
Emergency m edical care, today, 
urged that every  citizen of Texas 
register im m ediately for some type 
of civilian defense activity.

The urgency of im m ediate civ­
ilian defense train ing  is surely ap­
parent a fte r w hat has happened 
to the peaceful evilian population 
in our Pacific Island possessions.

The grim  reality  of total war 
declared against o u r people by a 
treacherous enem y changes vague 
plans for fu ture  defense into a 
present and urgent necessity for 
im m ediate action.

The tim e for good intentions has 
passed. Doctor Cox stated. This 
em ergency m akes action im pera­
tive. I know the people of Texas 
are ready and eager to serve, and 

I the tim e for service has a r r i v ^ ”.
I Outlining the th ree  phases of 
civilian defense tha t he believed 

I should be institu ted at once. Doc­
tor included first aid training, the 
organization and train ing  of nurses 
aides, and em ergency san itary  
corps for every comm unity.

These duties are  the personal 
responsibility of every m an and 
woman.

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Protein Vital 
In U. S. Health 
Defense Effort

An army of nutrition vrorkers, ncirn- 
tists, physicians and others in the public 
health field are engaged in an all-out 
health defense effort to conquer mal­
nutrition, now recognized r.s America’s 
No. 1 health problem.

In this program to make America 
strong by making .Americans stronger, 
feeding the family is the homemaker’s 
most important task. It is a task made 
easier by a knowledge of good nutrition 
and of the factors necessary in an ade­
quate diet.

Value of Prolcin
Among the diet factors, protein ranks 

first as a body-builder. About 18 per 
cent of the human body consists of 
protein. No life exists without it. Pro­
tein is necessary for building and re­
pairing body tissues. It furnishes energy 
and it also enters into the structure of 
certain hormones which hare a specific 
action on vigor and general efficiency.

The W’ord, “protein” was coined in 
1838 by Mulder, a Dutch chemist, from 
the Greek word, “proteois,” meaning “in 
first place.” Proteins differ greatly be 
cause they are made up of various 
amino acids known as “building stones.” 
When protein is digested these amino 
acids are set free and are reconstructed 
to fit the needs of each body cell.

A plentiful protein supply is impera­
tive for good health. Persons subsisting 
on low-protein diets show slowness in 

' mental reaction, lowered resistance to 
disease and other ill effects. Authorities 
recommend about % gram or preferably 
2/3 gram per pound of body weight as 
the daily protein requirement. Thus a 
man weighing 155 pounds requires 
al>out 100 grams of protein daily — 
about 3.5 ounces. Children require two 
to three times as much protein per unit 
of body weight as adults.

Protein in Reducing Diet
Contrary to former beliefs that higl 

\ protein diLls cause kidney disease, phy 
sicians now use such diets in treating 
kidney ailments. Dr. Leo K. Campbell 
Kush Medical College, Chicago, ha: 
shown that on diets hich in protein 
over-weight persons lost 8 to 12 pounds 
monthly. He also proved the value of a 
high-protein diet for weight gaining.

Protein Content of Common Foods

T hat effort failed 
th rough  no fault o those who ad­
m inister our governm ental affairs. 
I t failed because the ruthless con­
querors of our tim e are  bent on 
w orld dom ination. N othing less 
can  satisfy them . It is all o r no­
thing. And so, a t last, the  dem o­
cratic  world is allied in arm s ag­
ainst the to ta lita rian  world in the 
greatest w ar h istory  has ever 
known.

Here in A m erica the task  is 
clear. The A m erican people will 
support th e ir governm ent to the 
limit, and they will m ake w hat­
ever sacrifices prove necessary. 
The issue ofin tervention  versus 
non-intervention is as dead as last 
year’s news. The isolationists 
leader, displaying tha t patriotism  
which characterizes all tru e  Am ­
ericans, how ever d iferen t their 
opinions, have pledged the ir full 
support to the president and the 
nation. From  this tim e on, it is

the job to  show the world tha t a 
free A m erica is m ore th an  a 
m atch for any adversary.

The soldiers and the sailors who 
fight in th is w ar carry  into battle  
a trad itional freedom . They are 
not the unthinking, “heiling” 
subjects of a dictator. They are 
not slaves, living and dying like 
puppets at the whim  of a m aster. 
They have been reared in the 
freest of a ll nations, under ideals 
which Lincoln called, “The last, 
best hope of e a rth ”. They know 
w hat they are fighting for. They 
know how precious freedom  s. 
And they  know  the sorrow ful 
tru th  th a t blood m ust be shed 
if freedom  is to be preserved.

Back of the fighting m en of 
Am erica w ill be a production m a­
chine unparalleled  on earth . Labor 
and industry  w ill not shirk  the 
gigantic task th a t tim e and c ir­
cum stance have given it. The 
price of failure would be the death  
of freedom. The days a head will 
be hard  and bitter, but no one 
can doubt w hat the even tual end 
will be— victory for freedom , for 
a way of life th a t respects the 
dignity of man.

It is a ll in one w ord—freedom. 
Freedom  of speech, freedom  of 
press, freedom  of worship, free­
dom on enterprise. These are w hat 
we possess, and these are  w hat 
we are  fighting to save and to 
perpetuate  forever.

A m erican industry  is ready for 
this w ar. Go dow n th e  roster of 
our great private  enteprises— the 
railroads, the pow er systems, the 
steel mills, the m otor m akers, the 
coal and m etal mines, the  oil 
wells and refining plants, the a ir­
plane foctories and the rest. Am ­
erican enterprise  represents a ve r­
itable m iracle of preparedness.

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STATEWIDE FIRE DEFENSE ORGANIZATION 
STATE FIRE COMMISSION ANNOUNCES

A ustin, Dec. 12—Texas F ire  In ­
su rance  Com m issioner, M arvin 
H all m em ber of th e  N ational De­
fense com m ittee for T exas and 
s ta te  coordinator for fire defense, 
announced m easures fo r organi­
zation  of the statew ide fire defense 
organization.

T his fire  defense organization 
■will be based upon official agen­
cies. Specific p lans w ill be m ade 
fo r  th e  enrollm ent of citizens as 
vo lun teers in th is service. E nlist­
m en t w ill be difinite, and  all those 
ta k e n  in th is defense service will 
be  assigned specific tasks.

C o-ordinator H all announced 
th a t  under th e  state fire defense 
m obilization plan, 26 districts are  
being created , each supervised by 
a  d istric t co-ordinator. All th e  
d istric t coordinators now have 
been  designated, the state official 
announced, and are functioning.

F itting  into th e  en tire  civilian 
protection defense program , def­
in ite  responsibility is placed upon 
th e  fire  departm ent officials of 
cities in the local defense organi­
zations. County judges are  county 
co-ordinators for the en tire  p ro ­
gram , outside city lim its, and 
m ayors, are  co-ordinators of all 
phases of activity in the city. F ire 
chiefs will serve as city, and in 
m ost cases, county fire defense 
co-ordinators.

F o r the fire defense program .

Mr. H all annouiiced local volun­
teer offices will be organized; and 
the local and county coordinators 
w ill call for the enrollm ent of all 
citizens, who will be asigned the ir 
various tasks. From  th is  source 
w ill come m en for fire defense 
w ork under th e  supervision of the 
local fire  chiefs, a s  fire defense 
coordinators.

W hen separa te  fire defense 
activities are  set up outside the 
city lim its, in some cases the city 
fire chiefs w ill be given respon­
sibility for county-w de fire d e ­
fense co-ordination.. In  some cases 
specific appointm ent w ill be m ade 
of seperate county fire defense co­
ordinators.

The program  thus fits into the 
en tire  state defense program , th ru  
the governor, as sta te  chairm an, 
the  fire insuance commissioner as 
sta te  fire defense coordinator; 26 
d istric t fire defense coordinators; 
and the  fire chiefs as city coor­
dinators, and e ither the city fire 
chiefs o r additional county coor­
dinators for the rest of each coun­
ty.

The local and county fire d e ­
fense co-ordinators will, in general 
organize, tra in  and supervise all 
auxiliary  firem en, rescue squads 
and fire w atchers, in line w ith 
prepared plans.

vision of the  police officers. It 
w ill w ork in cooperation w ith  the 
fire defense service. The fire d e ­
fense officials, a t the  request of 
the  police coordinator, w ill carry  
out c rta in  instructional w ork in 
fire defense and first aid, bu t 
othew ise the  a ir ra id  w arden ser­
vice is in sepaate hands.

S ta te  C o-ordinator H all stressed 
the  need for close cooperation of 
th e  fire departm en t officials and 
the  fire defense service w ith  the 
police officials a t all times.

M r. H all pointed out th a t w hile 
the fire defense set-up  is ex ten ­
sive it places, specific duties and 
responsibilities on designated n- 
dividuals; tha t these individuals 
are  defin itely  assigned th e ir  duties 
and will be trained  in them . I t of­
fers no opportunity  for conflict ot 
au thority  or responsibility, and no 
loop hole for failure to perform  
the required duties, he stressed.

S tate  C o-O rdinator H all said: 
“The fire departm ents are called 
upon to perform  a task  which they 
are capable of m eeting in th is per- 
ied of emergency. The citizens 
of Texas are  requested to cooperate 
in th is vitally im portant w ork 
which is before us now, and which 
m ust be accomplished w ithout the 
loss of tim e.

“We have been asked to  re ­
m ain calm, and tha t a ll wild r u ­
mors be handled intelligently, so 
as not to create trouble. W ith u t­
most confidence we will, and m ust 
uphold and defend the th ird  line 
of defense of our country” .

You’ve often  heard  the expres­
sion, “Som ething ought to be done 
about it’’, w hen referring  to a  doz­
en o r a hundred  d ifferen t things.

U sually nothing ever is, how ev­
er, and the same sin, act, o r m is­
deed goes unm olested, to  repeat 
itself a t a la te r date , an act, but 
m ore often a w ord o r words th a t 
w ere u ttered  unthinkingly, o r w ith 
out thought.

Scandal and gosip are  the w orst 
offenders coming under th is cate­
gory, tw o ugly words which should 
be com m itted to  rigid self d is­
cipline o r castigation.

An hour after 
the rum or had stated, it had spread 
like wildfire, and before the s u n ' 
had .set, four hours a fte r the  ru ­
m or had started , it had spread 
to one another, as fact, one fran ­
tic m other, a frantic sister of an - * 
other, and a brother of still a 
th ird  were pitifully seeking the 
source of that report—hoping tha t 
it was not true—hoping th a t it 
was ju st idle gossip o r rum or, 
which it proved of course to b e . ,

As this is w ritten, we hope tha t 
the full official list of casualties 
there will not contain the names 
of any of our own boys from this 
county. No longer' is it possible 
to even hope, however, tha t it is 
not going to contain the  nam es 
of a long list of our Am erican 
boys.

But in the future, wouldn’t it 
be better, not to sta rt, not to  re ­
peat such things, unless for cer- 
ain they are  founded upon facts— 
and know —haven’t ju st heard— 
tha t they are  based on fact.

There is no place— and this is 
no tim e to spread rum ors, false­
ly or unfounded, tha t can cause a 
single ex tra  tear, to the m others.

I felt there was 
potential strength there which could 
be translated into sound and healthy 
bodies as they grew up.

I feel that our physical fitness 
program should serve to awaken in­
terest among young people and 
their elders to look into all avail­
able sources of materiaL

PLEDGES OF FREEDOM

Carl Sandburg has just sent our 
Office of Civilian Defense two short 
pledges, which I hope people will 
copy and carry around with them. 
The first is: “I pledge myself to be 
a little thoughtful every day about 
the meaning of freedom and how 
and why I am a citizen of a repub­
lic of free men and women, and how 
and why men and women toiled 
and fought yesterday for my free­
dom today.” '

If we bear this in mind, I think 
we shall have a greater sense of re­
sponsibility about the preservation 
of our freedom today.

Mr. Sandburg’s second pledge 
reads as follows: ‘T pledge myself 
to do a little thinking every day 
about the need of discipline and 
how, in a time of national danger 
more than ever, my owti rights as 
a citizen are tangled and interwov­
en with the rights of others and 
these rights always deserve a de­
cent re sp ec t”

HEALTH PROBLEMS |
In New York city I went to Amer-1 

lea’s Town Meeting of the Air. I 
enjoyed the program very much. As ' 
so often happens, I felt that many ; 
sides of the problem of health could j 
not be covered, even in as long a 
period as we had on the air.

One thing I felt needed emphasis, 
namely, that the workers them­
selves, through their labor union 
organizations, are doing a great 
many things to improve their

health. It seems to me that the 
employer has an obligation to use 
every safety device possib’e to pre­
vent accidents and has an obliga­
tion to initiate other programs, with 
the idea of social welfare always in 
the background and the realization 
that health is a stepping stone to 
all real welfare and security.

But the employees also have a 
responsibility for plans and pro­
grams which they can work out 
themselves, or in co-operation with 
the employer. I think a shining ex­
ample of this is Mr. David Dubin- 
sky’s International Ladies Garment 
Workers union, which has worked 
out programs for both health and 
recreation. They are valuable men­
tally, spiritually, and physically.• • *
WOM.AN'S LAND ARMY

I have had so much enthusiasm 
over the suggestion that a Woman’s 
Land army might be needed. I 
know there are a great many wom­
en and young people who would 
welcome preparing for some defi­
nite thing. It is not in the province, 
of course, of the Office of Civilian 
Defense actually to carry out a pro­
gram, but we hope before long to 
be able to suggest ways in which 
people can fit themselves to do 
whatever emergency work m ay be 
required in their communities when 
the summer comes.

There will be parts of the country 
where it will be possible to provide 
paid workers for farm ers who need 
help. Wherever that is possible, it 
should be done. Volunteers may be 
needed in various specific ways, 
but they will be of value only if 
they have trained and disciplined 
themselves to stand outdoor work.
