The Revenue Act of 1941 reduces 
the personal exemption allowed 
a single person to $750, and a 
married couple, on individual in­
come tax returns filed for 1941. 
In addition, increased! surtaxes 
have been levied upwn all net in­
come exceeding exemptions in ad­
dition to the regular normal tax. 
This reduction in personal ex­
emption will require many thou­
sands in this District to file in­
come tax returns who have never 
been required to file before. This 
office is anxious to aid all tax­
payers who desire assistance in 
preparing their returns.

For this reason, a Deputy Col­
lector of Internal Revenue will 
visit your city to assist your citi­
zens with their income tax prob­
lems. Existing laws do not im- 
pase this duty upon us or our 
employees, but we feel obliged 
to assist wherever possible. The 
Deputy’s advice and assistance is 
extended purely as a courtesy and 
without cost to your citizens.

Deputy Collector Burl Bedford 
and Delmar King, will be at U. 
S. Post Office, Brownf^ld on 
February 16th and 17th, 1942, 
from 8:30 A. M. to 5:00 P. M., to 
render assistance with income tax 
problems to any who desire it. 
This will be the only visit that 
can be made to your city before 
the end of the current filing per- 
ior on March 15, 1942.

1942. Young men who reached
their 20th birthday on or before 
Dec. 31st.

Young men who be­
came 20 after Jan. 1 1942 will not 
have to register. However those 
who have become 21 since the 
last registration will also register. 
Individuals not previously regis­
tered who have not reached their 
45th birthday on Feb. 16th will 
be required to register.

R. A. Simms, Secretary of the 
Terry County Selective Service 
Board, stated this week that he 
supposed the registration would 
be similar to the previous ones. 
However, the Board will meet 
Thursday of this week, and more 
information will be given in our 
issue of Feb. 13th.

South Plains cotton counties 
are headed for a near record of 
production ,it was indicated by a 
summary of the Bureau of the 
Census report of cotton ginned 
prior to Jan. 16, which shows 
519,354 bales, an increase of 
104,352 bales over the correspond­
ing date in 1941 for the 1940 
crop. A year ago the total was 
415,002 bales.

State total was announced as 
2,465,796 bales, compared with 
3,015,576 bales a year before.

Eleven Show Increase
Eleven of the 19 counties in­

cluded in the report show an in­
crease over the 1940 figures. 
Weather conditions had a deter­
iorating effect upon yields in a 
number of the counties.

Lubbock county leads the state 
by a substantial total of 76,830 
bales, with Lynn second with 61,- 
987 and Jones third with 60,916 
bales. Nueces is fourth and Daw­
son fifth.

Other South Plains counties 
ranked in the state as follows: 
Crosby 10th; Lamb, 13th; Scurry 
15th; Hockley, 17th; Dickens, 
25th; Terry, 33rd and Hale 34th.

Another Increase Expected
Present indications are that the 

next report, in March, will show 
a substantial increase, probably to 
bring the total somewhere near 
the 600,000 bale mark. Ginnings 
for the month between Dec. 13 and 
Jan. 16 approximated 100,000 
bales.

That is the advice of nationally- 

known business analyst to the re­
tail dealers of America.

This authority, whose writings 
are syndicated widely by news­
papers in all sections of the na­
tion, points out that new and 
heavier taxes, defense bond pur­
chases, and relative scarcity in 
many retail lines are all factors 
to be considered by the mer­
chant in mapping his course in 
1942.

There are other factors.
One of the most obvious is that 

at least two important everyday 
items—automobiles and tires— 
will be very difficult to obtain, 
inecod one might say that the 
supply of new tires and automo­
biles has been cut o ff entirely— 
as far as the average consumer 
is concerned.

Static Ban Of West 
Texas Ginners

Lubbock, Fob. 2,—Static elec­
tricity causes enormous losses an­
nually to the 700 cotton gins in 
one of the greatest cotton pro­
ducing areas in the United States 
of which Texas Technological Col­
lege is in the center. A practical 
method for the elimination of 
static electricity, sandstorm elec­
tricity and du^ explosions in 
West Texas gin plants is being 
sought by research under the di­
rection of C. M. Stanley, head 
of the Texas Tech textile en­
gineering department.

Static causes the cotton to stick 
to the machinery, resulting in 
chokings, time loss, friction fires 
and machinery damage. It also 
causes dirt and foreign matter 
to stick to the cotton which gives 
a bad sample. Cotton which is 
charged with static becomes fluf­
fy and difficult to pack, and the 
fibers become brittle and axe 
broken in process until the staple 
length is sometimes shortened and 
the grade lowered as much as two 
grades.

Static sparks sometimes cause 
fires and dust explosions in gin 
plants. Power loss, worn mach­
inery and increaed wear of belts, 
gears, shafts and bearings are re­
sults of the action of static as a 
brake on revolving machinery.

The research work is progres- 
! sing under the plan of learning 
by experiment every possible de­
tail of the causes and charact­
eristics of static. Harold McDan­
iel of Seagraves, senior textile 
engineering student, is employed 
as student assistant to conduct 
experiments under faculty direc­
tion. The problem is now being 
approached with the idea of a 
low cost humidifying system for 
West Texas gins.

ZO May Enlist

High school and college stu­
dents between the ages of 17 and 
20 may now enlist in the naval 
service and finish the current 
term of school unless military  ̂
situation necessitates the Navy j 
Department calling them to active j 
duty, recruiting officers at Lub­
bock announced today.

Navy recruiting is expected to 
continue on a strictly volunteer 
basis and many students may vol­
unteer immediately under this 
order without fear of losing schol­
astic credits for the current year 
by enlisting in Class V-1 of the 
Naval Reserve, Navy Recruiting 
officials said.

Enlistment for immediate active 
service are also being accepted in 
the regular navy and other class­
es of Naval Reserve. Age limits 
are from 17 to 36 for unskilled 
men, and to 50 for skilled men. 
The Navy is now operating 72 
trade schools in which thous­
ands of recruits are being trained 
to become highly skilb^d me­
chanics.

Comparative little attention was 
paid at the time to the Congress­
ional action which resulted in 
sending to President Roosevelt’s 
desk a proposal to pension mem­
bers of Congress upon their re­
tirement—voluntarily or involun­
tary. But here in Texas at least, 
the people are beginning to talk 
about it. No gift of prophecy is 
needed to forecast that Congres­
sional pensions will be one ot 
the issues in our Congressional 
campaigns this year.

Under the terms of this pro­
posal, a Congressman or Senator 
who can manage to hold his job 
for f.ve years can qualify for 
some sort of pension, and if he 
holds on long enough he may 
draw $4,000 a year an quitting or 
being defeated. Those members 
who voted for it justify on the 
theory that Congressmen are just 
as much entitled to pensions as 
civil ser\’ice employes, but Mr. 
Average Voter may take another 
view of it.

Civil seiv'ice employes are un­
der strict rules and regulations, 
devote all their time to their jobs 
and work for salaries fixed by 
others. Congressmen have no 
rules that they do not make for 
themselves, devote as little or as 
much time to their jobs as they  ̂
may please and fix their own 
compensation. In the last-men­

tioned respect they have done ra­
ther well for themselves. Elach 
Congressman now has a salary of 
$10,000 a year and receives up to 
$15,000 for office expenses.

As a matter of fact, a Congress­
man isn’t, in any sense, a govern­
ment employee. He is a represen­
tative of the sovereign people and 
enjoys all the rights of an aver­
age citizen, including the right 
to carry on any trade or business 
he may choose while serving in 
Congress. He is the “boss” of ev­
eryone in every other branch of 
the government and no one is his 
“boss” . His status more nearly re­
sembles that of a juror or a de­
legate to a constitutional conven­
tion than that of any officer of 
the executive or judicial branch 
of government.

Texas’ two senators are in the 
clear on the Congressional pen­
sion matter. Tom Connally spoke 
and voted against pensions for 
ex-members, while W. Lee O’­
Daniel was absent when the vote 
was taken. The record shows 42 
senators voting for the proposal 
and 24 against it. At the moment, 
we do not have the House record 
at hand. And that is well enough. 
The task of looking up his own 
Congressman’s vote on this ques­
tion should be an interesting one 
to the average citizen. Meantime, 
it would not hurt to have a few 
letters to go to Washington ask­
ing for explanations.

RURAL p e o p l e  
AND RATIONING

Recently I attended a dinner given 
by Dr. Louise Stanley of the bureau 
of home economics in the depart­
ment of agriculture for the mem­
bers of the conference on extension 
services. This conference is a year­
ly event and people come to it from 
many states. This year some of 
them came from Wyoming and 
many midwestem states.

Miss McGeachy of the British em­
bassy spoke on some of the prob­
lems confronting nural women in 
England. I asked her to tell about 
her plan for rationing clothes, since 
I was sure that these v.ere the peo­
ple who would really be able to ap­
preciate the ingenuity which turns 
candlewick bedspreads into fashion­
able evening coats.

Of course, their objective In ra­
tioning clothes was to put more 
workers into defense industries and 
fewer into producing consumer 
goods, and to preserve certain ma­
terials for vital war needs.

We may find ourselves doing the 
same thing. Miss McGeachy’s re­
mark, that it was only a hardship 
on people who had no margin of 
supplies in their homes, reminded 
me of something said by an Eng­
lishwoman, who came to see me a 
few days ago. Extra coupons, she 
said, were given to people who were 
bombed out or lost all their posses­
sions in a fire.

However, even with extra coupons 
they could not hope to supply them­
selves with an adequate amount of 
clothing. One pair of shoes, two 
dresses, three pairs of stockings, 
and one set «f underclothes is all 
the usual coupon will buy for about 
a year. Men are worse off, because 
their clothes are sold according to 
weight and weigh more than wom­
en’s.

I always feel that rural people 
are better prepared to meet these 
adjustments than urban people, be­
cause in cities it is easier to buy 
and very little thought is given to 
making up new materials or making 
over old garments at home, a prac­
tice which still prevails in many 
country families.

• *  •

LATIN-AMERICAN FAIR
In New York city one evening, I 

went to a very charming dinner, 
given before the opening of Macy’s 
Latin-American fair. Even during 
the dinner, the stage w’as set, for we 
were delightfully entertained with 
music and dancing, performed by
artists from our neighboring repub­
lics.

At the fair, I could not help but 
be impressed by the architecture of 
the buildings and the charming ar­
rangements of flowers and merchan­
dise. There w'ill be music and danc­
ing and food served during this ex­
hibition. You can buy groceries, 
fruits, and handwork as they come 
from these neighbors of ours. Their 
designs and skills are also adapted 
to modem needs. Some of the leath­
er work and rugs, and much of the 
glass and pottery, make you want 
to furnish a house at once.

After I left the fair, I stopped for 
a minute at a weekly dance given 
by Miss Anne Morgan’s committee 
at the Henry Hudson hotel. Here, a 
crowd of boys in uniform, belonging 
to both services, were having a good 
time with some very charming 
girls.

On my arrival, they released some 
balloons from the balconies and 1 
w'as told the boys and girls caught 
these. In two of them, lucky num­
bers were found, which entitled a 
boy and girl to a prize. I presented 
these prizes, but the boy who found 
the lucky number for the girl’s prize, 
had lost his girl, so we had to send 
him scurrying, box in hand, to find 
her in the crowd.

I reached my offiee next morning 
at nine o’clock and was sorry to 
bid good-by to Miss EloiseDavison, 
who has been assistant director of 
civilian defense, in charge of group 
activities, under Mayor LaGuardia.

Hoarding Sugar Sure 
W ay To Scarcity

If I have any gumption the 
sugar rationing business is going 
to wind up like the gasoline 
scare started by Ickes did.

The south can produce much 
more sugar than it can sell. Cuba, 
our neighbor, only sixty miles 
from Miami, Florida, has suffered 
for years because we would not 
buy more of her sugar and st.'ung 
all through the north are sugar 
beet mills which have been closed 
down, some of them for years 
because they could not profitably 
operate to produce beet sugar.

At Lamar, Las Animas, La- 
junta, Rocky Ford, Swink and 
other Colorado cities were suger 
mills which ground sugar from, 
beets raised in the Arkansas v'al- 
ley by local farmers. These mills 
have been closed because they 
made more sugar than was needed.

I don’t know what the score 
is, but it sounds queer to me.— 
Seagraves Reporter.

Amos Harper, gets off some 
pretty good things and we believe 
the abov’e is one of them. How­
ever, they are saying now that it 
isn’t the scarcity of sugar that is 
bringing on the rationing, but to 
keep down hoarding. Hoarddng 
will make an article scarce much 
quicker than actual consumption.

We Can 111 Afford 
Destructive Fires

Austin, Feb. 2— Reports of 
fires during January to Texas 
Fire Insurance Department, des­
cribed as revealing a serious in­
crease in the number of fires, 
prompted Marvin Hall, State Fire 
Insurance Commissioner to issue 
an appeal for greater individual 
effort in fire prevention.

“Fires constitute one of our 
most serious threats to national 
defense and our nation’s all-out 
war production, he asserted. As an I 
individual contribution to our own 
welfare, as well as the welfare! 
of our country, it behooves each 
of us to assume more personal 
responsibility in fire prevention 
now.

At a time when all material 
resources are so vital to our na­
tion’s industrial production we 
can ill afford to allow any of it 
to be destroyed by fire because 
of carelessness. Any destruction 
of our resources, whether it be 
food, clothing, raw or manufac­
tured materials, homes or other 
poperty, places an additional 
handicap on wartime effort. Wc 
must curb the economic toll ex­
acted by fire.

Hall, who is also Fire Defense 
Coordinator of the National De­
fense Committee of Texas, added, 
there is no better fire defense it 
home than the constant practice 
of fire prevention.

Citing indiscriminate storage of 
waste paper as creating an ex­
treme fire menace to almost every 
home and place of business in 
Texas, the Commissioner recom- 
mendctl immediate removal of 

j  accumulated paper to places 
I where the hazard will be lessened, 
i It is suggested that individuals 
j or local groups sponsoring the 
collection of waste paper remove 
it to buildings isolated from the 

j business section and residential 
j areas of the city to avoid fire 
I spreading to adjacant property 
should it break out in stored pa- 

I per.
Above all. Hall cautioned, 

avoid accumulation of waste pa- 
p«r in the house. The application 
of a few simple rules of fire pre­
vention will add to our safety and 
safety of our property at a time 
when it is most needed.

Insurance Takes 
Guess Out Of Fanning

College Station, Feb. 2—The 
guess has been taken out of cot­
ton farming this year, according 
to Frank B. Seale, state AAA 
committeeman and Robertson Co. 
cotton farmer.

Heretofore, we’ve planted cot­
ton and hoped to see it through 
to harvest, but with insurance it’ll 
be a different story this year, 
Seale said in pointing out that 
Federal Crop Insurance protects 
the potential crop against insect 
infestation, flood, drouth, storms 
and all other unavoidable hazards.

Insurance does not mean that 
farmers can plant cotton, let the 
grass and weeds take it, and sit 
back and wait to collect, the com­
mitteeman said, since insurance 
does not protect crops against 
loss caused from poor farming 
practices or use of inferior seeds.

Landlords, tenants and share­
croppers having an interest in a 
1942 cotton crop may insure 
either 50 or 75 per cent of their 
average production. Each interest 
may be insured incfependently,, 
of the other, the committeeman 
said. Amount of premiums will 
vary since they are based on 
actual risks of growing cotton on 
individual farms.

Insurance is money in the poc­
ket whether a boll is picked or 
not. It’s just another method 
Texas famiers are using to get 
their financial house in good 
shape, the AAA official said.

Premiums for insurance are 
due at approximate ginning time 
and may be paid for in cash, cash 
equivalent, loss payments, if any 
are made, cotton loans, if avail­
able, or from AAA checks.

Farmers who need cash to start 
cotton crops can use their in­
surance contracts as collateral be­
cause 50 or 75 per cent of nor- 
T.al production is aleady on the 
dotted line” , Seale said.
