daylight saving time. It is as fol-
lows:

“In his apartment house at 1201
Rio Grande, all the accustomed
procedure about setting the clock
an hour ahead of time on Monday
morning, Feb. 10 was duly ob-
served.

“Sunday night a little girl liv-
ing in an adjacent apartment set
the clock an hour ahead of time.
Her father, coming in a little
while later, set the clock an hour
a head of time. A doctor, who
owns the apartment house, came
in later and set the clock an hour
ahead of time. Came the morning.

“At three o'clock in the morn-
ing, the whole house was astir.
With the clock two hours ahead
of the daylight saving time, it is
needless to say that everyone ar-
rived at work with plenty of time
to spare.”

Judges - Commission-
ers Meet In San
Angelo

According to Judge C. L. Lin-

coln, #the County Judges and
County Commissioners of West
Texas, had a great meet at San
Angelo recently. They were not
only well entertained, but there
was a fine array of speakers on
hand, including State officials,
army and air corps men, and oth-
er influential citizens. The burden
of a great deal of the addresses
bore on defense and offense, as
well as economy in county gov-
ernments.

Judge Lincoln stated that one
of the most appreciated address-
es was made by Geo. A. Hight,
chief accountant of district road
indebtedness. His view was that
inasmuch as the consumption of
gas from which revenue to pay
off road bonds, would be greatly
retarded this year, that the coun-
ties might be called on to meet
part of this burden.

Another good address was made
by Dr. T. B. Knight, superintend-
ent of the Texas Tuberculosis hos-
pital at Sanitorium. He stated
that some were moving to Texas
in jorder to get their folks in the
hospital, and advocated a law that
people must be a resident of the
state three years and be under
sixty years of age. He recom-
mended that patients be hospital-
ezed for nine months.

The next meeting will be in
Big Spring. By the way, Mr. Lin-
coln stated Terry county was bet-
ter off by about $20,000 than at
this time last year.

Sunday Evening, March 29
Dear Friends:

For the first time since com-
ing to this Fort, I find that I
have a few minutes leisure and
know there is no better way of

using it than writing to my
friends.
The more I am away from

Brownfield, the wore I realize how
fortunate I was and am to have
so many fine people as my friends
there. I consider the time I spent
there as the happiest and most
worthwhile period of my life and
hope it isn't too long before I'll
be on my way back home.

My work her in the officers
Training School is very interest-
ing and harder on my shoes and
the knees, than on the seat of my
pants. As a matter of fact I hardly
know what a chair feels like and
am only slightly acquainted with

a bed. The study of the art of
war is a far cry from the study of
law, but I found them both very
interesting. The use of a bullet in-
stead of a wora to persuade an-
other to a different way of think-
ing is common sense at this stage
of the game and I hope that we
are furnished with plenty of bul-
lets, the Japs can’'t and won’t
argue with a machine gun.
Incidentally, my class set a new
record in machine gun marks-
manship, scoring a class average
of a full seven points higher than
any previous officer’s class. My
experience with the machine gun
has given me a healthy respect for
them and I hope I never find my-
self on the wrong end of one.

This Infantry school is running
in high gear and it is a great
thing to feel that I am a part
of such a great, vital machine
that is the Army of the United
States. My classmates are fine,
healthy, serious minded and in-|

telligent men and most of them]
will make fine officers. They|
miss their homes and their loved
ones and are working fourteen
hours a day on little pay to better;
fit themselves to be of service to
the country of their birth and the|
country of their hearts Don’t for-
get them.

Epidemic In Texas

Austin, Texas April 6 — Typhus
fever is fast developing into a ser-
lous health menace in Texas ac-
cording to Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, who today issued
an appeal for every Texan to co-
operate in the prevention of this
dread disease.

Last year, the greatest number
of cases in the history of the state
were reported, when there was a
total of 733 cases of typhus fever
in Texas. While there were only
forty-six cases of typhus fever
reported during the first twelve
weeks of last year, during the
same period of this present year,

there have been 131 cases, Dr.
Cox stated. With the peak of this
disease ocurring during August,
