In Choosing Officers

Come next Wednesday the 29th, 
and the voLers will have a chance 
to say whether or not they shall 
be allowed to choose their own 
City Secretary and their City 
Marshal, or whether that shall re­
main as at present with the City 
Council. As this seemed to be 
somewhat of an issue in the may- 
orality and council race the 7th 
past, the City Council at a recent 
meeting agreed to let the citi­
zens have a choice in the matter.

As the writer remembers it, 
the office of city secretary has 
been an appointive one sine#* the 
city went to housekeeping back 
about 1924, but the office of city 
marshal was elective up until 
about three or four years ago, if 
our memory serves us right. Just 
why the change was made at that 
time was not explained, that we 
are aware of, but doubtlessly there 

a reason.
In most large cities the police 

'force is under the direction of the 
city council, aldermen or com­
missioners or whatever they are 
called. They generally appoint the 
chief, and it is mostly up to him 
to recruit his squads of patrol­
men, traffic, motorcyce and other 
squads. But in the smaller cities, 
most of them reserve the right 
to name their own marshal. This 
is also true as to the office of 
city secretary.

Anyway, the present setup at 
the city hall is agreeable to the 
will of the people, recognizing the 
fact that they are merely servants 
of the people in their capacity of 
city government. Of course, like 
all other good businessmen, they 
reserve the right to run their own 
private business to suit them­
selves.

This is fair and democratic. If 
the majority of the people on next 
Wednesday like the present ar­
rangements the best, that will be 
continued. On the other hand, if 
a majority of their votes indicate 
that they had rather elect their 
marshal and city secretary, as we 
understand it, the present city 
council will abide by their will.

San Antonio is the most roman­

tic of all Texas cities. In fact, take 
the word of one who has roamed 
amid the vaunted splendors of Los 
Angeles, the quaintly (beautiful 
city of the Alamo is more pictur­
esque—and it’s not 1.200 mile 
away.

—^manana, amigo, hasta la vista— 
and from somewhere the faint 
strains of a guitar and a tenor 
voice rendering “La Paloma”— 
such is San Antonio. |

Then there is the iMssion of San 
Jose with its famed window, a 
blossoming in stone that was carv- ‘ 
ed by a Spanish artist whose fin -. 
gers have been dust for centuries, i 
and the bell-tower with its wind-, 
ing stairs hewn from logs.

And the old San Antonio River,} 
its water a beautiful blue, wind-1 
ing through the center of the 
city, spanned by a score of bridges, 
its banks a smooth slope of green 
—memories of O. Henry and 
Brann the Iconoclast, for both 
these great writers lived here; 
memories of Robert E. Lee and 
Albert Sidney Johnston; memor­
ies of the war-shouts, “Who will 
follow old Ben Milam into San 
Antonio?” and “Remember the 
Alamo!”

Not to have seen San Antonio, 
to have reveled in its magic, to 
have thrilled at the spot where 
Bowie and Crockett and Travis 
died—one who has not felt these 
kindling emotions has not truly 
known Texas to its fullest.
