“Rightly supported,
Second Annual Bible Week can be
made a magnificent affirmation of
our faith in the God of our fathers
and a fundamental factor in strength-
ening the hearts of the millions of |
us who labor at home and the great
host of us who fight at the front, on
land, sea and air.” |
Particularly among the 50,000,000
Americans found not to be members
of any church does the Committee
hope to spread its word in turning
“people’s hearts to the faith of the
Bible” and encouraging reading of
the Scriptures. In upholding the unity
of men and in reminding them that
America’s material progress is not
enough—*“when the spirit of God de-
parts, Liberty dies” the National
Bible Week poster says—the Com-
mittee feels that observance of these
days, October 12 to 18, will go far.
