Being quarantined today, I have

I sure 
w’ould like to be back there but 
feel that I would not be satis­
fied with all the boys gone and 
still going.

I have had quite a lot o f ex ­
periences during my army life, 
some fim, and some hard to take 
standing up, but have gone this 
far without letting down, so I in­
tend to c a n y  on.

The pack artillery is hard 
branch o f the service to under­
stand. First they train us in a 
low, flat and hot state, such as 
North Carolina. Then we are 
shipped to a camp that is kinder 
cold, and a few  good sized moun­
tains such as Carson at Colora­
do Springs. There we slept out 
four nights a week, and tried our 
best to walk the mules to deatn.

24 Inches In 1942

While 1941 gav’e us the w'hollop- 
ing tatalshrdlushrdlu hrdlu shrdd 
ing total o f some 42 inches o f rain­
fall, the usual amount for the 
older sections o f the south 1942 
tapered o ff with only about 24 
inches, and even that is four 
inches above the average rainfall, 
which for a ten year period n 
Terry county amounted to a bit 
over 18 inches average.

While there was only 23.24 in­
ches of rainfall there were two 
wet snows in December that a- 
mounted to approximately 10’  ̂
inches, that brought the moisture 
to 24.24 or better. Two months 
had insufficient moisture to regis­
ter.

Cotton Oil Mill 
Running Day 
And Night

Made a pot call out at the West 
Texas Cottonoil Mill Tuesday, and 
found them busy as two hunting 
dogs and that’s no joke, providing 
the dogs really hunt. Since this 
mill fired up early in the fall, they 
have been running day and night, 
and yet the mountain o f  cotton­
seed that has spread from w are­
houses to the outside seems to 
grow' instead o f lessening. But 
W'ith ginning season near an end, 
and considerable bad weather of 
late, they are beginning to make 
a dent in the huge pile o f  seed.

Mr. Ray Powers, manager o f the 
plant, W'ho so kindly show'ed the 
writer and Mrs. Jack Stricklin, 
Jr., through the plant, stated that 
this mill W'as different from  any 
oil mill anywhere, and he believed 
it embodied a process far more 
successful than any other method. 
First, he showed us the plant 
w'here the seed are absolutely 
sterilized by being subjected to 
intense heat. Just east o f  this 
building, and across the railroad 
track was the mountain o f seed. 
At close intervals were motors and 
pumps, pumiJlng out heat in the 
seed, to keep them from catching 
fire by spontaneous combustion, 
W'e presume, or perhaps from  
souring and ruii ing for both oil 
and feed.

Across the alleyway from the 
sterilization plant, w'e entered a 
huge building several hundred 
feet long, w’here the processing 
actually takes place. First there

county W'as allow'ed only five com ­
bines this year, w'hen they really 
needed 150. How'ever, Goodpas­
ture was of the opinion that too 
many o f the combine ow'ners 
shedded their combines too early, 
after the first rush o f cutting the 
old grain thus leaving a lot of 
the young grains in the field to­
day. These combines, of course, 
are privately owned, but do some 
work foJ* neighbors.

Of course the corn harvest has 
never really started. Some fram­
ers here and there have gather­
ed a few loads, and occasionally 
one sees loads brought to town. 
But a drive over the area w'ill re­
veal that not one in a 
acres o f corn has been gathered. 
That is the usual way in this sec­
tion as corn will stand well till 
March, as we never have a great 
deal o f moisture in the first three 
months o f the year, and corn is al­
ways provided an extra shuck in 
this county.

Lastly, Goodpasture says he be­
lieves it the patriotic duty o f  all 
that have grain to feed out some 
cattle or hogs. V/ilh the govern­
ment calling for meat and more 
meat, he feels that one should for­
get the big profits for the dura­
tion and feed even if they just 
break even. He related that come 
say they have to have machienry 
for feeding operations repaired, 
and other excuses to<- numerous 
to mention.

He is setting an example him­
self. He is not just talking for the 
benefit o f others. Like most farm­
ers. Grady has some money ahead 
and does not have to exert him- 
clf messing with livestock in 

cold weather. But he is feeding 
200 head o f hogs near his elevator. 
He doesn't expect to realize much 
profit on them; they are a great 
deal o f trouble too, he says, “ But 
my government needs the meat.”

Workers Will Be 
Affected By New 
Victory Tax

Just as the New Year sneaked 
up on each and everyone if us, so 
also is the starting date o f  the new  
Victory Tax, o f w'hich most o f  us 
have heard something, but few  
have paid much attention as to 
how it w ill affect them, personal­
ly. Yet each man or woman w'ho 
receiv'es a pay check, w'eekly, 
semi-monthly, mont'nly or at any 
stated interval, w'ill be suddenly 
aw'are o f tho new' tax, and as most 
w'orkers are paid on a w'eekly 
basis the aw'areness becom e 
apparent on Saturday, January 
2nd, W'hich w'as the first pay 
day o f  1943.

The new' revenue law' provides 
that every em ployer must deduct 
this tax from  his em ploye’s pay 
check, just as Social Security tax­
es are now deducted.

It is left to the discretion o f the 
employer whether he deducts ex ­
actly 5 per cent o f  the pay check 
or the stated amounts given in thee 
table below':

It had been some 40 years 
since the writer had been through 
one, and the change was a radi­
cal one for the better as one could 
naturally expect, seeing the im­
provement made in other lines of 
manufacturing. Mr. C. M. Chap­
man, the auditor, informed us that 
they were only allowed to sell a 
15 day supply to any feeder. At 
first thought, this seemed a bit 
hard on those who come 30 to 100 
miles after meal and hulls. But 
then there is tlie question o f  the 
ever present hoarder to consider. 
The government w'ants all feed­
ers to have a fair share. The gov­
ernment takes all oil, we under­
stand, which we presume is dis­
tributed to processors to make 
cooking fats, margarine and oth­
er products, probably explosives.

For 1943

taking speed. Never before has the 
world been in the midst o f such a 
far-reaching turmoil. Within the 
next hour news might break that 
will change the whole course o f 
history. Nevertheless it is vitally 
important to keep your perspect­
ive. To change your business or 
investment program with every 
piece o f war news is utmost fol­
ly. A good example o f  this was 
portrayed when the United States 
opened up a second front in North 
Africa. That morning many thous­
ands o f self-appointed commenta- 
5ors were convinced that the war 
was going to last at least five 
years.

The industrial and agricultural 
sections should hold up to 1942 
figures; but retailers in certain 
other are bound to suffer. After 
paying their tax bill in 1943, the 
American people will have left out 
of their income $36 billions more 
than they had after paying their 
taxes in 1940. City restaurants and 
amusements will prosper most; 
while filling stations, garages, lum­
ber yards household appliances 
and hardware stores will suffer 
most.
Commodity Prices and Living 
Costs

Prices o f practically all com ­
modities are at their low  with the 
exception o f certain ones that are 
now imp>orted from India, the Far 
East and Africa. As we are ship­
ping loads of men and supplies to 
these points ships may bring back 
supplies o f cocoa, coffee, olive oil, 
dried fruits, cork, antimony, lead, 
manganese, hides and skins, mer­
cury, molybdenum, Zince and oth­
er commodities. Throughout 1943 
there will be a continued pressure 
to pierce price ceilings. These ceil-

This especially applies to stocks. 
of companies which are not han­
dicapped by cumulative preferred 
issues or bond issues. Remember, 
the London Stock Market is w it-! 
nessing the highest prices it has j 
seen for five years. Certainly, i n - ! 
vestors are sound asleep in the 
United States. Even the utilities 
begin to look better in spite of • 
coming inflation. 1

The most important question f o r ; 
the investor during 1943 will be, ■ 
“ Shall I buy peace stocks or w ar' 
stocks?”  Of course, the safest thing j 
is to buy peace stocks. The war 
stocks include airplane manufac­
turers, the steels, coppers and oth­
er metals and machine tools; while 
the peace stocks include building 
supplies, motors, rubbers, house­
hold appkances and the stocks o f 
most other companies which are 
now suffering from lack o f busi­
ness. One sure bet is that com ­
panies which are now prospering 
most during the War w ill suffer 
most after the War; while com ­
panies which suffer most during 
the War will prosper most after 
the War. There are some concerns 
o f course, such as merchandising 
companies, which should do well 

i both during and after the War. 
The railroads will do well during 
the War —  but afterwards, look 
out!

Building and Real Estate
New building during 1943 will 

fall off. Government building, both 
of factories and cantonments, will 
decline while residential building 
will continue to be held down. 
This means that not only will the 
manufacturers o f building supplies 
and contractors have a poor year 
in 1943 but there is liable to be 
more or less unemployment among 
carpenters, masons, painters and 
plasterers. The honeymoon o f the 
building trades is over for the du­
ration. A fter the War, however, 
building should come back with 
a bang alihough prefabricated 
houses may put some union labor 
out of business. Hence, do not sac­
rifice good real estate or farms 
during 1943. Besides, there may 
be legislation requiring the dem o­
lition o f buildings over 75 years 
old.
New Industries

1943 will see the greatest crop 
of new scientific developments 
that any year ever witnessed. 
These may revolutionize agricul­
ture, industry and commerce even 
to a greater' extent than the War 
will revolutionize governments, 
politics and human - relations. 
Among the new industries I es­
pecially have in mind are SYN­
THETICS for making artificial 
products better than the natur­
al; PLASTICS for displacing me­
tals and wood; FERTILIZERS and 
PHOTOSYNTHESIS to revolu­
tionize agriculture; PHOTOELEC­
TRIC CELLS to make machines 
think; PREFABRICATED HOUS­
ES; AIR-CONDITIONING; R A ­
DIO HEATING which will dis­
pense with all radiators and oil 
burners; AUTOMATIC TYPING; 
UNWOVEN TEXTILES; ULTRA- 
M ICRO-SCOP-RY which will 
greatly help the elimination o f 
disease. NEW ALLOYS with mar­
velous strength and lightness; 
HARNESSING THE SUN,TIDES 
AND WINDS; COSMIC RAYS to 
supplement our powerhouses; 
ATOMIC POWER; NEW M ILI­
TARY ARMAMENTS and COM­
MERCIAL AVIATION. Big prof­
its are possible for alert business­
men and investors.

Political Situation

Certainly we are entering 1943 
with a much better political sit­
uation than existed a year ago. 
This does not mean that the new 
Congressmen are conservative—  
some are more radical in certain 
ways than their predecessors— but 
they will combine with the con­
servative Southern Democrats on 
questions of taxation and war 
matters. Looking back over 1942, 

i it becomes ev’ident that the tax 
situation was the most upsetting 
feature on business and invest­
ments. The markets were at their 
worst directly after the Morgen- 
thau recommendation o f a 55 per 
cent normal tax. When the House 
voted a 45 percent tax business

er, should witness a transition 
from contsruction to production. I, 
therefore, visualize a drastic re­
shuffle o f sub-contractors, o f la­
bor and o f communities in gener­
al. This means hardships for man­
agement and for the men and w o­
men workers. Some communities 
now doing well will become ghost 
towns; while other sleeping cities 
will become busy beehiv'es.

Taking all in all, industrial pro­
duction should clim b into new 
ground during 1943, averaging 
about 210 per cent o f the 1935-‘ 
39 level. This would leave only 
about $70 billions for domestic 
consumer goods, compared with 
about $78 billions in J942. This 
means that only about 10 per cent 
of the output o f the durable goods 
industry and 60 per cent o f tlie 
output of the non-durable goods 
industry will be available for civ­
ilian use in 1^43. This estimate is 
on a per unit basis with no a l­
lowance for price inflation.

it will take another year to fin­
ish Japan. As Germany does not 
want to see Japan a world power, 
she may endeavor to join the Unit­
ed Nations in putting Japan back 
where she was 40 years ago. This 
would mean not only cleaning the 
Japanese out o f China, the Philip­
pines and the Dutch East Indies, 
but also making them give up 
Manchukuo, Korea and Formosa.

Of course, the present actions o f 
our Navy in the Pacific are merely 
to keep the Japanese from punc- 
ing on Russia at Vladivostok. They 
are no part o f  the coming cam­
paign to clean up Jax>an. A ll of 
this means that the general war 
news during 1943 will be better 
than that o f 1942.
Conclusion

It is probable that 1943 w ill w it­
ness further cuts in civilian bus­
iness, that victory models and 
standarization will be compulsory, 
that manpower w ill be rationed as 
well as commodities, that a sales 
tax will be inaugurated that sub­
sidies w ill be extended, and that 
inflation, like a great glacier, will 
continue slowly to push up prices; 
but what o f it? We grow by striv­
ing— not by  arriving. Character 
gains during 1943 will by far o ff­
set all losses and inconveniences. 
This Global War will be a great 
blessing to all the world by bring­
ing about that spiritual awaken­
ing which is the only solution o f 
our trubles.

Retail Trade

The first quarter o f 1943 should 
equal the first quarter o f 1942; 
considering the entire year a de­
cline of 12 percent is probable. 
Just what will happen depends on 
two things: first upon the quan­
tity of goods; and second, to what 
extent consumers are willing to 
take substitutes. Washington talks 
about 300,000 retailers being put 
out of business; but I believe this 
is entirely unnecessary. If land­
lords will be easy on rents, as sen­
sible ones should be practically all 
retailers can run on a skeleton 
force and keep alive until the War 
is over when business should be 
good.

The hope o f America lies not 
with big concerns, but with small 
businessmen. These small busi-

however, will never be won in this 
way. The only way to keep w o­
men from buying unnecessary 
clothes, for instance, is to let the 
prices of these clothes increase to 
a point Where the price tag hurts. 
Therefore, during 1943, I forecast 
a reclassification o f the essentials 
and non-essentials. Prices will be 
held down on the essentials but 
retailers will be allowed to charge 
higher prices for non-essentials. 
There will be a little increase in 
living costs, but care in buying 
and less waste can more than o ff­
set any increases.
Security Prices

I believe that the Dow-Jones 
Stock Averages will go to points 
during 1943 higher than anything 
seen in 1942; also that bond yields 
and stock yields w ill tend to come 
closer together. This may mean a 
decline in the price o f low -cou­
pon, long-term bonds and an in-

Some time it will dawn u p ­
on the American voters that the 
Government cannot give the peo­
ple anything that it does not first 
or last take away from them. 
There cannot be a leveling o f  liv­
ing standards without a lowering 
of living standards.
Further Rationing

1943 will see more changes in 
civilian life than any year since 
the Revolutionary War. Wise are 
those who are first to prepare for 
these changes. When one studies 
the tremendous purchases which 
the Government is making, they 
make one shudder. For instance, 
the army recently purchased 30 
million pounds o f salt, 4 million 
pounds o f mustard and 2 million 
pounds o f black pepper, simply to 
fill a few months’ requirements. 
Dried fruits are bound to be short

ty prices had a real move when 
the Senate dropped the rate to 40 
per cent.

Recent visits to Washington 
convince me that the Treasury has 
temporarily lost its influence with 
Congress and that the 1943 tax 
bill will be written by Congress 
itself and will be fairly conserva­
tive. I am much interested in re­
ports that Honorable James Byrne, 
the new Economic Dictator, is 
to be put in charge. For the first 
time, it is reasonable to hope that 
a sales tax— perhaps under some 
other name— will be enacted in 
1943. The farmers will continue 
to have as much influence in the 
1943 Congress as heretofore, but 
the honeymoon o f the labor and 
other blocs is temprarily at an 
end. 1943 will see very few wage 
raises and certain labor leaders 
will be put in the dog-house. 
Money Rates

There may be a slight increase 
in short-term money rates during 
1943; but there will be little or 
no change in the rates that banks 
charge their customers. Money 
rates are now managed by the

Business failures in ’42 amount­
ed to $105 billions and I fear these 
will be increased during 1943. If 
so, it will be due to manufactur­
ers being unable to secure neces­
sary raw materials or substitutes 
and merchants being unable to get 
a supply o f goods. In addition to 
the normal casualties and those 
additional ones due to the \Var, 
I expect a certain “ birth-control 
movement”  in business. The G ov­
ernment may require new busi­
nesses, farmers desiring to in­
crease acreage and especially em ­
ployers desiring to increase their 
sales forces to get permits. Sales 
organizations would be the first to 
be treated to “ birth control” . We 
may also expect to see in 1943 
experiments in “ zoned markets” 
by limiting the distance that goods 
can be shipped.

The paid leaders o f the farm 
groups are fighting ceiling prices 
on farm products, but I believ’e 
the farmers would be willing to 
have a ceiling provided they could 
also be assured a floor. I am cer­
tain that farmers are more reason­
able and far more patriotic than

JAPANES PROBLEM

The uprising at Manzanar, 
where alien Japanese as well as 

\ Am erican-born Japanese are be- 
j ing held for the duration, has 

brought public attention to a con- 
• diYion that requires careful con - 
sideratin. This uprising showed 
clearly that there are a percen­
tage o f dangerous Japanese in this 
country. Not only are they dan­
gerous to everything that is Am er­
ican, but they are dangerous to 
thousands o f  Japanese who are 
undoubtedly loyal citizens.

Apparently the hatred o f  the 
Japanese who caused the trouble 
at Manzanar, is as strong or 
stronger toward the Japanese who 
are loyal to this country, as it is 
toward Americans. Hence the lives 

I o f such Japanese are endangered 
when they are confined in the 
same locations with the alien Jap­
anese.

The problem is a most difficult 
one when our government is oblig­
ed to confine A m erican-bom  Jap­
anese as well as alien Japanese. 
As long as dire necessity requires 
such action, however, it is evi­
dent the two groups must be seg­
regated.

Furthermore, some method o f 
procedure must be evolved to 
give the loyal Japanese a chance 
to prove their loyalty so they will 
not be forced to associate with the 
aggressive Japanese whose avow - 1 
ed purpose is to sabotage and de­
stroy if given the opportunity in 
the United States.

The people have confidence that 
our government w ill correct this 
situation with full consideration of 
the safety and humanitarian is­
sues involved.

WILD RABBITS MAY  
HAVE TULAREMIA

AUSTIN —  During the wdnter 
months hunting rabbits is a pop­
ular sport and a wild rabbit makes 
a very fine food, but according to 
the State Health Department, ex ­
treme care should be used in the 
handling o f wild rabbits to pre­
vent a possible infection with tu­
laremia.

“ Those little cottontail rabbits 
are not alw’ays as harmless as they 
look,’ ’ states Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer, “ for some of 
them are infected with tularemia. 
This serious disease w’hich is al­
so known as rabbit fever is us­
ually acquired by human beings 
through contact wnth infected rab­
bits or through contact w'ith the 
infected insect that spreads it 
from animal to animal.”

Dr. Cox cautioned that hunters 
should shoot only the frisky rab­
bits that run away. A  rabbit with­
out the energy to scamper away 
from the hunter is likely to be a 
sick one that can transmit tular­
emia to those w'ho handle him.

“ It is necessary to handle un­
cooked rabbit meat cautiously,” 
Dr. Cox said. “ The use o f rubber 
gloves will protect your hands 
since the germs may enter the 
body through any scratch or cut 
however small if the rabbit is 
handled without gloves.

“As a further safeguard, rabbit 
meat should be cooksd very thor­
oughly so as to destroy any disease 
producing germs that may be
present. This means that it should 
be cooked at a boiling tempera­
ture for at least 20 minutes be­
fore cooking it to your individual 
taste.”

Noble American wives a.,, v.iiling 
to see their husbands drafted to fight 
Japs for freedom, bayonet to bayo­
net, in fever-infested jungles. But 
what wife is willing to chance her 
husband’s life so some other able- 
bodied man can grab a government 
job that’s useless and fat? Not one!
. . . Married men will be called to 
arms by hundreds in the next two 
months, by thousands if a new le­
gion of draft-age men are added to 
government bureaus. It will surely 
happen, too, unless the American 
people do something about it..

Look at these facts: General 
Lewis B. Hershey, director of se- | 
Icctive service <no less? said recent- I 
ly that 100,000 married men were , 
needed to fill November’ s draft quo­
ta. It is estimated also that delay 
in passing the teen-age draft law 
would bring 200,000 more married 
men into the service in December. 
Already there are 2,700,000 civilians 
on Uncle Sam’s pay-roll, and new 
bureaus are being organized con­
tinually, making thousands of Wash­
ington jobs for men of draft age.

How Bureaus Grow
One example will be enough to 

show how government bureaus m.ul- 
tiply. Early in 1942 a manufacturer 
with a war contract got caught pay­
ing his secretary $30,000 a year. The 
nation was outraged, and an indig­
nant congress devised a remedy in 
haste. It authorized the Army, Navy 
and Maritime Commission each to 
set up a bureau to correct such 
abuses. Powers delegated to these 
bureaus are many and monstrous; 
like Frankenstein, only triplets.

These bureaus can make their 
own rules and enforce them arbi­
trarily. They can change the terms 
of contracts already made. They 
can allow one company more profit 
than another, both doing the same 
work. They can not speed the war 
effort. Already they have each a 
central beard and are busy setting 
up branches in various cities, out­
fitted with lawyers, auditors and 
technical advisors a plenty.-•a .

Costly in Man-Power -
The purpose of all this organiza­

tion is called "rcnegotiat.k)n,”  mean­
ing to figure all war contracts over 
again and change them if they show 
too much profit for anybody. It is 
going to take a lot of help. The 
Navy had only 1,000 men at such 
w’ork on July 1, 1941; a year later 
4,000 and the Navy has only 10 per 
cent of the estimated three million 
contracts to be renegotiated.

You might ask: “ Don’ t you be­
lieve in eliminating excessive profits 
from war contracts?’’ I most cer­
tainly do! I want every dollar of 
bocdle wrung cut of them in a way 
that will rot consume the energies 
of thousands of men who might bet­
tor be doing s omething to help win 
the war. President R.j»sevclt, in 
his famous September 7th address, 
told us how. He said “ Recapture 
threunh taxation all war profits not 
necessary to maintain sufficient war 
production.”  And the President’ s 
plan will work.

Excessive Profits Rare
It is a knowTi fact that the Excess 

Profits Tax already in force drains 
90 per cent of excessive profits out 
of war contracts. But these new 
boards pay no attention to that. 
They re-figure all contracts. Here 
is a fair example: If a farmer had 
turned 90 acres of a 100-acre tract 
with a gang-plow and found ten 
acres of odd patches unbroken, he 
might resort to smaller tools, but 
he would not hire men to spade the 
whole 100 acres.

The President’s plan to recapture 
excessive war profits would not 
squander man-power because it 
would utilize the Bureau of Internal 
Revenue instead of organizing three 
new bureaus, one each in the Army, 
the Navy and the Maritime Commis­
sion. Congressman Wesley E. Dis­
ney, who long has been a leader in 
seeking to eliminate waste in gov­
ernment, recently tried to amend the 
law to conserve man-power, but with 
little visible success.

The Disney Plan
The Disney amendment provided 

that whenever a firm, working on 
government contracts, showed a 
profit, after taxes, lower than 2 per ' 
cent of the contract price, such con­
tracts could not be renegotiated. He 
said this w’ould get around 95 per 
cent of the figuring, and here’s why; j 
There is already a 90 per cent Ex- I 
cess Profits Tax in force, and hardly 
one firm in 20 can pay it and have 
2 per cent profit left. For my part,
I believe it w’ould have saved thou­
sands of men and millions of dollars.

But the boards were busy organiz­
ing when Mr. Disney’s amendment 
was offered; they fought it and 
killed it. Now, while married men 
take up arms and leave their wives 
to run their farms, other men of 
like age will be getting soft bureau­
cratic well paid jobs. Urging your 
congressman to do something about 
it can still help. The Disney amend­
ment would have helped greatly.

“ If we’re really so hard up for scrap 
— t̂hen why the blazes do they let the 
'stuff pile up for days on village g ^ n s  
‘and in dealers’ yards before hauling it 
away?”

That’s a question which Is on the 
tip of people’s tongues from Maine to 
California. It’s a question for which 
Uncle Sam has a multitude of very 
positive answers.

You might as well ask a man why 
he keeps his bankroll in the bank in­
stead of stuffing it into his pants 
pocket. Those mountains of scrap 
metal on your village green are open- 
air warehouses— ŷour Government’s 
scrap bank-account to be drawn on as 
needed. Washington has its eye on 
these scrap reserv’es just as the FBI 
has its eye on a lot of fifth columnists 
whom they’ll arrest in good time.

Large stockpiles do not constitute a 
cause for alarm. The time to worry is 
when these towering peaks of rubber 
and metal begin to dwindle; when 
they level off from mountains to mole­
hills.

The next time you become Impa­
tient at the sight of a slow-moving 
I heap of scrap, remember these facts; 
There are only 6,500 scrap dealers in 
the country to handle the hundreds of 
thousands of community scrap accu­
mulations. A dealer’s yard can actu­
ally handle only about one hundred 
tons at a time. That’s two freight cars 
ifulL If every dealer in the country— 
Ito satisfy public clamor to move scrap 
quickly—suddenly decided to send his 
stock to the mills, the resulting rush 
would tie up 18,000 freight cars. Now, 
,the railroads are packing tremendous 
war loads on an endless roimd-the- 
clock,round-the-country basis. Freight 
cars have to be carefully allotted. If 
it comes to a question of hauling a 
hundred tons of finished tanks or a 
{hundred tons of potential tanks in the 
'form of scrap, well, the salvage waits 
[for the next train.

Before scrap can be shipped to tKe 
[foundries it must go through a tedi' 
|Ous process of sorting and preparation 
! which requires a minimum of three 
days per ton. As many as 75 varieties 
of metal scrap alone may be turned in 
by junkies to the yards daily. These 
must be sorted into more than ten 
distinct piles. Separating the alloys 
.from ordinary steel reqTiires time, 
thought and much physical labor.

Furthermore, mills and smeltem in -. 
sist that their scrap orders be broken j 
or cut into specified lengths and sizes.̂  
Lighter pieces, such as automobile 
fenders, must be compressed into' 
heavy bundles about two feet square., 
Heavier material is run through a 
shearing mill or seared by acetylene 
torches into small pieces. This is fol­
lowed by the tedious job of baling and' 
cbmpressing to fit freight-car require­
ments.

The v/onder Is that despite the her­
culean tasks of sorting and prepara­
tion, the dealer can oiten bimdle his 
stock off to market in as little as two 
or three days. The mountain of “ junk” 
in a dealer’s yard on Thursday morn­
ing may have a familiar appearance. 
But it’s not the same pile you saw on 
Monday. A yard without some scrap 
in process is like a grocery store with 
empty shelves.

Even in ordinary times the speed 
of scrap to the mills Is affected by the 
necessarily slow trip through the 
dealers’ yards. Now, during war-time, 
however, two other factors intensify 
the dealer’s problems.

One Is the problem which the ■ 
farmer also knows something about— ! 
a lack of manpower. The head of your; 
local scrap yard, who formerly could; 
put three or four men to work at the I 
difficult task of sorting, grading and> 
preparation, now must do this job; 
practically alone. On top of that, he. 
has just been handed from the people 
of the United States, the largest offer­
ing of household scrap in the history] 
of the world. He Is not equipped t0( 
whisk these mountains of metal off 
the horizon overnight. The steel mills, 
by the same token, coifid not consume 
all this scrap overnight. That scrap 
will be picked up—in time and in 
sufficient quantities to arrive at the 
mills and on the battlefronts when 
and where it Is needed. Nowhere in 
America is there a victory stockpile 
too high or too great. Their size re­
flects the determination of people In' 
the community to back the bosrs aA. 
the front with the weapons they de-' 
serve in a ^ h t  to the death. It’s upj 
to you and your neighbors to buHd 
America’s hopes for victory by build-' 
Ing neighborhood stockpiles to the sky.

Don’t forget I It’s much better to 
have our reserves In 35,000 piles— 
sorted and tallied—than la 30,000,000 
attics, bams and plants.

.ADVISED TO W.ATCH 
CHILDREN’S IIE.ALTII

AUSTIN— Emphasizing the ur­
gent need for parental supervis­
ion o f all phases o f child health. 
Dr. Geo W. Cox, State Health 
Officer said today, “'Much of the 
impaired eyesight o f advanced 
years could be prevented if suf­
ficient interest in early life were 
applied and a temporary correct- 

I ion by means of glasses made 
when required.”

Parents, Dr. Cox asserted, 
should be watchful for conditions 
in the child such as frowning, 
squinting, persistent headache, 
eycache, and watery eyes. If the 
youngster reads too closely or too 
far away from the face, that sit­
uation may also be significant o f 
trouble.

“ ISio child fancies wearing 
glasses, nevertheless, it is the o b ­
ligation o f those responsible for 
the future of young folks to have 
their eyes examined by a reput­
able specialist if any doubt arises 
that normal vision does not e x ­
ist. It is much better for a child 
to wear glasses or a few weeks 
during early school life than to 
have permanently defective vis­
ion in later life,”  he declared.

According to the State Health 
Officer, any acute condition o f a 
child’s eyes calls for immediate 
treatment either by the family 
doctor or by a physician who spec­
ializes in diseases o f the eyes.

Dr. Cox said that neglect o f the 
eyes by no means is limited to 
children. Many older persons, 
some through vanity, indifferen­
ce or carelessness, fail to give 
proper attention to the care o f  the 
eyes. Penalties, he warned, are 
bound to occur for such inexcus­
able negligence.

“ The eyes o f the young, middle- 
aged, and older represents per­
haps one o f the most pricesless 
o f bodily possessions,”  the State 
Health Officer assorted. “ To take 
care o f them promptly and prop­
erly is a responsibility which nev­
er should be sidestepped.”

--------------o-------------
Mrs. Joe Price had an operation 

on her eye Sunday in Lubbock. 
She is still working.

Shortly after President Roosevelt 
returned from his secret trip around 
the country observing conditions, all 
his words were complimentary to 
America’ s plain people, everywhere 
cheerfully depriving themselves to 
win the war. Willingly they waive 
the trivial luxury of a second cup of 
coffee; stoically they store the fam­
ily car; prayerfully they part with 
their beardless boys. It is enough to 
make the chief executive of a great 
nation proud.

According to news dispatches, only 
one dark spot marred the picture, 
namely, Washington, D. C. “ War 
spirit and morale were good every- 
•where except in Washington,”  is 
how one of the daily papers in the 
capital summed up the president’ s 
remarks. That was early in Octo­
ber but my own recent trip to Wash­
ington convinces me that the con­
trast is just as marked now as it 
was then.

Harry Hopkins’ Warning
Already we country people are be­

ginning to feel unmistakably the 
pangs of wants such as Harry Hop­
kins (the President’ s closest friend) 
foretells in the American Magazine 
for December. In Washington how’- 
ever, there appears to be a large 
number of people who don’t have to 
worry about wants; or maybe they 
have not yet admitted that this is 
their war.

In small towms, service to custom­
ers is disappearing. Now-a-days 
when you enter a store you w’ait, and 
you don’ t grumble because we are 
at war and there is a labor shortage. 
Hopkins says 2.3 million more men 
now working in stores, restaurants, 
garages, etc., w’ill yet go into war 
work, also about 1.1 million me­
chanics, leaving some 4,000 to an- 
sw'er civilian calls. “ No man should 
be allowed more than five automo­
bile tires,”  he WTites, and “ domestic 
servants w’ill become a rare luxury.”  

It Has Happened
The ink is barely dry on Hopkins’ 

article and the farmer with five good 
tires is a distinguished citizen. 
Household servants have always 
been luxuries in the country, but to­
day, a farmer with a sick wife may 
be obliged himself to assume the 
roles of nurse, cook and char­
woman. Meanwhile in our govern­
ment there are literally hundreds of 
chauffeur-driven automobiles in use 
by men in non-w'ar bureaus, but 
Mr. Hopkins’ article did not suggest 
that these cars will be put into the 
war effort.

The chauffeurs who whisk Wash­
ington bureaucrats back and forth 
get their w'ork assignments and their 
pay-checks from the government. Is 
it fair to ask if these sleek man- 
servants will be going into war 
work, and if so, when? Many bu­
reaus in Washington are speeding up 
the w’ar effort not at all. That wiz­
ard of humor, Howard Brubaker, 
said recently that some people are 
afraid the WPA may soon be un­
employed through no fault of its 
owm. His remark was funny and I 
am grateful for the laugh, but it 
was a bitter one.

Senator Harry F. Byrd has esti­
mated approximately three million 
men in Federal bureaus; two mil­
lion more in state bureaus. Many 
of these are doing indispensable 
work. Some of the others can never 
be dislodged from their comfortable 
berths. But one thing is certain: 
Uncle Sam does not need any more 
useless bureaus. Just the same, new 
boards are being formed endlessly 
and these are establishing branch 
offices and creating fat jobs for men 
whose work does not serv’e in the 
least to hasten victory.

And How They Grow
The law governing the renegotia­

tion of war contracts will (by itself) 
create four boards, many branch of­
fices and possibly 200,000 jobs for 
auditors, investigators, etc. Con­
gressman Wesley E. Disney WTOte 
an amendment to the bill that would 
have turned Ihumbs-dowTj on a high- 
paid army for the “ Renegotiations 
Front.”  eliminating, he said, 95 per 
cent of the work, but it was never 
adopted. However, there may be 
another chance to change the bill.

The conferees of the powerful 
Ways and Means Committee made 
this report to tiie House of Repre­
sentatives when the Disney amend­
ment was killed: “ It is anticipated 
that the Ways and Means Committee 
will study Section 403 in connection 
with matters now- pending before 
the committee, with an eye to a 
more general revision than is con­
tained in the 1942 Revenue Bill.”

To Save Man-Power
In 1941 I took part in an under­

taking to direct the public’ s atten­
tion to millions of dollars being 
wasted even then in non-defense ac­
tivities. It was signally successful 
The public got busy on the economy 
program and got results. Today it 
seems especially needful to focus 
public attention on the government’ s 
non-war use of man-power in bu­
reaus.

I know the readers of this column 
alone, if they were sufficiently in­
terested, could prevent the creation 
of unnecessary bureaus and could 
divert many men from government 
jobs where they are not actually do­
ing anything to hasten the winning 
of the war. Cutting dowm bureau 
overhead, pruning out unnecessary 
personnel, and even abolishing 
whole bureaus are matters within 

province of congress.

New Producers 
Could Add Huge 
Meat Supplies

(Editor's Note: This is the 8th 
article of a series published to 
help livestock producers in the 
“Food for Freedom” program.)

Sev’eral billion pounds o f pork 
and beef urgently needed by the 
United Nations can be produced 
during 1943 merely by adding 
one or two hogs and beef animals 
to thousands o f Cotton Belt farms 
that now have no beef cattle or 
hogs, analysis o f gov’emment Cen­
sus figures indicates.

In 1940, date o f the last Census 
o f Agriculture, only 185,000 farms 
o f 2,400,000 in twelve m ajor cot­
ton-producting states reported 
beef production, or less than 10 
per cent o f all farm. In the same 
Census, there were more than 
750,000 farms (about 30 per cent 
of all o f the farms in this re­
gion) that did not report any 
swine production. Even when due 
consideration is given to the mark­
ed increases that have taken place 
in livestock production since 1940, 
it is obvious that there are thous­
ands of Cotton Belt farms that are 
not producing any beef or pork.

Adding a single bred gilt to one 
out o f three farms (with two lit­
ters in 1943 marketed as ten pigs 
weighing 20 pounds each) would 
result in the production o f 2,000 
pounds of pork— additional pork— 
on each farm. When a gilt was ad­
ded to 250,000 o f the 750,000 non­
pork-producting farms in the Cot-

iton  Belt, it would mean the pro­
duction o f half-a-billion pounds o f 
pork.

Po-tential beef production in the 
Cotton Belt is almost unlignited. 
Census figures indicat . A  single 
beef animal fattened to gain 300 
pounds would result in the pro- 

• duction o f 450,000,000 pounds of | 
greatly-needed beef during 1943 if 
only 1 *2 m illion Cotton Belt fan n ­
ers fed one calf or  steer per farm.

Raising these figures by adding 
two gilts or 5 steers per farm in­
stead o f a single animal would 
no(t be difficult on many farms. 
While such figures are specula­
tive, livestock authorities point ou: 
that organized efforts by 4-H 
Club members. Future Farmers, 
County Agents and Vocational 
Teachers and others doubtless 
could cause many Cotton farms to 
begin to produce some beef and 
pork for the first time.

With p>asture land, grain and 
protein concentrates such as cot- 

'tonseed meal and peanut meal 
available or feeding livestock 
throughout the Cotton Belt, few' 
sections fo the country have a 
greater opportunity to increase 
production o f “ Food for Freedom” 
during 1943. Even farms that have 
been limited in beef production by 
lack of grain can ov'ercome this 
handicap by proper combination 
o f pastures and roughage with 
protein concentrates, because cat­
tle fatten well on grass with cot­
tonseed meal or cake as the sole 
concentrate. ^

Getting “ new farms”  to produce 
livestock not only will add need­
ed beef and pork, it will also give* 
these farms better-balanced op -1 
erations, year-round income and ^

Wildlife Pr(^ram 
Popular With 
4-H Clubs

COLLEGE STATION, Dec. — 
Teaching boys the principles of 
sportsmanship and proper regard 
for laws protecting wildlife is one 
o i the objectives o f the w'ildlife 
conservation program offered 
Texas’ 36,000 4-H Club boys. R. 
E. Callender, game management 
specialist for the A. and M. Col­
lege Extension Service, says this 
program is growing in popularity 
among club boys every year.

As a part o f the program, coun­
ty agricultural agent and local 
leaders train boys in the methods 
o f conservation and help them 
establish practices on the farm 
or ranch which are favorable to 
the increase o f desirable kinds o f 
wildlife.

And through conserv'ation 
measures, many are producing 
wildlife as a crop o f the land, Cal­
lender says.

Kggs B yThe Pound 
Instead O f Dozen

COLLEGE STATION, Dec. 21—  
A trend toward selling eggs by 
the pound instead o f by the doz­
en is becoming evident in some 
sections of t.he country, and this 
is profitable both to the producer 
and the consumer, in the opinion 
o f Myrtle Murray, home indust­
ries specialist o f the A. and M. 
College Extension Service.

Under present marketing prac­
tices, the consumer pays as much 
per dozen for extremely small 
eggs as for standard eggs whicn 
weigh 2 ounces each or a lb. and a 
half per dozen. Likewise, Miss 
Murray explains, the producer

help to restore soil fertility— ob­
jectives emphasized by agricul­
tural leaders for many years. The 
adding o f a single beef animal or 
sow to each farm is especially 
practical during 1943 because th's 
will not tax limited equipment and 
labor supplies as much as increas­
es o f many cattle and hogs on 
larger farms.

visited nearby government fish 
hatcheries and attended encamp­
ments to study w ildlife conserva­
tion. Others established sanctuar­
ies offering both food and cover 
to w ildlife. Teaching boys to shoot 
a rifle properly and accurately al- 
w’ays has been a part o f the 
sportsmanship program, and it is 
cv'en more popular in wartime, the 
specialist reports.

Many thousands o f game pre­
servation demonstration markers 
on fences along Texas roads and 
highways were erected by teen­
age 4-H Club boys w'ho are co- 
operatinig in the program. Some 
of them take an annual census ot 
the wildlife on their farms and 
ranches, some establish feeding 
stations for birds in w'inter, while 
others may help protect nests 
from livestock. Fire prev’ention 
and controlled hunting also are 
encouraged.

who markets standard size eggs or 
larger receives no price advan­
tages for better product.

Until the public and the trade 
accept the change from  the doz­
en to pound basis, producers w ill 
have to obtain their premiums by 
offering high quality clean infertile 
eggs correctly prepared for mark­
eting. Miss Murry says that means 
eggs should be gathered at least 
twice a day and kept in a clean 
wire basket until they are cool 
and ready for packing. They 
should then be graded as to size, 
putting the uniform ly small eggs, 
the medium (24 oz. to the dozen) 
and large ones in sperate con­
tainers. They should also be can - 
died, and sort out the defective 
eggs.

Eggs should always be packed 
with the pointed end down. If 
packing materials hav'e been used 
previously, care should be taken 
to see that they are clean. A void  
wrapping eggs in newspapers or  
other printed material for they 
may be soiled by ink, the specialist 
says. It also pays to make certain 
that fillers and cases are sturdy, 
for one broken egg can stain an 
entire case full.

Miss Murray recommends that 
eggs be marketed at least twice a 
w'eek so that consumers can be 
assured o f fresh produce.
