Seventy- Five Percent

Of Tax Collected

Virgil Burnett, tax assessor and
collector of Terry county, was in
Tuesday and stated that to Jan-
uary 1, 75 percent of Terry county
and state taxes had been collect-
ed. The rolls show a total of $105,-
832.61. Therefore the 75 percent
collections represented a total at
that time of $77,293.72. Divided,
the county got of that amount
$43,590.80, while the state got
$33,702.92.

These collections he stated was
20 percent better than at the same
time in 1942. There were 2645 poll
taxes assessed, of which 1193 had
been paid to Jan. 1, this year. You
can pay a poll tax without paying
your property tax, but it won’t
work the other way around. And
delinquent poll taxes are collect-
able, but you can’t use them in
voting unless paid before midnight
January 3lst, each year.

You can pay your car license
tax in February or March, but
they are not supposed to be out
on your car until April 1. This
time you will keep your old 1942
license plates, and will be given a
metal tag 1x4 inches, with 1943
thereon, which may be attached
to your old plate with the use of
one bolt.

Should you lose one of your
plates, front or rear,
says you would be surprised how
many are lost, you should im-

Dr. J. D. Moorhead of Meadow
sent the Herald a copy of the
United States News, A tabloid
printed by the American Armed
forces in the Middle East.

The idea was that to show his
face would attract too much at-
tention from what he was lecarn-
ing them.

A double page spread in the
middle of the eight page paper,
on the left side showed the de-
struction being rained down on
Pearl Harbor on December 7,
1941, and on the right half seenes
of factory production and assem-
bly lines in the U. S. one year
from that date, December 1942.
