Big Cotton Acreage

The West Texas Chamber of
Commerce has taken to the air-
waves with this message, to be
oft-repeated, beamed to cotton
farmers of the area: “For victory
in war and peace, let’s plant more
coton.”

Wednesday, on ten radio sta-
tions over West Texas, the
regional chamber inaugurated a
series of ,16 twice-a-week broad-
casts seeking to prove its all-out
claim that a serious shortage is
ldeveloping supplies of cotton
rankinig next to steel in war pro-
duction needs. The onlyl way *o
meet the shortage, contends the
WTCC, is to produce a larger than
average crop, mainly from in-
creased planting.

The chamber is urging West
Texas cotton farmers, both as a
contribution to the war effort and
as a piece of good business for
themselves, to utilize to the fullest
the 1943 acreage allotments hand-
ed down by the Department of
Agriculture, and plant every iegal
allowable acre. Scheduled are two
broadcasts a week, the seconi
logged for next Sunday afternoon.
Thereafter the program will be on
the air every Wednesday morn-
ing and Sunday afternoon.

All phases of tne industry will
be looked at by
mentators. Among the subjects
handled will be West Texas pro-
Auction facilities; costs of produc-
tion here and elsewhere; relative
percentages of quota underplant-
ing; cotton’s influence on West
Texas life along with its con-
tribution to war and the post-war
world; and its accelerated new
 uses. Shown also will be the need
of cotton products as clothing and
shelter for the Armed Forces, for
munitions making and as neces-
sary food for humans and high
protein feed for animals.

Feeding The |
Dairy Herd

COLLEGE STATION, Feb. — A
well - balanced feeding program
for a dairy herd should comprise
jabout one-third hay or silage,
one-third pasture and one-third
concentrates. This is the sugges-
tion of G. C. Gibson, dairyman
for the A. and M. College Ex-
tension Service.

A Jersey cow weighing about
1,000 pounds will eat about 20
pounds of dry matter in rough-

tender green grass containing 85
per cent of water, the cow would
have to eat 134 pounds of grass.
If gotton from silage she would
have to eat 60 pounds daily. The
sum of this is that one pound of
hay is equivalent to three pounds
\of silage, and about six pounds
of green grass based on the dry
matter contained.

Hay should be fed the year
round, Gibson advises, even when
cows are on good pasture. In that
case they will not eat much hay,
but the moment the pasture be-
gins to fail they start eating more,
if the hay is before them. Ex-
periments show that production
of milk was maintained more
evenly where cows had access to

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Burdensome Bureaus

It has never been my good for-
tune to meet Bruce MacNamee who,
until middle December, headed the
United States Travel Bureau. I do
not know his home state nor the na-
ture of his boyhood environment.
My eniire knowledge of the mar
comes from a ten-line Associated
Press dispatch, but I admire him,
and here's why: As far as I know he
is the only Washington bureaucrat
who ever managed to abolish his
bureau because he hated to be use-
less. There is a place in the halls
of Harding College for his bust.

The cost of Mr. MacNamee's of- |
° ° '
fice could not have been a big item;

not much compared with the 100
billion dollars to be spent on war
in 1943. But even if there were only
two men in the bureau, individually
they deserve credit for quitting a
useless job and freeing themselves
to do something toward winning the
war and saving the country.
Why Do We Care?
Do you wonder why the head of a

-little college in Arkansas, an agri-

cultural state, is so interested in
' getting unnecessary bureaucrats off

'the public payroll? There are two

good reasons, and both of them
vitally concern you, no matter who
you are. I will discuss them one
at“a time. First, every reader of
this column is bearing part of the
bureaucratic burden.

Many a man has not realized this
because his part of the cost has been
hidden from him deliberately. Back
in 1938 and 1939, before the United
States started making war expendi-
tures, men earning $500 a year or
less thought they didn't pay any
taxes. The truth is however that
the average such citizen was paying
taxes at a rate of 21.6 per cent.
Right now the federal government
collects several billion dollars a year
by taxing goods, adding the tax to
the selling price, and the buyer
knows nothing about it. These are
called excise taxes.

New Income Taxes

Government expenses have in-

creased, more taxes have become!

necessary and everybody, including
people earning less than $500 a year,
are footing the bill. Under the new
1942 federal income tax law there
will be approximately 19 million new
names added to the paying list.
These will pay $73 apiece on the
average, to raise $1,420,000,000. And
of course income taxes will be in
addition to the old hidden taxes. And
now fcr a little simple arithmetic,
Each bureaucrat costs Uncle Sam
an average of $2,400 a year, includ
ing office space, heat, light and su-
pervision. That's as much money
as 33 of these average new income
tax payers will provide at $73 each.
Get rid of one useless bureaucrat
nd save all the income tax money
collected from 33 new taxpayers. It
ought to be worth trying. * «
Who Are Useless?
In previous articles in this column
I have offered some protest against
the so-called re-negotiation law un-
der which three gigantic new bu-
reaus are being created. I have ex-
plained that about 90 per cent of the
work of these bureaus can be done
by the already-established Bureau
of Internal Revenue with little if
any added cost. But one of these
new bureaus added 3,000 men last
year and has just gotten started. At
least that's the way it looks.
These 3,000 new bureaucrats al-
ready cost the government as much

.

revenue as it can raise this yéar |

from 99,000 of the new $73 income
tax-payers. The three bureaus
might easily have 100,000 employees
before the year is over and they
would absorb all the new revenue
raised from 3,300,000 average payers
of $713 income tax. All this is in ad-
dition to the large hidden taxes they
are paying already.
Farmers Need Men

Down here in Arkansas we need
men. The same is true in every
farming community. Every man
counts because a man means a crop,
planted and tended and harvested.
A one-man crop will provide food
for a good many people. To some
extent every crop means more to
eat and lower food prices. It is a
safeguard against inflation, but a
useless bureaucrat is just the re-
verse. He does not help with the
war,
dier ought to be getting and boosts
inflation every day he does nothing.

Of course, no clerical bureaucrat
would be worth much on a farm if
he were put there, but surely there
are useful jobs he could hold. Al-
ready rumors are afloat about posi-
tions in essential war work with no
men to fill them. Such of these
jobs as can not be filled by women,
some day, will of necessity take men
from agriculture. In a labor short-
age, it ought to go without s:ying
that every unnecessary bureaucrat
costs the country one farm-hand.,
