For Far East Camps

WASHINGTON — Cable mes­
sages for newly announced Amer­
ican prisoners of war and inter­
nees in the Far East are being 
accepted by the American Red 
Cross through local chapters,

■Because international communi­
cation facilities must be reserved 
for vitally important matters, Red 
Cross limits at this time the num­
ber of messages which may be 
sent—one for each prisioner or in­
ternee. In the event of serious 
emergencies involving “ life cr 
death” the agreement provides for 
additkmal cable service.

The messages may be accepted 
for prisioners of war only when 
there has been official notification 
of imprisonment. They will be 
also accepted for any civilian 
“presumed to be in the Philip­
pines.”

The Federal Bureau of Investi­
gation at Dallas announced today 
that conferences have been sched­
uled ■ŵ'ith law enforcement of­
ficers for the entire North Texas 
area.

The FBI pointed out that with 
the ever present threat of sabo­
tage to our War Production that 
no more vital work exists in the 
field of law enforcement than 
that of combating the efforts of 
the A.xis powers to disrupt our 
production schedules.

The sign-up campaign, 
which is operating at full speed 
in all counties, is expected to be 
compleoe in a few days. Terry 
countys’ 30 committeemen have 
signed up about 90% of the farms 
in Terry County and those farmeig 
who have not met their commit­
teemen should call at the AAA 
office within the next week and 
sign their farm plan sheets.

O VE^EAS PACK.^uES RULE 

The enormous amount of 
shipping space consumed by 
packages sent to soldiers over­
seas, and the fict that they 
frenquently contain objects al­
ready supplied by the Army in 
compact bulk shipments, have 
impelled the War Department, 
in cooperation with the Post 
Office Department, to issue new 
regulations. No package may 
now be sent to a soldier over­
seas unless it contains an article 
requested by the soldier, and 
the request has been approved 
by the commander of his battal­
ion or similar unit. The package 
will not be accepted by the post 
office unless the written re­
quest, bearing the commanding 
officer’s approval, is presented. 
Packages will be limited to five 
pounds, and may not be more 
than 15 inches in length and 36 
inches in length and girth com­
bined. The order became ef­
fective Jan. 15.

Packages not e^ceedlng 8 oz. 
in weight can be sent to army 
personnele overseas, but you 
must pay first class postage rate 
on the package. (No written re­
quest is required for the 8 oz. 
package you may wish to send.)

Numerous factors are behind 
the program which may not be 
apparent to the average consum­
er. First, our fighting men must 
be fed at any cost. The American j 
soldier eats one-fourth more in 
quantity than he did in civilian 
life. This amount of food must 
contribute twice as many calories 
and twice as much protein as that 
of the civilian. Our fighting men. 
are the best fed in the world. This  ̂
gives them the strength and 
stamina to ensure ultmate victory. 
They also need to be well fed to 
overcome wounds, sickness and 
disease.

Secondly, we need to send food 
to our allies both for their arm­
ed forces and for their civilian 
populations. Many of the civilian 
allies have been deprived of their’ 
possessions and their facilities for 
production. Contributing this food 
to our allies is not charity, but 
helping ourselves, since this food 
is serving to weaken the enemy 
so that peace may come sooner. 
This may save thousands of lives.

Thirdly, American production is 
not adequate to meet present day 
needs without careful planning. 
Because of the increased demand 
and decreased production, civilian 
supplies are reduced, rationing is 
the only way for everyone to get 
an equal share of the food.

The demands for individual 
foods differ, therefore, the point 
values have been set so as to bal­
ance demand and supply. The 
soldiers like certain foods better 
than others, having expressed 
preferences for such things as 
prunes, peas and canned fruits.

Service Man In 
Pacific Lauds A.R.C

C.\IRO, 111.—What American 
Red Cross ser\’ice means to the 
American fighting man stationed 
in far places is vividly conveyed in 
a letter from an Air Service 
Command lieutenant on duty in 
the South Pacific to a friend here. 
After recounting his observation 
of Red Cross activities before go­
ing overseas, this officer writes:

“Now’ I am at the other end of 
the world, and the A. R. C. is fill­
ing a large job here. In almost 
every town and city over here is 
found a unit of the Red Cross. At 
headquarters he will find a good 
meal, a hot shower, a comfortable 
bed to sleep in, and, w’hat is more 
amazinig, a bed w’ith real honest- 
to-goodness sheets, fresh clean 
sheets! Ne.xt to home there isn’t 
a place in the w'orld where a 
soldier fels as near to heaven as 
experiencing the above comforts 
after a couple of months out in the 
bush.

“The Australian ladies who 
work in these A. R. C. canteens 
certainly are wonderfuul. They 
have made and are making soj 
many sacrifices. In addition, they 
are spending their time w’aiting 
on us Americans, trying to make 
us comfortable. Looking back at 
what I have written, I don’t seem 
to have expressed very vividly or 
clearly just how swell a fellow 
feels when he walks up to a place 
10,000 miles from home, sees a 
sign ‘American Red Cross’ and 
know’s that inside he w’ill find the 
friendship and comforts of home.

“All of the boys here seem to 
understand that w’e have a job tj 
do and w’ant to do it. I haven’t run 
into a single American (from a 
general down to and including a 
private) that I have not though 
w'as a well guy. Just send them the 
things to fight with, a few cig- 
aretts, and a lot of letters—and 
we’ll give ’em hell.”

Declaring that the 1,900,000 trac-ia shortage of men skilled in tree 
tors American farmers now have care, Ray R. Hirt of Syracuse, 
are worn out or nearly so, Robert associate professor of forest
H. Reed of Philadelphia, editor of 
the magazine Country Gentleman, 
said in a General Electric Farm 
Forum address here tonight that 
“more than 600,00 new tractors 
will be needed in 1943 and 1944 
to replace the worn-out ones, to 
make up lost workstock and to 
offset labor shortages.”

“These new tractors would 
save farmers approximately 300 
million man-hours of work,’ Mr. 
Reed continutjd. He pointed out 
the gigantic production job of 
the farmers s an astronomical 
total of 23.3 billion man-hours of 
labor for this year, but that there 
will be a shortage of 2 to 2 bil­
lion man-hours because of labor 
shortage.

“ With implements and equip­
ments, excluding tractors, farm­
ers now have about 3 billion 700 
million dollars worth — again 
astronomical figures — but they 
need an additional 900 million 
dollars worth to bring them up to 
par in work capacity,” added Mr.

“Many ha\’e the impression that 
farmers are getting enough new 
machinei'y to provide needed re­
placements. The fact is that today 
farmers are getting only one half 
the needed replacements, to say 
nothing of needs for other pur­
poses.”

“ It is gett.ng late, but not too 
late, if we as a nation face the 
realities. We cannot gamble with 
our food supply; w'e m u s t  
win this battle of food,” Mr. Reed 
warned.

Senator Moffett And 
Formby Sponsors 
Cotton Research

Continued research for new 
uses of cotton and cottonseed is 
being strongly urged by Senators 
George Moffett off Chillicothe, 
and Marshall Formby of McAdoo 
and Plainv:evv% both of whom 
successfully sponsored similar 
legislation two years ago.

Moffett is chairman of the 
Agricultural Committee in the 
State Senate, and Formby is a 
Member of the Committee.

Considerable research has been 
done in the laboratories of the 
TexasA. and M. College, Texas 
Tech at Lubbock, and the Univer­
sity of Texas, during the past 
year, and considerable headway 
has been made in finding new 
uses for cotton and cottonseed.

As a result of this research, it} 
may soon be possible to feed hogs! 
and poultry unlimited amounts 
of cotonseed meal, something 
which has not been thought safe 
in the past.

At Texas Tech encouraging pro­
gress has been made in the direct­
ion of discovering uses for the 
cotton fiber in connection, wall­
paper, etc. Also experiments are 
being made in making plastic 
building materials out of cotton 
burrs.

At the University of Texas a 
process of chemically treating the 
cotton fiber has been developed 
whereby the strength of the cot­
ton yarn is increased by approxi­
mately 40 7e, thereby making 
West Texas short staple cotton 
euivalent in spinning strength to 
Mississippi Delta cotton.

Moffett and Formby are re- 
questiing the present Legislature 
to continue appropriation for this 
deservinig research w'ork. Botn 
pointed out that if these experi­
ments had been in progress for 
the past twenty years, there 
would be no surplus of cotton lint 
on the market today.

Fire Hazard

AUSTIN, March — Fire, says 
Marviin Hall, State Fire Insur­
ance Commissioner, can defeat the 
purpose of the program to supple­
ment our meat supply with 
poultry unless adequate safe­
guards are adopted to prevent 
fires from chicken brooders.

Hall noted an increase in the 
number of fires reported as a re­
sult of carelessness in operating 
baby chick brooders. Not only the 
loss of chicks and brooder equip­
ment has been reported, but in 
.most cases additional property 
loss has occurred.

Because they must be operat­
ed continuously, the very nature 
of chicken brooders make them a 
special hazard.
