Austin, Texas, March 26,—1f
every case of suspectled com-
municable disease could be
promptly visited either by . the
health officer, or doctors, thous-
ands of susceptible persons would
be protected from disabling ill-
nesses, according to the  State
Health Officer.

To quote Dr. Geo. W. Cox, “The
oldfashioned theory that it is a
good thing for children to have a
number of the catching diseases
and get them over with was long
since been known to be a serious
and sometime fatal error. The
longer a child can keep from hav-
ing these diseases, the better it is
for him. Every child should be
completely protected by immun:-
zation against smallpox and diph-
theria.”
