(17.9 cents a pound. Of this price
‘paid by consumers, farmers got
4.1 cents and marketing costs and
profits took 13.8 cents. The gov-
ernment supported price announc-
ed for the bumper 1943 sweet po-
ftatoe crop will pay growers about
1.5 cents a pound for number
ones delivered at the sheds,
Bowles observes.

A. About 96% of your tax payments are currently going to pay for direct war
expenditures.
