The healtn department will soon
start a campaign to test all school
children over the age of 11
tuberculosis and any adults wish-|
ing to receive the test by the Voll-|
mer Patch method. f

The test is quite simple, onlyi
requiring a small adhesive plaster'
form similar to the well known!
“Band-ad.” This is applied to the
arm, chest, or back, as desired,
left on for two days, removed,
and at the expiration of two days
more, the test is read.

No injection or inocculation un-
der the skin is made.

A charge of ten cents will be
made for the test and in positive
cases this will include an X-rap
of the chest, made by the state
mobile X-ray unit, when it arrives
during the first two weeks of

A consent slip will be required
by the department from the par-
ent of each child before the test
will be given.

A positive reaction does not nec-
essarily mean that the applicant |
has tuberculosis, but may mpro-i
sent a condition that has healed
and is no longer active from which ‘
infection the applicant or family |
had no knowledge of the dxseasc‘.l
This may have been a cold that,
hung on after it should have clear-
ed, or some similar process.

Most of our positive cases are|

Careful study of this renegotiation
work proves the law worthless as
a8 revenue measure.

This looks big
on the deceiving face of it, but actu-
ally 80% to 90% of this revenue
would have come in quite automat-
ically through the excess profits tax
that was working satisfactorily when
the federal ‘‘Renig Law”
passed. Net recovery therefore has
been 60 million dollars or 7/10 of 1%
of the amounts involved.

The worst feature of the ill-
conceived affair is that manufactur-
ers have to turn their attentions |
from production of military essen- |
tials and let our fighting men w mt
while they palaver with government
auditors.
