safely marketed, avoiding a few'!

things and doing others will pre-
vent waste and money loss on the
potato crop. Sweet potatoes are
tender and it’s an invitation to
trouble in keeping and market-
ing them to bruise them in the
field. After the surface of the po-
tatoes dries, they may be graded,
carefully crated and hauled to
the curing house in a vehicle with
good springs to avoid jolting and
bruising. If the wagon has no
springs, place a layer of hay or
potalo vines in the box.
