There cerainly was great co-oper-
ation by the three branches of
our military service. He relates
that it is hard to see how it hap-
pens that the loss in life in such
engagements are not heavier.

Prosperity Seen For
Terry County
Farmers

A continuing period of prosper-
ity for farmers in the Brownfield
and South Plains territory for the
next five to ten years is seen by
Ray Coffman, manager of the
farm loan department of the
Great National Life Insurance
Company of Dallas, who has been
here surveying local conditions in
connection with the broadening of
his company’s service to borrow-
ers in the Brownfield trade area.
