Tax Assessor-Collector Virgil
Burnett stated Wednesday that a
record number people had
!qualified as voters in Terry coun-
gty. In fact there were nearly 500
Imore than had qualified the next
;be:t year, by paying 1941 poll
taxes to vote in the 1942 elections.
| There were 2658 that year, com-
{pared to those who paid 1943 poll
taxes to vote this year, of 3153.

These, with some 450 exemp-
tions, will run the qualified vot-
ers to some 3603. Another stunner
is that Burnett stated that 90 per
cen of the men and women in the
service from Terry county, other-
wise qualified to vote, had paid
their poll taxes. Other qualifi=
cations are residents of the state
one year, the county six months
Ibefore induction, and 21 years of
lage.
