It seems they
were being transferred from the
place they were attending a mov-
ie show back to camp, when there
was a surprise Jap raid. And
while the Jap bombs were placed
inaccurately, as usual, most all
falling into the sea, one exploded
close enough that a piece of shap-
nel pierced Dan’s head. He nev-
er regained consciousness, and
died next day about ten AM.,, in
a hospital.

Other letters included one_from
Corporal M. L. Duncan, a mis-
souri lad. Duncan was also
wounded, but was then OK.

proached worship. Another was
from a boy of Italian or Mexican
extraction, perhaps, Pvt. Joe San
Flippo.
