—Demobilized war veterans de­
siring to farm in this county will 
have the adv’ice and assistance 
in any incidental problems of a 
county adv’isory committee con­
sisting laigely of farm people. 
The members of the group are:

Its functions is 
to advise veterans desiring its

What the postal force did was 
to pick up some old papers back 
in May or June, that should of 
been put in the waste paper col­
lection, and sent us a 2c due card 
that meant nothing whatever to 
us except to fork over 2c.

REGROVVTH OF AMPUTATED 
HUMAN LLMBS WILL 
BE POSSIBLE

Schenectady, Oct.— Regrowth
of regeneration of human limbs 
that have been amputated “be­
longs to the realms of scientific 
possibilities” of the future. Dr. 
Oscar E. Schotte of Amherst, 
Mass., professor of biology at 
Amherst College, declared in a 
General Electric Science Forum 
address here.

“Modem experimental embri- 
clogy and the study of regener­
ation have both shown that there 
is no such thing as an organism 
which has reached a stage of 
rest, as long as there is still life 
in it,” said Dr. Schotte.

“Tisse culture experiments, 
for instance, have taught us the 
new consoling fact that our tis­
sues have what it takes to live 
forever; that in other words, 
they are potentially immortal, he 
pointed out.

“ Many years of research will 
have to be spent until we reach 
a full understanding concerning 
the intimate mechanism of nor­
mal regeneration as it occurs 
in salamanders, for instance,” 
the biologist explained.

Dr. Schotte said he is a memb­
er of a group of theose men “ who 
have an unsv/erving faith in the 
future of these investigations 
and who, for years, have always 
limbs in mammals, and there­
fore in man, belongs to the realm 
of scientific possibilities.

The experience gained from 
loss of limb in wars and in ac­
cidents have given, from times 
ifnmemorial, a tragic confir­
mation to the notion of the sta­
bility of the adult and of thj ir­
reversibility of developmental 
processes in general, according 
1̂ 0 Dr. Schotte.

Concerning the newt, or com­
mon water salamander, he said 
‘ “ If we amputate the leg of a 

salamander which has essentially 
the same structures as are ex­
hibited by our own arms and 
legs, we demand that adult tis­
sues of an animal be made to 
multiply and to undergo a new 
series of processes very similar 
to the ones we know from em­
bryology. Yet, this problem is 
successfully solved by the ani­
mal.

“This proves, des it not, that 
the cells of an adult organism 
are endowed with an unsuspect­
ed wealth of properties, the dis­
covery and full exploitation of 
which is still to be made?”

Dr. Schotte mentioned that 
lizards regenerate their tails but 
not their legs; birds regenerate 
their feathers; mammals their 
hair, nails and toes, hooves and 

, claws.
j Because we know from human 
, experience that the loss of a leg, 
j arm or a finger is irrepairable,
I Dr. Schotte declared it has been 
said that mammals, including 
man, do not produce the faculty 

j to regenerate. But this is not 
1 correct, he asserted, 
j “ We do regenerate our tissues 
and quite effectively so,” he 
pointed out. “Wound heaing is, in 

* scientific sense, a process of re­
generation, and we all know how 
extensive the repair of parts 
of organs in muscles and paticu- 
larly in bones can be. Still, while 

' injured muscle regenerates a 
little, and while a fractured or 
ct bone must often be prevent- 

j ed by the surgeon from regener­
ating too well, we do not re­
generate complex organs such as 
an arm.”

Heart of American 
Air power

If anyone underestimate the 
importance to the United States 
of a strong air transport industry, 
they have but to read a report 
sbmitted to Congress by the 
Committee on Interstate and 
Foreign Commerce. It reveals 
among other things that; “Three 
hundred and forty airplanes 
were taken-------- from the air­
lines of the United States for 
wartime use—a force approxi­
mately equal in number to the 
force of air transports used by 
Hitler quickly to conquer Hol­
land during but a few days of 
military activity . . . .  Our air­
lines also released from the fac­
tory production line direct to 
the Federal government and ad­
ditional 310 aircraft . . .

“The airlines contributed . . . 
able executive officers, over a 
thousand of their pilots, hun­
dreds of mechanics, radio oper­
ators, and others necessary to 
establish and place in operation 

j the Army Air Transport Com- 
I mand and Naval Air Transport 
Service . . .  a nucleus upon which 
were based the tremendious 
achiev'ement of these two mili­
tary organizations.

“ When war came, too few 
military pilots were qualified 
for instrument flight and for 
navigation by air over long dis­
tances They were mostly ‘con­
tact’ flyers. The trained airline 
pilots . . . delivered the men and 
material and even led the way 
for military formations to their 
rendezvous. They were not only 
competent flyers, they were air 
navigators . . .

“The airlines were also called 
upon to perform civilian con­
tract services. Planes were fer- 
lied and men and materials were 
transported to the comers of the 
earth by them. They trained 
pilots, mechanics, radio oper- 
rtors, and navigators for the 
armed forces. They overhauled 
engines and did other mechanical 
work upon military aircraft and 
established and operated huge 
modification centers for combat 
aircraft.

“ When the history of this war 
is written the public will realize 
the debt of gratitude owed the 
airlines which . . .  in no small 
degree shortened the war and 
saved countless lives.”

from a neglected cold, they may 
follow as an after effect of 
measles or whooping cough, or 
they may occur suddenly and 
with verj' little warning. These 
disease^ of the respiratory sys-

Uem are more prevalent in wint- 
jer than summer and are much 
more difficult to combat than di­
gestive ailments, such as summer 
complaint.

“These winter diseases are 
paticularly dangerous to child­
ren and babies,” Dr. Cox stated. 
“Nearly all of them are spread 
through the secretions from the 
nose and mouth. Children not in 
vigorous health are naturally 

j more susceptible to these com- 
j plaints and the first line of de- 
i fense,” Dr. Cox cautioned, “ is to 
! strengthen the powers of resist- 
! ance against disease; the second 
' is to keep them under medical 
supervision and the third is to 

' make sure they avoid contact 
with others who have coughs.

PARK TO BE PLANNED

Dallas, Oct., 14.—Members of 
the Texas State Park Board 
and Brazos river reclamation of­
ficials will confer at Mineral 
Wells tomorrow on post-war 
plans for developing a $1,000,- 
000 state park at Possum King­
dom lake.

Six thousand acres has been 
deeded to the board for the

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CofltroDed Decontrol
It is idle to talk of reestablish­

ing international trade on the 
basis of a world-wide free mark­
et with minimum tarriff barriers, 
unless methods are discussed for 
re.xrhing that objective. War and 
havoc over such a long period of 
3rears that when peace is re­
stored, nations will have to start 
from scratch. Clearing a path 
through the jungle of restrict­
ions, is a task that should begin 
at once.

Dr. John B. Condliffe , Pro­
fessor of Economics at the Uni­
versity of California, in a book 
entitled, “The International Out­
look,” which has been made 
available through an information 
program sponsored by the Com­
mittee on International Economic 
Policy, in cooperation with the 
Carnegie Endowment for Inter­
national Peace, urges a definite 
period of “ controlled decontrol,” 
and observ^es that: “The sooner 
trade can be released from war 
time controls to the initiativ’e of 
private traders, and the more 
such initiative can be enlisted 
in the gigantic task off recon­
stituting the net work of world 
trade, the speedier will be the re­
turn to prosperity.

“The principal task of postwar 
commercial policy will be to re­
establish the principle and prac­
tice of “ equal trading opportuni­
ty.” Healthy markets must be 
recreated and exchanges stabil­
ized in order to secure a high 
level of employment and decent 
living standards. There will 
have to be adjustments of cost 
and prices in the reconversion 
from war to peacetime product­
ion. Government policy, there­
fore, should be made definite in 
the period of ‘controlled decon­
trol.’

“A prudent policy would seek 
out the stragetic points at which 
to maintain minimum controls 
while proceeding as rapidly as 
possible to demobilize harrassing 
proceedures.”

Real freedom both in tne Unit­
ed States and throughout the 
world waits on “decontrol.”

VOLUME HRST
It is now <argued that further 

wage increases need not be re­
flected in price increases. The 
claim is made that the economics 
of v’olume production after the 
war can keep prices down and 
wages up. There is nothing new 
in this argument. Industry has 
operated on a high volume, hi«h 
wage basis for years. That • is 
why the American workman is 
the highest paid, individual in 
the world. All along the line, the 
goods which keep consumers 
housed, clothed, led and amused, 
are created and moved on a vol­
ume basis. The volume technique 
in the. last decade has reached 
near perfection in distiibution as 
well as in producion.

The existence of modern re­
tailing depends upon volume 
consumption at minimum prices. 
It, like mass production, can op­
erate successfully on no other 
principle. Long before the pres­
ent step toward breaking the 
“ little steel formula’’ and the 
instituting of still higher wages, 
the main worry of distributers 
and producers was how to ab­
sorb high costs without wrecking 
the spark plug of volume—low 
prices. Mass production and mass 
distribution have given the coun­
try a lot for its money. But if we 
ti-y to get more from them than 
I hey can give, both will evap­
orate into thin air. Prices will 
go up and wages will go down.

The operation of industry on 
a volume basis is more important 
than wage increases.

Security Council 
Open To All Nations
Press Statement of Senator Tom 
Uonnally. Chairman, FToreigm 
Relations Committee, I’. S. Sen­

ate, October 9, 1944
Washington, D. C.—“ I have 

carefully examined the docu­
ments drafted at the Dunbar­
ton Oaks Conference. With the 
excejjtion of the question of 
voting procedure in the Security 
Ci-uncil, it covers all of the 
main controversal points with re- 
spert lo an international organi­
zation for peace. That matter is 
wiL be acted upon either in an 
adjourned sc t̂iion of the con fe - 
ence or in the conference of all 
the proposed members or in the 
meeting of the nations who are to 
fc m  the initial organization.

“ The plan announces the gen­
eral purposes and plans of |̂ hc 
organization to include the main­
tenance of international peace 
and security and the employ­
ment of effective means to sup­
press aggression, first, by peace­
ful measure such as conciliation 
arbitration and diplomacy. These 
measures failing, it provides for 
the employment of armed forc­
es by the Executive Cuncil. It 
binds the members of the organi­
zation and settle their disputes by 
peaceful means.

“ It provides that the organi­
zation shall be open to all peace- 

loving states.
“ It establishes i general As­

sembly composed of represent­
atives of all nations who are 
members and a Security Council 
composed of four permanent 
members: towit, t h e  United 
States, Gieat Britain, Russia and 
China and ultimately France. 
The Assembly is to elect six oth­
er membe."s r.f the Council with 
terms of three years each.

An Important feature is that 
non-members of the organization 
a;e auth -rized to bring any in­
ternational dispute before the 
Council f;ir seUleme 't. It is pro­
vided that an International Court 
of Justice shall be established 
and that it .shall use a.s a framc- 
Wivrk the present Wn Id Court, 
with such amendmen*: or modi- 
fi-’ ations as may be necessary.

“ It is als>. jirovided I’nat any 
state not a member oi the o:-- 
,un.izalion if it is a party to a 
dispute under consideration by 
thie Council, shall be invited to 
partifipato in the histus^inn re­
lating to 'he cii.^puie.

As a whole, tĥ  plan adopted 
jncets wiiii .my full approval. Its 
in. istc;:-e on the employmciit of 

ofnl mea.'^ures of settlement 
is of the highest iriiportance. 
A n.. d farce is t>» be errHYloyed 
only as a last against re­
calcitrant and defiant aggress<os 
who w-'Uld disiurb t.he public 
peace.

“ It is a document that ought 
h) receive the support of the 
American pc<?ple :rrc. pectivc of 
party affiliations. It meets the 
world demand for pecmanent 
peace machiJtery. It expresses 
the hopes of peace loving nations 
that civilization shall provide a 
method whereby futuie Wars 
may be preve.itcd and the treas­
ure and the blood of peace-lov-
