Some 
climbed atop the church to fire the 
riKif and others hacked at the 
wall, finally managing to pound out 
a small hole.

A howitzer was moved up, and 
shells and grape shot were piiured 
in the gap, gradually widening it 
and spreading death. Soon the In­
dians fled, and when the toll was 
counted, about 150 Indians had 
been killed and the troops had 
lost seven.

House Committee Demands End 
To Growing Postal Money Losses

By WILLl.VM K. .VKiUMiAST
WASHINGTON i4i—The House 

Appropriations Committee today 
recommended 52,973,900,000 in 
new funds for the Post Office De­
partment. At the same time, it de­
manded that something be done to 
curb the growing postal deficit.

The new money allotted subject 
to approval by the House next 
week and later by the Senate is 
for u.sc during the fiscal year 
starting July 1. It is $26,100,000 
less than President Eisenhower 
requesed.

It was included in a $3,618,699, 
000 appropriation bill to finance 
also the Treasury Department and 
the Tax Court. The overall total 
was $31,173,000 below presidential 
requests but $252,179,500 more 
than the three agencies were giv» 
en for the present year.

treasury. The committee noted 
that the intccvst on the debt is ex­
pected to be 200 million dollars 
more next year than this year.

Estimatkng the postal defkiU— 
the excess of operating costs over 
operating revenues— at 479 mil­
lion dp'ilars, the committee said 
".Homo action must be taken to get 
postal rates" more in line with the 
cost of handling the nuiil. It said 
eV.sting rales are "woefully inad- 
0t|uatc.”

red skinned, peel may be left on. 
core and dice Add apple to skil­
let. Arrange chops at bottom of 
pan with sauerkraut around them 
I ’ook slowly until pork chops are 
thoroughly rooked, to test for 
duneness, cut a small slit near 
bone— meat should be white. Pork 
chops will take 30 minutes to 1 
hour to cook thoroughly, depend­
ing on thickness. Makes 4 serv­
