from State Health Director Star-

The proposal came from the
State Youth Commission, which
stands to gain funds if a bill spon-
sored by Sen. Estes Kefauver (D
Tenn.) passes Congress. The bill
would appropriate 50 million dol-
lars for an Office of Children and
Youth, with some of the money
going to the states.

The commission drew up a plan
for spending $300,000. A total of
$100.,000 would be used to establish
child guidance clinics or treatment
centers to provide diagnostic, phy-
chiatric and treatment services for
juveniles brought before courts

This doesn't set well with Le-
land, a member of the Governor's
Advisory Committee on Mental
Health. He said building such cen-
ters would be “putting the horse
before the cart.” He said the state
should have a definite mental
health program worked out before
building any such centers

Another $100,000 would be spent
by the commission to build more
juvenile detention homes.
