Public Safety Commission 
Emphasizes Need to Improve 
Competitiveness of Trooper Salaries

AUSTIN -  Friday, October 19, 
2012-At today's Texas Public 
Safety Commission (PSC) meet­
ing, the commissioners and De­
partment of Public Safety (DPS) 
Director Steven McCraw reiter­
ated the importance of increas­
ing the base salary for Texas 
Highway Patrol troopers to a 
level that is competitive with 
other similar law enforcement 
positions throughout the state. 
The commission was unanimous 
in their support of this effort. 
This announcement follows a 
report released earlier this month 
by the Texas State Auditor's 
Office (SAO), which concluded 
that the state’s law enforcement 
salary schedule is not competi­
tive with the average maximum 
base pay at the seven largest 
local law enforcement depart­
ments in Texas.

"It is imperative that we con­
tinue to take a stand for the 
courageous state troopers who 
put their lives on the line every­
day to protect and serve the 
people of Texas," said PSC Chair 
Cynthia Leon. "It is a priority of 
this commission to rectify this 
disparity in pay for troopers, so 
they can receive the compensa­
tion they've earned and de­
serve."

According to the report, the 
SAO compared the maximum 
base pay (the highest level of 
pay within a salary range) for 
the state’s trooper position with 
the average maximum base pay 
for police officer, corporal, or

detective positions at the seven 
largest local law enforcement 
departments in Texas. Results 
of the comparison indicated that 
the seven largest law enforce­
ment departm ents’ average 
"maximum "base pay is 20.6 
percent above the state’s maxi­
mum base pay for positions in 
salary group C3 (for example, 
trooper).

"In today's challenging and 
ever changing threat environ­
ment, the Texas troopers now 
operate at an investigative level 
unlike any law enforcement 
agency in the country," said Di­
rector McCraw. "Competing with 
other higher paying law enforce­
ment agencies has made it diffi­
cult to recruit and retain quality 
employees. By achieving higher 
compensation rates for troop­
ers, we will attract and retain 
these high performing officers."

The commission and director 
emphasized their commitment 
to working with the Texas Legis­
lature during the upcoming leg­
islative session to increase the 
salaries of state troopers in an 
effort to make them competitive 
with their counterparts at other 
law enforcement agencies.

Do you know the s ig n s of 
financial exploitation?

Texas Adult Protective Services 
(APS) reminds all Texans to 
make it their business to protect 
people who are elderly or have 
disabilities from financial exploi­
tation.

APS, a division of the Texas 
Department of Family and Pro­
tective Services (DFPS), con­
firmed 1,187 victims of exploi­
tation in Texas last year. It's 
likely many more cases went 
unreported.

Financial exploitation is when 
a caretaker, family member, or 
anyone with an ongoing rela­
tionship improperly or illegally 
uses the money or property of a 
person who is elderly or has a 
disability for personal benefit or 
profit.

Each October, APS teams with 
community partners for finan­
cial exploitation expos, confer­
ences, and other events to in­
crease understanding of this 
serious crime.

"This crime is devastating to 
victims both financially and 
em otionally ," said Beth 
Engelking, DFPS assistant com­
missioner for Adult Protective 
Services. "We want everyone to 
watch out for signs of financial 
exploitation."

Warning signs of financial ex­
ploitation include:

• Sudden changes in bank 
accounts or banking practices.

• Unexplained or unexpected 
withdrawal of large sums of 
money.

• Adding names to someone's 
bank signature card.

• Unfamiliar people accompa­
nying bank customers to with­
draw large sums.

• Unauthorized withdrawal of 
funds using ATM cards or sud­
den transfers of assets.

• Sudden changes in financial 
documents.

• Unpaid bills despite having

enough money.
• Previously uninvolved rela­

tives who suddenly claim rights 
to a person’s affairs and posses­
sions.

• Abuse of power of attorney.
If you suspect exploitation, call

1-800-252-5400 and file a re­
port so APS and law enforce­
ment can investigate. You can 
also report online at
T X AbuseHotline. org.

Facts and Figures
• APS is a division of the Texas 

Department of Family and Pro­
tective Services. APS' mission is 
to protect people who are 65 or 
older or have disabilities from 
abuse, neglect, and exploitation 
by investigating, and providing 
or arranging for services to alle­
viate or prevent further maltreat­
ment.

• Texas has 2.6 million resi­
dents who are 65 or older and 
another two million younger 
adults with a disability.

• APS confirmed that 58,068 
Texans living at home were vic­
tim of abuse, neglect, or exploi­
tation last year.

• Nearly 40 percent of those 
who committed the abuse, ne­
glect, or exploitation were the 
adult children of the victims.

• About half of victims were 65 
or older and half were younger 
adults with a disability.

• APS investigations found that 
1,118 adults living at home and 
69 adults living in institutions 
were victims of financial exploi­
tation last year. (1,187)

• APS referred 6,862 allega­
tions of abuse, neglect, or ex­
ploitation to law enforcement 
last year.

Cross Plains Students Poised to Make History
Seventh and eighth grade 

students at Cross Plains Middle 
School are about to make history 
on Friday, November 9th. As part 
of the NASA “Summer of 
Innovation” Mini-Grant Program, 
students have spent class time 
each week building ammonium 
perchlorate composite propelled 
rockets.

Across the nation, sim ilar 
high school programs have 
participated in the same activity, 
and it pushes the students 
involved to the limit. But key in 
the Cross Plains ISD program is 
the age of students (7th and 8th 
grade, as compared to the usual 
senior 12th grade requirement) 
and the recovery details. Most 
programs use what is called a 
“motor ejection” for recovery. 
This method of recovery basically 
uses part of the motor to “guess” 
with mechnical manipulation, 
when to deploy the charge to 
activate the parachute that is so 
critical to safe recovery.

But the Cross Plains program 
instruction to the students is to 
install a”brain” in their rockets. 
This device is an electronic 
altim eter that, when set to 
parameters and correctly installed 
in an on board “avionics bay” 
built by the students, will sample 
the atmosphere difference during 
powered ascent, and_deploy 
their parachutes electronically. 
The difference in these two 
procedures is huge, resulting 
in a 98 percent accuracy 
electronically, as opposed to, at 
best, 55 percent mechanically, 
and that is usually by experienced 
users only.
This feat is a very big hurdle in 

rocketry world. According to 
rocket expert Pat Gordzelik, “If 
these teams pull this off, this 
accomplishment will be a record 
setter, as I know of no other 
attempt of this magnitude in the 
United States involving students 
of this age in a high school 
environment. Even attempting, 
much less accomplishing, the feat 
will be bragging rights for not 
only Cross Plains ISD, but for 
the students themselves. I have 
no doubt that these very gifted 
and hard working young men and 
women have a most excellent 
chance to accomplish their goal 
and I, for one, am proud to be 
associated with these excited 
rocket scientists.”
The Cross Plains Public Library 

was awarded the $2,500 grant for 
the students to design-build- 
launch their own rockets under 
the watchful eyes of Gordzelik 
and science teacher Rhonda 
Kelley.

Students have finished their 
design phase and are now into the 
building phase. During the 
design phase students used their 
laptops and a computer program, 
called w.r.a.s.p. (W indows 
Rocketry Altitude Simulation 
Program), in a trial-and-error 
method to determine the best 
rocket size, manufacturer, and 
model for use in their projects

Cross Plains 
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based on cost and the airspace 
restriction of 5,000 ft. It was 
decided to purchase kits with 
a GIO fin construction, dual 
deployment, phenolic slotted 
airframe including reinforced 
Kevlar recovery harnesses from 
wildmanrocketry. com.
Then each class was divided into 

two teams (for a total of 8 teams) 
and each group selected a team 
name and a color for their largest 
parachute, the “main’ parachute, 
a 48” diameter chute that will be 
deployed approximately 500’ 
above ground. The other 
parachute, a smaller 18” chute 
known as “drogue chute” also 
deployed via on-board 
electronics, will be released at 
apogee, or the highest part in 
altitude of the flight. Teams then 
used w.r.a.s.p. to determine the 
best motor to meet their criteria: 
must not go above 5,000 ft., must 
be 38 mm, and must have a 
descent rate of 20 ft.per second 
or less.

It was decided to use a Binder 
Design Excel Plus motor on each 
rocket and (since the budget 
allowed) to purchase 8 main 
parachutes, 8 drogue chutes, and 
8 Adept altimeters, capable of 
dual deployment. These 
electronic devices are also 
capable of reporting maximum 
altitudes attained. The rocket 
motors decided on are Aerotech 
I 211 power plants, capable of 
producing approximately 50 lbs 
of thrust. That is enough power 
to propel these 6’ rockets almost 
450 MPH!

Once the kits arrived, students 
began sanding the wooden 
components and dry-fitting the 
pieces together. Next, they mixed 
a two-part epoxy and glued the 
motor mounts together. Several 
students used a protractor, 
compass and their math skills to 
figure out how to make a fin jig 
out of cardboard and then made 
one for each rocket. Gordzelik 
drilled holes for students to attach 
the eye bolts to the nose cones and 
altimeter bays. Using the fin jigs, 
each team carefully attached the 
fins. This was a critical step 
because if not done properly, the 
rockets will spin out of control. 
Next the harnesses and parachutes 
were attached—another critical

step to keep each rocket from 
becoming what scientists refer to 
as “a lawn dart”.
In upcoming classes, teams will 

move outdoors to spray paint the 
rockets in their team colors. 
Finally, once the motors arrive, 
the mounting assembly will be 
completed and each rocket will be 
weighed.

Two days before the launch, 
students will once again use 
w.r.a.s.p. to check the effects that 
the environment will have on their 
rockets. Each team will enter 
criteria into the rocket simulation 
program: the make and model of 
their rocket, the type of motor, the 
altitude of Cross Plains above sea 
level, the weather forecast (for hu­
midity), the shape of the nose 
cone, the weight of the rocket, 
etc., and then print out this 
criteria and a prediction of how 
high their rocket will go before it 
reaches apogee. On launch day, 
the altimeters will be put in place 
and the team whose rocket comes 
closest to their prediction (and 
lands safely) will be declared the 
winner.

The NASA Summer of 
Innovation (Sol) program is 
designed to support student 
interest in science, technology, 
engineering and mathematics 
(STEM) by strengthening the 
capacity of organizations or 
schools that inspire and engage 
female, minority or high poverty 
middle school students in STEM 
content. The Sol focuses on 
organizations that provide student 
experiences during the summer 
and through extended learning 
efforts designed to keep students 
involved in NASA-themed 
STEM activities during the 
academic year.

In case of inclement weather, 
launch will be rescheduled for the 
following Friday, November 
16th. The public is not only 
invited, but ENCOURAGED 
to attend this historical event.

Fire Prevention Month serves 
as a reminder for Texans to 
protect their property
COLLEGE STATION, Texas 

-  Texas A&M Forest Service 
and the State Fire Marshal's 
Office are joining forces to 
remind Texans of simple 
measures to help protect their 
homes and families from fire.

October is Fire Prevention 
Month -  and a good time to 
rake leaves, remove dead or 
dying vegetation and trim tree 
ca n o p ie s . R esid en ts  are  
encouraged to relocate wood 
piles away from the home, 
remove combustible materials 
and vegetation from around 
and under decks, remove or 
p ru n e  v e g e ta t io n  n e a r  
windows and remove dry 
leaves and pine needles from 
the yard, roof and rain gutters.

"We saw homes survive the 
b ru ta l w ildfires of 2011 
b e c a u s e  o f a c t io n s  
homeowners took long before 
ig n itio n  o c c u rre d ,"  sa id  
Justice Jones, Wildland Urban 
In terface  and prevention  
coordinator for Texas A&M 
Forest Service. "It doesn't take 
long and it doesn't cost much 
to do a few things that could 
end up saving your home."

Residents also should create 
and practice an evacuation 
plan and ensure that working 
smoke alarms are installed on 
each floor of their home, said 
Texas State Fire Marshal Chris 
Connealy.

"H o m e o w n e rs  c a n
significantly increase their 
sa fe ty  and  th e ir h o m e ’s 
likelihood of survival by taking 
a proactive approach to fire 
p re v e n t io n  a n d  h o m e  
defense," he said. "But these 
measures cannot guarantee 
personal safety in the face of 
ca ta stro p h ic  fires, so it’s 
paramount to have an exit 
strategy."

Fire propelled by strong 
winds can move as fast as fiO 
mph, Connealy added. Wh(in 
told to evacuate, residents 
s h o u ld  le a v e  th e  a r e a  
immediately and choose a 
route that leads away from the 
fire. Stay alert to changes in the 
speed and direction of fire and 
smoke.

These 
words reflect the spirit of 
generations of Americans who 
sought to defend the rights and 
freedom of others. The Women 
in Military Service for America 
M emorial brings to life the 
stories and memories of the nearly 
two million women who have 
served in defense of our great 
nation.
This is more than a memorial; it 

is an education center meant to 
tell the story of women in the 
m ilitary from the American 
Revolution through Iraq and 
Afghanistan. The W omen’s 
Memorial honors all the women 
who have served courageously, 
selflessly and with dedication in 
times of conflict and in times of 
peace; women whose 
achievements have too long been 
unrecognized or ignored.
The Women in Military Service 

for American Memorial

Foundation is led by retired Air 
Force Brigadier General Wilma 
L. Vaught. Vaught enlisted in the 
Air Foce in 1957 and went on to 
retire as a Brigadier General in 
1985. She was the first women 
to ever be promoted to Brigadier 
General from the Comptroller 
field.

While on active duty, she was 
awarded numerous medals 
to include the Bronze Star for 
her service in Vietnam. Vaught 
presided over the 15th 
anniversary dedication
cerem onies which hosted 
numerous senior military officials 
as well as Connie Stevens, the 
singer and actress.
Guest speakers included Allison 

A. Hickey, the under secretary 
for benefits with the Veterans 
Administration and a retired Air 
Force Brigadier General whose 
career began when she graduated 
from the Air Force Academy in 
1980. This was the first Air Force 
Academy class to include women. 
Keynote speaker for the 
ceremony was Jessica L. Wright 
who serves as assistant secretary 
of Defense for Reserve Affairs. 
Ms. Wright was the Army 
National Guard’s first female to 
pilot a CH-47 Chinook. She 
retired as an Army Major General 
in 2010.

I would also 
encourage all women who read 
this to talk to family members, 
mothers, aunts, sisters and 
cousins to inquire if they served 
and to make them aware of this 
memorial. They will not regret 
it.

While visiting the memorials 
and monuments in Washington 
DC, there were numerous Honor 
Flight veterans touring the 
memorials on Saturday who had 
served in WWII, Korea, Vietnam, 
Gulf War, Iraq and Afghanistan. 
I took a picture with one of the 
WWII veterans and his son.

I also visied the Tomb of the 
Unknown and watched a 
ceremonial placing of a wreath by 
a Veteran’s children. For those 
who have never been to 
Arlington National Cemetery it 
can be a very emotional and 
somber experience. If you have 
never been, I highly encourage 
you to visit the cemetery and the 
Women in Military Service for 
America Memorial the next time 
you are in the Washington, D.C. 
area.

While in Washington I took a 
double decker open top bus tour 
of some of the numerous 
sites to include a ride down 
Pennsylvania Avenue.

On Sunday, I attended the 28th 
Annual Army Ten Miler race (as 
a spectator). The ten mile road 
race is the third largest in the 
world and is the Army’s premier 
running event. Over 35,000 
military and civilian runners of all 
ages from across the world 
participated in this event which 
begins and ends at the Pentagon. 
The race runs through the nation’s 
capital.

William Travis letter to be 
displayed at the Alamo
AUSTIN, TX -  After months of 

negotiations and weeks of in­
creased media interest, com­
missioners of the Texas State 
Library and Archives Commis­
sion (TSLAC) voted Wednes­
day to loan William Barret Travis' 
1836 "victory or death" letter to 
the Texas General Land Office 
(QLO) for display from Febru­
ary 23 to March 7, 2013, at the 
Alamo, which the land office 
oversees.

The exhibition will mark the 
first time the letter has returned 
to the place it was written nearly 
177 years ago.

"The Travis letter is a true Texas 
treasure," said Peggy Rudd, 
TSLAC Director and Librarian. 
"When considering the request 
of the QLO, our archives staff 
and commissioners made every 
effort to ensure that the docu­
ment would receive the best 
possible care during the exhibi­
tion. The letter is too important 
to put at risk, and we take our 
responsibility for its safety and 
continued.preservation very se­
riously."

Ms. Rudd's comment conveyed 
both the significance of the docu - 
ment to Texas history and the 
viewpoint of agency staff.

Citing the letter's fragile condi­
tion and concerns about its se­
curity, state archives staff rec­
ommended that the commis­
sioners decline the GLO's re­
quest.

But on Wednesday the com­
missioners voted 6 to 1 to grant 
the loan after receiving further 
detailed security and exhibition 
plans from the GLO.

"We have always appreciated 
what the GLO was requesting to 
do, reuniting two treasures of 
Texas history, the letter and the 
Alamo," said Rudd. "Now that 
the commissioners have ap­
proved the loan, we will con­
tinue to work with the GLO to 
ensure the letter returns to the 
Alamo and then to Austin safely

and securely,"
William Barret Travis, a com­

mander of Texas revolutionar­
ies, penned his rousing letter 
inside the Alamo on February 
24, 1836, while under siege by 
Mexican General Santa Ana.

The state purchased the letter 
from Travis'descendants in 1893 
for $85. In the archives' posses­
sion since that time and on dis­
play for decades, the letter was 
removed from continuous exhi­
bition in the early 1980s be­
cause of preservation concerns.

Other notable public viewings 
include the 1936 and 1986 state 
fairs in Dallas; exhibits at the 
Bob Bullock Texas State History 
Museum and the Star of the 
Republic Museum between 2001 
and 2008; as well as exhibits at 
the Lorenzo de Zavala State Ar­
chives and Library Building, 
TSLAC's headquarters in Aus­
tin, in 2011 and 2012.

Callahan County's jobless 
falls to 4.9% in September

rate Lord’s Acre Dinners
Available in Variety of Ways

The unemployment rate in Cal­
lahan County dropped to 4.9% in 
September 2012, according to 
jobless figures released Friday, 
October 26th by the Texas 
Workforce Commission. The un­
employment rate in Callahan 
County one year ago in Septem­
ber 2011 was 6.7 percent.

Callahan County's unemploy­
ment rate was 5.3% in August, 
2012.

Previous monthly jobless rates 
in Callahan County included: 
5.8% in July 2012, 5.8% in June, 
5.1% in May, 4.8% in April, 5.3% 
in March, 5.4% in February, 5.5% 
in January 2012, 5.8% in De­
cember 2011, 5.7% in Movem- 
ber, and 6.1% in October, ac­
cording to the unemployment 
figures.

Big Country area counties, bor­
dering Callahan County, and the 
counties' unemployment rates 
for September 2012 include: 
Brown, 5.5%; Coleman, 5.7%; 
Eastland, 5.3%; Jones, 5.7%; 
Runnels, 6.5%; Shackelford, 
2.7%; Stephens, 5.3%; and Tay­
lor County, 5.0%.

The Abilene MSA (Metropoli­
tan Statistical Area) unemploy­
ment rate, which includes Tay­
lor, Callahan and Jones Coun­
ties, stood at 5.0% in September, 
2012, according to the Texas 
W orkforce C om m ission. 
A bilene 's Com bined Labor 
Force is 83,900. There were 
79,700 employed during Sep­
tember 2012, while 4,200 were 
unemployed, giving the Abilene 
MSA an unemployment rate of 
5.0%.

The Abilene MSA reported the 
workforce was 83,700 in Au­
gust, 2012. Total employment 
of 78,900 was reported in Au­
gust 2012, while 4,800, or 5.7% 
were unemployed in August 
2012.

The Abilene MSA unemploy­
ment rate for September, 2011 
was 6.6%. The total workforce 
was reported at 83,800, with 
78,300 employed and 5,500 un­
employed in September, 2011.

The state's unemployment rate 
for the month of September, 
2012 was 6.3 percent. The total 
T exas labor force was 
12,642,500 in September 2012. 
The total number of Texans em­
ployed is 11,840,400. The total 
number of unemployed Texans 
is 802,100.

Last month's statewide unem­
ployment rate was 7.0 percent. 
The state's unemployment rate 
in September of 2011 was 8.0 
percent.

The United States unemploy­
ment rate for September, 2012 
was 7.6 percent. The nation's

Highlights of the Texas 
Labor Force

(Not Seasonally Adjusted)

For September, the unemploy­
ment rate dropped by seven- 
tenths of a percentage point to
6.8 percent. This was the third 
consecu tive  m onth Texas 
showed a decrease in the unem­
ployment rate. This was the low­
est unemployment rate for Sep­
tember since 2008 and the larg­
est over-the-month drop since 
October L983. The unemploy­
ment rate has declined by 1.3 
percent since the beginning of 
the year. The unemployment rate 
also has shown an over-the-year 
decrease of 1.7 percent. The 
unem ploym ent rate for the 
United States descended three- 
tenths of a percentage point to
7.8 percent. The Texas unem­
ployment rate of 6.8 percent 
was at or below the national rate 
for the 69th consecutive month.

• The Civilian Labor Force grew 
by an estimated 17,300 Texans, 
bringing the total to 12,642,500 
individuals, the largest labor force 
since July 2012. The Civilian 
Labor Force increased by ap­
proximately 116,900 individuals 
over the year, bringing the an­
nual growth rate to 0.9 percent. 
This was the lowest September 
growth rate since 2004.

• In September, the number of 
employed persons increased 
from August to September by 
an estimated 102,300 Texans. 
This was the largest August-to- 
September increase since the 
beginning of the series. The es­
timated level of employed Tex­
ans for S ep tem ber was 
11,840,400 people. The num­
ber of jobholders increased by 
an estimated 317,400 persons 
since last year, making this the 
third consecutive year the num­
ber of employed increased in 
September. Unemployed per­
sons in Texas fell by an esti­
mated 85,000 over the month, 
and by approximately 200,500 
individuals over the year.

• There was a decrease of 
10,100 Texans continuing to

seek unemployment insurance 
benefits in September for a total 
of 125,000 persons. This was 
the most significant decrease 
since February 2012. The num­
ber of individuals receiving un­
employment benefit claims has 
declined by 21,300 Texans since 
the beginning of this year. Over 
the year, Texas has experienced 
a decline of 14,700 claims. Of 
the 25 Metropolitan Statistical 
Areas (MSAs), the College Sta- 
tion-B ryan MSA and the 
Longview MSA increased in un­
employment claim activity by
2.4 percent and 0.2 percent, 
respectively. A decrease in un­
employment claim activity was 
experienced in 23 MSAs with 
the Lubbock MSA leading at
22.4 percent.

CARROLLTON, TX (Carrollton 
Leader)—More than 4,000 con­
struction jobs and 2,000 retail 
positions are coming to North 
Texas within the next two years. 
Nebraska Furniture Mart broke 
ground this month in The 
Colony. The 1.86-m illion- 
square-foot development will be 
part of the largest retail and 
entertainment destination of its 
kind in North America. Officials 
said Nebraska Furniture Mart is 
expected to attract more than 8 
million visitors from more than 
200 miles away and generate 
more than $600 million in sales 
annually.

The Colony City Manager Troy 
Powell said, “One year after this 
store is open; it will have [gener­
ated] $5.4 million [for the city] 
that is cold, hard cash we can 
spend on police, fire, and city 
operations.”

The Texas store will be the 
company’s third store in the 
nation, as well as its largest.

Higher Education -  A Great Investment for Texas

A thriving economy depends 
on a vibrant business culture, 
and Texas is arguably the best 
state to do business in the na­
tion. Our low taxes and reason­
able approach to regulation, 
coupled with our abundant natu­
ral resources, have made us a 
prime destination for industries 
from energy to technology.

But there is one other crucial 
factor to success: higher educa­
tion.

It is a major draw for compa­
nies looking to establish head­
quarters in any given locale.

My goal is for Texas 
to be the number one destina­
tion for research and technol­
ogy companies in the GS.

Presently, we have three tier- 
one universities: GT Austin, 
T e x a s  A&M and Rice. California 
has nine. New York has seven. 
With strategic investment, we 
could easily take our number to 
six. We have the resources, and 
six of our universities are al­
ready on the cusp of tier-one 
status. What we need now is to 
commit to taking them over the 
tipping point. We also have

room to create several specific 
centers of excellence. This would 
mean colleges and universities 
focusing on one particular area 
of expertise and developing their 
capabilities to make them the 
number one world destination 
for that field.

For in stan ce , when Gil 
Grosvenor, Chairman Emeritus 
of National Geographic, was 
looking to set up the Gil 
Grosvenor Centers for Geo­
graphic Education, he looked 
all over the country for the 
schools with the absolute best 
geography programs. Texas 
State Gniversity was one of them. 
1 was so pleased that 1 went to 
TSG and told them that we could 
work together on building on 
their already solid foundation to 
make it the world destination for 
geography. Why does that 
matter? Because understand­
ing the world's geographic lay­
out and formations is funda­
mental to everything from our 
ability to fight a war on foreign 
terrain to how to clean up the 
Gulf of Mexico to how to tap our 
natural resources for fuel and 
economic gain.

Or take Lamar Gniversity, 
which has the benefit of being 
located next to the second big­
gest chemical complex in the 
world. That means they can 
gear an engineering program 
towards the industry, giving stu­
dents a head start by interning 
and researching in the area's 
refineries, and giving the indus­
try a local talent pool to utilize as 
they work to advance technolo­
gies and make a better, more 
productive energy industry.

And while GT is already a tier- 
one university, 1 am committed 
to making it the world destina­
tion for anyone who's focused 
on trade with Latin America. 
Our geographic location and 
cultural heritage make GT the 
perfect location for this addi­
tional center of excellence. This 
is vitally important both to 
America's economic interests, 
with Latin America as our num­
ber one trading partner, and to 
the larger benefit of creating 
strong regional economies which 
in turn create a stronger hemi­
sphere that benefits both the GS 
economy and security.

These are uncertain economic 
times and we need more fiscal 
responsibility. But higher edu­
cation is not an expenditure; it is 
an investment in Texas's eco­
nomic future. Investing in higher 
education, particularly in sci­
ence, technology, engineering 
and math, will take us not just 
the next five years, but the next 
25 and beyond. It will attract 
more businesses to our state, 
make the industries in which we 
excel -  like energy -  more pro­
ductive and bring in new indus­
tries as we build our capabilities.

In short, excellence in higher 
education is a matter of national 
competitiveness for Texas and 
of international competitiveness 
for the Gnited States. Let's com­
mit to making Texas home to at 
least three and possibly six addi­
tional top-tier universities by the 
end of the decade, for our sake 
and for that of the nation.

1012 as the safest year in the 
lepartment's 95-year history.
"From the highways to the hall- 

vays, every single TxDOT team 
nember played a crucial role in 
lelivering their commitment to 
lafety, and it's because of their 
ledication that we can celebrate 
his amazing achievement," said 
’hil Wilson, TxDOT Executive 
Director. "We must remain vigi- 
ant to practice safety first as our 
earn members work amidst in- 
:reasing traffic and hazardous 
ronditions."
To promote the agency's safety 
irst com m itm ent, TxDOT 
aunched its Mission Zero Cam- 
oaign last year, a public out- 
each program designed to re­

duce work zone construction 
accidents, injuries and fatalities. 
The campaign was recently 
named the 2012 winner of the

American Road and Transpor­
tation Builder Association Trans­
portation  D evelopm ent 
Foundation's (ARTBA-TDF) 
Roadway Work Zone Safety 
Awareness Award. ARTBA is a 
transportation advocacy group 
promoting infrastructure invest­
ment.

For the third year in a row, 
TxDOT's historic safety record 
also ranked the agency as the 
nation's leader among all re­
porting state departments of 
transportation.

Five TxDOT districts. Brown- 
wood, Pharr, Paris, Bryan and 
Atlanta, achieved zero lost time 
injuries for FY 2012, and the 
Brownwood District holds the 
distinction of eight consecutive 
years without lost time on the 
job.

(BAIRD, TX) -  October 23, 
2012 - Callahan County GSDA 
Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
Executive Director Robert Frost 
today announced that produc­
ers can enroll in the Supplemen­
tal Revenue Assistance F’ay- 
ments(SGRE) program for 2011 
crop year losses beginning Oct. 
22, 2012. Gnder the 2008 Farm 
Bill, SGRE authorizes assistance 
to farmers and ranchers who 
suffered crop losses caused by 
natural d isasters occurring 
through Sept. 30, 2011.

"Eligible producers who expe­
rienced a 2011 crop loss can 
contact the Callahan County 
FSA office to learn more about 
the SGRE program," said Frost. 
"All eligible farmers and ranch­
ers must sign up for 2011 SGRE 
benefits before the June 7,2013 
deadline," he said.

To qualify for a SGRE pay­
ment, the producer’s operation 
must be located in a county that 
was declared a disaster for 2011 
and have at least a 10 percent 
production loss that affects one 
crop of economic significance. 
Producers with agricultural op­
erations located outside a disas­
ter county are eligible for SGRE 
benefits if they had a production 
loss greater or equal to 50 per­

cent of the normal production 
on the farm.

In Texas, 213 counties received 
a primary Secretarial Disaster 
Designation and 41 counties 
received a contiguous Secre­
tarial Disaster Designation dur­
ing 2011. This means that all 
254 counties in Texas can apply 
for SGRE benefits as long as all 
other eligibility requirements are 
met.

To meet program eligibility re­
quirements, producers must 
have obtained a policy or plan of 
insurance for all insurable crops 
through the Federal Crop Insur­
ance Corporation and obtained 
Noninsured Crop Disaster As­
sistance Program (NAP) cover­
age on non-insurable crops, if 
available, from FSA. Eligible 
farmers and ranchers who meet 
the definition of a socially disad­
vantaged, limited resource or 
beginning farmer or rancher do 
not have to meet this require­
ment. Forage crops intended 
for grazing are not eligible for 
SGRE benefits.

Estate Tax Reform Critical in Lame 
Duck Session for Farm Families

Farm families in Callahan 
County are calling for help from 
Washington legislators to help 
preserve their family farms by 
establishing permanent estate tax 
reform during the lame duck 
session.
“Estate taxes can be devastating 

to a family business, including 
farms and ranches that have been 
handed down for generations,” 
said Sam Snyder, president of 
C allaha-Shackleford County 
Farm Bureau.

The estate tax requires families

to pay taxes on land and assets 
owned by a family member when 
that family member passes 
away. Currently, the estate tax 
exemption is set at $5 million in 
assets, and assets above the 
exemption are taxed at 35 percent 
top rate.

“If Congress doesn’t act on 
estate taxes before the end of the 
year, the estate tax exemption will 
drop to $ 1 million and the top rate 
will increase to 55 percent,” 
Snyder said. “Farmers are asset

rich and cash poor, and those 
changes could really devastate 
our family farms as they’re 
already experiencing the loss of 
a loved one.”

Farm Bureau supports a lower 
estate tax top rate and higher 
exemption, as well as a permanent 
extension of the 15 percent 
capital gains tax. The capital 
gains tax is set to increase from 
15 to 20 percent, if Congress 
does not take action before the 
end of the year.
