SBA Economic Injury
Disaster Loans Available to
Texas Small Businesses

SACRAMENTO, Calif. —
Small, nonfarm businesses in
34 Texas counties are now eli-
gible to apply for low interest

" federal disaster loans from the

d.S. Small Business Adminis-
tration (SBA). “These loans off-

" set economic losses because of

reduced revenues caused by the

. drought that began on January

29, 2013, in the following pri-
mary counties,” announced
Alfred E. Judd, Director of SBA'’s
Disaster Field Operations Cen-
ter-West.

Primary Texas counties: Aus-
tin, Burleson, Coleman, Fayette,
Runnels, Tom Green, Wallerand

Washington.
Neighboring Texas counties:
Bastrop, Brazos, Brown,

. Caldwell, Callahan, Coke, Colo-

rado, Concho, Fort Bend,
Gonzales, Grimes, Harris, Irion,
Lavaca, Lee, McCulloch, Me-
nard, Milam, Montgomery, No-
lan, Reagan, Robertson, Schle-
icher, Sterling, Taylor and
Wharton.

“SBA eligibility covers both the
economic impacts on businesses
dependent on farmers and
ranchers that have suffered ag-
ricultural production losses
caused by the disaster and busi-
nesses directly impacted by the
disaster,” Judd said.

Small, nonfarm businesses,
small agricultural cooperatives,
small businesses engaged in
aquaculture and most private,
nonprofit organizations of any
size may qualify for Economic
Injury Disaster Loans (EIDLs) of
up to $2 million to help meet
financial obligations and oper-
ating expenses which could have
been met had the disaster not
occurred. :

“Eligibility for these loans is

based on the financial impact of
the disaster only and not on any

actual property damage. These |

loans have an interest rate of 4%
for businesses and 2.875% for
private, nonprofit organizations,
a maximum term of 30 years,
and are available to small busi-

nesses and most private,

nonprofits without the financial
ability to offset the adverse im-

pact without hardship,” Judd .

said.

By law, SBA makes EIDLs

available when the U. S. Secre-
tary of Agriculture designates
an agricultural disaster. Secre-
tary Tom Vilsack declared this
disaster on March 27, 2013.

Businesses primarily engaged
in farming or ranching are not
eligible for SBA disaster assis-
tance. Agricultural enterprises
should contact the Farm Ser-
vices Agency (FSA) about the
U. S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) assistance made avail-
able by the Secretary’s declara-
tion. However, in drought disas-
ters nurseries are eligible for SBA
disaster assistance.

Historically, the date for Tax
Freedom Day has fluctuated sig-
nificantly. The latest-ever na-
tionwide Tax Freedom Day was
May 1, 2000 - meaning that
Americans paid one-third of their
total income in taxes. A century
earlier, in 1900, Americans paid
only 5.9% of their income in
taxes, meaning Tax Freedom
Day came on January 22.

Five major categories of taxes
dominate the tax burden. Indi-
vidual income taxes - including
federal, state and local - require
40 days of work. Payroll taxes
take another 24 days of work.
Sales and excise taxes, mostly
state and local, take 15 days to
pay off. Property taxes take 12
days, and corporate income
taxes take another 9.

FIVE WAYS TO REDUCE
YOUR WILDFIRE RiSKS

1. Clean Roof (Not only does a
clean roof look nice, but it can
also reduce your wildfire risks.
Embers can travel more than a
mile from an actual fire, which
can ignite combustible debris
on your roof. Be sure to pay
attention to areas where the roof
meets a vertical surface, such as
at a dormer. Also, be safe and
never work on your roof if you
are uncomfortable.)

2. Clean Gutters (Have you
cleaned your gutters lately? If
not, they could be increasing
your risk of wildfire damage.
Gutters with combustible debris
can be easily ignited by wildfire
embers.)
