AUSTIN—Since May 9th, at
least twelve people have lost
their lives on Texas waters in
boating or swimming
accidents worked by Texas
Game Wardens, an unusually
high number of fatalities before
the Memorial Day weekend.
With the big weekend
approaching, Texans are
heading to lakes, rivers and
coastlines to enjoy the water.
Game wardens and boater
education experts are doing
everything they can to make it
a safe boating season, but
could use a little help.

Last year in Texas, 146
accidents were reported by the
U.S. Coast Guard, 31 of which
ended with deaths. Statistics
show many of these tragedies
could have been prevented.
Nearly 85 percent of boating
accident victims were not
wearing life jackets.

"The numbers speak for
themselves," said Cody Jones,
TPWD Assistant Commander
for Marine Enforcement.
"Wearing a life jacket increases

-your chances of surviving on
the water and can prevent your
trip from turning into a
tragedy."

State law requires that a
personal . floatation device is
available for each occupant of
the boat, but only children
under 13 years of age are
mandated by the law to wear
one while the boat or paddle
craft is underway or drifting:

- The Texas Beef Checkoff
program differs from the
current U.S. Beef Checkoff in
two ways, though the Texas

born on or after Sept. 1, 1993
to obtain a boater's education
certificate before they can
legally operate a vessel with a
rating of more than 15
horsepower. Anyone
supervising the operation of a
vessel by another must be 18
years of age or older and
exempt from the boater
education requirement (born
before 1993) or have a boater
education certificate.

In 2013, 208 citations were
issued in Texas to boaters who
were intoxicated.

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Praying Mantis

Many animals can be ad-
equately described by their
namesake. The name Trans-
Pecos Ratsnake tells one where
that species can be observed.
The name Eastern Bluebird tells
one what color the bird is. The
name Giant Centipede describes
the size of that species. But there
is one particular species of in-
sect that occurs throughout
Texas whose namesake is still
the debate of many entomolo-
gists and that arthropod is the
Praying Mantis.

The Praying Mantis
(Stagmomantis limbata) can be
observed throughout Texas, and
it does not seem to be more
common in one particular habi-
tat. They are commonly ob-
served in the dry desert areas of
the Chlhuahugn Desext of  the
Trans-Pecos region as often as
the lush forested areas of east
Texas. The main requirement
for this species is actually not
the habitat itself, but rather the
abundance of the food supply.
Outside of Texas this particular
species of mantid is common in
Arizona, New Mexico and
Mexico. Other members of this
family (known as Mantidae) can
be found worldwide, except in
the cold harsher environments.

This amazing insect varies in
colorfrom brown to tan to green,
depending on many factors such
as age, size, and species. Most
commonly observed colors are
brown, tan, and green. Like other
insects, mantises have six legs
and three body parts; the head,
the thorax, and the abdomen.
The head is triangular in shape,
much like the multitude of alien
creatures from Hollywood cul-
ture lore. The eyes are large and
compound, and as such, have
the appearance of having a small
pupil. The thorax is where the
legs and wings are attached,
and it is long and flexible, and
the abdomen (where all of the
vital organs are stored), is soft
and almost pudgy. There is a
distinctive sexual dimorphism,
which means males and females
are different in appearance. In
males the abdomen is narrow
and straight while the wings are
long. In the opposite sex, the
abdomen is quite thick, almost
hip-like in look. The wings are

‘much shorter in females, and as
such, they are not as quick to
flight as the more aerodynamic
males are.

What sets this iInsect apart from
others as well as causing the
debate on the namesake are the
front legs. These forelegs are
rather thick and long, and have
multiple sharp spikes. When not
being utilized, they are folded at
two joints per leg in an almost
penitent posture of prayer. That
is where the namesake probably
originated from. However, these
forelegs are used to obtain food
items by impaling the victim and
holding it in place while the
mantis feeds at its leisure, giving
it the namesake of Preying Man-
tis.

This species is very beneficial
to gardeners as it feeds on harm-
ful insects such as aphids, and it
has a voracious appetite. Many
thousands of egg sacs, known
as the ootheca, are sold com-

mercially to gardeners as a bio-
logical pest control. Besides
otherarthropods, it also has been
known to feed on small lizards,
snakes, and even small rodents.

Mating for the male Praying
Mantis is quite a dangerous
event. Females are cannabillistic
and will feed on the males as
soon as copulation is completed.
Only the quickest and most alert
males are capable of breeding
with multiple females. Inthe early
fall, after several weeks follow-
ing successful copulation, the
female will lay the ootheca,
which is a hardened encase-
ment for the thousands of eggs.
The eggs incubate in the ooth-
eca over the winter months and
survival during the cold, harsh
winter is not always a sure thing.

Once the nymphs hatch, they
already have a voracious appe-
tite, and many feed on their
siblings for their first meal. The
nymphs are tiny miniatures of
the adults, minus the wings.

So whether you know it as the
Praying Mantis due to its "folded
hands" posture or as the Prey-
ing Mantis due to its predatory
behavior, remember that it is a
beneficial insect to have around
and let it do what it does best.
Who knows, maybe both name-
sakes are true. Perhaps it
chooses to give thanks before it
feeds!

TSHA Announces Fellows, Awards, and Fellowships to
Honor Texas History Education, Research, and Writing

DENTON, Texas—The Texas
State Historical Association
(TSHA) distributed $24,000 in
prizes to recipients of six awards
and five research fellowships,
and announced new Fellows of
the Association during the TSHA
Annual Meeting attended by
more than 700 historians on
March 6-8, 2014, in San Anto-
nio.

Drawing on more than a cen-
tury of scholarship, the Asso-
ciation proudly calls attention to
outstanding education, re-
search, and writing on all as-
pects of Texas history through
the annual awards.

The Board of Directors of
TSHA, the longest continually
running historical organization
in Texas, elected two new Fel-
lows: Cary Wintz, Ph.D. of Texas
Southern University and Donald
Frazier, Ph.D. of McMurry Uni-
versity. Both have shown ex-
ceptional aptitude for historical
investigation in their many pub-
lications. They join the distin-
guished ranks of Texas authors
who have been named TSHA
Fellows that include T. R.
Fehrenbach, J. Frank Dobie,
Harry H. Ransom, and Walter
Prescott Webb. Randolph "Mike"
Campbell, Ph.D., Chief Histo-
rian of the Association, an-
nounced five' of the six annual
awards.

He began with the Coral Horton
Tullis Memorial Prize, awarded
to the best book on Texas pub-
lished in 2013, which went to
Jason Mellard of Austin for Pro-
gressive Country, published by
The University of Texas Press.

Honoring the best book on any
aspect of pre-1900 Texas his-
tory published in 2012 - 2013,
the Kate Broocks Bates Award
was bestowed on Racel
Coronado, Ph.D., from the Uni-
versity of California, Berkeley
for A World Not to Come: A
History of Latino Writing and
Print Culture, published by
Harvard University Press.

The Ron Tyler Award for Best
Illlustrated Book on Texas His-
tory and Culture, an award
funded by the Summerlee Foun-
dation, was given for a book
dealing with Texas history and
using special visual applications
such as photography and repro-
duction of historic paintings. The
award went to co-authors Jim
Parsons and David Bush, both
of Houston, for Fair Park Deco:
Art and Architecture of the
Texas Centennial Exposition,
published by Texas Christian
University Press.

The newest TSHA award, the
Al Lowman Memorial Prize,
instituted in 2013 to honor the
longtime contributions of TSHA
Fellow, AlLowman, honored the
best book on Texas county and
local history. The first recipient
was Ignacio Garcia, Ph.D., of
Brigham Young University for
When Mexicans Could Play Ball,
published by The University of
Texas Press.

To honor the best article to

H. Bailey Carroll Award was
bestowed on Megan Benson,
Ph.D., for "Railroads, Water
Rights, and the Long Reach of
W.A. Eastv.

With
the largest monetary prize of the
TSHA awards, $5,000, the Bryan
Award had always been given to
just one educator annually. This
year Bryan announced that the
award was being given jointly to
Patricia Ritchie of Fort Worth
and to Mary Scheer, Ph.D. of
Lamar University and that the
award prize would expand this
year to provide both recipients
with the full prize amount.

Campbell continued with an-
nouncements of the
Association's five research fel-
lowships. The first, the Catarino
and Evangelina Hernandez Re-
search Fellowship in Latino
History, awarded annually for
the best research proposal relat-
ing to the history of Latinos in
Texas, went to David J. Cam-
eron for his research project
"Sacred Resistance: Mexican
American Evangelicos in the
Brazos Valley of Texas."

The Fellowship Award Com-
mittee received twenty applica-
tions for the remaining research
scholarships. The Mary M.
Hughes Research Fellowship
in Texas History for the best
research proposal on twentieth-
century Texas history was
awarded to Thomas Kreneck,
Ph.D., former Associate Direc-
tor for Special Collections & Ar-
chives and Lecturer at Texas
AEM University-Corpus Christi,

Memorial Day Weekend very
busy for Texas Game Wardens

AUSTIN Texas game
wardens investigated seven
drowning deaths and another
four boating-related fatalities
over what proved to be one of
the state's deadliest Memorial
Day weekends.

In addition to handling those
tragedies, game wardens
issued hundreds of water
safety citations and made
numerous arrests, including 31
persons for boating while
intoxicated, 7 for driving while
intoxicated, 14 for public
intoxication and 36 on various
‘drug-related offenses.

"Texas game wardens will
remember this Memorial, Day
weekend for years to come,"
said Lt. Col. Danny Shaw,
Deputy Director of Law
Enforcement for the Texas
Parks and Wildlife
Department. "Tragically, this

Wardens responded to 21
boating accidents that in
addition to four deaths led to
two serious injuries. ;

"Our thoughts and prayers go
out to the- families of all this
weekend's victims," Shaw
continued. "Game wardens will
continue to be vigilant in our
efforts to protect Texans on
our public water. | would
implore all Texans when
boating to wear their
lifejackets, be aware of their
surroundings and return home
safely with their families."

Leading up to the weekend,
he said, game wardens

developed partnerships with
many local law enforcement
agencies in an attempt to
increase water safety
awareness as well as
facilitating enhanced BWI
enforcement.

"We also promoted water
safety throughout the weekend
on our social media outlets
including the official Texas
Game Warden Facebook and
Twitter pages," said Grahame
Jones, TPWD Chief of Special
Operations. " reported major
events that were subsequently
shared by media throughout
the state. In the days leading
up to Memorial Day and
through Monday night, it
appears that we directly
reached 118,648 Facebook
users and 370,490 Twitter
viewers, for a total direct reach
of more than 489,000 people."

Jones said he was
particularly pleased that the
news media took an interest in
and shared the department's
water-related posts.

"Clearly, the partnership
between law enforcement and
media helped increase water
safety awareness," he said.

For the first time during a

major holiday weekend,
several of the agency's newly
created statewide law
enforcement teams were
deployed to assist local game
wardens.

Dive Team: Response and
recovery of drowning victim on
Lake Lewisville. Dive team
conducted an investigation,
applied sonar technology to

locate the victim and divers
made the recovery.

STORM (Statewide Forensics
Reconstruction and Mapping
Team): Responded to and
assisted with investigations
involving four boating
accidents involving death and
serious injury.

CID (Criminal Investigations
Division): Responded to and
assisting with investigation
related to a boating accident.
CIT (Critical Incident Team):
Conducted peer support for
game wardens involved in a
Jasper County boat accident in
which a game warden
sustained injuries.

Game wardens also
responded to seven search and
rescue situations and assisted
local agencies during severe
flash flooding in Val Verde,
Lubbock, Archer, Medina,
Uvalde and Medina counties.

"The work conducted by our
game wardens over the

" weekend is a testament to their

professionalism," said Col.
Craig Hunter, TPWD Director
of Law Enforcement.

Hunter noted that game
wardens focused on ensuring
public safety throughout the
state's waterways.

"Everyone must play a part in
increasing water safety in
Texas," he said. "l urge every
Texan to wear a life jacket
while on our lakes, rivers, and
bays and to not consume
alcohol while boating in Texas.
Your life could well depend on
it."

AUSTIN — Motorists who
don't buckle up in compliance
with state seat belt laws face
fines and court costs up to
$200 as stepped up
enforcement gets underway
this month during the Texas
Department of
Transportation's 13th annual
"Click It or Ticket" campaign,
May 19th to June 1st.

"Seat belts save lives," said
John Barton, TxDOT deputy
executive director. "That's a
fact. Buckling up will keep you
from getting a ticket, and more
importantly, it could save your
life. Whether you're the driver
or a passenger, everyone in the
vehicle is required by law to
wear a seat belt for every trip.
The cost of not using one just
isn't worth it."

Thez"Click..It: ‘ot Ticket’
campaign is credited with
motivating millions of
motorists to always use their
seat belts. Only 76 percent of
Texans used seat belts when
the campaign began in 2002.
Today, 9 out of 10 Texans
buckle up. The National
Highway Traffic Safety
estimatesgthat since its
inception, the "Click It or
Ticket" campaign in Texas has
resulted in 3,962 fewer traffic
fatalities while preventing
66,823 serious injuries and
saving more than $15 billion in
related economic costs.

In 2013, there were 943
fatalities and 5,383 serious
injuries in Texas resulting from
crashes in which drivers or

passengers were not wearing
seat belts. Wearing a seat belt
increases the chances of
surviving a serious crash by 45
percent. In pickup trucks, that
number jumps to 60 percent as
those vehicles are more likely
than cars to roll over in a crash.
In roll-over crashes, seat belts
help keep occupants from
being ejected from the vehicle.

signs a pledge to post, on their
government website, informa-
tion about proposed bond pack-
ages and existing debt and pro-
vide the Comptroller's office with
a link to this information no later
than one business day after the
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public notice of the bond elec-
tion.

"Since we began the Leader-
ship Circle program in Decem-
ber 2009, an increasing number
of local governments have
worked hard to open their books
to citizens in order to demystify
finances," Combs said. "We
thought it was important to rec-
ognize local entities that take
even more steps to give taxpay-
ers easily accessible informa-
tion they need to help them
make informed decisions as well
as ask questions of their local
elected leaders."

In 2013, 387 government enti-
ties were awarded Leadership
Circle awards, up 38 percent
over the first year of the pro-
gram and a program record.

West Texas Minister's Life

Honored with

Anonymous

Scholarship to HSU

“If 1 was to choose the one
minister | could listen to and
enjoy every Sunday it would be
the Reverend G. W. Parks,” once
quipped former Hardin-
Simmons University president
Dr. J.D. Sandefer.

While George W. Parks died
more than 60 years ago, his life
is remembered and honored by
a newly established scholarship
fund at Hardin-Simmons Uni-
versity given by an anonymous -
donor. The donor specifies that
the scholarship should repre-
sent a significant percentage of
a student's college costs.

Even though Parks did not at-
tend HSU, the donor says the
university shares his values.
Besides, there is an important
family tie. One of Park's grand-
sons, Dr. Elwin L. Skiles, be-
came president of Hardin-
Simmons University from 1966
- 1977. The Skiles Social Sci-
ences Building, completed in
2003, is named in honor of Presi-
dent Skiles.

Parks served as pastor of First
Baptist Church of Roscoe for 11
years, but his influence was seen
across West Texas as he was
called to pastor churches in
Scranton, where he served for
18 years, as well as churches in
Ovalo, Nimrod, Clyde, Baird,
Gorman, Pleasant Hill, Eastland,
Carbon, Spade, Paynes Chapel,
and Hermleigh.

The House Appropriations
Committee will be voting on the
Fiscal Year 2015 Appropriations
bill'this week-that proposes cut-
ting more than 1 million acres
from the Conservation Steward-
ship Program, a reduction of
$109 million in funding.

At a time when more farmers
and ranchers need tools and
resources to help them protect
our land and water, we should
be investing more in conserva-
tion, not less.

Slashing investments in con-
servation is like cutting off our
nose to spite our face. When we
invest in conservation up front,
by supporting farmers and
ranchers for how they work the
land, it is far more effective and
it costs much less than cleaning
up polluted lakes, streams and
rivers later. '

733,757 live in Texas.

Whiie still just a fraction of the
state's population of uninsured
that exceeds six million, it is
encouraging that so many Tex-
ans purchased private coverage
through the federally facilitated
marketplace.More needs to be
done, however, to connect low-
wage working families who are
excluded from the private insur-
ance market with affordable
coverage options.

Texas rejected new federal
funds —$3.6 billionin 2014 alone
— to develop a Texas coverage
solution for low-wage working
families who do not earn enough
to qualify for Marketplace cov-
erage. As a result, more than
one million Texans will continue
to be uninsured and rely on hos-
pital emergency departments
and clinics for health care rang-
ing from primary care to critical
care.

"Texans work hard for thelr
paychecks, but our federal in-
come tax dollars are going to
other states because the state's
leadership said no to connect-
ing low-wage working families
with health insurance options"
said Ted Shaw, THA president/

CEO. "Other states have pro-
posed innovative private-mar-
ket solutions to expand cover-
age using available federal fund-
ing, and Texas should follow
their lead."

Without a Texas coverage so-
lution, Texas hospitals will see
little relief from their uncompen-
sated care burden, valued at
more than $5.5 billion each year.
This cost is shifted onto those
with private health insurance,
property taxpayers and local
governments. Private health in-
surance premiums are an aver-
age of $1,800 a year higher
because of the need to cover the
costs for the uninsured. Local
property taxes pay for uninsured
services amounting to more than
$1 billon.
