George Ellis Friend 
1920 - 2014

George Ellis Friend passed 
away peacefully in his sleep and 
went to be with his Lord on May 
23,2014. He was bom in Bristol, 
South Dakota and grew up on the 
family farm prior to moving to 
Denver in 1924. He was married 
to Patricia McNeel Friend, his 
beloved bride, friend and a 
wonderful mother, for 66 yeairs. 
He leaves behind the families of 
their 6 children, 10 
grandchildren and 4 great 
grandchildren.

George was a member of 
Blessed Sacrament Parish in east 
Denver, where he served as an 
Altar Boy and in the Holy Name 
Society. He attended and 
graduated from Blessed 
Sacrament Catholic Grade 
School. He then went on to 
attend Cathedral, Manual, and 
Regis high schools before 
graduating as an East Angel in 
1939. After high school he took a 
job as a teletype operator 
working for the railroad, 
stationed at the west portal of the 
Moffat Tunnel at Winter Park, 
where he also worked at a local 
saw mill. His teletype 
experience would serve him well 
in the service of his country in 
the US Army Signal Corps 
stationed at Indiantown Gap, 
PA, near Harrisburg. He was 
honorably discharged with the 
rank of Staff Sergeant in 1945 
after 3 years of service. Upon 
leaving the Army, George 
returned to join the family 
business. Friend Furniture 
Company, located in old town 
Aurora.

‘Aurora George’ as he was 
called, was active in the 
Chamber of Commerce, Red 
Cross, the American Lung 
Association and Toastmasters 
International. He was also an 
active member of the Kiwanis 
Club, where he served in many 
leadership positions and also 
helped to establish several new 
clubs. He was voted a lifetime 
member of Kiwanis 
International for his dedicated 
service, which included 50 years 
of perfect attendance.

In 1975, he established George 
Friend Company, which he ran 
until he was 89 years old. One of 
his favorite sayings from the 
farm days was “It is no disgrace 
to die in the harness.” He had a 
keen interest in baseball and was 
an avid Colorado Rockies fan up 
until the end.

brain begins to hemorrhage.

The dynamics of this genera­
tion are quite a bit different from 
just a couple of decades ago, 
including Saturday morning car­
toons. My children have diffi­
culty grasping the concept of 
watching cartoons just once 
weekly, and they have no real 
concept of the epic struggle of 
good (prey item) against evil 
(predator) as depicted by Warner 
Bros. Of course 1 am referring to 
the Coyote and the fascinating 
Roadrunner.

The G reater R oadrunner 
{Geococcyx californianus) is a 
common bird throughout much 
of the southwestern portions of 
the United States, ranging from 
western Arkansas westward to 
northern California. From there 
it occurs throughout much of 
the Chihuahuan Desert and 
Mexican Plateau regions of 
Mexico. It can be observed 
throughout the entire state of 
Texas, barring a small swath of 
the southeastern-most counties. 
It is not a migratory species, 
meaning that it occurs in its 
Texas range year-round.

This attractive and subtly col­
orful species of bird is moder­
ately large, with a body length of 
approxim ately twenty four 
inches, while the wingspan can 
approach six inches more. The 
breast coloration is generally a 
light tan to yellow, with numer­
ous vertical dark and light 
streaks. These streaks fade away 
underneath the breast area. The 
back feathers are colored simi­
larly to the breast area, but tend 
to be much darker overall. The 
feathers on the top of the head, 
or crest, are very shaggy in ap­
pearance. This comical bird has 
a tendency of raising these crest 
feathers, giving it the look of an 
'80's "hair band" front man. 
There is a patch of featherless 
skin behind the eye that is usu­
ally blue in coloration, although 
it can occasionally be candy 
apple red. The tail is long, and is 
often raised high and slowly low­
ered when the bird is irritated. 
The beak is heavy and dark, 
while the legs are long and thin, 
but are very strong.

Roadrunners are commonly 
seen while foraging for food 
along roadways, primarily while 
on the ground or perched on a 
fencepost. They feed on a num­
ber of invertebrate creatures, as 
well as smaller vertebrates. 
Documented food items include 
such animals as grasshoppers, 
beetles, lizards, snakes (includ­
ing venomous rattlesnakes), 
mice, kangaroo rats, bird eggs, 
and smaller birds. They will also 
occasionally feed upon fruits and 
seeds, particularly prickly pear 
cactus tunas.

These birds typically prefer to 
live a solitary life except during

They are seldom seen very
can vary annually depending on 
weather conditions. This spe­
cies of bird is monogamous, 
and it is widely believed by most 
naturalists that Roadrunners will 
mate for life. One to two broods 
per year are produced, with the 
nest containing two pale yellow 
eggs being constructed near the 
ground in cactus or shrubs. In­
cubation time is only twenty 
days, and the young are unable 
to take care of themselves at 
hatching. Both sexes will feed 
them during the next two weeks 
as they learn to hunt for food 
and to evade predators.

Roadrunners are somewhat 
bashful birds, and usually will 
opt to run from perceived threats 
rather than fly. When they do 
take flight, it is with several fast 
wing beats followed by a low

far above the ground, preferring 
to perch on rocks and fence 
posts in dry, open spaces. The 
habitat of choice is grasslands, 
pasturelands, and rocky desert 
areas.

Roadrunners are a common 
to abundant bird throughout 
their range in Texas. The best 
place and time to observe them 
is during mid-morning or late 
afternoon drives. Look for them 
as they perch along the road­
side, or as they dart across the 
roadway. Hopefully, seeing one 
of these magnificent creatures 
in person will elicit memories of 
those care-free Saturday morn­
ings of yesteryear.

From the Era of the Dust Bowl to the Present

Commemorating 75 Years of 
Soil and Water Conservation

“May 29, 2014 marks the dia­
mond jubilee of the Texas State 
Soil and Water Conservation 
Board (TSSWCB) and the be­
ginning of Texas soil and water 
conservation districts (SWCDS). 
The date is also the official kick­
off date for many celebratory 
events around the state through­
out the year commemorating 
the event,” said Rex Isom, ex­
ecutive director of the agency.

The problems of wind and water 
erosion in the 1930’s (which 
was the reason for the creation 
of the TSSWCB and SWCDS in 
Texas as well as in other states) 
caused great land devastation 
in Texas and throughout the 
Great Plains region of the coun­
try. The era was marked by a 
period of drought from 1931 to 
1939 that was coupled with se­
vere wind-driven soil erosion of 
overgrazed rangeland and soil 
exposed by the use of farming 
practices not adapted to the 
semiarid G.S. Great Plains.

“In addition, this catastrophic 
display of nature caught public 
attention at a time when the 
state and nation was in the throes 
of a great economic depression. 
Nature just added additional 
woes to the suffering of the 
people because some of the 
worst dust storms that had ever 
been seen in the history of the 
country were occurring at that 
time,” added Isom.

In his book The Worst Hard 
Time, Timothy Egan notes the 
horrendous cataclysmic forces 
of nature which plagued the land 
and people during the early 
1930’s. This era of American 
and Texas history is better known 
as the “Dust Bowl.

Egan vividly describes living 
conditions th a f 'ie^ ted  jrt that*" 
era. “Dust cloudl^bdifed up^ ten 
thousand feet or more in the 
sky, and rolled like moving 
mountains and when the dust 
fell, it penetrated everything: 
hair, nose, throat, kitchen, bed­
room, but the eeriest thing was 
the darkness. (See above pic­
ture of rolling dust clouds with 
building in foreground) People 
tied themselves to ropes before 
going to a barn just a few hun­
dred feet away from the house 
for fear of being lost in the black­
ness of the swirling dust. (See 
above picture of lone automo­
bile in front of blackened dust 
filled sky) Buildings, fences, and 
farm implements were seen as 
all but buried under the devas­
tating effects of windblown soils”. 
(See above picture of farm imple­
ments, building buried under 
effects of a dust storm)

Egan goes on to say that the 
storms had, “ferocity and den­
sity never before seen and they 
came to be known by many as 
‘black blizzards.’”

“So, out of this chaos of nature

and economic depression the 
TSSWCB and SWCDS were 
born J t ’should be noted Jhat 
sm ce the creation  of the 
TSSWCB and organization of 
local soil and water conserva­
tion districts we can proudly say 
thatthe majority of Texas farm­
ers, ranchers and timber pro­
ducers from one generation to 
the next for the past 75 years 
have voluntarily and continu­
ously entered into working 
agreem ents with their local 
SWCDS to implement a soil and 
water conservation program on 
their farms and ranches to meet 
the changing conservation needs 
of every acre on that property,” 
said Isom. -

But the story didn’t begin 
smoothly. It had a rocky start 
until all the political kinks were 
worked out. When the first ver­
sion of a cbnservation law for 
Texas came out the early mov­
ers and shakers for such a law 
found that it lacked stability and 
convinced then Governor Jimmy 
Allred to veto the bill which he 
did in June, 1937. Their reasons 
for wanting the bill vetoed was 
because the law would auto-

matically establish soil conser­
vation districts on a county ba­
sis, rnake the county commis- 

"'sioners court the governing body 
and called for a portion of county 
taxes to finance the program,” 
said Isom.

“What they wanted in law was 
a farmer-rancher controlled pro­
gram in which local landowners 
would determine whether a soil 
conservation  district was 
needed. In addition, they did not 
want a soil conservation district 
to have taxing authority or pow­
ers of eminent domain. A new 
bill was written which satisfied 
their concerns and passed in 
1939 by the following legisla­
ture. The rest is history,” added 
Isom.

Today the TSSWCB adminis­
ters several key state programs 
that provide technical and fi­
nancial assistance to landown­
ers and land managers who wish 
to enter into a cooperative agree­
ment with local SWCDS to pro­
tect their natural resources. In 
addition, the success of local 
voluntary conservation pro­
grams involves partnerships.

Though the name has changed 
a few times over the years, a key 
partner working with the 
TSSWCB and local SWCDS is 
the GSDA Natural Resources 
Conservation Service. NRCS 
employs people in numerous 
occupational disciplines includ­
ing soil conservationists, range- 
land management specialists, 
soil scientists, agronomists, bi­
ologists, engineers, geologists, 
engineers, and foresters. Some 
federal conservation financial 
assistance programs, enable 
these experts to help landown­
ers and land managers develop 
conservation plans for crop, 
range, and timberlands.

“Conservation practices imple­
mented on private agricultural 
lands benefit all citizens because 
implemented conservation prac­
tices not only protect and im­
prove soil resources, but insure 
a sustainable agriculture from 
which come food products and 
the raw commodities which drive 
all aspects of the economy. In 
addition, conservation practices 
improve water quality, and in 
some cases, enhance water 
quantity, but public benefits 
don’t end there. Implemented 
conservation practices also con­
tribute to cleaner air, improved 
wildlife habitat, improved range- 
land as well as being a factor to 
healthy and viable rural and ur­
ban communities,” Isom noted.

“The only reason the TSSWCB 
still exists 75 years after its es­
tablishment is because of the 
state’s soil and water conserva­
tion districts, and they in turn 
exist because of the state’s farm­
ers and ranchers who come to 
local SWCDS for help in plan­
ning and implementing conser­
vation programs on private 
lands. This diamond jubilee then 
is a celebration of a success 
story that has worked across the 
state and across generations 
because it is based on local con­
trol by those closest to the is­
sues,” said Isom.

Isom’s words certainly reflect 
the philosophy of V.C Marshall, 
considered the “father of the 
conservation district program in 
Texas” who is attributed with 
saying, “The soil conservation 
district is the workshop through 
which those who love the land 
and pool their efforts and infor­
mation in making land more 
stable and productive and our 
country more prosperous, more 
attractive and a better land in 
which to live. The fact that land- 
owners themselves have the re­
sponsibility for petitioning for 
and voting in a district, formu­
lating its program and work plan, 
administering its business and 
entering into cooperative agree­
ments with their fellow landown­
ers and operators, makes soil 
conservation districts a democ­
racy in action.”

Will the work of the state’s 216 
soil and water conservation dis­

tricts ever be completed, and 
will the soil and water conserva­
tion programs administered by 
the Texas State Soil and Water 
Conservation Board ever be fully 
achieved? Probably not. Land 
ownership changes, or family 
land when passed on through 
inheritance is cut into smaller 
pieces of the pie accompanied # 
with varying land management 
objectives. Then too, an ever 
changing political environment 
coupled with ever changing cli­
matic conditions and agricul­
tural technological advance­
ments all impact existing and 
future soil and water conserva­
tion programs and practices that 
are implemented on the land.

The late Raym ond F. 
Dasmann, professor emeritus 
of ecology at Gniversity of Cali­
fornia, Santa Cruz added addi­
tional insight as to why conser­
vation of natural resources is a 
perpetual process. He said, 
“Most conservation problems 
exist on particular pieces of 
ground occupied or cared for by 
a particular group of people. 
Attempts to solve them at a 
global, or even a national level, 
often strike far from the mark.”

Thus the words of the found­
ing father of the Texas Soil and 
Water Conservation District Pro­
gram "rings even truer...." The 
fact that landowners themselves 
have the responsibility for orga­
nizing a local SWCD, formulat­
ing its program and plan of work, 
administering its business and 
entering into cooperative agree­
ments with their fellow land- 
owners and operators, makes 
soil conservation districts a de­
mocracy in action.”

The Texas State Soil and Wa­
ter C onservation Board 
(TSSWCB) administers Texas’ 
soil and water conservation law 
and delivers coordinated natu­
ral resource conservation pro­
grams through the State’s 216 
soil and water conservation dis­
tricts. Additionally, the TSSWCB 
is the lead agency for planning, 
implementing, and managing 
programs for preventing and 
abating agricultural and silvi­
cultural nonpoint sources of 
water pollution. The agency also 
administers a water supply en­
hancement program through the 
targeted control of water-deplet­
ing brush.

The TSSWCB, in an additional 
area of responsibility, acts to 
ensure that the State’s network 
of 2,000 flood control dams are 
protecting lives and property by 
providing operation, mainte­
nance, and structural repair 
grants to local government spon­
sors. The agency also facilitates 
the Texas Invasive Species Co­
ordinating Committee.

Commissioners to discuss courthouse grant 
funding with Texas Historicai Commission Thursday

Callahan County Commission­
ers are scheduled to meet with 
representative from the Texas 
Historic Courthouse Preservation 
Program to discuss $1.7 million 
in renovations to the Callahan 
County Courthouse on Thurs­
day, June 12th.

At the commissioners' court 
regular meeting on Friday, June 
6th, the court discussed the 
Courthouse Preservation Grant 
which has been awarded to Cal­
lahan County by the Texas His­
toricai Commissioner. Included 
in the discussion on Friday was 
a preliminary capital improve­
ment program analysis pre­
sented by Paul Jasin of Special­
ized Public Finance Inc.

Judge Corn said the commis­
sioners' court is considering a 
Certificate of Obligation loan at 
this time due to the low interest 
rates. He said the interest rate 
on a 10-15 year loan would be 
just 1.9 percent.

Although the commissioners' 
court took no action at the Fri­
day court meeting, County 
Judge Roger Corn said the com­
missioners' court will hold a grant 
orientation meeting with the 
Texas Historical Commission on 
the Round VIII grant approved 
for Callahan County's court­
house. The meeting will take 
place at 10:00 a.m. at the com­
missioners' courtroom at the 
County Courthouse in Baird.

Judge Corn said in the Master 
Plan for the courthouse renova­
tions, the entire building will be 
rewired and new windows will be 
installed in the four floor court­
house. He said the construction 
work is estimated at $1.7 million 
and the grant Callahan County 
has been awarded is approxi­
mately $450,000.

Judge Corn said Callahan 
County will fund approximately 
$1.2 million of the entire project. 
He said the county commission­
ers are considering Certificates

of Obligation to fund its portion 
of the project.

Callahan County's Courthouse 
was constructed in 1928. Judge 
Corn said when he took office in 
1999, the second floor of the 
courthouse was wired with alu­
minum wiring and the entire floor 
ran off just two fuses.

He said in the Master Plan, the 
courthouse offices would have 
to move out for one year while 
the project was being under­
taken. However, Judge Com said 
since the Master Plan was made, 
the courthouse offices might not 
have to move out for one year. 
Instead, they're considering 
moving portions of the court­
house offices to the old Hospital 
Annex building to the west of 
the courthouse. Judge Corn said 
the Human Resources offices in 
the east end of the old Hospital 
Annex building have been closed 
since August of last year and 
relocated to Abilene. Judge Corn 
said the old Hospital Annex build­
ing was recently rewired and not 
many renovations would be 
needed before portions of the 
courthouse offices could be re­
located there.

The Texas Historical Commis­
sion (THC) announced Round 
VIII grant recipients of its nation­
ally recognized Texas Historic 
Courthouse Preservation Pro­
gram at its quarterly meeting on 
Wednesday, April 30th in Fort 
Worth. Commissioners awarded 
matching grants totaling more 
than $5 million to 18 Texas coun­
ties to help preserve their his­
toric courthouses.

The communities to receive 
funds in Round Vlll of the pro­
gram are: Callahan, Dickens, 
Dimmit, H ouston, Hunt, 
Jefferson, Karnes, Lamar, Lee, 
Limestone, Lipscomb, Lynn, 
Polk, Rains, San Saba, Gpshur, 
Wilson, and the city of Hidalgo. 
The awards are all emergency 
grants totaling $5,906,955 that

included funds held in reserve 
from the previous grant cycle.

The THC requested $20 mil­
lion for the Round Vlll grant 
cycle, but was appropriated $4.2 
million by the 83rd Texas Legis­
lature. While the significant re­
duction is a temporary setback 
for the 76 counties that cur­
rently qualify for additional fund­
ing, Round Vlll emergency grants 
will address serious building de­
ficiencies affecting usability, in­
cluding flooding, fire and elec­
trical hazards, and structural and 
safety issues in historic (more 
than 50 years old) county court­
houses.

A total of 24 grant applications 
requesting more than $18 mil­
lion were submitted in Round 
Vlll. Pending additional funding 
from the Texas Legislature, the 
THC anticipates continuing the 
highly successful program with 
additional rounds of grant op­
portunities.

"The goal of this program is to 
assist as many communities as 
possible," said THC Architec­
ture Division Director Sharon 
Fleming. "Counties receiving 
grants this round are in immi­
nent danger of experiencing a 
catastrophic event, such as a 
fire, electrical hazard, or struc­
tural mishap that could cause 
injury or further endanger the 
building to the point where it is 
unusable. The Texas Historic 
Courthouse Preservation Pro­
gram strives to not only pre­
serve our historic courthouses, 
but make them functioning, safe, 
and up-to-date facilities."

In 1998, Texas' courthouses 
appeared on the National Trust 
for Historic Preservation's list of 
America's Most Endangered His­
toric Places. As a result, the 
Texas Legislature established the 
Texas Historic Courthouse Pres­
ervation Program, and appro­
priated funding to preserve and 
protect them.

Leaky roofs, poor site draining 
and water seeping through walls, 
threats to structural integrity, 
equipment, and threats to county 
records are all serious problems 
facing Texas' historic court­
houses. With less money to work 
with, the THC program's current 
grant cycle will provide smaller, 
but a larger number of grants to 
assist with emergency needs.

In the previous seven rounds 
of the program, the State of 
Texas has allocated $247 mil­
lion, and counties have provided 
local matches of approximately 
$174 million, to fully restore 
more than 60 of the state's his­
toric county courthouses. The 
successful partnership created 
more than 10,000 jobs and gen­
erated more than $21 million in 
local taxes.

"With strong support from the 
Texas Legislature and the Texas 
Land Title Association we re­
main committed to restoring all 
of the historic county court­
houses, while also ensuring they 
do not becom e vulnerable 
again," said THC Executive Di­
rector Mark Wolfe. "These struc­
tures are symbols of pride and 
democracy, and need to be nur­
tured to guarantee they con­
tinue to safeguard the real sto­
ries of Texas for future genera­
tions."

Many of the state's more than 
230 historic courthouses are in 
disrepair due to insufficient fund­
ing for building care and main­
tenance.

The Texas Historic Courthouse 
Preservation Program was es­
tablished in 1999 by Gov. George 
W. Bush and the Texas Legisla­
ture to restore Texas' county 
courthouses to their original 
splendor and make them safe, 
functional, and a source of pride 
for Texas communities. The 
Texas Historical Commission 
administers the $247 million pro­
gram.

TxDOT to provide 
$634,800 for Albany

AUSTIN - The Department of 
Family and Protective Services 
(D F P S ) C o u n c il  to d a y  
approved a set of new safety- 
related rules designed to more 
thoroughly screen potential 
fo ste r p a ren ts  and o ther 
c a r e g iv e r s  a n d  m o re  
adequate ly  p ro tec t foster 
children.

The rules for new and existing 
foster hom es apply to the 
state’s 220 foster child-placing 
agencies (CPAs), which are 
licensed by DFPS to operate 
networks of foster homes and 
to recruit, screen, train, and 
monitor the homes. It is the first 
substantive revision of CPA 
rules since 2007.

The rules approved today are 
expected to take effect Sept. 
1st after a public comment 
period.

“These rules significantly 
strengthen protections for our 
foster children,” said Judge 
J o h n  S p e c ie ,  D FPS 
Commissioner. “Our focus is 
ensuring that we know who is 
in these homes and who may 
be around these children that 
could pose an unacceptable 
risk. These children deserve 
co m p le te  p ro tec tio n  and 
safety.”

For new foster homes, in 
a d d i t io n  to  e x is t in g  
requirements (for example, 
in te rv iew s  an d  c rim in a l 
background checks of all adult 
family members and a safety 
assessment of the home) the 
rules require:

The new rules also require 
CPAs to more closely monitor 
existing foster homes for major 
changes in the household, 
in c lu d in g  jo b  lo s s e s ,  
marriages, divorces, or the 
addition of any household 
members or frequent visitors.

The new rules are the result of 
a close collaboration between 
DFPS and foster care providers 
following an alarming increase 
in the number of abuse/neglect 
fatalities among foster children 
in Fiscal Year 2013. In FY 
2013, eight foster children died 
from abuse/neglect in homes, 
compared to just two in FY 
2012 .

So far in FY 2014, which 
began Sept. 1,2013, one child 
has died from abuse/neglect in 
foster care.

Debit or Credit?
Remembering the Price of Freedom 
on the 70*  ̂Anniversary of D-Day

AUSTIN, Texas—We are bom­
barded with applications for 
credit cards offering special 
rates, awards, points and prizes 
if we use one card over another. 
All of it is designed to convince 
us to buy things NOW.

In addition to a credit card, 
most of us also have a debit card 
attached to a personal checking 
account. With all these payment 
choices, how do you know which 
one is the best to use, and when? 
First, know the difference be­
tween the two cards.

A debit card allows you to 
quickly access your money by 
using an automated teller ma­
chine (ATM) to withdraw cash, 
or by using the card at retailers, 
grocery stores, and gas stations. 
Every time you use your debit 
card, you pull directly from your 
checking account balance.

A credit card is obtained from 
a bank or a merchant. The pro­
vider of the credit card decides 
your credit line, the maximum 
amount you can charge using 
that credit card, based on your 
financial information. A credit 
card allows you to "borrow" 
money from the card provider 
and then pay them back over 
time with interest on the amount 
you owe.

To help you determine when to 
use which card, let me share a 
story. When my daughter started

driving, my husband and I de­
cided to give her a credit card 
with a small credit line so she 
could put gas in her car. We then 
would pay the credit card bill out 
of her allowance. When we got 
the first bill, we both hit the floor! 
As you have probably guessed, 
she maxed out the card.

My husband and I are accoun­
tants, so we were at a loss for 
words on how our child could 
have done such a thing. When 
we asked our daughter how she 
planned on helping us pay back 
the large balance, she just stared 
at us with a look that said "we 
have to pay that back?" Was 
she that clueless? Well, actually, 
yes. And, so are many of us 
when it comes to educating our­
selves, and our children, about 
the world of debit and credit 
cards.

Credit cards are a convenient 
way to buy things today and pay 
for them later. However, if you 
are using the credit card for 
things you cannot really afford, 
you will drown In interest pay­
ments, and it will take you years 
to pay down the full credit bal­
ance. But, if you can afford your 
purchases and just want the 
convenience of using the credit 
card, it can be a great option. 
Just pay more than the mini­
mum balance, and if possible, 
pay the credit card balance off 
every month so you owe mini­
mal or no interest. If you want to

pay for something immediately, 
have a small purchase to make, 
or you are not disciplined at 
paying off debt, the debit card is 
the way to go.

Both debit cards and credit 
cards are conveniences that help 
us live our lives more efficiently. 
If you are honest aboqt your 
spending habits and disciplined 
in paying off debt, you can use 
a mix of both debit and credit 
cards to effectively implement 
your payment strategies which 
will allow you to buy things when 
you want them, responsibly.

Texas Shouldn't Block Interbasin Transfers

Imagine that you're buying a 
new car. You pick out the model 
you want, haggle over the price, 
and jump through all sorts of 
hoops to secure financing. But 
when they pull your new car 
around, it's for a different, much 
less valuable year than the one 
you bought. "Sorry," says the 
dealer when you object, "the law 
says that you can buy whatever 
car you want, but I can only give 
you this one."

Sounds crazy, right? Yet some­
thing very similar is happening 
now with Texas' water.

Surface water in Texas gov­
erned by what's known as the 
"prior appropriation" system, 
which follows the principle of 
"first in time, first in right." Water 
rights are issued by the state for 
a given purpose, amount, and 
point of diversion, which may be 
bought and sold. If there is ever 
not enough water to meet all 
existing rights, water rights are 
given priority based on the date 
they were issued.

Newer or more "junior" rights 
are curtailed first, while older or 
"senior" rights can continue to 
receive their water. For this rea­
son, senior water rights tend to 
be more valuable than more jun­
ior rights, and fetch a higher 
price on the market. But accord­
ing to a state law passed in the 
1990s, this normal priority pro­
cedure does not apply to water 
th a t becom es part of an 
interbasin transfer (which is sim­

ply a transfer of surface water 
from one of Texas' river basins 
to another). Cinder the so-called 
"junior rights provision" water 
subject to an interbasin transfer 
loses its seniority in the priority 
system. The junior rights provi­
sion thus creates a situation 
where the act of buying a water 
right erases much of the value of 
that right. As a matter of eco­
nomic logic, a sale of water will 
only take place if the buyer val­
ues the water in question more 
highly than the seller.

The junior rights provision, 
however, creates a gap between 
how valuable the water is to a 
potential buyer and to a poten­
tial seller.This has become a 
major disincentive to interbasin 
transfers.

According to an analysis con­
ducted by Todd Votteler, Kathy 
Alexander & Joe Moore in a 
2006 issue of the State Bar of 
Texas Environmental Law Jour­
nal, after the junior rights provi­
sion went into effect the number 
of new non-exempt interbasin 
transfers approved by the Texas 
Commission on Environmental 
Quality (TCEQ) declined dra­
matically.

To some extent, concerns over 
interbasin transfers are under­
standable. People worry about 
whether sales of water out of a 
particular basin could leave that 
basin without sufficient water to 
meet its own future needs, or 
current economic opportunities. 
For that reason, interbasin trans­
fers have long been subject to

special requirements to ensure 
that the interests of the basin of 
origin are pro tected . Most 
interbasin transfers of surface 
water cannot occur if the TCEQ 
concludes that "the benefits from 
the diversion were outweighed 
by detriments to the originating 
basin."

The junior rights provision goes 
far beyond this, imposing bur­
dens on interbasin transfers re­
gardless of whether there is le­
gitimate opposition to a particu­
lar transfer.That's bad news for 
Texas. Not only have Texans 
been using interbasin transfers 
as a way of meeting their water 
needs for more than a hundred 
years, but state plans on how to 
meet future water needs rely 
heavily on such transfers.

Fifteen of the 44 recommended 
ground and surface water trans­
fer projects listed in the 2012 
S ta te  W ater Plan involve 
interbasin transfers.

To the extent that interbasin 
transfers do involve harms to 
those in the basin of origin, these 
are better dealt with directly, 
rather than by throwing up bar­
riers to all transfers. If Texas is 
going to have enough water for 
the future, it needs to make sure 
it doesn't stop up beneficial 
transfers just because they cross 
from one basin to another.

As we observe the 70‘'’ anni­
versary of "the longest day," D- 
Day, Ju n e 6 ,1944, I'm reminded 
of so many Texans who charged 
the coast of Normandy heeding 
the words of their commander, 
Gen. Eisenhower: "Your task will 
not be an easy one. Your enemy 
is well trained, well equipped 
and battle-hardened. He will fight 
savagely. I have full confidence 
in your courage, devotion to 
duty and skill in battle. We will 
accept nothing less than full Vic­
tory!"

One of these was long-time 
Waco resident Paul Marable. 
Several years ago, he was filmed 
for a PBS special while visiting 
the very bluff on Utah Beach 
where he came under heavy fire 
by a German tank, which nearly 
ran over his squad. "1 can still 
hear the gears in that turret turn­
ing," Marable said. He lost con­
sciousness that day and woke 
up later to a German soldier 
poking him with a machine gun. 
Marable was taken captive and 
held as a POW in a Polish prison 
camp for the next seven months. 
When asked if he felt lucky to 
survive, Marable said: "Oh-ho! 
Oh, yes!" He continued, "Be­
cause of that. I've been able, a 
little bit better than most maybe 
who haven't gone through that, 
to decide what's really impor­
tant. I don't get disturbed easily 
at little frets. And then I feel that 
I owe some things, too."

Paul Marable, who passed away 
last December at 92, dedicated 
his life to improving Waco for all 
its residents, including efforts to 
desegregate downtown stores 
and restaurants in the 1960s 
and establish a community col­
lege to boost access to an af­
fordable education. He is one of 
many Texas heroes who risked

his life to liberate France and 
turn the tide in World War II.

Another Texan who survived 
to tell of the harrowing assault 
on D-Day and the months fol­
lowing it is Frank Denius of Aus­
tin. Denius was a fire control 
instrument operator assigned to 
an artillery battalion that landed 
in France at Omaha Beach on 
D+1 (June 7*̂ , 1944). Denius 
and his battalion provided fire 
support to the 29th Infantry Di­
vision, which made the initial 
assault landing on D-Day. When 
his officer in charge was killed 
six days later, Denius, then only 
19, took over and directed artil­
lery fire that allowed the infantry 
to advance and accomplish the 
mission. He later received four 
Silver Stars and is one of the 
most decorated soldiers who 
served in the European Theater 
and the D-Day Invasion in World 
War II.

When he was awarded the Le­
gion of Honour—France's high­
est decoration—in 2012, Denius 
recalled his journey from the 
shores of Normandy to Paris: "I 
crawled, I walked, 1 swam, and 
at times I couldn't believe it. 1 
hadn't brushed my teeth in over 
two months, nor had I had a 
bath nor change of clothes for 
two months." He said, "I was 
barely nineteen when I went to 
France. And when I left in Au-| 
gust of the same year. I'd turned 
forty."

In 1990, Denius started the 
Normandy Scholar's Program 
at his alma mater, the University 
of Texas, through which hun­
dreds of students have studied 
the causes, history and conse­
quences of World War II, com­
plete with an annual visit to the 
beaches of Normandy and other 
sites in Europe.

Indeed, Texas' contributions 
to D-Day and World War II are

countless. We remember the 
unthinkable sacrifices of Gen­
eral Jam es Earl Rudder and his 
famous Rudder's Rangers, who 
lost more than 150 men on D- 
Day and enabled the Allied forces 
to secure a foothold that would 
lead to ultimate victory.

On a personal note, on this 
year's somber anniversary, I will 
be thinking of my own father, 
now deceased, a career Air Force 
officer who served as a bomber 
pilot in World War II. On his 26“̂ 
mission, he was shot down by 
the Nazis and spent several 
months in a POW camp before 
General Patton's troops freed 
him and his fellow service mem­
bers. I'll also be thinking of my 
father-in-law, Don Hanson, who 

' stormed Utah Beach on D+1 70 
years ago and passed away ear­
lier this year.

As we pay tribute to the heroes 
of D-Day, may we remember 
their sacrifices and those of their 
family members. May we re­
member their bravery and their 
commitment to the mission that 
would change the course of his­
tory. And may we all heed the 
words of Frank Denius, who 
said, "I hope that American 
people will always understand 
what freedom is and the price of 
freedom."

Eco-friendly Weed Control in Lawns

Don't let lawn weeds get the 
b e s t  o f y o u . T h e s e  
opportunistic plants find a 
weak spot in the lawn, infiltrate 
and begin the take over your 
grass. Take back the lawn with 
proper care. Your lawn will not 
only be greener and healthier, 
but good for the environment.

The grass and thatch layer 
act as a natural filter, helping to 
keep pollutants out of our 
groundwater and dust out of 
our atmosphere. They also 
reduce erosion, decrease noise 
and help keep our homes and 
landscapes cooler in summer. 
And a healthy lawn is the best 
defense against weeds.

S ta rt by identifying the 
unwanted lawn invaders. Use 
them as a guide to improve 
your lawn's health and beauty. 
Weeds appear and spread 
when the growing conditions 

-are better for them than the 
grass. Correct the problem to 
reduce the weeds and improve 
the health of your lawn. Killing 
the weeds without fixing the 
underlying cause is only a 
temporary solution. Unless the 
cause is eliminated the weed 
problem will return.

Here are a few of the more 
common weeds, the cause and 
p o s s ib le  s o lu t io n s  fo r 
managing them out of the 
lawn.

High popu lations and a 
variety of weeds mean you 
need to adjust your overall 
lawn care practices. Mow high 
and often, removing no more 
than 1/3 the total height of the 
grass at one time. Leave the 
clippings on the lawn in order 
to return water, nutrients and 
organic matter to the soil. This 
along with proper fertilization 
using an organic nitrogen slow 
release fertilizer with non 
leaching phosphorous, like 
Milorganite (milorganite.com), 
can greatly reduce weeds.

Knotweed and p lan ta ins 
often found growing next to 
walks and drives or other high 
traffic areas can also be found 
in lawns growing on heavy 
poorly prepared soils. These 
weeds thrive In compacted soil 
w here lawn g ra sse s  fail. 
Reduce soil compaction and 
improve your lawn's health 
with core aeratipn. Aerate 
lawns when actively growing in 
spring or fall. Or replace grass 
in high traffic areas with 
permeable pavers or stepping 
stones to eliminate the cause.

Nut sedge is a common weed 
in wet or poorly drained soils. 
Im prove th e  d ra in ag e  to 
m anage this weed. It may 
mean core aerating the lawn 
and topdressing with compost, 
regrading or the installation of 
a rain garden to capture, filter

and drain excess water back 
into the ground.

Clover and black medic mean 
it's time to get the soil tested 
and adjust fertilization. Both 
th rive  w hen th e  lawn is 
starving. Clover was once 
in c lu d e d  in law n m ixes 
because of its ability to capture 
nitrogen from the atmosphere 
and add it to the soil. If these 
weeds are present, boost the 
lawn's diet starting this spring 
with a low nitrogen slow release 
fertilizer. It feeds slowly 
th ro u g h o u t  th e  s e a s o n ,  
promoting slow steady growth 
that is more drought tolerant, 
disease resistant and better 
able to outcompete the weeds.

C reep ing  C harley , a lso  
known as ground ivy, violets, 
and plantains usually get their 
foothold in the shade and then 
infiltrate the rest of the lawn. 
Take back those shady spots 
by growing a more shade 
tolerant grass like the cool 
season grass fescue or warm 
season St. Augustine grass. 
Mow high and fertilize less, 
only 1 to 2 pounds of nitrogen 
per growing season, than the 
sunny areas of your lawn. Or 
replace the lawn with shade 
tolerant groundcovers. Adjust 
your overall care to reclaim and 
maintain the rest of the lawn.

Crabgrass and Goosegrass 
are common weeds that follow

a hot dry summer. Mow high to 
shade the soil and prevent 
many of these annual grass 
weeds from sprouting. Corn 
gluten meal is an organic pre- 
emergent weed killer that can 
help reduce these and other 
weeds from sprouting. Apply in 
spring and fall applications to 
reduce weeds by as much as 
80% in three years.

And, when mowing this year, 
consider an electric or push 
mower to manage your lawn in 
an even more eco-friendly 
manner.
