The City of Cross Plains would
like to remind its citizens of the
Nuisance & Weed Ordinance.
For a copy the Ordinance in its
entirety please contact City Hall.

Article II, Section 9 states the
following:

It shall be unlawful for any
person, firm corporation, owner,
agent, occupant or anyone

having supervision or control of

any lot, tract, parcel of land or
portion thereof, occupied or
unoccupied, improved or
unimproved,  within  the
corporate limits of the city to
suffer or permit grass, weeds or
brush that is uncultivated to
grow to a greater height than
twelve (12) inches on any lot,
tract or parcel of land within the

corporate limits of the city, five .

(5) acres in size or less.

Annual notice may be given to
property owners, as above
provided, prior to the grass-
growing season.

In additional to court action, the
city may enter upon the property
found in violation of this article
and mow or have said property
mowed at thirty day intervals
during such annual growing
season in the event such owner
fails to mow same.

Expenses incident to the action
taken by the city to correct any
condition coming under the
provisions of this article, which
includes a service charge of Fifty
($50.00) dollars to cover
administrative costs shall be
assessed against the owners of all
outstanding interests in the lot or
parcel of land involved. An
itemized bill of such costs shall
be mailed by the city secretary to
cach such owner if his address is
known.

If the bill for the city's expenses
in correcting any condition

coming under the provisions of
this article, including the

administrative and penalty
charges, shall remain unpaid for
a period of thirty (30) days after
the date of the mailing of such
bill, the city secretary shall file a
statement of such bill and the
reasons therefore with the county
clerk.

In addition to the above
provisions, any person who fails
to abate a nuisance after proper
notice and hearing (if any) shall
be deemed guilty of mis-
demeanor, and on conviction
therefore shall be fined in an
amount not to exceed fifty
dollars ($50.00) for each day that
such nuisance remains unabated,
and each such day shall con-
stitute a separate offense.

Job growth continues with the statewide addition of 7,100 positions

AUSTIN -Fueled by an
impressive expansion in the
Trade, Transportation and
Utilities industry, Texas saw
continued seasonally adjusted
job growth in February. The

" Trade, Transportation and

Utilities industry saw its largest
monthly increase in more than
20 years with the addition of
16,300 jobs. The state
experienced a net gain of 7,100
nonagricultural jobs in February
with 357,300 positions added
over the year.

"We are pleased that Texas
employers continue to create
opportunities," said Texas
Workforce Commission (TWC)

Desert ngsnake

As | was growing up in the i
southern Plains of the Texas
Panhandle, | vividly recall my
first encounter with many of the

snake species that | have, later
in life as an adult, observed :

countless numbers of. One such
species that | recall fondly was
of a beautiful black and gold
snake that has held my captiva-
tion for the decades since that
first contact.

The Desert Kingsnake
(Lampropeltis getula splendida)
is shiny, semi-colorful snake that
occurs from southeastern Ari-
zona eastward to Texas, then
southward to the Mexican states
of Zacatecas and San Luis

Potosi. In Texas, it can be en- ~

countered in the western three-
quarters of the state, save the
eastern Panhandle region. From
the eastern Panhandle, along
the Red River, and eastward it is
replaced by different common
kingsnake subspecies, the
Speckled Kingsnake.

Like other members of the
Kingsnake and Milksnake ge-
nus, the Desert Kingsnake is
covered by smooth, glossy
scales that give the appearance
of the animal being waxed and
shiny. In fact, the genus name
Lampropeltis is derived from
Latin words meaning "shiny
shield". The background col-
oration is dark brown to black
with a pattern of narrow yellow
to white cross-bands that are
more or less regularly spaced.
Each scale along the dorsal sides
is highlighted with a yellow cen-
ter, giving the snake a salt-and-
pepper appearance. The belly is
chiefly black, although there is
occasionally a random pattern
of yellow splotches. The head is
usually black with yellow lips
scales, although some speci-
mens have heads that are over-
all moderately speckled with
yellow.

This common snake is a me-
dium-sized non-venomous ser-
pent, with most adults reaching
sexual maturity between thirty
and forty inches in total length.
The largest specimen ever re-
corded was just at sixty inches,
although this size is definitely
not the norm for this species.

Although the common name
of the Desert Kingsnake implies
that this species prefers to live in
the desert, this naming does not
show the complete picture. While
it does inhabit areas of the
Chihuahuan Desert of west
Texas, this animal prefers areas
with permanent to semi-perma-
nent areas of moisture. Moist
canyon bottoms, as well as
grasslands with an abundance
of mammal burrows are utilized

to prevent desiccation. The vast
areas of cultivated fields in the
Texas Panhandle are favored
areas as well.

This species of Kingsnake for-
ages for food during the morn-
ing and evening hours during
the spring and fall, becoming
nocturnal during the heat of the
summer months. Desert Kings,
like other members of this ge-
nus, feed on a large variety of
vertebrate animals. A recurring
myth in regards to this animal is
that it will seek out and prey
exclusively upon other snakes,
finding rattlesnakes a particular
delicacy. While it is true that this
powerful constrictor will prey
upon other snakes (which is in-
cidentally why they are called
Kingsnakes!) as well the fact
that they are unique in North
American serpents in that they
are immune to the effects of pit
viper venom, it will not go out of
its way to consume other ophid-
ians. The varied dietary habits
of this snake include food items
such as small mammals, birds,
bird eggs, lizards, turtles, frogs,
and other reptile eggs.

As with almost all otherreptiles
that reside in temperate climates,
they undergo a period of inac-
tivity during the coldest months

of the year, allowing sexually ma-
ture adults to generate the sperm
and eggs nécessary for success-
ful reproduction in the spring.
Like most other harmless snakes
found in Texas, Desert
Kingsnakes are egg-laying crea-
tures. Mating occurs primarily
during the months of April and
May with egg deposition happen-
ing in late June or early July. Egg
clutches vary in size from five to
twelve, depending on the size
and age of the female. The eggs
are of moderate size, generally
just over an inch in length. The
soft, permeable eggs are buried
beneath debris to hold the hu-
midity levels at a premium to
avoid desiccation.

The neonates hatch from the
eggs roughly two months after
deposition and average fifteen
inches at hatching. After hatch-
ing, the young are carbon copies
of the adults in appearance, ex-
cept they typically are a tad
brighter. And like other snake
species, they require no assis-
tance from the parents as they
are capable of fending for them-
selves at birth.

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Callahan County’s jobless rate
drops to 4.0% In February 2015

The unemployment rate in Cal-
lahan County dropped one-tenth
of one percent to 4.0% in Febru-
ary 2014, according to jobless
figures released Friday, March
27th by the Texas Workforce
Commission. The unemploy-
ment rate in Callahan County
one year ago in February 2014
was 4.3 percent.

Callahan County's uremploy-
ment rate was 4.1% in January,

2015.
Previous monthly jobless rates

in Callahan County included:
3.1% in December 2014, 3.4% in
November 2014, 3.6% in Octo-
ber 2014, 3.9% in September,
4.1% in August, 4.1% in July,
4.1% in June, 3.6% in May, 3.4%
in April, 4.0% in March, and 4.3%
in February, 2014, according to
the unemployment figures.

Big Country area counties, bor-
dering Callahan County, and the
counties' unemployment rates for
February 2015 include: Brown,
4.3%; Coleman, 5.6%; Eastland,
4.3%; Jones, 4.9%; Runnels,
3.5%; Shackelford, 2.2%;
Stephens, 3.6%; and Taylor
County, 3.6%.

The Abilene MSA (Metropoli-
tan Statistical Area) unemploy-
ment rate, which includes Tay-
lor, Callahan and Jones Coun-
ties, stood at 3.8% in February,
2015, according to the Texas
Workforce Commission. The
Abilene MSA Combined Labor
- Force is 77,300. There were
74.400 employed during Febru-
ary 2015, while 2,900 were un-
employed, giving the Abilene
MSA an unemployment rate of
3.8%.

The Abilene MSA reported the
workforce was 77,300 in Janu-
ary, 2015. Total employment of
74,300 was reported in January
2015, while 3,000, or 3.9% were
unemployed in February 2015.

The Abilene MSA unemploy-
ment rate for February, 2014
was 4.8%. The total workforce
was reported at 77,000, with
73,300 employed and 3,700 or
4.8% unemployed in February,
2014.

The state's unemployment rate
for the month of February, 2015
was 4.3 percent. The total Texas
labor: force was13;114;000 in
February 2015.
