Buffaloes Fight Hard Against Albany
State-Ranked Albany Too Much 
for Cross Plains in 47-14 Win

Cross Plains running back 
Creed Goode, the leading 
rusher in the Big Country, had 
another big game Friday night, 
but it wasn’t enough as No. 
8-ranked Albany rolled to a 47- 
14 victory over the Buffaloes in 
a District 6-2A Division 11 game.

The victory moved Albany to 
7-1 overall and 3-0 in district 
play. Albany and Miles are 
the only two remaining teams 
without a district loss with 
two games remaining on the 
schedule. Cross Plains, which 
had its four-game winning 
streak snapped, fell to 5-3 
overall and 2-1 in district.

Goode carried the ball 14 
times for 103 yards and both 
Buffalo touchdowns. Albany 
quarterback Brian Hamilton, 
however, completed 16 of 20 
passes for 238 yards and four 
touchdowns.

The Lions jumped out to a 
14-0 first-quarter lead on a 
40-yard interception return by 
Adam Faith and a 31-yard TD 
pass from Hamilton to Roman 
Fuentes.

Goode scored on a 16-yard 
run early in the second quarter, 
but Albany responded with 
1-yard run by Hunter Owen

and a 37-yard TD pass from 
Hamilton to Dax Neese to build 
its halftime lead to 27-7.

Owen added two more scores 
in the second half on a 27- 
yard pass from Hamilton and 
a 7-yard run, while Neece 
grabbed his second touchdown 
pass, a 6-yard aerial from 
Hamilton. Goode raced 68 
yards with 3:27 remaining in the 
game for the final touchdown of 
the game.

Cross Plains had 155 yards 
rushing, but the Buffaloes were 
held to only 25 yards in the air. 
Albany totaled 394 yards total 
offense. The Lions played error- 
free, too, with no turnovers and 
no penalties.

The Buffaloes will play at 
Winters (2-6, 0-3) Friday night.

The Texas History Minute

Senator Lloyd Bentsen profiled
Lloyd Bentsen was a business­

man, veteran, and four-term
G. S. Senator. He was a hard 
worker and respected by Texans 
as he attempted to step up into 
the national spotlight. Bentsen 
was a gentle giant in Texas 
politics, a gentleman in a time 
in which politics was becoming 
increasingly bitter.

Lloyd Millard Bentsen, Jr., was 
born in Mission in South Texas 
in 1921. His grandfather had 
been a Danish immigrant who 
came to the Gnited States and 
started a farm in South Dakota. 
His father, Lloyd Bentsen, Sr., 
arrived in the Rio Grande Valley 
at age 24 in 1918 to improve his 
fortunes. He arrived penniless 
and grew to become one of the 
most important businessmen 
and ranchers in the region.

The future senator grew up 
on his father’s ranch until he 
graduated high school. He at­
tended the Gniversity of Texas, 
earning a law degree by 1942. 
With America fighting World War 
11, he enlisted in the G. S. Army 
Air Force and rose to command 
a squadron of B-24 bombers. 
He flew thirty-five missions and 
earned the Distinguished Fly­
ing Cross. He was honorably 
discharged after the war as a 
lieutenant colonel but would 
serve in the reserves from 1950 
to 1959.

He returned to Hidalgo Coun­
ty and won election as county 
judge for Hidalgo County in 
1946. He was elected to Con­
gress in 1948, unopposed in 
each of three terms. He was 
a respected figure in Congress 
and worked closely with Speaker 
of the House Sam Rayburn, a 
fellow Texan. With a wife and 
growing family, Bentsen stepped 
down from Congress in 1955 and 
started a successful insurance 
company in Houston and also 
served on the board of directors 
of several energy companies.

In 1970, Bentsen re-entered 
politics, challenging liberal Sen. 
Ralph Yarbrough in the Demo­
cratic Primary. Bentsen scored 
a surprise win in the hard-fought 
contest. In spite of the divisive 
primary, Yarbrough endorsed 
Bentsen in the fall contest, the 
Democrats united, and Bentsen 
went on to win against George
H. W. Bush with a comfortable 
53% of the vote.

In 1975, Bentsen announced 
a run for president. However,

his efforts faltered and lost the 
Democratic nomination to for­
mer Georgia governor Jimmy 
Carter. Nevertheless, Bentsen’s 
career rebounded and he won 
re-election easily in 1976 and 
1982.

He was a moderate politically. 
He supported civil rights, envi­
ronmental protection, and the 
Equal Rights Amendment, while 
promoting deregulation and 
business interests. His expertise 
in business and finance was rec­
ognized by both parties. In 1983, 
he became chairman of the Joint 
Economic Committee. By 1987, 
Bentsen had become chairman 
of the influential Senate Finance 
Committee, a position he would 
hold for six years.

Gov. Michael Dukakis of Mas­
sachusetts won the Democratic 
nomination for president in 1988 
and quickly chose Bentsen as 
his running mate. It would be 
a rematch of sorts from 1970, 
but on a national scale, as 
George H. W. Bush won the 
Republican nomination. The 
Dukakis campaign, however, 
quickly faltered after a series of 
missteps. In the vice-presidential

debate, Bentsen uttered one of 
the memorable lines of the whole 
campaign. Then-lndiana Sen. 
Dan Quayle attempted to com­
pare his experience to President 
John F. Kennedy when Bentsen 
replied, “I knew Jack Kennedy. 
Jack Kennedy was a friend of 
mine. Senator, you’re no Jack 
Kennedy.”

As much as his performance 
in the debate and on the cam­
paign trail energized Democrats 
nationally, the ticket was de­
feated that November and Bush 
became president. In spite of 
the defeat in the presidential 
election, Bentsen was able to 
win re-election to the Senate at 
the same time.

In 1993, President Bill 
Clinton appointed him as Secre­
tary of the Treasury. He reigned 
in 1994 as his health began to 
decline. He was awarded the 
Presidential Medal of Freedom 
for his service in 1999. He died 
at his home in Houston in 2006.

Brown Recluse Spider
Ahh, Halloween. During the 

weeks leading up to this fall holi­
day, our minds are inundated by 
images that range from creepy 
to downright horrifying. Many of 
these images that bring about 
fear incorporate animals that 
many people consider terrifying, 
including bats, rats, wolves, 
snakes, and probably the most 
feared: Spiders. And one species 
that is found in west Texas is 
among the most feared -  the 
Brown Recluse.

The Brown Recluse belongs 
to the family Sicariidae, or the 
Six-eyed Sicariid Spiders. Six­
eyed Sicariid Spiders are a large 
and diverse family of spiders 
with approximately one hun­
dred twenty something species 
that can be found in all of this 
planet’s temperate regions. This 
group is represented in Texas 
by one genera with five species.
However, the most familiar and 
most feared member of these 
species is the Brown Recluse,
Loxosceles reclusa.

The Brown Recluse, like other 
species of arachnids, has a body 
that consists of two parts (the 
cephalothorax and the abdo­
men) as well as the customary 
eight legs. Overall, this species 
of spider is rather drab in color­
ation, for as the common name 
implies, the dorsal coloration 
of adults is primarily brown, 
although their color can range 
from tan to almost a pale yellow.
Oftentimes, the abdomen is 
darker than the cephalothorax.
There are very few distinctive 
markings on the backside, save 
for a dark blotch that superficially 
resembles a violin. This violin 
shaped marking starts right 
behind the eyes and extends 
towards the abdomen, with the 
neck of the violin pointing back­
ward. This violin shaped marking 
is also the source of the common 
name “Fiddleback Spider”. Oc­
casionally there is a darker line 
that extends along the midline 
of the abdomen, although this 
is not always the case.

It is a rather small species of 
spider, with males having a 
body length of just one third of 
an inch. Females are ever so 
slightly larger, and both sexes 
have a leg-span that approaches 
one inch.

Callahan County's jobless  
rate falls to 4.4% In Septem ber
The unemployment rate in 

Callahan County dropped two- 
tenths of one percent to 4.4% 
in September 2016, according 
to jobless figures released Fri­
day, October 21st by the Texas 
Workforce Commission. The 
unemployment rate in Callahan 
County one year ago in Septem­
ber 2015 was 4.2 percent.

Callahan County's unemploy­
ment rate was 4.6% in August, 
2016.

Previous monthly jobless rates 
in Callahan County included: 
4.7%in June, 2016,3.9% in May, 
3.9% in April, 4.3% in March, 4.2% 
in February, 4.2% in January 
2016, 4.4% in December 2015, 
4.4% in November, 4.3% in Octo­
ber, and 4.2% in September 2015, 
according to the unemployment 
figures.

Big Country area counties, bor­
dering Callahan County, and the 
counties' unemployment rates 
for September 2016 include: 
Brown, 4.5%; Coleman, 6.2%; 
Eastland, 5.4%; Jones, 6.6%; 
Runnels, 4.9%; Shackelford, 
4.0%; Stephens, 5.7%; and Taylor 
County, 4.0%.

The Abilene MSA (Metropolitan 
Statistical Area) unemployment 
rate, which includes Taylor, Cal­
lahan and Jones Counties, stood 
at 4.2% in September, 2016, 
according to the Texas Workforce 
Commission. The Abilene MSA 
Combined Labor Force is 76,400. 
There were 73,200 employed 
during August 2016, while 3,200 
were unemployed, giving the 
Abilene MSA an unemployment 
rate of 4.2%.

The Abilene MSA reported 
the workforce was 75,600 in 
August, 2016. Total employ­
ment of 72,400 was reported 
in August2016, while 3,200, or 
4.2% were unemployed in August 
2016.

Murder Conviction rate within 
Callahan County is 100% 
for the last four years
Things have happened this 

month that have made me 
very, very proud to be a citizen 
of Callahan County. I was born 
and raised in Callahan County. 
I went away for about 35 years 
to pursue a law enforcement 
career and returned home as 
soon as I retired.

I ran for and was elected to 
be the Sheriff of the greatest 
county inTexas.Thatfeeling of 
pride in Callahan County was 
reinforced Monday afternoon 
October 17, 2016. when 
the twelve Callahan County 
Jurors returned a guilty verdict 
on all three charges of murder, 
robbery and theft of a firearm. 
The twelve jurors deliberated 
about 3 hours before bringing 
in a verdict of guilty.
Our Callahan County Attorney 
Shane Deel did a great job of 
presenting his case to the Jury 
and in presenting his closing 
statement. Investigator Tee 
Barton and the rest of Shane's 
department also, deserve 
credit.

Even though the Sheriff's 
Departmemt was short 2 
deputies during the trial, 
and we had a major animal 
shelter raid, rescue and 
recovery in progress on FM 
603 west of Clyde during the 
time, plus many other calls 
during the days of the trial,we 
still managed to cover the 
courtroom with 2 Deputies 
present at all times. Part time

Court Bailiff Randy Havens, 
Retired Texas Ranger Bob 
Favor, and Chief Deputy Rick 
Jowers, and 1 made sure that 
there were two law enforcement 
Officers at the trial at all times.

The female defendant was 
out on bond. The m ale 
defendant was housed in 
the Taylor County Jail and 
Deputy Jowers brought him to 
the Callahan County Jail 
the day the trial started. He 
stayed in the Callahan County 
Jail during the trial and the 
night after sentencing. After 
the verdict of guilty, the

female was booked in by the 
dispatcher/jailers and moved to 
Shackelford. County Jail right 
after the trial. The next day 
the male was taken to the 
Taylor County Jail. They will 
be moved to prison as soon at 
the state calls for them.
There have been 4 murders in 
Callahan County during the 4 
year 1 have been Sheriff. The 
first murder was committed 
by one person and he was in 
Taylor County Jail almost a 
year before pleading guilty and 
going to prison.

The second murder was 
committed by two people and 
they stayed in Taylor County 
Jail a longtime before going to 
prison. There were four people 
charged in the third murder and 
it was almost a year before the 
last of the four defendants went 
to a Texas State Prison.
There were two people charged 
in the fourth murder before 
they were found guilty by this 
awesome Callahan -County 
Jury. Tuesday, October 18th 
they were sentenced to 40 
years in a Texas Department 
of Corrections facility. This 
makes a total of nine people 
charged with and sentenced 
to prison on murder charges 
in Callahan County. Of those 
nine only one was a citizen of 
Callahan County,

The other eight who were 
charged with murder were 
from Abilene and came here 
to Callahan County to commit 
the murders.
I am sure that most outlaws 

and criminals seldom read the 
Sheriff Corner in the Callahan 
County newspapers, but I 
do know that they read and 
participate on Facebook.

I encourage all Facebook 
users to spread the word that 
law enforcement is active 
in Callahan County and our 
county is not the place to come 
to for criminal activity. The 
risk of being caught and found 
guilty is high.
In Callahan County criminals 

will be vigorously investigated 
by law enforcement. Evidence 
will be presented and then the 
court process will begin. The 
conviction rate for murder 
within Callahan County is 100% 
for the last four years.

Calls to the BBB & reports 
to BBB Scam Tracker (www. 
bbb.org/scamtracker ) have 
fallen dramatically following 
a police raid on multiple call 
centers In Mumbai India earlier 
this month. The midnight raid 
in India found over 700 center 
employees engaged in calling 
US Tax Payers and threating 
them with lawsuits, fines, even 
arrests if they did not pay back 
taxes they supposedly owed. 
The 24/7 call center generated 
millions of robo calls into tbe 
US. The robo call gave a “call 
back” number the taxpayer 
was to call to take care of a 
faked problem. These call 
back numbers changed on a

daily basis, sometimes hourly. 
Indian police seized large 
computer servers, hard drives, 
and phone equipment they also 
arrested 70 that were charged 
with fraud and other crimes.

The IRS scam also known 
as the IRS Scam has been the 
top scam reported to BBB for 
the past several years. Before 
the raid in India, BBB received 
dozens of reports on the IRS 
Scam on the daily basis. There 
are many local taxpayers that 
have Iost_ money in this scam. 
BBB urges anyone that may 
have lost money to report the 
loss to the Treasury Inspector 
General for Tax Administration

Follow these tips to avoid 
jury service scams

A U S T IN  -  A s  T e x a s  
celebrates Jury Appreciation 
Week the first week in May, the 
State Bar of Texas Jury Service 
Committee wants to educate 
the public on how to avoid jury 
duty scams.

Jury Appreciation Week is 
dedicatedtohonoringthosewho 
give of their time to participate 
in our judicial system. The 
Jury Service Committee wants 
residents to be aware that, 
across the state, people are 
being targeted by phone calls 
and emails, threatening them 
with prosecution for failing to 
comply with jury service in 
federal or state courts. These 
calls and emails are fraudulent 
and not connected with U.S. or 
Texas state courts.

During a typical scam call, 
victims are told that a warrant 
was issued for their arrest 
because they failed to appear 
for jury duty. The caller then ' 
asks the victim to “verify” 
personal information, such as 
their date of birth and Social 
Security number. In other 
cases, scammers go further and 
ask that the victim pay a fine 
over the phone to avoid arrest. 
Victims are pressured to provide 
a credit card number or other 
payment information.

According to a recent notice 
from  the Better Business 
Bureau of Southeast Texas, 
the jury duty scam is the 
latest in a series of identity 
theft schemes where criminals 
try to get people to reveal 
personal information over 
the phone. Victims are often 
caught off guard and, given 
the nature of the call, provide 
the information, the Better' 
Business Bureau reported.

T o  help  p ro tec t T ex a s  
residents, the State Bar o f 
Texas Jury Service Committee 
compiled the following tips from 
federal and state courts, the 
Better Business Bureau, and 
Consumer Reports. Remember 
that:

• Courts will not call you 
about jury duty. Legitimate jury 
notices will come by mail, even

if you missed your assigned 
time to report to jury duty.

• Courts will not ask you for 
personal information over the 
phone or require you to provide 
sensitive information such as 
Social Security or credit card 
numbers by phohVor email.

• Scam m ers can mask
their identity. Be aware that 
criminals may use software to 
disguise their phone numbers 
and make it appear that their 
calls are originating from your 
local courthouse or police 
department. Don’t trust your 
caller ID! '

• Courts will not call .you 
asking for money. If you receive 
a call from someone claiming 
to be a court official asking for 
money for missing jury duty, 
hang up and report the scam 
to your local police department.

If you receive a call or email 
of the type described above, 
report it to your local, police" 
department. Any questions 
about jury service should be 
directed to your local district 
clerk.
