The Texas Hlstory Minute

Part Il of John Wesley Hardin Profile

John Wesley Hardin was one
of the most violent figures of a
. violent age. Born in Bonham to

- aMethodist preacherin 1853, he

quickly moved to a life of crime.

By the time he was 18, he killed
" perhaps eight people. This was

only the beginning of a bloody

career as a gunfighter.
- He escaped Texas authorities

“in 1871 after killing the Waco
town marshal and found work
on a cattle drive. According to
several sources, he engaged in
several gunfights with would-be
cattle thieves that left maybe
five men dead before arriving

in Kansas.

It was August 1871 that saw
one of his most notorious kill-
ings. He was in Abilene, Kan-
sas, then a notoriously riotous .
trailhead town. He had fallen

-~ into a drunken stupor after a

. night of gambling and retired
to a hotel room for the night.
‘A neighbor in the room next
door started snoring loudly, the
- noise reverberating through
the thin walls. Hardin started
. shouting at the man about his
: snoring, to no avail. Still drunk,
. Hardin pulled out his guns and
. started firing through the walls,
shooting the snoring man in
the head, killing him instantly.

" . Hardin then jumped out of his

second-story window to avoid
arrest, stole a horse, and then
rode back to Texas.

Two months later, he found
himself in another gunfight with
two Texas state policemen, kill-
ing one and wounding another.
" He claimed to have killed three

members of a posse near Austin.

After several more gunfights, he

injured another state policeman

near Hemphill in July 1872. In

August, he was shot after an

argument over a poker hand in

Trinity. Once his identity was

confirmed by local authorities,
. he was arrested but accidental-

ly shot while in custody. After
recovering from his injuries, he
escaped the county jail and was
on the run again.

In May 1874, he killed Dep-

uty Sheriff Charles Webb in
a saloon in the central Texas
~ town of Comanche. The killing
enraged townspeople, resulting
in the lynching of Hardin’s own
brother as he escaped from
Brown County to Florida. Texas
authorities set a large reward for
his capture. Hardin was on the

~ " run for nearly three years before

Texas Rangers captured himon
a train in Pensacola in August
1877. Rangers knocked him
unconscious and dragged him

-

back to Texas for trial. This
time, there would be no escape.

He was found guilty in June’

1878 and sentenced to 25 years
in prison, a surprisingly light
sentence for the time. He served
his time at the state prison in
Huntsville, and tried and failed

several times to escape. In spite .

of his crimes, he studied law
and theology and eventually ran
the prison Sunday School. In
February 1894, he was released
for good behavior, though he
still had eight years left on his
sentence.

After his release, he plotted his
next career move and somehow
decided that becoming an attor-
ney was the best fit. He passed
the barexam and moved to Gon-
zales.. He left shortly afterward

“'whenhe shota man on a $5 bet.

His next move was to El Paso
where he spent time scrambling
for money in poker games and
trying to find law clients.

In August 1895, his girlfriend
was arrested in El Paso police
officer John Selman, Jr., on a
charge of possession of a firearm
within the city limits. Hardin
angrily confronted Selman and
supposedly pistol-whipped him.
The next day, Selman’s father,
John Selman, Sr., had his own
argument with Hardin over the
incident. The elder Selman had

his own problems with the law
and had killed a number of men
in his own gunfights. Hours
later, finding out that Hardin
was gambling at the local Acme
Saloon, Selman walked in and
shot Hardin in the back of the

head. He was quietly buried in -

El Paso the next day.

In the end, the man who lived

by the gun died by the gun.
As for Selman, he escaped
conviction but was killed in a
gunfight with a d. S. Marshal
the next year.

Since Hardin’s death, many
studies have been done on his
wild career. Hardin recounted
his own life in a book that was
published posthumously in
1895. Asin life, so many details
of his career were embellished
or could never be verified. The
1956 film The Lawless Breed
was loosely based on Hardin’s
autobiography. He was also

featured in Texas writer Larry . |
McMurtry’s The Streets of Laredo

in 1993. More than a century
after Hardin’s death, he still
draws fascination over a life as
a gunman that left more than
two dozen people dead.

Concert is held on the Capitol
lawn. Patriotic parades and
ceremonies occur throughout
the country. The National
Moment of Remembrance Act
passed by Congress requests
that we pause at 3 pm to
remember our fallen heroes.
The American flag' is
customarily raised to the top
of the staff in the morning
and lowered to half-staff until
noon when it is returned to
full staff for the rest of the
day. Lowering to half-staff
represents remembrance of
those fallen. Return to full staff
symbolizes their memory being
raised by the living who resolve
not to let their sacrifice be in
vain, but to rise up for them
and fight for liberty and justice.
The most unique Memorial
Day celebration in Callahan
County takes place at historic
Belle Plaine Cemetery 8 miles
south of Baird off of US
Highway 283. This pioneer
cemetery was established in the
1870s by Belle Plaine settlers on
a solitary hill overlooking the
ruins of old Belle Plaine city. The
9 acre cemetery was deeded
to the county by the Texas &
Pacific Railroad in 1884 and
is maintained by the non-
profit Belle Plaine Cemetery
Association composed of local
volunteers. The oldest marked
grave is dated 1878, but there
are unmarked graves that may
date earlier. Those buried there
are county pioneer settlers and
their descendants, including
Civil War, World War | & I,
Korean War, Cuban Crisis
and Vietnam War veterans.
It is an official state historical
site designated by the Texas
Historical Commission. County
residents may be buried
there upon approval of the

Association.

A memorial stone at the
cemetery entrance is dedicated
to the Belle Plaine pioneers. It is
inscribed with this poem by the
late Callahan County rancher
and descendant of Belle Plaine
settlers, Jack Flores, Jr.:

“As fade the leaf and morning
flower

so fades our lives each
passing hour

as dews that melt before the
sun

so pass our lives one by one ”

The town of Belle Plaine
(French for “beautiful prairie”)
was founded by pioneerfamilies
who came west and settled
this frontier prairie land of the
buffalo, rattlesnake, cactus,
mesquite and Comanche. It
was the first official county
seat of Callahan County as
well as home of one of the
area's first colleges. From 1865
until 1885, the Western Trail
(or Texas Trail) for longhorn
cattle trail drives that began in
South Texas and ended at the
northern rail-heads in Dodge
City (KS), Ogallala (NB) and
Fort Union (ND) came through
Belle Plaine. In 1883, the Texas
& Pacific Railroad construction
west was routed through Baird
and the county seat changed to
Baird. By 1909, Belle Plaine had
declined with most residents
relocating to Baird.

For the past 35 years, the Belle
Plaine Cemetery Association
has hosted an annual Memorial
Day gathering, ceremony and
meal to honor all deceased
veterans who sacrificed their
lives in the service of our
country. It is open to the public,
admission is free and there
is convenient parking. The
ceremony will begin promptly
at 11 am on Monday, May 29th.

You are requested to please
arrive and be parked by 10:30
am. The festivities will include a
flag raising ceremony by local
veterans, national anthem &
military music, a “missing man”
formation flyover by vintage
aircraft, the western “riderless
horse” tradition (photo),:a
historical presentation on
Callahan County Brands .&
Branding, fine home-cooked
“pot-luck” food and desserts
with drinks, and plenty of
patriotic fellowship. It is . a
definite “bucket list” item for
West Texas. :

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Texans urged to prepare for
hurricane season now

AUSTIN - In advance of the
2017 hurncane\eason the
Texas Department of Public
Safety (DPS) is urging Texans
to begin making plansto protect
themselves and their families.
Hurricane season begins June
1 and continues through

. Nov. 30, and Texas Governor

Greg Abbott has proclaimed
this week, May 7-13, to be
Hurricane Preparedness Week.

“The impending hurricane
season presents the potential for
powerful storms and dangerous
conditions across the state
that could endanger lives and
cause extensive damage -
something many. Texans have
already endured this year,” said
Governor Abbott. “I encourage
all residents to be mindful of
the dangers, closely monitor
weather warnings in their
areas and always comply with
evacuation orders issued by
local officials.”

All Atlantic and Gulf of Mexico
coastal areas are subject to
hurricanes or tropical storms.
It is possible for a storm to
severely impact our state, even
prior to or without making direct
landfall in Texas. Additionally,
the rainbands associated
with a tropical system have

an extremely wide reach, so
monitoring changing weather
conditions during hurricane
season is critically important for
all Texans.

“Early preparation can be
the difference between life
and death when hurricanes or
severe weather occur, and it
is crucial for Texans to begin
preparing for future storms
now,” said DPS Director Steven
McCraw. “DPS urges all Texans
- not just residents living in
coastal areas - to develop a
hurricane plan and assemble
an emergency kit in case of a
disaster.”

Hurricanes can cause
catastrophic damage to
coastlines, and winds can
vary from 74 to 157 miles per
hour (or higher). In addition,
hurricanes and tropical storms
can. also spawn tornadoes,
create dangerous coastal water
conditions, including storm
surges along the coast, and
cause extensive damage from
flooding.

Here are several measures
residents can take now to
prepare for potential storms:

* Assemble an emergency
kit that includes essential
documents, supplies and

provisions.

* Review hurricane evacuation
maps, and select a route for you
and your family.

* Plan how all family members

and pets will evacuate safely.
* Consider any special needs

for individuals with disabilities

or the elderly.

* Stay informed about
changing weather conditions in
and around your area.

Celebrating 100 years of
Ellington Field in Houston

A lot has changed in Houston,
Texas over the past 100 years.

For one, the city’s population
is now about seventeen times
what it was in 1917. We've
found better ways to beat
the year-round heat than
300-pound blocks of ice,
thankfully. And you don’t
see too many horses and
buggies riding down Houston’s
Westheimer Road anymore.

But one institution that has
stood the test of time, and
is still up-and-running on its
100th anniversary this month,
is Houston’s Ellington Field--
and you could say its history is
the story of a lifetime.
~Ellington Field -was -built--in
May of 1917 - just weeks
after the United States entered
World War | - when the War
Department purchased 1,280
acres of land south of Houston.
The location was chosen for its
favorable flight conditions. It
would soon be the site of a first-
class pilot training base to meet
the rising demand for mllltary
pilots in Europe.

The 120th Aero Squadron was
transferred from San Antonio’s
Kelly Field to Ellington Field,
and civilian pilots were brought
in from across the nation to
train America’s newest airmen
for battle. They trained quickly
and efficiently, and returned
home from Europe as victors
of the Great War.

The end of the war threatened
the deactivation of Ellington
Field, but it wasn’t long before
another unit took advantage of
the prime real estate. In 1923,
when the War Department
authorized the Texas National
Guard to establish its first
aviation squadrons, the 111th
‘Observation Squadron -- tasked

' with mapping, photography,

and reconnaissance support
for the U.S. 36th Infantry

Division -- found its home on
the runways of Ellington Field.
When “Houston’s Own”
111th Squadron moved west
to smoother runways at the
newly-built Houston Municipal
Airport in 1927 (known today
as Houston Hobby), Ellington
Field became obsolete.
Prairie grass grew so tall over
Ellington’s runways that the
War Department resorted to
leasing the land to cattle grazers
for revenue. :
But the rise of the Second
World War created new demand
for pilots, navigators, and
bombardiers - and required
top-notch training facilities to
get them ready for battle fast.
Onceagain Houston’sfavorable
flight conditions, and the
desire to protect the area’s oil
refineries that fueled war efforts,
brought the War Department’s
focus back to Ellington Field.
The government still owned
the abandoned base, and
Houston’s rapid growth had
made Ellington Field more
accessible by highway and rail.
Once again, Ellington Field
became a premiere flight

training facility, home to

the U.S. Army Air Corps’
Bombardment Academy of
the Air. Its well-trained pilots
again returned home victorious
and were so essential to the
war effort that they led the
United States to establish an
independent U.S. Air Force.

As a reflection of the U.S.
commitment to the Air Force,
Ellington Field became
Ellington Air Force Base. lts
buildings and runways were
renovated for a fleet of larger
and heavier aircraft, and it
became the new home to the

Civil Air Patrol, a public service .

unit centered on emergency
service missions such as search
and rescue and disaster relief.
Soon, the U.S. was ready for
a new type of flight. In the
early 1960s, NASA officials

traveled the nation to survey
locations to house their new
astronaut training complex,
and they came to the same

conclusion the War Department -

did 45 years earlier: the
Houston climate was perfect
for flight training. That, along
with Houston’s infrastructure,
access to deep-water ports,

and its first-class universities, .

led them to choose Houston
as their new headquarters,
and Ellington Air Force Base
as their new astronaut flight
training facility. It's where Neil
Armstrong trained to maneuver
in low-gravity zones, withstand
G-forces, and even plant
an American flag before he
became the first man to land

on the moon in 1969. And it’s.
_now supporting NASA’s ' next

great mission: landing a human
on Mars.

Today, on Ellington Field’s
100th anniversary, it is one of
the few World War | installations
still in use. It just became
one of only ten FAA licensed
commercial spaceports in the
United States. taccommodates
NASA,
airports, and the Ellington Joint
Reserve Base boasts the unique
distinction of serving all five
branches of the U.S. military -
Air Force, Army, Navy, Marine
Corps, and Coast Guard.

For a century, Ellington Field
has been a second home to
those leading U.S. aviation and
space exploration, defending
democracy across the globe,
and providing hope and
support to Amerlcans after
natural disasters. | am proud
to commend its 100 years of
meaningful service.

Department on April 4, 1917, .

the earliest incarnation of
the Texas Department of

Transportation was tasked -

with a challenge that continues
today - there’s a lot of ground
to cover in Texas.

In its first nine months, the
Texas Highway Department
registered nearly 200,000

automobiles and drew the first

official map showing the routes
of 8,865 miles of improved
roadways that would tie Texas
together.

As Texas grew, so did the’

department’s responsibilities.
In the 1970s, its scope would
stretch beyond roads and
highways to local and regional
public transit providers.
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Throughout the 1990s and
2000s, the agency was
assigned additional duties,
including aviation and railroads
along with ports and waterways.
It also was given a new identity
- the Texas Department of
Transportation, or TxDOT for
short.

Today, TxDOT continues to
address the state’s ongoing and
growing transportation needs.
From its humble beginnings
of 10 employees and a 1918

construction project creating a_

20-mile road between Falfurrias
and Encino to the world’s first
precast network arch bridge
in Fort Worth, TxDOT has
grown into one of the state's
largest agencies with more
than 11,000 team members
maintaining 80,000 miles of
Texas roadways.

"Click It or Ticket" Enforcement Period
started Monday and ends'June 4th

If you're not wearing a seat
belt, today is probably not the
day to be on the road! That's
because the Texas Department
of Transportation's annual
"Click It or Ticket" enforcement
campaign is starting.

It lasts for two weeks and ends
June 4th. Law enforcement
officers across the state will be
actively ticketing drivers and
passengers who are not buckled
up. Also subject to ticketing are
people whose children are not
in the appropriate booster seat
of child passenger safety seat.

“Wearing a seat belt is the
single most important step you
can take to protect yourself in a
crash, andin Texasit’s thelaw,”
said TxDOT Executive Director
James Bass. “People make a

- lot of excuses for not buckling

up, but those excuses will not

save your life or prevent you
from getting a ticket. The fact
is, it only takes a few seconds
to buckle up and it could mean
the difference between life and
death.”

This is the 15th year for the
"Click It or Ticket" campaign
and since then, the National
Highway Traffic Safety
Administration estimated there
have been 5,068 fewer traffic
fatalities.

Although the decrease over
the last 15 years, in 2016 there
was increase of 9 percent of
people who died compared to
the year prior.

TxDOT said one in 10 Texans
are still not buckling up.
