If you don’t know who Izaak 
Walton was, that’s OK. If you 
don’t think a fisher’s life “is the 
best of any,” I hope you’ll keep 
'reading, 
i

lAr. Walton, an Englishman, 
published The Compleat Angler 
during the m id -1600 ’s, and 
continued revising it for a quarter 
of a century. It’s a classic about 
fly-fishing, and the people who 
pursued it. He, himself, was not 
a fishing expert, but like this 
writer, believed that you don’t 
have to know it all -- just need 
to know the people who do. But 
it also spoke of the need to live 
a good life, and he saw fishing 
as life- enriching.

Charles Lamb, another English 
writer who hung out with Samuel 
Coleridge (Rime of the Ancient 
Mariner), recommended The 
Compleat Angler to Coleridge, 
saying, “It would sweeten a 
man's temper at any time to 
read it.”

Fishing, in general, does that 
for me. It leads some to divorce; 
it has probably saved me from 
it. (Except once -- when I wasn’t 
fishing enough.) Let me tell you 
about some recent and future 
ways to sweeten your tem per... 
and life.

You may know Parks and 
Wildlife stocks 317,834 trout 
in many locations each winter. 
R ecent word from  TP W D  
announced that they had fish 
to spare and were still stocking 
at Blanco State Park (3 /2 ), Fort 
Boggy State Park (2 /27), River 
Park and Trinity Park in Ft. 
Worth (3 /1), and dam tailraces 
at Canyon Lake and Possum 
Kingdom Reservoir (3 /1).

The hatchery trout are exciting 
to catch on light tackle or fly-

fishing gear, and the daily limit is 
five. A fishing license is needed. 
For stocking locations, times, 
and other late stockings, call the 
hatcheries: A.E. Wood (512- 
353-0572), East Texas State 
Hatchery (4 0 9 -6 9 8 -2 0 5 2 ) ,  
Possum Kingdom Hatchery 
(940 -779 -2301). Good baits 
are small chunks of yellow 
cheese, salmon eggs, worms, 
or small spinnerbaits (1 /16  
ounce), or flies. The waters are 
still cold, and uncaught trout 
can live for a while after stocking 
in cold water.

If you want to know more 
about fly-fishing or maybe try 
to catch a few, those two sites 
in Ft. Worth stocked on Mar. 
1 are the site of Flyfish Texas 
on Saturday, March 10, from 
9-5. It’s on the Clear Fork of

the Trinity River, and 1,200 
pounds of trout were stocked, 
along with 3,000 pounds of 
native fish. This event is free, 
and will offer demonstrations, 
talks and tips, kid stuff, 
vendors and activities, food, 
beer, wine, live music, contests 
and prizes. It’s at 3100 Bryant 
Irvin Rd. in Ft. Worth. WWW. 
trwdflyfest.com.

The cold weather may cause 
the white bass run upstream 
from lakes to peak later than 
usual, TPWD says. Rains the 
past two years filled the lakes, 
and baitfish were abundant. 
Whites spawned aggressively. 
Fish now, but fishing could 
last into late April. The limit is 
25/day.

Anson Jones, the last President of Texas
Texas and the frontier attract­

ed many settlers who sought 
a chance to start over from 
frustrating failures in the East. 
Dr. Anson Jones, a physician, 
merchant, and teacher, saw his 
own life tumble to the brink of 
ruin. Jones worked his way up 
from his most desperate days, 
eventually becoming a respected 
diplomat and the fo i^h  elected 
president of the Texas Republic.

Jones was born in January 
1798 in Massachusetts. As a 
young man, Texas and politics 
were the furthest things from 
his mind. He initially trained to 
be a printer, but friends saw his 
insight and intelligence and en­
couraged him to pursue a career 
in medicine instead.

He traveled to New York, and 
even though hehad very little for­
mal education, he was granted a 
license by a local medical society 
and began practicing medicine in 
1820. Medical science was still 
primitive at the time, and there 
were few medical schools. Sim­
ply by proving his competency 
and skill, he was able to begin his 
medical career. However, Jones 
struggled financially for many 
years. He opened a pharmacy 
in addition to his practice in New 
York, but both ultimately failed.

He settled in Pennsylvania by 
1824 where he set up a new prac­
tice also opened up a one-room 
school. Jones continued to face 
legal problems because of his 
mounting debts. He worked off 
his bills and continued to study 
medicine, eventually earning a 
medical degree from Jefferson 
Medical College by 1827. He 
drifted down to New Orleans 
in 1832 and spent a year as a 
merchant. By this point, Jones 
was greatly frustrated with his 
life. His career as a doctor was 
in ruins, and his run as a mer­
chant left him nearly bankrupt. 
Friends encouraged him to move 
to Texas. With little left to lose, 
Jones moved once again to 
improve his fortunes.

Jones settled in Brazoria Coun­
ty, outside modern-day Houston 
in 1833 as relations between 
Texas settlers and the Mexican 
government disintegrated. Fi­
nally, his luck started to change. 
Few doctors were available in the 
area at the time, and his practice 
took off. He became a respect­
ed member of the community. 
In 1835, he was a delegate to 
the Consultation; a meeting of 
Texans to discuss their concerns 
about the actions of the Mexican 
government. When war erupt­
ed between;Texas and Mexico 
that fall, Jones openly spoke 
out'in favor O f independence 
and joined the Texas Army as 
a surgeon.

He was soon elected to the 
Texas Congress, representing 
Brazoria County. In June 1838, 
Texas President Sam Houston 
appointed Jones to become the 
Texas Ambassadorto the United 
States. Houston had pushed for 
annexation to theG. S., butfears 
of provoking war with Mexico 
and increasing concerns about 
adding more slave territory to the 
United States by adding Texas 
left annexation hopes in ruins. 
Houston reluctantly asked Jones 
to withdraw-the Texas petition 
for annexation.

Jones returned to Texas in 
1839 and found that he had 
been elected to the Senate. 
He became an active critic of 
Houston’s successor, Mirabeau 
B. Lamar. Houston asked Jones 
to run for vice-president in the 
1841 election, but he declined. 
Houston, however, believed 
in his skills and asked him to 
serve as secretary of state for his 
three-yearterm. With Houston’s 
second term in office, he was 
determined to make annexation 
a reality. He worked with Jones 
to develop a strategy to increase 
American interest in Texas once 
again. The two worked to cul­
tivate closer trade relations with 
England and France, provoking 
American fears of theirtwo trade 
rivals getting a foothold in Texas. 
American President John Tyler 
began working to secure an­

nexation by 1843, aggressively 
pursuing negotiations while 
more nations became interested 
in trade with Texas.

Annexation became major 
issues in the 1844 presidential 
elections in both Texas and the 
United States. Jones ran for the 
presidency against Vice-Presi­
dent Edward Burleson. Burleson 
accused Jones of opposing 
annexation because of the ex­
pansion of trade with Europe, 
accusing him of wanting Texas 
to be a puppet state to France 
and England. Jones knew that 
annexation was not assured 
as many politicians and aboli­
tionists rallied to block Texas 
entry into the Union. Houston 
endorsed Jones in the tight 
contest. In the end, Jones won 
the electior. with 7,037 votes 
overthe 5,668 cast for Burleson. 
Though the 55.4% for Jones was 
a decisive victory, it was the 
closest presidential election in 
the history of the Texas Republic.

Jones served as the last presi­
dent of Texas. He presided over 
the transition from independent 
nation to statehood. In 1844, 
he was at the peak of his ca­
reer, risen from the ashes of a 
difficult past.

Cross Plains' 2018 retail 
sales up 10% from 2017

The City of Cross Plains' one 
percent city sales tax payments 
in 2018 are just over ten percent 
higher than 2017, according to 
the Texas State Comptroller's 
office.

Texas State Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar reported the city's sales 
tax payment on Wednesday, 
March 7th.

Crdss Plains' 2018  sales 
tax payments for the year 
totaled $63,918.54, which is 
10.66 percent higher than the 
$57,757.61 in sales tax rebate 
payments collected in 2017.

The payment to the city for 
March 2018 was $19,284.84, 
which is 6.40 percent ahead of 
the payment of $18,123.81 in 
March 2017.

Texas Comptroller Glenn He­
gar announced today he will 
send cities, counties, transit 
systems and special purpose 
taxing districts $670.9 million 
in local sales tax allocations for 
March, 8.3 percent more than in 
March 2017. These allocations 
are based on sales made in Jan­
uary by businesses that report 
tax monthly.

Hegar sent Texas cities $431.4 
million in March 2018, which is 
higher by 7.6 percent compared 
to March 2017 and higher by 6.8 
percent year-to-date.

He reported $41.9 million in 
March 2018 allocations to Tex­
as counties, which is higher by
16.7 percent compared to March
2017 and higher by 14.5 percent 
year-to-date.

The Texas transit systems re­
ceived $150.5 million in March
2018 sales tax allocations, which 
is 4.8  percent higherthan March 
2017 and higher by 6.0 percent 
year-to-date.

Special Purpose Taxing Dis­
tricts received $47.0 million in 
March 2018 allocations, which is
20.7 percent higherthan March 
2017 and higher by 18.7 percent 
year-to-date.

Total sales tax allocations were 
$670.9 million in March 2018, 
which is 8.3 percent higherthan 
March 2017 and higher by 7.8 
percent year-to-date.

The sales tax figures represent 
monthly sales made in January 
by businesses that report tax 
monthly.

Other Callahan County towns 
reporting sales tax payments for 
this month include:

—The City of Baird reported 
that sales tax payments in 2018 
started the year 5.22 percent 
higher than the 2017 pay­
ments. The city has received 
$72,974.34 in 2018, while the 
2017 tax payments to the city 
totaled $69,351.16.

Baird's monthly payment for 
March 2018 was $23,886.71, 
which is 3.11 percent lower 
than the March 2017 payment 
of $24,653.84.

—The 2018 sales tax pay­
ments in the City of Clyde are 
5.58 percent higher than the 
payments made to the city in 
2017. The sales tax rebates for 
the City of Clyde have amount­
ed to $182,879.78 in 2018. 
The 2017 payments to the city 
during the same payment peri­
od were $173,199.06.

The City of Clyde's monthly 
payment for March 2018 was 
$47,449.74, which is 11.23 
percent higher than the pay­
ment of $42,657.15 made in 
March 2017.

—The City of Putnam reported 
the 2018 payments to the town 
totaled $1 ,902 .46 , which is 
lower by 8.93 percent from the 
2017 payments to the city in the 
amount of $2,089.07.

Putnam's tax payment for 
the month of March 2018 was 
$595.92, which is 9.34 percent 
higher than the March 2017 
payment of $545.00.

Merchants collect the state 
and local sales tax and send 
it to the Comptroller's office 
with their tax returns. The state 
keeps its 6 1/4% share and 
returns the local one percent 
sales tax each month to the 
local governments. Cities and 
counties may levy a combined 
tax of up to two percent above 
the state's sales tax.

Clyde businesses collect 
2.00%, including one percent 
for the City of Clyde, one-half 
of one percent for the Clyde 
Economic Development Corpo­
ration and one half of one per­
cent to reduce property taxes 
(Proceeds to benefit the Clyde 
Volunteer Fire Department).

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in 
local sales taxes, of which 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city 
and 1.00% is allocated for eco­
nomic development in the town.

Baird collects 2.00% in local 
sales tax of which 1.00% is 
allocated to the city, 0.50% is 
allocated to the community's 
economic development corpo­
ration and 0.50% of one percent 
to reduce property taxes.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo­
cal sales tax of which all 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and 
may be used for any legal city 
or county expenses. Most areas 
put the money in their General 
Fund and use it for normal 
operations like fire fighting, 
maintaining roads and law 
enforcement, the Comptroller 
said. Some cities use up to an 
additional one percent of city 
sales tax to help fund local 
economic development and to 
reduce property taxes.
