Vastly increased volume of busi-
ness for the county USDA war board,
County Farm Transporta-
tion Committee, Securry County
Farm Machinery Committee, county
RAAC lean agency, the local Office
of Defense Transportation made the
move from the courthouse basement
to larzer quarters on the square's

Previous to this week's move to
larger quanters, Scwrry County's
Triple A office had been located in
the courthouse since beginning of
the AAA program in 1933.

When the AAA program was in-
augurated in 1933, the offices were
located on the second floor, where
the Justice of the Peace office is
now located. The county AAA of-
fices were moved to the basement
of tha courthouse, southwest corner,
in February of 1938.

Martin building on the square’s

southeast corner not only furnishes
twice as much room for adminis-
trative and office work, but fur-
nishes a balcony in the back of the
structure where war board mectings,
AAA gatherings and cother essential
mestings may be held in privacy,
and separate from the Triple A
office.

Increasing volume of business for
the Agricultural Adjustment Ad-
ministration, as the government’s
biggest spending agency in Scurry
County, may be reflected in the
fact community AAA committeemen
have been increased in number from
nine to 27.

Prior to this week's move, offices
of the county azricultural agent,

Slaughtering of
Meat Animals to
Be Licensed Soon

Effective April 1, butchers, local
slaughtering plants and farm
slaughterers will be licensed, the
Scurry County USDA 'War Board re-
ports. Larze scale “black market”
operations make it necessary to cons
trol the slaughter of livestock.

Withy inereased livestock numbers
and resulting high prices for meat
products of all types, “black mar-
kets"” are said to now be operating
in this and other sections of the
state

Effective April 1, permits will be
required for slaughter of livestock
for sale and by dealers and agents
engaged in the purchase and sale
of livestock. Both orders will become
effective at midnight on March 31.

Slaughtering for home use, ex-
clusively, will not require permits,
the county war board announces.
Numerous inquiries have been re-
ceived recently wregarding home
slaughtering.

Under terms of the slaughter or-
der, the person who owns live-
stock at the time of slaughter is
considered the slauzhterer--regard-
lesd of whether he does the slaugh-
tering. Thus, a person who slaugh-
ters for hire, or on a custom basis,
is not affected by the order—except
as the order affects the person for
whom he slaughters.

Here's the definition of slaughter-
ers and butchers, as it will apply in
the licensing after April 1.

“Lecal slaughterers” will include
all persons who in 1941 slaughtered
livestock with a total live weight
in excess of 300,000 pounds, or more,
and who are not registered as “quota
slaughterers” under meat restric-
tion order No. 1

“Buichers” include all persons
other than farm slaughterers who
in 1942 slaughtered livestock with a
total live weight of not more than
300.000 pounds.

“Farm slaughterers” include all
Hsident farm operators who in
1941 delivered meat from the
slaughter of livestock having a to-
tal live weizht of not more than
10,000 pounds.

Deadline for Permits

To Slaughter Passed

Wednesday became a mighty im-
portant date with Scurry County
farmers who slaughter meat for sale.
Wednesday marked the deadline for
obtaining slaughter permits from
the Scurry County USDA War
Board

S. L. Terry, chairman of the
county war board, points out that
all persons whp slaughter animals
for delivery of meat had to obtain
permits. This regulation is due,
Terry says, to keep th; “black mar-
ket meat racket” out of this trade
zone.

Of Deep Snow in
Wyoming Country

Alberta Sturgeon, daughter of Mr,
and Mrs. Warren Sturgeon, who live
between Snyder and Hermleizh, de-
clares, in a letter to her parents,
that Scurry County has been hav-
ing “mild” winter weather recently,
Alberta, a graduate of Snyder
Schools and Texas University, is
teaching high school English at
Rock Springs, Wyoming, and writes
as follows:

“A group of us went on a week-
end trip about 75 miles from Rock
Springs, and struck veritable moun~
tains of snow. There are mountains
of pines, and many houses are com-
pletely covered over with snow.

“We stood, for instance, on the
roof of a house on the way up a
mountain. Snow plows keep the
mads open, and at Teion Pass snow
is from 15 to 20 feet deep.

“The road is much like Pike's
Peak, except not so frightening. Here
one sees walls of snow on each side
which has the appearance of marble
Those who operate snow plows can-
not see the roads—they just have
to feel for them.

“We find that the government is
feeding elk through the winter,
since there is so much snow the ani.
mals cannot obtain food otherwise,
We saw 4500 elk in one herd the
government is feeding with hay
and cottonseed cake.

“On our week-end trip we went
over Teton Pass and on to Victor,
Idaho. This country is simply lovely,
with pothing for miles but snow
without a blot on it. Temperatures
stay down around zero for days at
a time,” Alberta concludes.

THE PRESS—-VITAL IN WAR
If one wishes to test the truth of what Congressman
Halleck said about newspapers being “essential and
vital factors in the winning of the war,” one has only
to think back over the last few months and ask what
the country would have done without newspapers.

How much scrap metal, rubber, fats and other waste |
materials would have been collected? How well would |
the government bond selling campaign have gone over? |
Just where would the country have been in its slow‘
awakening to its precarious position in a world torn |
by the efforts of international gangsters to ee)tabush|
global domination? Estimates might vary, but cer-!
tainly none of them could fall below the appraisal
of “essential.”

The first esscntial of a democracy, especially one '
going through a war or any other great crisis, is a
wide-open medium of information. If the newspaperI
press of this country does mot serve that purpose,
what does? Of course, the press may not always
serve as efficiently, as faithfully or even as patriotic-
ally as it should. The press is about the most human
institution in our national make-up. |

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It is believed O. C. Hess of the
Pyron community has set a prece-
dent in the construction of terraces
with farm equipment, according to
H. M. Murphy, supervisor of the Up-
per Colorado Soil Conservation Dis-
trict.

Hess, desiring to hold all . the
waler that falls on his apparently
level farm with breoad base level
terraces which he could cultivate
with his four-row tractor set about
figuring out how he could dé this
job with the equipment he had.

By using a six-foot one-way with
U8-inch dises and a heavy duty
four-row tractor here is how he did
the jcb:

The first round was made keeping
the first disc on the one-way 12 to
1§ inches from the terrace line which
is to b: the ridge of the terrace
when oomplete. Placing the right
rear waeel of the tractor in dead
furrow each time, he continued plow-
ing out five rounds. Coming back to
the center, he placed the right rear
wheel just inside the loose dirt mov-
ed on first round, then plowed out
five more rounds. Coming back
again 1o the center and azain plac-
ing the rizht riar wheel of his trac-
tor just inside the loose dirst al-
ready moved toward the center, he
plowed another series of six rounds,
This time dirt was lapped in the
center, giving about six inohes height
to the terrace. The sixth round in
this series was plowed to avoid cre-
ating too deep a channel on either
side of the terrace.

[He came back again to the center,
placed the right rear wheel squarely
on top of terrace ridge and plowed
out six more rounds. ‘This series of
six rounds added about three more
inches height to the terrace, bring-
ing the total heizht to nine inches,
but left it peaked. Another series
of six rounds was plowed, beginning
with right rear wheel just below
the praked ridge and adjusting the
plew so as to make the terrace uni-
form and smooth. By coming again
to the center and again placing the
right rear wheel squarely on top of
terrace ridge, he plowed another
scries of five rounds, Then another
scries of six rounds, beginning with
the right rear wheel just below (six
or eight inches) the peaked ridge.

Hess states he has completed ap-
proximatcly three miles of terraces
by this method. The terraces are 30
feet wide and 12 inches high above
normal ground level and he can
easily cultivate them with his four-
row cquipment,

Hess adds these suggestions:

Do not get in too big a hurry to
complete your terraces. Small equip-
ment requires more time,

Maintain the desired width of your
terrace at all times by plowing out
wide,

Maintain speed of third gear even
if it means plowing more shallow.

Bach succeeding terrace becomes
less difficult to build.

In eonclusion, Hess estimates that
he can build one-half mile of this
type of terrace in a 10-hour day
with the above mentioned equip-
ment
