Now that the poll tax amend­
ment has been adopted, the Wa­
co 77mes-Herald says:

While the Times-Herald thinks 
a wrong principle has been en­
grafted on the organic law of the 
State, it is perfectly willing to 
give the measure a fair trial, and 
to this end it will insist on legis­
lation to make the same abso­
lutely effective. It ia provided 
in the amendment that where the 
voter has misplaced his tax re­
ceipt, he can he required to make 
affidavit to its possession. This 
calls for adequate oenalty 
through proper legislation. 
Again, to be of any consequence, 
the party primary must be given 
the sanctity r f the regular elec­
tion. What will it avail here in 
Texas to shut the polls on the 
voter if he be privileged to enter 
the primary, which at this time 
determines who are to hold the 
offices? Unless the poll tax pro­
vision extends to the primary, its 
adoption on Tuesday was farci­
cal, unless, of course, it was 
meant for use only in local option 
contests.
