
Little League Baseball 
Started Here Tuesday

Eotan Little League Baseball 
started on its official schedule on 
Tuesday, with the first game being 
called at 7 :30 at the V.FW field in 
Eotan. When the balance o f the suits 
for the players are received there 
will be 60 boys suited out in the 
League, 15 on each team, and ap­
proximately 30 boys on the farm 
team who will have the caps and 
equipment only.

The franchise for the Eotan Lit­
tle League was received last week 
and puts the League in competition 
with all the many others in the iNa- 
tion. Theboys, age 9 to 12, play reg­
ulation hard ball with the exception 
of base lengths and distance from 
pitcher’s rubber to home plate be­
ing shortened and special weight land 
size equipment to conform w'̂ bh 
the smaller size o f the boys playing.

There will be no charge at the 
gate for any games and no commer­
cialization of the teiams. The spon­
sors of the teams donate the uni­
forms but have no votes in the Lea­
gue business or any other control. 
They merely feel that Little League 
baseball is worth much to the com­
munity^ and show their support by 
donating the uniforms with “ no 
strings attached.”

One team. The Eebels, managed 
by E Patton, assisted by Bill Day, 
is uniformed and equipped by miscel­
laneous donations of smaller 
(amounts.

The Vets team, uniformed by the 
VFW, managed by Erbie Eogers, 
assisted by iLuther Yanez.

The Prune Peddlers, uniformed 
by D. J. Smith Co. is managed by O. 
S. Kiker, assisted by Eex iEollins.

The Little Pigs, uniformed by 
Piggly Wiggly, is managed by Doyle 
Lawlis, assisted by Dalton Arring­
ton.

Each man­
ager was given until May 15 to rec­
ord his official roster.

Present were all managers and as­
sistants, t he president, treasurer, 
Jessie Morrow, secretary, John Den­
ton, Sam Baugh, Mrs. John Denton 
and Juston Morrow.

The constitution and by-laws were 
read and approved, as was a finan­
cial report by the treasurer.

A motion was made to buy 12 
more uniforms tand 36 caps, the caps 
to be used for the boys on the farm 
team.

First National Bank 
Has Fine Statement

The statement of the First Na­
tional Bank of Rotan as reported on 
call from the Comptroller of the 
Currency as of April 20, shows a 
healthy condition o f the community 
as well (as the strong, conservative 
operation of this bank, and it is a 
statement the officers and stockhold­
ers o f this institution may well be 
proud of, when it is considered that 
the drouth and small crop of 1952 
has affected all business.

The current call gives total depo­
sits off $176,187.20 from the Jan­
uary statement, but loans were also 
reduced by $91,521.50. Cash balan­
ces were up $29,444.47 from the 
January statement, and individual, 
partnership and corporation deposits 
held firm at $2,538,184.54 for the 
April call.

Deposits would be expected to be 
some lower at this time o f year, 
even without a short crop and 
drouth, and a reduction in loans 
seems to indicate the country is on 
a sound financial basis and is in pro­
cess of making a come-back from the 
disappointment of the drouth.

Now is the Tim eto Start 
Combatting the Fly

Early spring is the best time fwr 
a community to start a fly contnd 
program, declares Dr. Geo. W. Co3̂  
State Health Officer. That is before 
the fly population has a chance to 
multiply. It is estimated that one 
pair o f  flies, under favorable condi­
tions, could have countless ances­
tors before winter.

Every time you kill a fly early in 
the season, and destroy breeding ]^a- 
ces, you stop whole colonies of flics; 
before they start. The most effec­
tive way of preventing swarms o f 
flies is to destroy or make inacces^ 
ble to flies the organic mateaaal 
which attract flies by their odox^ 
and which are essential to them as 
food and breeding places.

Individual householders should 
make it their responsibility t o clem 
up their own back yards. Garbage 
cans should have a tight fitting IM 
and they should be leak-proof. In­
adequate facilities for storage o f 
garbage and refuse usually result 
in widespread fly breeding. Uncov^ 
ered or partially covered garbage 
containers produce odors that at­
tract a large number of flies. GoOd 
window screens will do a lot to keep 
flies out of buildings, thereby pro­
tecting food from contamination by 
fly-borne disease organisms.

There is no substitute for good 
sanitation in fly control. Every 
spot in town must be cleaned o f  
garbage and trash. If a few dirty 
places are left, swarms of flies wi0 
breed. A  neglected stable on the 
edge of itown will furnish a plague 
o f  flies for the entire neighborhood. 
After garbage and trash have bees 
removed, insecticides will help to 
reduce the fly population in locsd 
spots. It is a temporary protectaon, 
however, and should he regard^ 
only as a supplemental or emergen­
cy means o f control. Insecticie 
spraying will be effective only i f  
sanitary copditipqs arp mamtaMed 
throughout the sujnmer.

Who Gets What of 
Customer’s’ Dollar

Who gets the most out of each 
dollar that customers spend with 
American business?

The answer varies substantially 
from business to business, of course. 
But it is commonplice today for ty­
pical enterprise, and especially the 
larger enterprises, to pay more mon­
ey to government in taxes than to 
any other group or agency.

Last year’s financial experience 
of a leading oil company is very 
mcch in point. Here is what happen­
ed:

Its employees received 14 3-4
cents out of each customer’s dollar. 
And they were well paid indeed— 
the average was $5,810 per employ­
ee.

Profits came to 8 1-4 cents of 
customer’s dollar. But only 3 1-2 
cents was paid out to the sharehold­
ers. The remainder, 4 3-4 cents was 
plowed back into the business to help 
pay for expansion and the replace­
ment of worn-out equipment.

Federal, state ahd local tax col­
lectors got 18 1-2 cents out o f every 
dollar customers spent for the pro­
ducts of this company. In short, 
government received more than five 
times as much as the owners o f the 
bcsiness— and one-quarter more than 
the employees.

Many other companies report 
similar experience. Vote-seeking pol­
iticians often us^ attacks on business 
as their stock in trade. But it’s the 
tax dollars o f :such businesses as this 
oil company that pay a very large 
part of the huge costs o f govern­
ment. And in the last analysis, the 
customers pay most of it.

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Nutrition and Heart 
Disease

“ Today, with wonder drugs avail­
able for infectious diseases and with 
modern sanitation preventing such j 
scourges as typhoid fever, many phy-1 
sicians and scientists consider nu- j 
trition the most important environ-  ̂
mental factor in health.’ ’ That 
statement is made in a manual,' 
“ Food for Your Heart,” recently is­
sued by the American Heart Asso­
ciation. Copies of the manual, which 
was prepared by the Department of 
Nutrition of the School o f Public 
Health, Harvard University, are 
available to individuals only on 
prescription by physicians through 
local Heart Associations. j

Heart disease is America’s great-  ̂
est killer. It is now believed, accord- i 
ing to the manual, that diets low in 
calories and salt but high in protein , 
as much as 3-4 to one pound of , 
cooked meat daily— are valuable in 
its treatment. Among the meats 
prescribed for various liets are  ̂
lamb chops, meat loaf, broiled pork 
chops, hamburger, roast pork, lean, 
beef and veal, with poultry, fresh j 
water fish, liver and eggs listed as 
alternates.

The manual points out that nu­
trition and food have a two-wiay re­
lationship to normal heart function 
and to high blood pressure. First 
is the prevention or treatment of 
obesity resulting from the consump­
tion o f more food energy (calories) 
than the body needs. 'Second is 
treatment o f hypertension and fluid 
in body tissues by reducing the in­
take o f sodium. Diets which are gen­
erous in their meat content often 
aid materially in these treatments. 
It is obvious, o f  course, that no one 
should attempt self-medication, and 
should adopt only those weight re­
duction and dietary procedures 
which are recommended by his phy­
sician.

The science o f  nutrition has made 
tremendous strides in recent years. 
The result is that proper diet is in 
some Cases m ore e ffective  than 
drugs in com batting a lengthy list 
o f  physical ailments.

Detergents May Give 
“ Housewives Eczema”

There are detergents advertised 
on today’s market for practically 
any cleaning job— from cutting sub­
born grease on a mechanic’s hands 
to discouraging fleas on the family 
pooch.

They work, too, in most instances 
but State Health Officer Geo. W. 
Cox has this word of warning: 

“ Make sure you follow the direc­
tions to the letter.”  Otherwise you 
could end up with a discomforting 
case of “ housewives eczema.”

These so-called “ soapless”  pro­
ducts have found wide favor with 
housewives for washing clothes and 
dishes. No doubt a good bit of their 
popularity is due to high powered 
advertising, including the decora­
tive boxes featuring happy ladies 
hanging the washing or putting up 
dishes which the product has cleaned

all by  itself.
Dr. Cox identifies the active in­

gredients of these products as chem­
ical compounds which act to lower 
surface tension of water making it 
more penetrating and able to get 
through grease and dirt to break up 
and keep it from resettling.

Many brands contain special pur­
pose ingredients, such as ammonium 
salt, which make the compound bac­
tericidal.

A duck is supposed to sink like a 
rock in water containing some of 
these detergents, probably because 
the “ wetter” water gets through the 
oil in the duck’s feathers— which is 
the reason a duck is ordinarily wa­
ter-proof and able to float.

It stands to reason. Dr. Cox points 
out, that if these compounds will cut 
thrugh grease and film,, and there is 
no doubt that some of them will— 
they will also penetrate the natural 
oils of the skin and cause irritation

More and Better Doctors 
In The Making

In some circles there is a belief 
that medical education is lagging 
land is out of pace with the needs of 
the time, and that the only solution 
is a vastly extended system o f gov­
ernment grants and subsidies.

The American Medical Associa­
tion has published a “ Factbook on 
Medical Education” which does a 
first-class jab of refuting that idea.

As the booklet’s title implies, it 
is full o f factual data concerning 
the medical education systetm as it 
exists today. It deals with the expe- | 
rience during the 1951-52 school _ 
year as contrasted with prior pe- j 
riods. A summary of the facts is giv- , 
en in these words: “Medical educa­
tion, during the academic year of 
1951-52, recorded these accomplish­
ments: The larpest medical school 
freshman class in history. The lar­
gest medical school four-year enroll­
ment in history. The largest gradu­
ating class, while on regular sched- * 
ules, in history. The greatest increase 
in teaching facilities in history. The 
best financial support of medical 
schools in history.”  ’It also points 
out that medical education is more 
than keeping up with population 
changes— from July 1942 to July 
19'52, the population increased 
16.4% while medical school enroll­
ments jumped 22.'8%.

In short, the nation is getting , 
more doctors and extremely well- j 
educated doctors. This is one more 
example of how our medical care i 
problems are being attacked and' 
gradually solved— ^without making | 
the government banker and boss! 
and thus opening the road to socia 
lized medicine.
