Parents Of
Deaf Children

Parents of deaf children iIn
this area will be interested to
learn of a summer school for
mothers of pre-school deaf
children, which is to be held in
Austin from June 6 th_rough
June 15, 1951. ~The session is
designed to aid mothers in the
care of deaf children before they
are eligible to attend the State
School for the Deaf, and to help
parents understand the problem
and development of a  young
deaf child before entering
school. Attempts will be made
to determine if the children at-
tending do have any hearing
present which could be utilized
in the development of speech
and language.

Inquiries from interested per-
sons who are eligible should be
directed to the State Depart-
ment of Public Welfare, P. O.
Box 310, Dalhart, Texas, Or t_,o
the State Department of Public
Welfare Office in the Dallam
County Courthouse. Any moth-
er who has a pre-school deaf
child who has never attended
school and who is a resident of
the State of Texas will be eligi-
ble to attend. The mothers
and deaf children will be provid-
ed room, board, and laundry as
.guests of the Texas School for
the -deaf during this ten-day
.period. Each mother with her
child will have a separate room
in one of the dormitories during
the session.

During the  mother’s stay at
the school, care will be provided
for the children during class
hours. Recreation workers Will
be with the children to supervise
their play. :

This summer session, first of
its kind to be held in Texas, is
sponsored by the Texas School
for the Deaf, in cooperation with
the Hogg Foundation, The Uni-
versity of Texas, Texas State De-
partment of Health, and the
State Department of Public Wel-
fare.

A similar organization is be-

'|ing completed by the Oklahoma

Panhandle Counties of Cimar-
ron, Texas, and Beaver. A third
organization of this type includ-
ing a group of Southwestern
counties in Kansas have their
application in for a charter.
Plans are being worked out for
a. contract with the Water Re-
sources Development Company
of Denver, Colorado to cover the
three areas when these groups of
counties receive their charter.
Education meetings have been
conducted in the above named
counties. Mr. Cox explained
the process of increasing the
rain fall over the area by his
company. At the meeting
Thursday night at Stratford, the
court room was filled by farm-
ers and their wives who are in-
terested in this project. Mr.
Cox plans to use a pot or burner
distributed over the area in
which coke and silver iodide is
heated giving off silver iodide in
a process of seeding the clouds
to increase the rain fall.

When a storm
begins to move into this area
the local directors of the Texas
Panhandle Weather Improve-
ment Association will be con-
tacted by the Water Resources
Development Association and if
the local directors request an in-
crease in the moisture the burn-
ers will be distributed and start
the process of seeding the clouds
in the proper area to increase
the rain fall over the area cov-

.|ered by the contract.

This process of weather im-
provement sounds rather fantas-
tic; however, men who have had
contracts with this company last
year have been contacted Dby
some of the local directors. They
found that they have renewed
their contracts for this year and
feel that the process has had
some success in their area.
