
Paved Road 
Election Is 
Saturday

Qualified voters in Precinct 1 
which comprises Road District 
3 will decide the issue of wheth­
er they‘will ride or paved or dirt 
roads in a road bond election 
which will be held in the garage 
at the Bob Burgess home in 
Precinct 1 Saturday. The polls 
will open at 8:00 A. M. and close 
at 7:00 P. M.

The proposed bond issue in 
Road District 3 would pave ap­
proximately 12 miles of road ac­
ceptable to the State Highway 
Department for maintenance in 
that the roads are either used as 
school bus routes or mail routes. 
Some portions of the roads are 
located on both routes.

The proposed paving project 
would include two sections of 
road in the district. It would 

““ pave the road known as the 
Spurlock road 6 miles east from 
U. S. highway 287. The  ̂remain­
der of the Spurlpck road to the 
county line was paved this sum­
mer as the result of a successful 
bond election in that district 
last year.

The other segment of road in 
the proposed paving project 
would begin on U. S. highway 
54 about 21/2 miles southwest of 
Stratford and extend approxi- j 
mately six miles south. |

According to estimates, the 
roads may be paved for an an­
nual real estate tax of approx­
imately $10.00 a section.

Road boosters in the district 
are waging a major part of their 
road improvement campaign in 
order to secure an all-weather 
road for the school buses. Dur­
ing inclement weather it is pos­
sible for roads in the district ov­
er which the Stratford school 
buses travel to become impas­
sable for several days at a time. 
The condition places children in 
that district at a disadvantage 
in their school work during such 
intervals. Proponents of the 
measure believe the school bus 
road improvement issue alone is 
well worth the investment . of 
the annual tax for defraying 
the bond issue.

Similar bond issues carried in 
Road E^tricts one and two and 
the paving projects in those dis-% 
tricts have been completed, plac­
ing most every resident of those 
districts within at least a few 
miles of a paved road.

Voters in Road District three 
txirned down the road bond issue 
when elections in districts one 
and two carried. According to 
reports from Road District 3 
there has been a great change 
in public opinion since the elec­
tion was held. If the votes of 
every voter in the district are 
cast, the issue is expected to car­
ry-

Will Test 
Cows For 
Bangs Disease

Dr. Charles Thompson, veter­
inarian of Dalhart, will be in 
Sherman County Tuesday, No­
vember 6, to test cows for Bangs 
Disease. Any one who has a 
milk cow they want tested 
should have their name placed 
on the list in the County Agents 
office.

This program in which a vet­
erinarian is made available to 
local people each year for test­
ing milk cows for Bangs Disease, 
is worked out on a cooperative 
basis. Farmers by placing 
their name on the list and giv­
ing the number of cattle they 
desire tested make it possible 
for them to have their cows 
tested at a.minimum cost.

All farmers whose names are 
on the list will be notified by 
the County Agent by mail as to 
the approximate time Dr. 
Thompson will be at their farm 
to take blood for the Bangs 
test.

Farmers cannot be too care­
ful about the milk used for 
home consumption. Cows in­
fected with Bangs disease are 
a source of undulant fev^r. 
The program is carried out each 
year as a method of control and 
prevention of the fever. -

When securing this planting 
stock the purchaser must agree 
to plant the trees in Teaxs for 
windbreak purposes, to refrain 
from selling the seedlings for 
ornamental purposes, to fur­
nish reasonable reports as may 
be requested by the Texas For­
est Service, and to protect them 
from fire and other destructive 
agents as far as possible.

Valid orders must be for at 
least 100 trees, and must be 
placed before February 1. Pay­
ments must accompany all or­
ders.

As the orders are filled on a 
first come first' served basis, it 
is to the advantage of the pur­
chaser to place all orders early.

Price Support 
Rates Announced 
For 1952 Crop

Secretary of Agriculture 
Charles F. Brannan announces 
an increased level of price sup­
ports on 1952 crop oats, barley, 
rye and grain sorghums, in order 
to assure adequate, supplies of 
feed grains to support high level 
livestock production.

The following national aver­
age price rates for oats, barley, 
rye and grain sorghums to be 
harvested in 1952 were an­
nounced;

Oats, 78c per bushel for Grade 
No. 3 or better.

Barley, $1.22 per bushel for 
Grade No. 2 or better, with dis­
counts for lower grades.

Rye, $1.40 per bushel for Grade 
No. 2 or better or Grade No. 3 on 
test weight factor only.

Grain sorghums, $2.38 per 
cwt. for Grade No. 2 or better, 
with discounts for lower grades.

The feed grain price supports 
are the equivalent of 80 percent 
of the latest parity price (Aug­
ust 15, 1951) as compared with 
a 1951 support level of 75 per­
cent of the January 15, 1951
parity. The supports for 1952 
will be implemented by Com­
modity Credit Corporation farm 
storage loans, warehouse storage 
loans, and purchase agreements 
The Commodity Credit Corpora­
tion will determine discounts for 
lower numerical grades of barley 
and grain sorghums.

Price support rates for these 
commodities are announced at 
this time in accordance with 
“forward pricing” provisions of 
the Agricultural Act of 1949. 
Eligibility requirements and op­
erating provisions are substan­
tially the same as those for the 
1951 crops.

Loans and purchase agree­
ments will be available through 
the offices of PMA county com­
mittees from time of harvest 
through January 31, 1953.

state Legion Commander 
Charlie Gibson of Amarillo will 
be honored by 750 Legionnaires 
of his home district when they 
meet Saturday and Sunday, Oc­
tober 27 and 28, in Childress for 
the “Charlie Gibson Homecom­
ing Convention.”

District Commander Rhea 
Smith of Amarillo said that the 
annual fall, convention of the 
45 American Legion Posts of the 
18th Congressional District will 
be dedicated to Gibson, the first 
World War I veteran to head 
the organization in several 
years.

Beetle Hopper 
Attacking Wheat

In a few small areas in fields 
in Sherman County a sAiall in­
sect has been observed feeding 
on wheat' plants. These insects 
are slightly larger than a pin 
head or a green bug and are 
working on the whe^t very much 
like the green bug did last win- 
ter. They have been identified 
as befetles and may prove to be 
just as difficult to kill as the 
green bug.

The infestations that have 
been observed have covered very 
small areas and up to date the 
insects have spread very slow­
ly. The wheat under attack 
usually can be identified by the 
white appearance of the leaf. 
The insect sucks the sap and 
eats on the under surface of the 
leaf. He hibernates in the sur­
face soil or about the stool of 
the wheat, especially during the

Place de la Concorde 
Never Too Peaceful

After nearly three centuries of 
fame, excitement and conflict, a 
beloved bit of Paris has just had 
its face lifted.

The new look on the Place de la 
Concorde is less glamourous than 
practical—a firm surfacing of 
stone blocks instead of»the woeden 
paving trod by citizen, soldier and 

I sight-seer for the past 50 years.
This innovation, however, is not 

likely to change the character of 
the celebrated quadrangle that has 
Dften failed its name as a place of 
peace and agreement, thereby 
playing a prominent part in the 

, history of Paris and France.
The square was first laid out in 

1763 when King Louis XV, was 
pleased to have an equestrian 
statue of himself set up in an un­
cultivated field west of the Tuiler- 
ies. The field was accordingly ti­
died up and given the name: La 
Place Louis ^uinze.

Tragedy struck there s e v e n  
years later when a large crowd 
gathered to celebrate the mar­
riage of the Dauphin, later Louis 
XVI, to Marie Antoinette. A rocket 
misfired during a fireworks dis­
play and the resulting stampede 
killed some 1,200 people, injuring 
another 2,000—a bitter omen of the 
blood-letting that was to come in 
little more than two decades.
