#« Grass roots democracy turned
up a farmer-rancher candidate
for the Texas Legislature re-
cently when Sam Wohlford of
Stratford, yielded to pleas of
men in all walks of life and con-
sented to make the race.

Few men are fitted to better
speak the sentiments of the Tex-
as Panhandle than Wohlford.
Farmer, rancher, gas lease and
royalty owner who fought his
way up from the tough job of
wrangling horses on the other
fellows spread, Wohlford’s life
iS_ typical of the North .Plains
pioneer.

When the 95th Legislative
District was created, men from
Sherman, Moore, Dallam, Hans-
ford and Oldham counties turn-
ed steadily to Wohlford in a
grass roots draft that he finally
could not ignore.

Sam E. Wohlford was born in
‘Indiana in 1892 and came to
Texas and Sherman County in
1905. He worked on North Pan-
handle ranches largely as a horse
wrangler for years, and in 1912,
at Guymon, Oklahoma, was mar-
ried to Miss Ovie L. Smith.

Wohlford’s life since then, has
been only one of a steady servant
of his home community and
county. He was a Sherman
County Commissioner for four-
teen year. When Sherman coun-
ty gas and royalty holdings be-
came valuable, he organized
the Sherman County Gas and
Royalty Owners Association and
is its president.

He worked hard to obtain ru-
ral electric service for his friends
and neighbors and is a direct®r
in the Rita Blanca R.E.A. setup.

He is a charter member of
the Stratford Lions Club, has
. served it in many capacities and

" his neighboring Lions Club; as
Zone Chairman.

He serves as county commit-
teeman in the Sherman Coun-
ty Production and Marketing As-
sociation. .

In 1948 he went out into the
night and into the teeth of one
of one of the worst blizzards
this county has ever known, to
rescue a stranded party in a
blinding snow storm and howl-
ing gale, and stayed with his
people until he had them safely
in the shelter. For this he receiv-
ed the Carnegie Award for brav-
ery. *
}\’?Vohlford ‘states he had no
thought of political aspirations
when his friends came to him. In
fact, he and Mrs. Wohlford had
made plans for some travel trips
next year that would have to be
reluctantly abandoned. :

Mr. and Mrs. Wohlford live
on their farm and ranch some
nine miles south of Stratford
and are substantial Sherman
County taxpayers.

For Harvest

The last “monthly ' summer
meeting of the Sherman County
Farm Bureau was held Tuesday

‘afternoon in the court house in

Stratford. At the meeting the
board members made definite
plans to have an employment
man stationed at the Garrison
Motor Company, starting about
June 15, whose duties will be to
help secure and distribute help
throughout the county for the
harvest season. This work will
be carried out through the coop-
eration of the State Employment
Agency.

It is estimated that there are ||

200,000 acres of wheat in the
county to be harvestel, and the
farmers of the county will need
approximately 300 additional
combines in order to harvest the
crop quickly- and efficiently. In
addition to the trucks that will
invade the country with com-
bines, it was estimated that from
75 to 100 additional trucks would
be needed to get the wheat to
the elevator storage. Single men
will be needed, not only with the
approach of harvest, but after
harvest is over.

Farmers are advised that when
wheat is stored locally, the bins
should be thoroughly cleaned
and treated. This year, more
than any other year, emphasis
is being made to have clean
wheat, no excessive dirt or wee-
vil damage, no rot or wheat
spoilage, so as to have the best
wheat for
There will be a difference made
in the future, and a lot of wheat
will be sold for feed, probably at
a lower price, as compared to
clean and well kept wheat for
the flour mills.

The farm storage bins should
be thoroughly cleaned and care-
fully treated before filling with
wheat this summer. The bin
walls, flooor and ceiling should
be cleaned and all corners
cleaned out, then inspected fdr
possible cracks and holes where
rats and birds may enter or
where moisture might penetrate
and cause damage or spoilage of

wheat. Any such holes or cracks |

or leaky roofs in bins should be
carefully repaired for storage of
grain. Spray the®inside walls,
floors, and ceiling thoroughly
with 5% DDT and give the bin
time to dry out before storing
grain. Remember grain stored
on the farm should be as dry or
dryer than wheat the elevator
accepts. If the elevator won’t
accept the wheat due to exces-
sive moisture, don’t store it on
the farm because it will prob-
ably go out of condition and you
may have to sell it for feed at a
lower price.

First To Visit

J. Dewey Long, agriculture en-
gineer from the United States
Department of Agriculture, who
said he was “chaperoning” the
group, explained this was the
first crew of its kind to come to
the United States.

Long said the men are special-
ists in aircraft operation in ag-
ricultural work. They are here to
get technical information and
tc modify it and adapt-it for use
in their homelands.

“There is of course the “sel-
ling” of America to these people”
Long said. “Many of them are
amazed at the lack of restric-
tions here. Several of them have
asked me whether they could
take pictures or not. On one oc-
casion one of them wanted to
give me a roll of film to censor,
after he had exposed it.”

Three of the men are agricul-
tural scientists, three are air-
plane engineers and the others
commercial airplane operators.
Senor Della Coste joined the
group in Washington, when he
found out they were making the
same itinerary as he. The Latin
American is a salesman for Du-
Pont weedicides in South Am-
erica.

Long said the Frenchmen paid
their own way. The others were
sent here by their countries and
the foreign nations paying their
passage.

Menard, from Carcssone,
France, operates with DeMal-
herbe in spraying from planes,
said in Madagascar this year his
operation resulted in $1,500,000
profit to the island.

Here’s Results
“Before, the people were not

able to work due to the destruc-
tion resulting from locusts in the
rice fields and in other crop-
lands,” the sprayer said.

“We then used methods devel-
oped in America and were able
to Kkill the locusts in flight. We
have had great success with this
operation in rice and sugar cane
fields there. We Kkilled three
square miles of locusts in six
months.

“I came to the United States
and bought planes in 1947. We
have planes operating in France,
Tunisia, Algeria ‘and Madagas-
car and DeMalherbe has light
planes in operation in Morocco.

Menard and DeMalherbe use
Piper Cubs and Stearmans,
mainly.

DeMarherbe said that if the
cloud seeding could be adapted
to the needs of Morocco and

| would do a great deal of good.

“We go one place, hear a talk,
take notes and then have to go
back to the hotel and study our
notes before going some place
else,” he said.

Jensen operates his own spray-
ing organization but does a great
amount of his work and aerial
photography.

Patent Ideas Protected

Many people have good ideas
about new or improved machines
or gadgets, but never do any-
thing about them because they
don’t know how to protect their
rights while perfecting such it-
ems and going through the nec-
essary patenting procedure.
Here’s what you ean do to pro-
tect your invention before you
have it. patented.

Under the patent laws of the
United States the person who
first conceives of a .new and
novel patentable idea is entitled
to it. Therefore, if conflicting
claims arrive as to who is en-
titled to a patent, it is necessary
to establish who first had the
idea, not who filed the first ap-
plication for patent. :

Of course, it is always advis-
able to make application for
patent as soon as possible in
such cases. But don’t forget to
protect yourself while you are
completing your final drawings
and ultimate plans and making
such tests as may be needed to
perfect your patent. To do this,
‘you should, as soon as you con-
ceive the idea, make a written
record of the facts, dating the
same, including a general state-
ment of the nature of your in-
vention, and a rough drawing if
possible. This should be witness-
ed. by two persons who could be
called on later to certify that
they witnessed the same on the
dates set out in the instrument
you have drawn. -

Some ‘inventors place such
‘witnessed statements and draw-
ing in an envelop. This they seal
and mail to themselves by Reg-
istered Mail. Their post office
‘stamps each seam of ‘the envelop
‘in such a way that any opening
of same can be detected. Upon
receiving the registered envelope
and its contents, the inventor

merely .files it away in a safe
place unopened. Then, if a con-
test should later develope, post-
al records will lend additional
support to the testimony of his
witnesses.

By taking the above precau-
tions, you will establish a pre-
liminary date showing the time
when your original idea was
conceived. After that you can
continue with your work, perfect
your idea, and after the same is
perfected, make application for
a patent, if you feel that you
have a patentable idea.

One should not just make &
preliminary sketch and put it
away and think that is .suffici-
ent to protect his rights. That is|
just one additional bit of evid-
ence to help him establish his
right to the patent. The patent
should be sought as soon as one
possibly can after conceiving his
patentable idea and working out
details of the same.

Fried Chicken

Now that friers are listed on
the plentiful food list we need to
serve them, often for economy,
says Lucile King, Home Demon-
stration Agent. The recipe for
the week is:

1 frying chicken ' (disjointed)

Fat for frying

Salt and pepper

Flour

SAUCE:

2 tablespoons melted fat.
© 2 tablespoons flour

1 teaspoon salt. ‘

1 cup chicken bullion

115 teaspoons curry powder.

Roll chicken in seasoned flour.
Melt fat in skillet—have melted
fat about 14 inch - deep. Fry}|
chicken slowly until brown on
all sides—add more fat if nec-
essary. Cover skillet, cook chick-
en over low heat for about 20
minutes or until tender.

To make sauce, melt fat, stir
in flour. Slowly add chicken bul-
lion. and curry powder. Cook
stirring constantly until sauce is
smooth and thickened—about 10
minutes to. blend the flavors.
Season with salt to taste.

Arrange . chicken on platter
with rice cooked with white
raisins. Serve with curry sauce.

COMMUNIST
MEDICINE

In a recent editorial the Wash-
ington Post said, “In considering
the various proposals before

medicine to various segments of
the population, we have to keep
in mind where such laws lead.
Our Federal planners are jump=
ing the British stage and mov-
ing straight to Federally financ-
ed medicine, a la Russia.”

The Post then described the
experience of a doctor who work-
ed in the Soviet Union for 17
years and is now in the United
States. In the average Russian
community, he said, patients
have no choice of physicians, a
bureau controls all medical prac-
tice and people are assigned to a
given clinic,; The clinics are fur-
ther divided into districts each
of which has a doctor and a
nurse who are supposed to serve
2,000 to 3,000 inhabitants. Dur-
his office hours, the doctor is
able to give about five minutes
to each patient, because of the
crowd. On house calls he can
spare about ten minutes. Hos-
pitals are jammed. One result of
this kind of political medical
care is that the tuberculosis
death rate in Russia is six times
higher than in the United States.

You can say that conditions
would be entirely different here,
even under the Adminstration’s
compulsory Federal: health in-
surance scheme. But the fact is,
and history has demonstrated it
over and over again, that a little
bit of socialism, a little bit of

dictatorship, always ‘leads to
more and more. There’s one
thing the typical bureaucrat

can’t get enough of, and that is
power over the people.

No major nation enjoys health
standards as high as the United
Startes. In none is better or
niore comprehensive medical
care available to the masses of
people. This is the achievement
of free medicine working in a
iree country. Will we be blind
enough to let the politicians
force socialized medicine down
our throats?

Timely Information

It will pay you to use the pro-
per containers and wrappings
when you freeze fooods. Miss Lu-
cile King, Home Demonstration
Agent, says these should be mo-
isture-vapor proof.

This type of wrapping or con-
tainer will keep the product
from losing its flavor, color,
food value and from changing in
texture. Double cellophane bags,
heavily waxed cartons, plastic
cartons, glass freezer jars, alum-
inum foil and pliofilm are wrap-
pings that may be used for pack-
aging foods.

The point is to prevent evap-
oration if you want to retain the
highest quality in your frozen
foods. Remember freeze only the
best products because what is
put in the freezer is what will
come out. Freezing does not im-

prove quality or flavor.

Should the Senate
fail to override the- veto, the
matter will not come back to
the House of Representatives

and the tidelands legislation will
have suffered another setback.
I say ‘“Another setback” for the
reason that a. failure on the
part of the Senate to override
the veto does not mean that the
issue is settled. This fight will
never be relaxed until this mat-
ter is settled right and these
lands returned to their rightful
owners. Much has been said a-
bout the present President of
the United States being set in
his ways and obstinate. Some
say this is a basic Missouri
trait. Be that as it may, I can
tell the-President of the United
States and all other interested
parties that they don’t know the
meaning of the phrase “set in
their ways” or the word “obstin-
ate” until.they try to run over
a bunch of Texans. That is ex-
actly what they have done and
they can get ready to take their
medicine. If they think for one
minute that we as Texans have
ever entertained the idea. of sub-
mitting to this rank and flag-
rant misuse of property rights
and this legalized larcency on
the part of the Federal Govern-
ment, they are in for the sad-
dest awakening of their ques-
tionable careers. The President’s
weto message clearly exhibits
that the infamous greed that
prompted this attempted theft!
in the first instance is still the
only grounds upon which they
stand in their sordid attempt to
justify an act that has no paral-
lel in the criminal annals of this
nation. The tidelands steal that
began with the reversal of posi-
tion by Harold Ickes will go
down in the history of this coun-
try as the greatest crime that
was ever perpetrated by a gov-
ernment upon its patriotic and
law-abiding citizenry. Nothing
can ever erase the black mark
caused by the warped philosophy
that prompted centralized .gov-
ernment scoundrels to make this
raid.

In my news letter last week I
told you of some incidents con-
cerning the tidelands question
that indicate the complete lack
of knowledge of the true issues
involved. The President’s veto
message reflects eifher a total
lack of knowledge of the basic
principles involved or a deliber-
ate attempt to write around
these basic principles and to jus-
tify an admitted wrong by ques-
tion-begging tactics. That the
entire tidelands steal was

“Until recent years little or no
attention was paid to the ques-
tion of who owned these lands
under the open sea since they
were for all practical purposes
without value. But about twenty
years ago oil began to be produc-
ed in substantial quantities from
the submerged lands off the
coast of California. Then, for
the first time, the legal ques-
tion of ownership became im-
portant and was given serious
consideration.”

Yes, the Federal Government

never claimed title to these
lands, and in fact denied that
the Federal Government had
title To these lands, until long
after potential oil development
became apparent. The states
were permitted to make leases on
these lands that were not ques-
tioned by the Federal Govern-
ment, and all of the writ-
ten law fully supported the
state ownership. It was when
the vast riches in these
lands began to be realized
long after the first oil produc-
tion, that the scheming and
conniving minds of a small
group of men, prompted Dby
greed and spurred on by a lust
for power, conceived the trickery
and chicanery that finally te-
sulted in the Supreme Court of
the United States pulling out of
the hat an unheard of real
property law and sovereign
power that cast a cloud upon
the title to every piece of pri-
vately owned property in the
Qnited States and its posses-
sions.

in fact.

Money Should Be Good
for Something Good
ESUS never bothered to tell people
stealing is wrong. They know it.
As Billy Sunday used to say so
often: ‘“When a man starts to tell
you that stealing’s-no sin, don’t
argue with him. Search him!”
Jesus said a great deal about prop-
erty, but most of what he said was
positive, not negative; about the
right use of property, not its abuse.
One of his most difficult parables
is the one in Luke 16 known as the
parable of the ‘“‘unjust steward.”
On first reading it looks as if
Jesus, or the rich man in the story,
were praising a man for being dis-
honest. But we know Jesus would
not do this. Dr. A. B. Bruce suggests
that what Jesus was driving at was
something like this: the employer of-
the ‘“‘unjust steward” was not prais-
ing his dishonesty but his shrewd-
ness in making the most of his op
portunities.

We can all admire the smart-
ness or a rascal evén while we
are condemning his rascality.
We can wish that so much
smartness were used for a better
purpese.

“The children of this world are

wiser . . . than the children of light’’
suggests that good people are not as
smart as they ought to be. Jesus
goes on to say, ‘“Make friends by
means of the mammon of unright-
eousness.” That is to say, although
money in itself is neither good nor
bad, and although money is often
used for bad ends, it can be used for
good purposes. ;

The real value of money is the
good that can be done with it. Money
lost by gambling (for instance) does
no good; it is picked up by another
gambler who will lose it in his turn.
Money spent on an education, on the
other hand, or sent to support a
foreign missionary, is money in-
vested in a brighter future.

The Pocket-Book Nerve
DR. J. G. PATTON says it’s very
doubtful whether a man is a true
Christian unless he dedicates to God
not only himself but what he has. It
is easy to say to God, ‘“Take my
soul,’”” because (as most peopfe sup-
pose) they have no special use for
their souls right now; but it is much
harder to say, ‘Take my money”’,
because most people can think of
plenty of uses for their money.

And yet it is never possible to give
money to God, of course. He has no
pockets, he has no bank account, he
does not need to buy anything. When
we speak of dedicating our passes-
sions to God what we mean is de-
voting them to the cause and the
service and the purposes of God.

The story of Zacchaeus is a
case in point. This weaithy (and
none too honest) businessman
never did say right out, “I be-
lieve in Christ,”’ or, “I want to
go to heaven’’, or even, “I re-
pent of my sins.” So far as the
story goes he was not even bap-
tized.

Yet Jesus—and who should know
better than he?—said, ‘‘Salvation is
come to this house.” Long before
this Jesus had said, “By their fruits
ye shall know them.”” And what Zac-
chaeus said he was going to do with
his money was a very good sign of
his conversion. When a man’s pock-
et-book has been converted, the
man usually goes with it!

Presidential
Position

No one knows who the next
President will be. But whatever
his name and party label, he is
in for a rugged time.

United States News and World
Report recently dealt with what
the new President will face in a
brief .but comprehensive feature
article. As is observed, the job
offers many unique assets and
prerogatives. The Chief Execu-
ive lives in one of the most mag-
nificent homes on earth. Legions
of assistants and servants are at
his beck and call. He is treated
with the utmost deference by
everyone. Hardly a wish goes un-
fulfilled. He is paid a large sal-
ary and receives a $50,000 a year
tax-free expense fund in addi-

~

tion.

But all these material bene-
fits lost much of their lustre in
the light of the enormous prob-
lems with which the President
must deal, and of the fateful de-
cisions he, and he alone, must
make.

The U. S. News article is called
“Troubles Ahead For Next Presi-
dent.” Here, in capsule form, is
the gist of what the magazine
anticipates for him:

Debt

Soon the national debt will
touch the $275,000,000,000 legal
ceiling. The President will have
to choose between asking Con-
gress to raise the ceiling or cut
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will make political enemies.
War

It seems certain that the Kor-
ean War will still be going when
he takes office, even though it
may be relatively passive. This is
a stalemated, totally unpopular
war. What will he advocate to
end it?
Business

Many economists think that
the boom is running down. Next
year, it is forecast, there will be
a substantial decline in indust-
rial expansion. There will prob-
ably be a drop in profits, and
that will bring a drop in tax col-
lections, making the budget pro-
blem still more difficult. The
ranks of the unemployed will be
swelled. All this may happen
very soon after the next Presi-
dent moves into the White
House.
Agriculture

Some farm commodities are in
a surplus state now. Other sur-
pluses are anticipated. So, as U.
S. News put it, “The next Presi-
dent is to be caught between the
pressure of city people interested
in cheaper food and a farm paop-
ulation insisting that govern-
support farm prices against sub-
stantial decline.
Bureaucracy

The President is the titular
boss of 6,200,000 people, 2,500,000
civilians and 3,700,000 military.
This huge payroll is one of the
primary causes of our outsize
Federal budgets. And here gain
the next President must make a
difficult decision. In the view of
U. S. News, “If he does not cut
the payroll and the functions of
the governmeént bureaucracy, his
financial troubles will grow. If
he doesseut the payroll, some

people will be out of jobs, raising
political fuss, and if he cuts
functions some group or region
will lose a good.thing and also
will raise a political fuss.”
These aren’t all of the prob-
lems the beleaguered President
will face, not by long shot. And
great problems we can’t even an-
ticipate today may also be his.
But they serve to indicate the
enormous and unavoidable bur-
dens that are part and parcel of
what is accurately described as
the biggest job in the world.

Mud Stains

At last it has rained, for which
we are very thankful. But up
pops a problem. mud stains on
clothing. These should be remov-
ed at once according to Miss Lu-
cile King, Home Demonstration
Agent. who gives suggestions for
removing mud:

From clothes: brush off all dry
loose mud at once, then wash
the stained garment in cool
water to get out all particles of
mud lodged in the fabric. When
no more comes out rinse in warm
soap suds. ‘Use several rinse
waters if necessary.

From hoes: Get mud off
shoes and other leather articles
as soon as possible. If mud is
allowed to dry on leather there
may be stains left which are al-
most impossible to remove. Aft-
er mud is scraped off, wipe with
a moist cloth until all residue is
removed. Stuff the shoes with
newspapers or other absorbent
paper to help hold the shap, dry
slowly and polish immediately.

That brings us to rugs. The a-

gent says scrape off all the mud

knife. Allow the rest to dry then
brush it off. Sometimes a stain
remains which may be removed
by sponging with a damp cloth.}
It is best to make a test in an

inconspicious place to see wheth-
er the rug can take the moisture.
