Water Conservation Tuesday Night

Approximately 75 persons inter-
ested in the conservation of our
underground water resources at-
tended a meeting of the Bailey
County Underground Water Con-
servation District at the County
Court House last Tuesday night.
M. Osborn was principal
speaker for the meeting and gave
the history of the conservation
unit since its organization to those
present.

Jesse

Mr. Osborn explained the meet-
ing of representatives of the Plains
counties with the State Board of
Water Engineers in Plainview on
August 29, If the underground res-

ervoir now furnishing the Plains
farmers with an abundance of
water should extend below the
Caprock and into the southern
parts of the state, we would be
prevented from using water that
areas further south would claim.

It has been decided by the eng-
ineers that the. reservoir is only
under the Plains counties and does
not extend south of Caprock, there-
fore, water users of the Plains
will be governed by an under-
ground water conservation unit
composed of all the counties of
the Plains and its directors will
be elected from the different cou-
nties.

If any county or group of coun-
ties can furnish proof that the
underground water beneath them
from a separate reservoir in-
stead of one large reservoir cover-
ing the entire Plains area, separate
water conservation districts can be
formed to regulate the use of
water from each reservoir,

Harry Schuster was elected presi-
dent and O. M. Self was clected
secretary-treasurer of the Bailey
County conservation unit, succeed-
ing Delma McCarty, who has held
the office for the past two years.

It was also oted that each
member of the Bailey Count)
Underground Water Conservation
District would pay $5.00 for each
irrigation well operated by him in
order that funds might be raised
so the Bailey County organizaticn
can participate in and pay for
their portion of the projects of the
Plains farmers in forming conser-
vation units more suitable for
their needs.

icines be properly labeled and dir-
ections for use given. This will
also be the same for foods and
cosmetics. Any of the merchants
who endeavor to be honest in thel
business will not. he injured in
any way if this law is passed, but

will benefit from it.

The Farm Bureau throughout the
nation will stage its membership
drive during October, local leaders
said.

Some Plains counties have as
many as 1200 members and in
these counties the Bureau wields

a potent influence in such matters

's  acreage allotment and in
other problems confronting the
farmer.

In this county, the Bureau has

paid out considerable money in
recent months on such issues as
the Water Conservation Law, Cot-
ton Allotments, etc. The local cou-
nty federation gave $50 to help
pay the expenses of a group to
Washington. As a consequence of
this visit, it is believed that Bailey

County will receive its allotted
acreage instead of the 12 or 13
