The contract falls for construc­
tion of about 2!  blocks of paving 
In the city of Mulrshoe, and for 
the construction of curbs and (ut­
ter along 42 blocks of state high- 
ways.

Total amount of the contract 
igven Panhandle was tS9.H12.50.
Property owners will pay for 

curb and gutter along the state 
highways that arc to be widened 
The state highway department will 
pave the strips between the pres­
ent paving and the curb.

It is understood that the two Jobs 
will be done simultaneously.

ply in Muleshoe. and two other 

i large power users, the Muleshoe A l- 
! falfa Dehydrating Company and 
King Grain Elevator Company are 

1 being connected to the system. Al­
so in the Muleshoe area the South- 

i western Public Service Company on 
its rural lines serves 28 irrigation 
pumps.

The substation consists of three 
transformers which weigh 18 tn«« 
along with numerous switching de­
vices; and new voltap- re .-ulsters 
have been ordered and will be In­
stalled when received. T.ie Pur­
chasing Department of the South­
western Public Service Company 
bought materials from practically 
every state in the Union trying to 
assemble the substation for instal­
lation.

The current is introduced to the 
Substation at 66.000 volts from the 
high lines coming from the Clovta, 
New Mexico, Generating Station, 
Denver City Generating Station, 
TTico Generating Station, and the 
Amarillo Generating Station. It la 
then reduced to 2300 volts for dis­
tribution in the town, and with • 
smaller transformer mounted on the 
poles located in the alleys, the cur­
rent Is reduced to 220 or 110 votta, 
which is used in most business 
houses and all residences.

Mr. Roy Holland. Manager, South- 
1 western Public Service Company in 
Mulishoe, says, "You can see that 
Muleshoe and the surrounding ter­
ritory Is growing. It is the Job of 
the Southwestern Public Service 
Company to not only be ready for 
any increased demand for electri­
cal current, but to anticipate this 
load months in advance, in order 
to be ready when service is request­
ed. As tRie (territory grows, we 
will install additional capacity.
