County Keeps Same
Tax Rate For 1984

Good Management Is Vital In Ranching

SAN ANGELO--Good
management is the effective
use of resources to ac-
complish the most important
objectives in your ranch
business, an award-winning
cattleman from Wauneta,
Neb., told ranchers taking
part in the 4th Annual Inter-
national Ranchers Roundup
here recently.

Jack Maddux, who was
named ‘‘Beef Cattle
Businessman of the Year"”
recently by the National Cat-
tlemen’s Association said he
was optimistic about the
future because ‘‘the cattle
industry is meeting its pro-
blems head-on.”

Some of the economic and
management lessons that
those ranchers surviving the
boom-bust of the 1920s and
1930s developed and used
quite successfully may be

coming back, Maddux said,
and might be appropriate to-
day.

“*Many of the management
techniques used today would
be old-hat to good
manangers of the past. They
used different terms than
strategic planning, manage-
ment by objective, cash flow
budgeting and holistic ranch
management, but today’s
concepts are essentially the
same as those by successful
ranchers for generations,"
Maddux said.

Planning can be a simple,
straight-forward and ongo-
ing process that fits any size
of ranch operation, Maddux
said, and those who fail to
take advantage of it are
missing a good thing.

““Good planning is
disciplinarian that brings an
operation face to face with

unpleasant facts that we
sometimes ignore. Some of
us fail to prioritize, and scat-
ter our resources on a little
of everything,” Maddux told
the ranchers.

He believes that the plann-
ing process provides a better
way for ranch management
or family members to reach
agreement periodically on

six basic phases of the plann-
ing process.

These basics, he said, are
where you are the present,
where you want to go, how
you want to get there, when
you wish to arrive, who is go-
ing to “drive,”” and how
much the trip will cost.

Maddux and his family
own and operate an in-
tegrated cattle business

CHEW, CHEW, CHEW - IT'S

WHAT AMERICANS DO!

It’s as American as applie
pie and baseball, yet it was
used by the women of
Greece. It aids digestion,
reduces stress and it can ac-
tually assist in the cleaning
of your teeth. It’s favored by
ball players, frowned on by
etiquette books and loved by
millions. Of course, we're
talking about chewing gum.

Gum is as old as the
Mayan culture and was
found in the ancient ruins. In
ancient Greece, the women
used it to sweeten their\
breath and clean their teeth.’
Through the years the for-
mula for chewing gum has
included many diverse pro-
ducts such as paraffin, chi-
cle, rubber, spruce sap and
synthetic rubber. The shape
of chewing gum has evolved,
too. Early gums were little
more than chunks of resin.
Then came sticks, tabs and
gum balls. The latest mar-
riage in formula and shape is
the Chew-On gum ball, a
gum ball sweetened with
NutraSweet.

The Indians of New
England taught the settlers
how to chew gum made from
the hardened sap of the
spruce tree. Maine Pure
Spruce Gum was first
manufactured commercially
in 1848. Shortly after, spruce
sap gums were joined by
paraffin gums with such
fascinating brand names as
Licorice Lulu, White Moun-
tain and Sugar Cream. The
paraffin gums were not en-
tirely satisfactory though,
= e e

Intrest Pressure.

COLLEGE STATION -
The recent rise in interest
rates is putting further
financial pressure on
already hard-pressed Texas
farmers and ranchers.

“Both producers and
agricultural lenders are con-
cerned about this added
burden,”” says Dr. Carl
Anderson, economist with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas A&M
University System.

“High real interest rates
not only increase costs, but
they also strengthen the
dollar against foreign cur-
rencies,”” Anderson points
out. *‘And, a strong dollar
discourages exports, en-
courages imports and
stimulates foreign produc-
tion."

During the 1970s when in-
terest rates adjusted for in-
ﬂ.ahon ranged from 0 to 3
percent, farmers relied
heavily on borrowed capital
tp expand operations.
However, when interest
rates skyrocketed in the late
70's, export markets began
to disappear and stockpiles
of surplus grain, cotton and
dairy products started to ap-
pear, the economist notes.

“Last year intrest rates
eased down slightly to
average around 13 percent,
but now they're back up to

more than 14 percent,"” says
Anderson, ‘‘and that spells
bad news for Texas farmers
and ranchers.”

because they tended to
crumble and stick to the
teeth.

Gum made from South
American chicle caught the
attention of Thomas Adams
in the 1860’s. Mr. Adams had
a house guest who chewed
constantly on chicle - the
former Antonio Lopez de
Santa Ana, the Mexican
general who led the assault
on the Alamo. Santa Ana had
hoped to sell chicle as a
substitute for rubber and
Adams was a potential
customer, Adams found the
chicle to be the wrong con-
sistency for rubber substitu-
tion. He decided to boil it and
discovered a new formula
for chewing gum that quick-
ly caught on with the public.
Other manufacturers quick-
ly followed Adams’ lead.

The early days of chewing
gum in this country were
marked by the American
spirit of Entrepreneurship.
Fortunes were made and lost
over the popularity of the
new flavors and textures for
gum. A small group of gum
manufacturers actually
formed a ‘‘chewing gum
trust” which was as power-
ful as the railroad and bank-
ing trusts of the early 1900’s.
There are a total of 24 chew-
ing gum manufacturers in
the United States today; in
Turkey there are 62.

No one seems to be able to
pinpoint the first gum ball
but tabs of gum coated with
candy were popular in the
early 1900’s. Because of its
cylindrical shape, the gum
ball has always been con-
sidred an object of enmjoy-
ment as well as a convenient
way to chew gum.

In the old days the brightly
colored gum balls came in a
regular rainbow of colors.
Today's FDA regulations
limit the colors to about §
variations. While we con-
sider the gum ball an object
of enjoyment, it has had
other unusual uses. A story
is told about a Southern
county where card playing
was against the law. Onme
manufacturer learened that
a mountaintop grocery store
was ordering large amounts
of gum balls. Delighted, he
checked into the source of
the story and found that the
local inhabitants used the
gum balls in lieu of cards.
Any entry by the local
sheriff’s office found a bunch
of men sitting around a table
with a pile of gum balls.
When the door closed, the
men returned to the pastime
of the feeding the machine
with pennies for a quick
game of stud poker.

Bubble gum came into be-
ing in 1928 and won im-
mediate popularity. During
WWII, manufacturers were
concerned that the market
for bubble gum would die
completely. War-time ra-
tioninist included rubber, a
key compenent of bubble
gum, and the goverment
simply could not release rub-
ber suppilies to gum makers.

The industry gave a collec-
tive sigh of relief when bub-
ble gum reappeared and old,
young and new bubble

Cancer Psychiatric Care
Exercise Safety
Heart Smoking

blowers flocked to the

market.
Gum as we know it today

has changed in forumula
throughout the years, with
more synthetics making up
the base. The cost of impor-
ting ingredients has risen
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dramatically as labor and
shipping costs have risen so
that in the earlier days of
gum making. The forumula
which spawned the
marketing of “soft” buble
gum greatly expanded that
segment of the market. The
addition of NutraSweet to
gum balls is expected to br-
ing many new customers in-
to the marketplace.

AUSTIN--State Comp-
troller Bob Bullock said to-
day that for the first time,
Texans can examine
regional contributions to the
state’s tax system.

“Every region of the state
has its economic strengths
and weaknesses,” Bullock
said in releasing a special
financial report on the
geograhic breakdown of
state taxes. ““As the old say-
Ing goes, you can’t tell the
players witheut a
scorecard.”

Most of the state’s major
taxes--sales, franchise,
alcohol and tobacco, in
particular--come mainly
from densely populated ur-
ban areas, but the Plains
region is the second largest
regional taxpayer. The
reason is simple—oil and gas
severance taxes. The Plains
paid $1.2 billion-more than

gas taxes in 1983.

The state sales tax is still
the revenue workhorse, and
the Gulf Coast and

Metroplex regions combined
paid nearly $2 billion in sales
tax last year. The Gulf Coast
region alone was responsible
for $1.1 billion, one-third of
all sales tax collections. The
Metroplex paid $866 million.

More than 47 percent of
East Texans live in “drv"

counties, and this is
reflected in the region's con-
tribution to alcohol tax
receipts. In 1983, alcohol tax
payments per person of
drinking age were $12.60 for
FEast Texas, the lowest of all
regions. The highest figure
was $30.08 for the Metroplex.
