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The Day Santa Brought A Little Christmas Fear
Is history repeating itself? 

recent biyjji r q ^ i ^  and 
n iu rd e rs '’Tfh Geronimo, 
Oiclahoma, brings to niind 
the Santa Claus bank rob- 
bary in Cisco.

Both robberies took place 
during the inonth of 
December- ^he Oklahoma 
haiat, in wl^eh four people 
were k ill^ . Was on Friday, 
Dec. 14, mid the Santa Claus 
robbery /occurred 57 years 
ago, on 23,1927.

tQr Kent BUfle's Texana 
th e  day $anta brought a lit­

tle Christmas fear
Main Street glittered with 

C^iHtmas festoonery as 
fteda Weiser and I stood 
t^ in g  the old bank 
'Well, people call it Main 

Street, although that’s never 
badn the real name. Today 
.il’jl Conrad Hilton Avenue, so 
jhteignated because it runs 
by Cbnrad Hilton's first 
hotel, the Mobley, a boom 
tosm money mill, a red-brick 
twwatory flophouse Hilton 
acquired in 1919.

Freda and 1 talked, 
however, of 1927 and that 
year's Christmas season, a 
time when Hilton’s hotel em­
pire reached no farther than 
Dallas and Cisco’s Main 
Street was fonnally Avenue 
D

"It was a bright, mild day. 
.sort of like today," said 
Freda, her 81-year-old blue 
eyes studying shoppers on 
the sidewalks. She was 
speaking of a day made in­
famous in Texas history, a 
day when a bank robber 
disgui.sed hinuself as Santa 
Claus

rhe old bank building is 
deserted. The First National 
Hank of Ci.sco moved in 1982 
to up.scale quarters a couple 
of blocks away.

Beside the old bank, we 
turned into the alley that 
connected Avenue E. on the 
west, with what was Avenue 
D, on the east. Freda said 
the abandoned bulletproof 
drivt-'in window in the alley 
had once been a dwir.

Site had reason to recall 
that exit. Santa and his 
helpers used that door to 
reach their getaway car 
after robbing the bank.

The building's 1967 State 
Hi.storical Survey Commit­
tee plaque abbreviates the 
long, ghastly tale:

Scene of daring Santa 
Claus bank robbery, Dec. 23. 
Ur27.

"D uring  ( 'h ris tm as 
festivities, costumed Santa 
and three fellow bandits 
l(K)ted bank of $12,200 in cash 
and $150,000 in securities. 
They escaped through gun 
battle with two little girls as 
hostage. A th ree  day- 
manhunt followed.

"The children and money 
were recovered; the robbers 
captured. Six persons were 
killed, eight injured. later a 
mob lynched Santa' when he 
broke out of jail."

Freda was a 24-year-old 
bookkeeper with light brown 
hair. Then Freda Stroebel, 
she was fresh off the farm 
and delighted to be earning 
50 bucks a month. She'd been 
working at the bank for 
about six months. With a 
pleasant smile, she blamed 
Santa and his gunmen for 
putting gray in her hair. To­
day the retired widow's hair 
is all white, and she is the 
bank 's only surviving 
employee from 1927.

On that eve of Christmas 
Eve so long ago, she and co­
worker Vance Uttleton were 
in the bookkeeping room at 
the rear of the bank. The two 
little girls mentioned in the 
plaque were I.averne Con­
ner, 12. and Emma May 
Robinson, 10. They’d asked 
Freda how much savings 
they had remaining for 
Christmas shopping.

From the counting room, 
the view of the front of the 
bank was obstructed by a 
partition. Those in the room 
had missed Santa’s entrance 
at the front. They were 
startled when Mrs. B.P. 
Blasengame pushed her 
6-year-old daughter, 
Frances, into the room.

"The bank’s being robb­
e d ,”  gasped Mrs. 
Blasengame, shoving her 
daughter toward the door in­
to the alley.

"Stop,” shouted Henry 
Helms, entering the room. 
Waving two handguns. 
Helms, 32, was a dangerous 
man. He'd been sentenced to 
five years for robbery in 
Wichita County only the year 
before. He’d been paroled by 
Gov. Miriam Ferguson.

That Mrs. Blasengame 
didn't stop but struck out 
straight for the nearby Cisco 
police headquarters could 
have been an omen of things 
to come for Helms and his 
three younger companions 
who had tackled the pro­
sperous but vulnerable bank.

Quickly the Cisco folks 
armed themselves. Mer­
chants dragged out weapons 
long hidden beneath their 
counters. Hardware dealers 
began passing out arms to 
every able-bodied man. Ad­
ding to the citizens’ zest for 
the battle was a $5,000 
reward for dead bank rob­
bers that had been posted by 
the Texas Bankers Associa­
tion. The reward was paid 
only for dead bank robbers. 
Adding to the bandits’ 
desperation was a Texas 
statute that made bank rob­
bery an offense punishable 
by death.

Within m inutes.
Patrolm an George Car­
michael was at the Avenue E 
opening of the alley, and 
Police Chief Bit Bedford was 
at the Avenue D end. They 
were joined by arm ed 
volunteers. The getaway 
car, a big Buick stolen in 
Wichita Falls, was parked 
near the alley door to the 
bank

The bank becam e a 
shooting gallery. At Lit­
tleton’s suggestion, he and 
Freda crawled beneath a 
table. They were soon 
ordered out, however, by the 
man dressed as Santa Claus. 
He was a bandit who shared 
H elm s’ ta s te  for easy 
money. He was Marshall 
Ratliff, who had been con­
victed of robbing a bank at 
nearby V alera a year 
earlier. He, too, had been 
pardoned by Gov. Ferguson.

For weeks, the four ban­
dits had been lying around 
Wichita Falls plotting the

Cisco job. Ratliff required a 
disguise because he was 
known in Cisco, where his 
mother had run a cafe. He 
was the "brains" of the out­
fit insofar as any brains 
were involved. He selected 
the Santa Claus suit as a 
perfect disguise.

A third bandit was Robert 
Hill, 22, who’d done two con­
current two-year prison 
terms for burglary. His story 
was a sad one. An orphan. 
Hill had once been sent to the 
reformatory in Gatesville 
just because nobody could 
think of anywhere else to 
place him.

The fourth bandit, Ixiuis 
Davis, had no criminal 
record. He was described as 
a hard-working family man 
who badly needed money. 
Davis would be the first to 
die, cut down in the gunbat- 
tle.

And the battle was raging 
when Helms noticed Freda 
.staring at him. He snarled.

Don’t look at me like that”  
She told me: 1 guess he 
didn’t want me to identify 
him later."

The bandits herded their 
hostages into the deadly- 
cross fire that traversed the 
alley.

"(Bank Cashier Alexi 
Spears went out the door. He 
was hit in the jaw,” rei alied 
Freda. "Oscar Cliett la 
wholesale grocer who had 
chanced to be in the banki 
was beside me. He was hit in 
the toe. 'Santa' was using me 
for a shield," she said.

The bandits forced the lit­
tle girls into the car and toss­
ed their burlap bag of lot. 
Bullets were flying 
everywhere, Freda said. 
Marion Olson, a Harvard 
student home for the 
holidays, had crawled into 
the car and then tumbled 
out, bleeding from a thigh 
wound.

"Santa Claus told me to 
get into the c a r ,” 
rem em bered F'reda. "I 
didn't say anything but 1 
refused to go with them. One 
reason is that our own people 
were shooting at the car. 
They were going crazy, 
shooting everyw here. 
Everybody had come out 
with a gun."

Freda wasn’t sure whether 
she was more afraid of the 
bandits or the ad hoc com­
mittee of citizen gunmen. 
She and E.J. Poe, a teller, 
were standing paralyzed as 
bullets whizzed by.

A dentist yelled out of his 
upstairs window at us. He 
told us to go into the alley," 
said Freda.

The commercial district 
was a labyrin th  of 
alleyways. Luckily, an ex­
tremely narrow one handily- 
intersected the larger alley. 
It was a dead end, but it was 
out of the direct line of fire. 
Freda said she and Poe 
dashed into it. As she ran the 
few steps to the mouth of the 
narrow alley, she passed the 
crumpled, bloody form of 
Patrolm an C arm ichael, 
who’d been shot down as he 
moved along the alley 
toward the getaway car. He 
wasn’t moving. He was dy-

In the narrow alley, Poe 
and Freda lay flat on the 
ground and listened to the

shooting. "I would have been 
more scared but 1 guess 1 
was just dumb.! w as calmer 
than Mr. Poe. He was 
scared. He was nervous. He 
nearly- died."

The battle, which had 
begun just after noon, was 
over in about 15 minutes. 
The car finally roared out 
onto Avenue D and headed 
south, passing the fallen, 
mortally- wounded Police 
Chief Bedford.

A posse of tin lizzies form­
ed to pursue the fugitives. 
Meanwhile, Helms was toss­
ing tacks into the road to 
puncture tires. The bandits’ 
Buick was drooping from 
tire pressure lust to bullet 
holes. Besides, the Buick 
was almost out of gas. 
There's a question about 
whether the gas tank liad 
been pierced.

Approaching them was a 
car driven by a Rising Star 
school boy, Woodrow Wilson 
Harris, 14. The bandits drew 
down on the boy, forcing him 
and his family from the car. 
Quickly, the robbers 
transferred loot, weapons, 
ammo and their dying com­
panion, Davis, from the 
getaway- car to the Harris 
auto. Only when they- tried to 
depart did they- realize that 
young Harris had made off 
with the ignition keys. The

posse was coming. They pil­
ed out and began throwing 
stuff back into their disabled 
Buick.

They left behind the dying 
Davis and, unwittingly, their 
bag of loot.

The Buick made it a few 
miles into the wilds south of 
Cisco where the bloodied 
bandits left the little girls 
unharmed and struck out on 
foot. The resulting manhunt 
was the biggest ever under­
taken in West Texas. Texas 
Ranger Tom Hickman mov­
ed in to coordinate posses 
and lawmen from seven or 
eight counties.

After a long chase that in­
volved kidnapping, car 
thefts, gunbattles and ex­
posure to freezing weather, 
the three wounded fugitives 
were nabbed.

Then began rounds of pro­
secution that deamnded 
much testimony from Freda 
and other witnesses. Helms 
eventually was electrocuted 
at Huntsville. Hill got off 
with a life sentence and 
ultimately- was paroled. With 
a new name, he is said to be 
a respectable citizen tixlay 
in West Texas. A spectacular 
death was reserved for 
Ratliff.

Feigning insanity, Ratliff, 
fighting a death sentence, 
was returned to the Eastland

County Jail, a legal ploy of 
prosecutors. There, in an 
escape attempt on Nov. 18, 
1929, he seized a six-shooter 
and fatally wounded a 
popular jailer called Uncle 
Tom Jones.

A mob dragged Ratliff 
from the jail, tossed a rope 
over a cable between two 
electrical poles and swung 
him up by the neck. When 
the first rope snapped and 
Ratliff fell, a merchant 
quickly provided a new rope.

Speaking of the tragic 
story that began at the bank, 
Freda told me: “If you go 
through something like that, 
you’re inclined to think that 
the bandits got what they 
deserved.

sions in the Treasury 
Department’s proposal for 
tax reform will seriously 
limit the ability of local 
government to finance ser­
vices that must be provided 
to our citizens," said NACo 
President Phil Elfstrom, in 
response to the tax 
simplification plan announc­
ed yesterday by Treasury 
Secretary Donald T. Regan.

"I.ocal governments will 
be hard hit by the elimina­
tion of deductions for state 
and local taxes, and 
especially the property tax. 
The loss of tax exemption for 
many state and local bonds 
will further restrict our abili­
ty to finance local govern­
ment," he continued.

We cannot continue to be 
given more responsibilities 
for increased services and 
not the ability to pay for 
them. We need the flexibility 
to give our citizens the ser­
vices they require," he said.

The loss of the ability to 
deduct property taxes will, 
in effect, mean an automatic 
tax increase in local taxes 
paid by the individual tax­
payer “ The increase," 
Elfstrom said, “will amount

to taxation without represen­
tation at the local level, since 
it will have been imposed 
without the consent of the 
local governing boards or 
the local voters.”

This increase in turn will 
restrict the flexibility for 
counties to raise local taxes 
when absolutely necessary 
to provide needed or man­
dated services.

“Without the ability to 
genera te  necessary- 
revenues, counties run the 
risk of either delaying or 
simply reducing services to 
citizens," said Matthew B 
Coffey, NACo executive 
director.

“As a county official, it 
concerns me to think that 
this plan may inhibit loc-al 
taxpayers in their support 
for local efforts to raise 
revenue for needed ser­
vices" said Elfstrom, who 
also is a Kane County, 111..

board member.
“Raising local revenue is 

already very difficult,” he 
said.

Counties rely on property 
taxes alone for over 30 per­
cent of their revenues, with 
another 35 percent coming 
from revenues collected by 
the state.

Counties also use tax ex­
empt bonds to finance most 
m ajor public facilities, 
many of which are privately- 
owned. This includes many 
airports, pollution control 
facilities, and wastewater 
treatment plants or utilities

The tax exemption in this 
area is vital to local govern­
ment since It lowers the cost 
of financing these projects 
which in turn lowers costs to 
each taxpayer But the 
Treasury Department pro­
posal would eliminate ex­
emptions for interest on 
these investments unless the 
facility  is ow ned and 
operated by the government.

While the National 
As.sociation of Counties sup­

ports comprehensive tax 
reform, we are concerned 
about the implications to 
local government,” Coffey 
said. We will be reviewing 
this proposal in detail during 
the coming weeks and 
meeting with county officials 
from around the country to 
study that issue.”

The Henry Schaefer’s 
He Overcame Barriers

Henry Schaefer of Cisco 
has many of the blessings 
which make life worthwhile

He has a good wife, two 
responsible children, a suc­
cessful business, a pleasant 
home, and a Church he en­
joys

He has traveled in the 
United States and Europe, 
and is known widely for his 
work for handicapped peo­
ple Add to this a host of 
relatives and friends, and 
the picture looks bright in­
deed

But then you look at the 
other side of things, and 
realize that participation in 
life has not come easy for 
Henry Schaefer For he has 
not walked since he was ten 
years old, and until four 
years ago he literally crawl­
ed on his hands and knees in 
order to run his television 
and electronics business 
Now he uses his wheelchair, 
propelling himself around 
home or in Ins *shopT

Unfortunately Henry’s 
class was located on the 
third floor of the building, so 
he learned more about 
physical barriers  right 
there But he wore knee pads 
and padded gloves, and 
crawled right to the top. No 
trouble to finish the class -  
once he got there.

His first job was bookkeep­
ing for Mynck’s Dairy, 
across from where the In­
terstate is now. It was seven 
days per week -  subject to 
call -  with pay of $20 per 
month After that he worked 
as a Tax Assessor, going out 
into the rural areas of 
Eastland (bounty.

Then an opportunity came 
to study Electronics under 
the Texas Kehabilitiatiun 
Program  This study 
fascinated him -  he could 
now use all his brains and 
skill. That diploma really 
meant something.

In 1937 he started a Radio 
lii'downtown Cisco, get-

program, which is a Na­

“Some people thought I 
was crazy, out crawling 
around all those years," 
Henry chuckles, his gray 
eyes lighting up. “ I guess I 
was always determined to be 
independent •- to make 
something out of myself 
Really - "he looks down at 
his streamlined chair, with 
the small, light wheels -“I 
could get around better 
crawling than I can in this 
thing But I busted one of my 
elbow joints, and it won't 
hold up under my weight 
anymore So I went to this 
chair "

Schaefer still remembers 
when he walked for the last 
time He was ten years old, 
and living with his family on 
a farm south of town. One 
day, while climbing a tree, 
he took such a hard fall that 
he couldn't get up off the 
ground. He was carried 
home and put to bed.

"I had dislocated my 
back,” he says. “We had no 
doctors, no X-rays. When I 
was able to get out of bed I 
started crawling on my 
hands and knees.

"In those days people were 
very afraid of Infantile 
Paralysis. Some of them 
thought that was what I had, 
so they would have nothing 
to do with me.”

Life changed radically for 
Henry. He begged to go back 
to the rural school, but it was 
three years later before he 
returned. In the next two 
years he made four grades, 
catch ing  up with his 
classmates. He was back 
helping with farm work, too. 
When lifted to a planter seat 
he could drive a team.
It was the inO's and things 

looked bleak. But Henry was 
determ ined  to be tte r 
himself, and made a r­
rangements to study book­
keeping and typing at Cisco 
High School.

tunity People would call or 
come in to buy, and the 
business took off immediate­
ly. Schaefer bought a place 
across from the First Na­
tional Bank.

“Right there,” he says, “ I 
became even more con­
scious of the barriers for 
disabled and handicapped 
people I would see them fall­
ing when they tried to get up 
on the sidewalks -  unless 
there was someone around to 
help"

His own business expand­
ed. He became a dealer for 
the Cushman Motor 
Scooters, covering 17 coun­
ties He also got into the ap­
pliance business He gave 
high school boys and girls 
basic training in Electronics 
under the D E. program.

Two ”ery important things 
happened to Henry Schaefer 
in 1940 First, he married 
Thelma Whatley, and se­
cond, he tix)k first place in 
the nation as a top salesman 
for Zenith Corporation. The 
Zenith award was great -  
but It is the marriage that 
has proved to be the 
■ priceless ingredient" in 
Henry's life.

■1 couldn't have made it 
without my wife," he .says. 
• She  is a wonderful 
h o m e m a k e r ,  
businesswoman, good cook, 
everything.”

Mrs. Schaefer worked at 
the business as well as at 
home. During World War II 
Schaefer gave some of the 
young men basic training in 
Electronics.

“I had to get a medical 
report th ree tim es to 
establish my own disabili­
ty,” he chuckles.

There were various 
highlights in Schaefer's 
business after World War II. 
He fixed radios for Chrysler 
cars, and started carrying a 
line of Case Farm Im­
plements. He bought various 
bits of property around Main 
Street, moving his business 
location several times.

In 1960 he bought the pro­
perty on 22nd St. where he 
now lives, and children Ruth 
and Philip grew up there. 
Ruth (Schaefer) Stewart is 
now teaching Special Eklnca-

tion in the Cisco Schools, and 
son Philip is in charge of 
Maintenance at Graham 
Memorial Hospital, Cisco.

Schaefer got in on the 
ground floor of another elec­
tronics enterprise when he 
began selling television sets 
in 1952. He has sold, adjusted 
and repaired many televi­
sion sets since that time.

During the years with 
various dealerships Mr. and 
Mrs Schaefer received a 
number of vacations, in­
cluding a week-long one in 
Acapulco, Mexico. But one of 
the highlights of those 
business years was a trip in 
1958 to Phoenix, Arizona, for 
training by the J.I. Case 
Company. Case picked up 
employees in the largest 
civilian airlift ever.

At this meeting Henry 
Schaefer sat for the first 
tune at a banquet table 
seating 750 people. He 
navigated in this crowd by 
using a technique he had 
learned: when you crawl in a 
crowd you must go either 
ahead or behind -  never in 
the middle among a sea of 
feet!

Eventually Schaefer sold 
out downtown and moved his 
business beside his home on 
22nd St. There he still con­
tinues to get a lot of work. “I 
guess I’ll never retire,” he 
says. “1 can’t imagine what 
it would be like to do 
nothing.”

Over the years his activity 
has increased on behalf of 
the handicapped.

"Before 1975,” he ex­
plains, “There really wasn’t 
much, in the ways of laws or 
organized work, in helping 
disabled people lead more 
normal lives.

“But some L'ederal laws 
were passed that year -  I 
think it was during President 
Ford’s term.

“Since then, the Barrier- 
Free program has really 
moved forward in some 
areas, such as the Northern 
States and West and East 
Coasts. I’m sorry to say that 
the South and Southwest are 
still behind.”

He lists some of the worst 
barriers for handicapped 
persons as sidwwalks writbno- 
access, high steps with no 
ramp, narrow doors, a 
bathroom without special 
features, the driving of a 
car, and some forms of 
public transportation.
Many years ago he built 

special equipment for his 
owne car, and drives it 
without any trouble. But 
airplanes now provide the 
easiest long d istance 
transportation for the disabl­
ed, he says.

Schaefer has booklets and 
other information listing the 
towns, parks, motels and 
shopping areas across the 
country which have barrier- 
free arrangements. There 
are no listings of these in 
Eastland County, although 
the County Courthouse and 
the Square in Eastland are 
barrier-free.

“There are about 200 
severely handicapped people 
in E astland  County,” 
Schaefer notes. “Some of 
them you never see, for they 
are home bound. Others are 
in Nursing Homes A few are 
able to get out and work.” 

About nine weeks ago 
Schaefer was appointed as a 
Board Member of Special 
Educatin for a Tri-County 
area which includes 
Eastland, Stephens and 
Shackleford Counties. He is 
intensely interested in this 
work, and feels that it fits 
right in with the Barrier- 
Free Project.

As he speaks to Civic 
groups and individuals, 
Henry Schaefer keeps think­
ing of a special wish -  that 
his home town of Cisco take 
the lead in such a program; 
that it become a place where 
handicapped can work and 
shop freely, and that it be 
listed  in one of the 
magazines or booklets he 
gets.

That would be a fitting 
tribute to Schaefer For few 
men have overcome as 
many barriers in their own 
lives as he has, and few are 
as perceptive of the needs of 
others. _

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Texang Score On Nutrition Test
Texans understand there 

is a relationship between ex­
ercise and weight control, 
but are misinformed on the 
body’s use of food and need 
for vitamin and mineral sup­
plements.

These are the findings of a 
“Food and Fitness” quiz 
taken by Texans attending 
the state fair held during Oc­
tober.

Visitors to the Food and 
Fiber building could take the 
Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice’s computerized quiz, 
says Dallas County Exten­
sion agent Jean Carlton. 
They were asked 10 true- 
false questions relating to 
nutrition and physical activi­
ty and given informative 
answ ers a fte r  each 
response.

The scores from 632 
quizzes were tallied. “While 
people who took the quiz are 
not representative sample of 
the state’s population, their 
scores provide some indica­
tion of what Texans know 
about nutrition,” Carlton 
notes.

Although the average 
respondant answered 62 per­
cent of the questions correct­
ly, severa l questions 
stumped the majority.

Almost 70 percen t 
answered incorrectly that 
athletes and other people 
who exercise regularly have 
special needs for extra pro­
tein.

•'Most Americans get the 
recom m ended daily 
allowance for protein, and 
don’t need more simply 
because they exercise,” says 
Extension Service nutri­
tionist Marilyn Haggard. 
• 'T here’s a common 
misconception that extra 
protein builds muscle, when 
it’s actually exercise that 
builds muscle tissue.”

Slightly over 61 percent of 
those responding believe 
that high carbohydrate 
meals eaten three hours 
before exercise provide fuel 
for activity. But most people 
don’t need ex tra  c a r ­
bohydrates for exercise and 
may just have to work all the 
harder to burn the extra 
calories. Haggard says.

Since carbohydrates are 
the most quickly absorbed 
foods, the person who needs 
quick energy before exercise 
would be better off having a 
high energy snack closer to 
the exercise time, she adds.

Almost 50 percent of the 
test-takers thought that peo­
ple who exercise need 
vitamin and mineral sup­
plements even if they do eat 
right. This isn’t true. Hag­
gard says, because all 
necessary nutrients can be 
obtained from eating a 
balanced diet.

While these were the most 
missed items, the average 
test-taker answered 62 per­
cent of the questions correct­
ly, reports the nutritionist.

"The message of the 
fitness craze has evidently 
gotten through to most Tex­
ans,” she says, “since 90 
percent answered correctly 
that exercise should be a 
part of weight loss or weight 
control program.”

But there is still a need for 
greater understanding of 
how exercise and weight 
control relate to each other 
for maximum fitness. Hag­
gard observes.

Tommy: That would have 
to be Leon this year during a 
night trip. I landed 7 fish bet­
ween 2 and 6 pounds. And 
also lost one of my largest 
fish I ever hooked.

Q: What factors do you at­
tribute your success to this 
year?

Tommy: Probably fishing 
2 main patterns that being 
banks containing large rocks 
for structure and also fishing 
underwater ledges near 
creek channels.

Q: What advice would you 
give someone wishing to im­
prove these fishing skills.

Tommy: That would be to 
think positive about your
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fishing abioity. Tell yourself 
you can catch fish. Also 
always renuiin open for 
more knowledge.
Remember for every suc­
cessful trip there are 2 
failures. Wh«i you find fish 
analyze why they were there 
and put it to work for you.

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Italy - 4 0  Years Later

Our First Saturday-The 
Isle of Capri.

We had received our daily 
itinerary before we left the 
“ States” , however every 
night, our guide, Raffaella 
Brocca, posted our tour for 
the next day in the hotel lob­
by. This included the tune 
for breakfast, and our hour 
of departure for the tour of 
that day. We usually had 
breakfast between seven and 
eight each morning and 
departed at 8:30 for our tour. 
We all ate breakfast together 
in the hotel dining room, this 
first morning, after our ar­
rival in Sorrento.

The dining are was very 
attractive, all of the tables 
had table cloths and cloth 
napkins We never saw a 
place mat while we were in 
any hotel This morning, 
those that drank coffee had a 
bad experience. The coffee 
was very black and very 
thick The waiters were ask­
ed to bring hot water so the 
coffee could be “watered” 
down so It was not too bad. A 
few had brought their own 
instant coffee with them.

We had noticed at the din­
ner the night before at the 
Kistorante “I î Favorita” 
that the waiters were all 
young Italian men. They all 
wore white hirts, white 
jackets, black ties, and black 
pants This morning at 
b reakfast, again young 
Italian men were also 
waiters in the dining area 

For the length of time we 
were in Italy, we never saw a 
waitress. Some women did 
work in the kitchens but 
never in the dining rooms In 
our hotel in Sorrento, the 
w aiters did not speak 
Knglish, but they did unders­
tand a few Knglish words. 
Water was never .served but 
we did ask for it, and it was 
not long until every one knew 
the Italian word for "aqua”
It never had ice in it, and 
almost every drink was 
warm, including the orange 
juice. I..

We all left for the alke to 
our tour bus, which 
delivered us down a very 
steep road to the port of em­
barkation for the Island of 
Capri There were many 
boats there, and many other 
tourist making the ocean 
trip

We all boarded a hydrofoil 
la boat that glides along on 
top of the water» and we en­
joyed the (K-ean trip We saw 
other boats making the trip 
to the island, which took ap­
proximately ;W minutes to 
a rr iv e  at the M arina 
Grande, which is the ancient 
port of F’arri and its only lan­
ding place, owning to the 
island's sheer cliffs which all 
to the sea all around the 
coastline The other landing 
place (though not the mam 
one) is situated on the South 
coa.st of the island

The village of Marina 
Grande stands all along the 
Bay of Carpi, with its row of 
typ ica l and a ttra c tiv e  
fishennen's cottages, huddl­
ing one on top of another 
almost in a single mass and 
distinguishable only by their 
bright, varied colors.

From Manna Grande a 
road leads to the little town 
of Carpi and other places on 
the island, and there is a 
funicular that starts here 
and goes .straight up to 
Capri

l4?t US take a last look at 
the island as a whole before 
going up to Capri and 
Anacapri From the harbour 
of Marina Grande can be 
seen rising up the two high 
rocky spurs, above which 
there  are  two sm all 
plateaus. To the west, in the 
line of Monte Solaro, stands 
Anacapri, to the east, Monte 
Tiberio. Capri lies in the lit­
tle valley between the two 
peaks, nestling on the slopes 
of Monte Tiberio. .A dense 
vegetation covers all the 
lower part of the island, all 
the lower part of the island, 
while higher up the rock 
rises .stee and bare; at other 
points It falls sheer to the 
sea, creating inlets, grottoes 
and most picturesque cor­
ners.

We all boarded our tour 
bu.ses and the road, which 
starts from Marina Grande, 
leads up to the center of 
Capri in a series of .steep 
tw rsts and turns As the road 
IS very narrow, the bus 
driver would honk his horn 
as he apjiroached Ihecur es. 
We all hoped another car 
was not coming down in the 
opposite direction. On .some 
of the curves, we .saw mir­
rors which would reflect an 
approaching car.

We look back over the 
Man na Grtmde iK-tiealh. and 
.he coa.st of .Sorrento in the 
distance It is a truly breath­
taking view, but other, still 
finer ones awaited us.

The island of Capri, a 
geographical prlongation of 
the Sorrento Peninsula, 
closes the Bay of Naples to 
the South. It is a small 
island, covered barely 10 
square KM., and is roughly 
quandrangular in shape One 
is immediately struck by the 
cliffs rising out of the sea, 
the lush vegetation and the 
dazzling white houses scat­
tered among the green. 
Naturally, tourism is the 
main business of the island’s 
inhabitants, but some of the 
people are engaged in 
fishing and the cultivation of 
olives and the vine. The 
island’s flora and fauna 
I especially as regards fish, 
are particularly interesting 
and varied The flora above 
all, thanks to the large 
number of species it offers,
IS a valuable asset to the 
island, forming part of its 
many beauties

Capri IS a jewel box full of 
marvels and this is due
above all to nature. The Blue 
Grotto, the Faraglioni, the 
Natural Arch, the countless 
other grottoes scattered 
along Its coast and the steep 
cliffs, are only a few of its 
be.st known features.

Capri has been rightly 
called the Pearl of the Sea: 
to know it m eans to 
rediscover the creative 
forces of Nature and the 
sen.se of its beauty.

The ruins of Vila Jovis 
were very interesting. It was 
the favorite residence of 
Tibt'rius who stayed on the 
island for the last ten years 
of his life (37-26 AD) with a 
small following and ad­
ministered the Empire from 
here The island continued to 
be frequented by successive 
em porers and Homan 
aristocrats and the impor­
tant garrison establish**! m
Tiberius’s - UiiWAo -fWrtgH-
him remained.

rhe Park of Augustus and 
the Faragilioni - this is one of 
the most beautiful places of

Capri; it is a public garden 
with various plants, many 
paths, lanes and steps 
leading to the various view­
points, from which can be 
seen the southern part of the 
island the Marina Piccola 
below, and above all, the 
famous Fargalioni, emerg­
ing like rocky little island 
from the deep blue sea.

l.,a Certo a di San Giacomo 
was erected in 1371-74 by 
Count Giacome Arccucci, 
feudel lord of the island, and 
IS the most important ex­
amples of the Caprese ar­
chitect.

The Natural Arch is made 
up of limestone and the wind 
and rain operating for cen­
turies on these rocky cliffs, 
have transformed the ap­
pearance of the rock faces, 
creating fantastic shapes.

Anacapri is the second 
town on the island after 
Capri. It stands on the slopes 
of Monte Solara, 275 meters 
above the sea level.

It is a holiday center which 
attracts crowds of visitors 
every year from all over the 
world. There are many

shops and one finds the 
characteristic stalls in rows 
all along the edge of the 
road. We had lunch here at 
one of the most panoramic 
restaurants of the Island, the 
San Michele. Arrangements 
had been made earlier for us 
to eat here, and we enjoyed it 
very much. The waiters car­
ried the food from up stairs 
lown to us on a lower level. 
2very item of food is served 
in a different plate, and this 
wasture in every hotel or 
restaurant where we ate in 
Italy. Of course the High 
light of going to Capri is the 
Blue Grotto. The island owes 
it worldwide fame to the 
splendid natural beauty, the 
ancient myths and legends, 
the fascinating remains of 
the imperial villas, the 
characteristic domes of the 
houses and churches but 
most of all to the famous 
marine cathedral that is the 
Blue Grotto. The tiny en­
trance, which is only two 
meters w ide and one meter 
high, means the grotto 
receives light which as pass­
ed under water. This light 
freed from the water, colors

the walls, roofs and stalac­
tites an intense blue.

The light makes the water 
and anything submerged in 
the water appear silver. 
Once inside looking down in 
the crystal water to the tiny 
pebbles at the bottom or 
looking around at the blue 
rock wrapped in an enchan­
ting light, it is possible to 
discover the secret fascina­
tion that is Capri. After see­
ing so much of this tiny 
island, we walked to the 
Piassa Umbero and then 
rode a cable car down to the 
Manna Grande and again 
boarded our boat for the 
return trip to our hotel in 
Sorrento.

10.2 Million Ameriens Lived In 
Mobile Homes In 1980

About 10.2 m illion 
Americans lived in mobile 
homes when the 1980 census 
was taken, the Commerce 
D epartm en t’s Census 
Bureau has announced.

The mobile home residents 
lived m some 3.9 rmllion 
units (2.1 million in 1970), 
two-thirds of them built bet­
ween 1970 and 1980. Such 
homes comprised 5.3 percent 
of the nation’s total housing 
stock.

States with the highest 
proportions of mobile homes 
were Wyoming, 18 percent; 
Arizona, Montana, Nevada, 
and New Mexico, each with 
13; and Idaho, 12. Hawaii, 
Connecticut, New Jersey, 
Rhode Island , and
Massachusetts nad less than 
1 percent.

Metropolitan areas with 
the highest proportions were 
Ocala, Fla., and Jackson­
ville, N.C., each with 23 per­
cent; Bradenton, Fla., 22; 
Redding, Calif. and
I.akeland-Winter Haven, 
Fla., with 19; and Fort 
Myers-Cape Coral, Fla., 18.

Nearly 2.4 million married 
couple families were living 
in mobile homes. Roughly 29 
percent of the householders 
in these families were in the 
25 to 34 year old age group 
and 25 percent were 45 to 64. 
About 15 percent were in 
each of three age groups-15 
to 24, 35 to 44, and 65 and 
older.

Among householders with 
no mate present, there was a 
higher proportion of women 
65 years and over (32 per­
cent) than men (17 percent). 
The median age for all 
mobile home householders 
was 41.3 years.

About 80 percent of the 
mobile homes were occupied 
by owners and 20 percent by 
renters compared with 64

The median in­
come of mobile home owners 
was 813,355 and that of 
renters was $9,443. These 
were well below the median 
for all owners ($‘20,549) and 
all renters ($11,331). Median 
rent for mobile homes was 
$212 a month compared with 
$243 for all renters.

.More than 98 percent of the 
homes had complete plumb­
ing for exclusive use, and 44 
percent were connected to 
public sewers. Nearly 62 per­
cent obtained their water 
from public or private com­
pany systems About 84 per­
cent had central heating and 
60 percent had air condition­
ing.

The report is the second in 
a series of repo?.*« on specific 
subjects covered by the 1980 
census. The first report 
released was on structural 
characteristics of the hous­
ing inventory. The data on 
mobile homes are cross 
classified by housing and 
population characteristics 
and are presented for the na­
tion, regions, .states, and 
metropolitan areas.

Despite last year’s freeze 
that wiped out Texas table 
citrus, the 1984 citrus picture 
looks more favorable for 
consumers than what had 
been predicted earlier in the 
year, says a Texas A$cM 
University Agricultural Ex­
tension Service food and 
nutrition specialist.

Because the 1984 Califor­
nia crop should yield about 
28 percent more oranges this 
year, U.S.D.A. analysts say 
this should help keep prices 
from soaring this season, 
reports Marilyn Haggard.

According to the U.S.D.A., 
Florida juice supplies for 
this year also look good. 
Early concerns of a short 
crop because of 1983 frost 
damage and disease in the 
nurseries have been dispell­
ed.

While juice prices hold 
stable, consum ers may 
notice a slight difference in 
quality , says Haggard. 
Florida processors are 
agumenting supplies by im­
porting concentrate from 
Brazil and blending it with 
their own, she explains.

Some producers believe 
that Brazilian concentrate is 
not up to Florida flavor and 
quality standards, but they 
claim the imports are need­
ed to maintain reasonable 
orange juice prices, she 
add.s

Since orange juice is such 
a good source of vitamin C, 
many consumers are reluc­
tant to cut back unless prices 
become exorbitant, Haggard 
observes. But one way to 
reduce without cutting back 
on juice is to consider 
packaging costs, she says.

The most expensive form 
in which to buy orange juice 
to typically the convenient, 
single-serving size asceptic 
boxes with straws or 6-ounce 
cans. Generally, frozen con­
centrate is least expensive, 
although single-strength 
juice sold in cartons can be 
less expensive when on 
special.

Prices may also vary 
within price category, with 
store brands usually costing 
less than the national 
brands, except those on 
special. Haggard notes.

For people who like to 
squeeze their own fresh juice 
from Texas oranges, this is a 
disappointing year, the 
specialist says. The Texas 
ruby red grapefruit are also 
missed by many consumers, 
who prefer them to the less 
sweet and juicy Florida or 
California white varieties.

Many consumers will be 
waiting for the return of our 
homegrown Texas citrus 
next year, predicts the 
specialist.

“1 got off a good shot, and 
that burning meat skin hit 
the would-be killer right in 
the butt.

“1 guess it hurt some, 
because he went right 
through a three-eights inch 
plywood barricade."

Ray makes his home in 
Abilene with his wife Winnie, 
and is an independent oil

operator.
Ray feels like someone is 

looking after him. “I firmly 
believe there is a God and he 
controls your destiny, and 
He’s been very good to me. 
Of all the tights I’ve been in. 
He brought me through.

“1 had a heart attack four 
years ago, and 1 had a wreck 
Hi years later. I was hit by a 
pickup in the door and rolled 
3‘i  times. They pronounced 
me dead. 1 could see myself 
lying in the pickup. I was like 
above the pickup and looking 
down and 1 saw the man with 
me being taken out. Then * 
everything left me. I’ve 
recovered and I’ve felt good 
ever since. ”
