ONE OF THE nicest we’ve 
seen about the 1927 Santa 
Claus Bank Robbery in Cisco 
appeared in the Dec. 23rd 
edition of the Fort Worth 
Star-Telegram. It was writ­
ten by Christopher Evans, 
s ta f f  w r ite r  fo r  that 
newspaper, after he spent 
most of a day here some 10 
days before.

.Mr. Evans re-told the 
story of how a man dressed 
like Santa Claus and three ' 
helpers robbed the bank. His 
treatment included some 
background in form ation  
about the town. And he up 
dated the story by reporting 
on what eventually happen­
ed to people named in the 
course of reporting the 
event.

, One interesting note was 
the fact that the Dec. 24, 
1927, Star-Telegram story on 
the day following the rob­
bery didn’t mention the fact 
that the man who engineered 
the robbery was wearing a 
Santa (Tlaus suit until the 
27th paragraph. The Santa 
Claus angle, of course, is 
what has kept the tale alive 
all these years.

Too, Mr. Evans reported 
that the Texas Bankers 
Association, which had wide­
ly advertised a reward for 
dead bank robbers, never 
paid any reward money to 
anyone in the Cisco case.

Mr. Evans did a good job 
and we are sure local folks 
appreciate his work. He told 
of visiting the old county jail

in Elastland as well as tour­
ing the old bank building in 
Cisco.

1966, the Register is a nation­
wide inventory of those pro­
perties especially worthy of 
preservation and recognition 
because of their historical, 
a rch itec tu ra l or a r ­
cheological significance.

That program in Texas is ad­
ministered by the Texas 
Historical Commission, the 
State Agency for Historic

Preservation.
The National Register of­

fers a measure of protection 
from the possible impact of 
federally funded projects. 
Register properties may 
also be considered for grant 
funds to aid in the restora­
tion and preservation of 
these im portan t s ites. 
Income-producing historic 
properties may also qualify

for the special 25 percent In­
vestment Tax Credit for 
rehabilitation work. Persons

Texas-Named Ship Series

An age-old maritime tradi­
tion is that naval war vessels 
are named after famous peo­
ple, places or events. This 
tradition continues in to­
day’s highly technical Navy. 
Within the U.S. Navy is a 
group of ships that proudly 
carry the banner of Texas 
tradition. Of the 595 ships 
currently commissioned in 
the United States Navy, 
three are named after

famous Texans, five are 
named after Texas cities, 
one bears the name of a 
famous battle in Texas, and 
a Navy cruiser bears the 
name Texas, in honor of the 
Ixine Star State.

Of the “ Texas”  contingent 
of U.S. Navy ships, the 
largest is the USS NIMITZ, 
an aircraft carrier, named 
after Fleet Admiral Chester 
W. Nimitz, a Texan. Fleet

Adm ira l N im itz was a 
famous commander during 
World War II and was the 
Navy’s last five star ad­
miral. Other famous Texans 
honored by a ship bearing 
their name include Sam 
Houston and Sam Rayburn. 
Ironically, Sam Houston was 
a famous Army general and 
not a Navy hero! Texas 
history students will recall 
that Sam Houston command­
ed the forces that defeated 
the Mexican Army at the 
Battle of San Jacinto and 
served as President of the 
Republic of Texas. Sam

Rayburn was a more con­
temporary Texas politician 
who served as Speaker of the 
Texas House of Represen­
tatives and later as Speaker 
of the U .S. House of 
Representatives.

HOUSTON.

Texas history is immor­
talized by the USS ALAMO, 
named after that memorable 
battle in San Antonio in 1836. 
And, several ships bear the 
names of m ajor Texas 
ciUes: USS CTTY OF COR­
PUS C H R IS T I, USS 
AUSTIN, USS DALLAS, USS 
EL PASO, 'and the USS

Over the next 11 issues, the 
series “ The Navy Within the 
Navy”  will describe the ten 
ships named after Texas 
personalities, places and 
events. These Texas ships 
represent a diverse group in­
cluding an aircraft carrier, 
amphibious landing ship, 
and subm arines. Both 
peacetime and wartime ac­
complishments of these 
“ Texas”  ships and the 
history of their predessors 
will be covered in future
issues.

THE FIRST CENTURY is 
the name of a handsome 
book recently published by 
the Texas Bankers Associa­
tion as a part of the centen­
nial observance of the TBA -  
1885-1985.

There is a chapter on bank 
robbery and a copv of a 1933 
pMter is headline: “ Money 
Reward for Dead Bank Rol> 
bers.”  A cash reward not to 
exceed $5,000 was offered for 
the shooting of robbers in the 
act of holding up a bank.

“ The association will not 
give one cent for live bank 
robbers,”  the poster said.

The book devotes a little 
over a page to “ The ‘Santa 
Claus Bank Robbery' in 
Cisco. And we quote it as 
follows:

Cisco, Texas, is a pleasant 
place, situated between Fort 
Worth and Abilene. It was in 
Cisco that a bank robbery 
took place which became na­
tionally famous, even with a 
state h istorical marker 
designating it as the place 
where the “ Santa Claus 
Bank Robbery”  occurred on 
the afternoon of Dec. 23, 
1927. Four bandits entered 
the First National Bank, one 
dressed in a Santa Claus 
suit.

Several children had spot­
ted “ Santa”  on the street 
and trailed him gleefully to 
the bank. Noting that he car­
ried no sign or advertise­
ment, a lady inquired, 
"What store do you repre­
sent?”  Quickly came the 
answer, "You 'll find out soon 
enough.”

Once inside the bank, the 
bandits drew their revolvers 
and ordered all officials and 
employees to lie on the floor. 
A local mother with her 
small daughter, caught up at 
the excitement of seeing 
Santa Claus, went to the 
bank as the robbery was 
about to begin. When the 
shooting started she pushed 
her daughter out a side door 
to the alley, ran out herself 
and rushed to the nearby Ci­
ty Hall to alert officers.

“ They're robbing the First 
National Bank," she ex­
claimed.

Great excitement prevail­
ed; a violent gun battle 
erupted; one of the robbers 
was killed, the other three 
escaped. Two of the children 
who had gone to the bank 
with “ Santa" were t.iken 
hostages by the fleeing ban­
dits. Obviously shaken by 
the sudden violence of their 
her<i. ‘ hey were soon releas­
ed. T:ic chief of police died 
Midi ni',ht of gunshot 
wounds. Other died later.

The ALAMO is able to 
carry three very large lan­
ding craft, known as IXlUs, 
or 20 medium-sized craft

The New Year - Another 
Milestone For County

Tim e is measured by 

years - so we have to come to 
another milestone. The en­
ding of 1904, like that of 
years past, brings up the 
question of where we have 
been in the past and where 
we are going.

To get some of the answers 
on an area level 1 checked 
with community leaders and 
County Judge Scott Bailey, 
who stays in touch with a 
wide scope of activities.

1 found everyone generally 
up-beat, with the feeling that 
things are going to work out 
great. The rains which 
began in October have done 
a lot to alleviate the water 
problem, which was of great 
concern dunng the summer.

Randy Speegle, manager 
of the Cisco Chamber of 
Conunerce, says that things 
are lookmg up for that town.

“ We can point to a number 
of improvements during 
1904" he says “ The new 
water filtration system, for 
one thing, has made a vast 
amount of difference

“ The acquirmg of a new 
physician. Dr. Boresma, has 
been of great benefit to the 
town. The close ties of Hen­
dricks Hospital in Abilene 
with our Gram Memorial 
Hospital has kept our facility 
one of the best

“ We don’t ever forget the 
importance of Cisco Junior 
College, which is actually 
one of the largest industries 
in Eastland County. The high 
academic standards at CJC 
have made it one of the top 
Junior Colleges anywhere.”

Carolyn Ratliff, editor of 
The R is in g  S ta r, has 
favorable comments on the 
progress of this town in 1984 
Rising Star is operating cur­
rently in the black, and pay­
ing off past obligations when 
possible. And the town, in 
spite of the economic hard­
ships of many farmers in the 
area, has had a sharp rise m 
retail sales duiirg 1984. This 
may be partly tied to the oil 
business in the vicinity, 
which has continued to be 
good.

The erection of a large star 
on the water tower has been 
a source of pride and 
pleasure. This star was 
decorated for the holidays.

Hoy U nderw ood, c ity  
manager of Eastland, has 
plenty of good news about 
the growth of Eastland and 
its potential for the future.

“ We had almost a 40% rise 
in retail sales tax revenue 
for 1984!" He exclaims " I t ’s 
hard to match that. Our big 
McDonalds came in during 
the year, and a number of 
shops in two new shopping 
centers on East Highway 80 
Another shopping center is 
under construction out there 
right now

"Eastland is m excellent 
financial condition, with no 
indebtedness We have been 
doing a lot of street work in 
1984, and will continue with 
this and with water lines - 
trying to keep up with 
grow th"

Future plans are very ex­
c it in g , he says A

community-civic center for 
Eastland is under considera­
tion. A possible 40 executive- 
type apartments are in the 
planning stage. The utility 
companies and city officials 
have approved the develop­
ment of Judge Jim Wright s 
property off East Highway 
80.

“ With interest rates com­
ing down, you’re going to see 
things really take off around 
here,”  he predicts.

There is such a thing as the 
Spirit of Ranger! So says 
Jeanne .Mackey, editor of 
The Ranger Times. That 
spirit shows Itself in such 
things as the beautiful 
Christm as decorations 
thorughout the town this 
season, the fine high school 
band, the football team and 
many other ways.

Talented Mrs. Mackey is 
herself part of the Ranger 
news for 1984 She became 
the editor of the Times in 
September, 1984 She had 
previously worked on the 
staff

She says that probably the 
biggest news story in Ranger 
this year was the acquinng 
of a large grant by the city 
for the upgrading of water 
lines. This work is under­
way.

The Ranger Volunteer 
Fire Department added to 
its equipment in 1984 The 
group purchased a new fire 
truck, a foam machine, and 
new uniforms.

Other highlights of the 
year were .Mayor Hart’s 
work toward getting an AM- 
TRAK train through this 
area, and many visitors at 
the R oaring  R anger 
.Museum, a new football 
scoreboard, and the rise in 
sales tax receipts.

When 1 went to see Judge 
Scott Bailey in his office, a 
light of warm rain was fall­
ing outside.

"Ram IS the big story 
now,”  he commented, look­
ing up from a stack of cor­
respondence. “ It’s been a 
tough past year, and the 
agricultural outlook is still 
slim. Our disaster area pro­
clamation has been extended 
into 1985 But at least we're 
getting some water in the 
ground and some in the area 
lakes. 1 understand they 
have a one-year supply at 
least, w ith m ore rain 
predicted.”

Eastland County, Judge 
Bailey said, is operating in 
the black, and is continuing 
to make payments on the 
new jail In the year 1990 the 
building will be completely 
paid for. The latest inspeci- 
tion, like all others, has 
found this facility to be in 
compliance with all state 
and federal standards

"The oil business has con 
tinued to be a big factor in 
this county.”  Judge Bailey 
noted. It has brought in a 
lot of revenue, helping us in 
various ways.

There has been some 
depletion in shallow oil. but 
ther's still quite a bit of drill­
ing around Nimrod N.E. of 
Cisco, north of Olden, and

around the edge of old 
Ranger boom field.

"In  this way this has been 
a bad tim e fo r sm all 
operators and investors, 
however, due to the drop in 
the price of oil. This should 
begin to stabilize

"Due to the oil and gas ac­
tivity,”  he said, Eastland 
Count) has been less af­
fected than other places by 
the cutbacks in Federal and 
State funding on various 
things. But I believe the time 
has come when we are going 
to have to meet our services 
and needs on a local level as 
much as possible. This year 
we established a multi­
purpose center just north of 
oil jail to assist people.

“ 1 am really proud of our 
Senior Citizens’s program 
here in the county, too. 
Every major town around 
here now has a Nutrition 
Program for the elderly. Our 
semi-retired people are still 
active in community and 
civic affairs, and add a lot to 
the quality of life here.”

Judge Bailey, as chairman 
of the County Historical 
Society, hoped that some 
Eastland County fam ily 
would qualify during 1384 for 
the Family I .and Heritage 
Award. None did, however, 
and none are presently work­
ing with him on gathering 
necessary data.

There was other historical 
news in the county, however. 
A Historical Marker was 
dedicated to the F irst 
Methodist Church in Rising 
Star in 1984, and the I.ong 
Branch Baptist Church is 
presently working on data 
for their Historical Marker. 
In Cisco the Mobley-Hilton 
Hotel continues to be big 
news, with restoration plan­
ned during 1985.

Some of the work around 
the county has been 
rem odeling rather than 
restoration. The Eleventh 
Court of Appeals has refur­
bished quarters on the 4th 
and 5th floors of the Cour­
thouse. Personnel has been 
increased, and data process­
ing added. Judge Bailey 
noted that this assists in the 
handling of a bigger work 
load with more efficiency.

The year 1984 will be 
remembered for a long time 
as the year in which a lot of

Many of the bodies are on 
d isp lay  in the N aples 
Museum, they are hard as 
rock, three were on display 
in glass cases as we went 
thru the cities. A dog was 
also on display.

“ I think the majonty of 
Pompeii’s victims have not 
been found,”  said Dr. 
DeCaro. "They are still out 
there waiting, beyond the ci­
ty gates. They were in 
flight."

Some excavation is being 
done, but the government 
does not have the money to 
purchase existing homes 
that were built above 
Pompeii and Herculaneum.

"M y thoughts go back to 
H ercu laneum 's buried 
theatre, and for a moment 1 
sense the thrill that must 
have greeted those early ex­
cavators. Im agine such 
vivid images emergine as 
you are scraping in the dark 
deep underground"

Did the excavators, I 
wonder, notice the eyes in 
these paintings, and statues'* 
So many stare vacantly 
ahead. They remind me of 
the impassive face im­
printed in the pyroclastic- 
flow in the thearte These 
faces do not express much 
joy Often they seem to be 
asking whatever gods are 
listening why there mast be 
such sorrow in the world 
From those- eyes flow a 
sadness that .sums up the 
fate of this "lovelie.st region 
of the earth" that makes me 
want to say, Alas poor Por­
tia. ala.s Pompeio, alas Her­
culaneum"

one of the first centers of 
Christian faith in Campania.

After the fall of the Roman 
Empire ui 476 it shared the 
late of the rest of Italy, con­
quest and occupation, first 
by the Germanic tribes, and 
then by the Saracens

More than 15 centuries of 
invasions did not succeed in 
destroying Paestum; in­
stead this way achieved by 
an insidious and in those 
days invincible enemy: 
malaria

This was caused by the 
raising of the coast, causing 
the mouth of the nearby Sele 
river to fill with sand, with 
the result that the water 
flow ing down from  the 
treeless mountains had no 
access to the sea and re­
mained stagnated behind, 
creating a marshland.

The people gradually 
abandoned the water-logged 
plain for the mountains, out 
of the reach of the malaria, 
with only a few resigned to 
their fate, remaining huddl­
ed around the Temple of 
Ceres which had become a 
Christian church.

In the 9th century the re­
maining population deserted 
the city for the nearby

First Monday
After leaving Pompeii, we 

visited a cameo factory, 
"Torre Del Greco” , at Cam- 
mel. There were many 
tourists there, however the 
show rooms were large, with 
many display cases down the 
center of the rooms. The 
clerks were most helpful, 
and a few did speak English.

We were told that no two 
cameos are alike. Many cd 
the cameos in the rings, 
bracelets, necklaces, earr­
ings, and pins were the plae 
pink cameos. They are made 
from the pink seashell. Some 
are made from glass, onyx, 
sardonya. and agate Cameo 
is a gem carved with figures 
that are raised, or in 
"re lie f" . The term often 
refers to a gem that has 
layers of different colors. 
The figures are cut from one 
layer against a background 
layer of another color A 
famous example of a cameo 
in glass IS the Barberini 
Vase in the British museum. 
It was made in Rome in 100 
B.C

Our next stop was 
Paestum. In the hauntingly 
impressive, vast landscape 
of the plain of the river 
Silarus. near the southeast 
coast of the Gulf of Salerno, 
the ruins of great walls en­
circle a group of Doric 
temples, which are among 
the best-preserved and most 
majestic of the ancient 
Greek world On this site 
arose "Poseidonia". the city 
dedicated to Neptune, found­
ed in the 7th century, B.C., 
by Sbyarite colonists, or as 
legend would have it, by the 
hero Jason, leader of the 
Argonauts.

Poseidonia became one of 
the most important cities of 
Magna Graecia, raising 
within its walls the splendid 
temples which still today are 
the fitting monuments of a 
great metropolis

In 273 B.C., the Romans 
conquered the entire penin­
sula, and the city was 
renamed Paestum.

Under Rome the city en­
joyed a long period of pro­
sperity, and had much com­
merce in oil and cereals. 
Many other grand building 
roae such as the Forum, the 
Baths, the Ampitheatre and 
the Italic Temple P  was also

highlands, founding the city 
of Capaccio, and Paestum 
became a source of building 
m ateria ls  for the new 
centers of habitation

Paestum the superb was 
now a dead city.

Brambles, scrub and the 
ever-present swamps invad­
ed and covered the remain­
ing stones, and Paestum was 
completely forgotten by 
man Centuries of oblivion.

Unitl 1746, when the Bour­
bon Charles III ordered the 
opening up of a carriage way 
(now state highway 18) and 
before the wondering eyes of 
engineers and workmen 
there emerged from the 
tangled scrub marbles, 
sculptures, great walls, and 
pow erfu l colum ns, 
testimonies of a lost civiliza­
tion.

Thus the city of Neptune 
was rediscovered, and the 
interest of writers, a r­
cheologists and artists im­
mediately kindled: Goethe, 
P a o li, W inkelem ann, 
Soufott, Saint-Nou, Piranesi 
and many others. The stones 
were freed from their thick 
blanket of earth and vegeta­
tion. the first timid digs were 
undertaken, the monuments 
studied, surveys conducted.

In 1907 excavation was 
resumed on a more rational 
basis and continued (except 
during the wars) until our 
own times. Thus have come 
to light, tombs, precious ob­
jects. marble articles, to the 
extent that Paestum now 
boasts the most important 
complex of Greek Sculpture 
in Magna Graecia.

Paestum still remains to­
day one of the most moving 
archeological sites, one of 
the most fasc in a ting  
testimonies to the past in Ita­
ly Surrounded by the sweep­
ing landscape that reaches 
to the Alburni mountains and 
the golden sands of the Tyr- 
rhenia. it is still worthy of 
the admiration it instilled in 
Virgil (the place where the 
roses bloom twice oven in 
Dvid. in Propertius, in Mar­
tial and Tas.so

"This morning (March 23, 
1787) together with Kniep, a 
most able draughtsman, I 
went to Paestum- My first 
impression and how could it 
be otherwise"* was one of 
com plete amazement. I 
found myself in a completely 
alien world, because the 
eyes of our times are at­
tracted to slender, delicate 
architectural forms and 
these great masses of stone 
and imposing columns have 
a terribly daunting effect.

But I soon came to myself, 
thinking back to those far-off 
times when such an architec­
ture was fitting and proper, 
and I felt myself reconciled. 
I thanked my good geni for 
having brought me to such a 
place, to see with my own 
eyes these wonderfully 
preserved remains, this 
sense of fullness of life which 
the architect sought and so 
adm irab ly  c re a te d -- "  
(Goethe. Journeys in Itarlyi

Paestum is a magnificent 
sight from the distance, with 
Its majestic columns and the 
imposing facades within the 
encolsing circle of the great 
walls, one of the most com­
plete and renowned system.s

of fortification in the ancient 
world.

There are four gates, still 
standing, and the fourth 
gate, called the Porta 
Marina, is the best preserv­
ed. There are two towers 
while inside are the great 
vestibule with its powerful 
walls, and the guards’ keep; 
a stairway leads up to the 
sentry walks, from which 
one m ay see a wide 
panorama of the Gulf of 
Salerno.

Next we .saw the Gym­
nasium which contained a 
huge swimming pool, and a 
kind of underwater 
"labxrmth."

The Temple of .Neptune 
diul the BasiiK'a call oe seen

from the west. The monu­
ment is of imposing yet so 
harmonious one is struck 
more by the elegance of the 
whole than bv its mass.

The Temple of Ceres was 
constructed a little later 
than the Basilica, and is the 
smallest of the three Doric 
temples of Paestum.

The interior (converted in­
to :i chri-stian church during 
ihe oiiddle ages) is very sim­
ple.

The Paestum Museum was 
built in 1952 and much of the 
materials and furnishings 
from the temples are on 
display here. Later that 
afternoon we attended our

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Year-end Review By T P & W D
The weather hit the state's 

w ild l i fe  and fish ery  
resources a vicious one-two 
punch during 1964, but Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment officials believe the 
year was a banner on for the 
agency’ s various programs.

Record low temperatures 
at the turn of the new year 
followed by a worsening of 
drought conditions by sum­
mer combined to reduce 
populations of both fish and 
wildlife in many areas.

Along the coast, the freeze 
was fatal to thousands of 
game fish trapped in the 
shallow bay waters, in­
cluding an estimated 90,000 
redfish and 567,000 spotted 
seatrout.

This prompted the Parks 
and Wildlife Commission to 
adopt emergency regula­
tions reducing bag and 
possession limits on redfish 
and trout by half and in­
creasing minimum length 
limits on redfish from 16 in­
ches to 18 and on trout from 
12 to 14 inches.

These emergency regula­
tions were adopted on a per­
manent basis later in the 
year after surveys indicated 
the freeze damage was just 
as severe as early evalua­
tions indicated.

Wildlife species such as 
quail also suffered losses, as 
su rveys  in d ica ted  the 
statewide quail population 
plummeted to its lowest ebb 
in more than 10 years. 
Turkeys also experienced 
poor reproductive success, 
but the bad weather failed to 
significantly reduce the
numbers1
Pheasant 
Panhandle were down as 
well because of poor nesting
success.

The year ended on a 
positive note, as widespread 
ra ins during the fa ll 
revitalized the habitat and 
may have set the stage for a 
rebound if normal amounts 
of rainfall occur during the 
winter and spring.

Officials believe one of the 
top conservation stories of 
1984 was acquisition of the 
S lo fe r-M cN e ll Trust, a 
1,700-acre marsh area in 
Clahoun County. It was 
significant in that it was the 
first waterfowl habitat ac­
quisition from funds raised 
through the sale of State 
W aterfow l Stam ps and 
Prints.

The tract, to be operated 
as a wildlife management 
area, provides habitat for a 
wide variety of aquatic and 
terrestrial wildlife species in 
addition to waterfowl.

Another significant ac­
complishment of 1984 was 
completion of the depart­
ment’s first Six-Year Plan, 
designed to provide planning 
and direction for the agency 
during that period. Conser­
vation organizations, sport­
smen and other interested 
individuals were given the 
opportunity to provide input 
for the plan during public 
hearings.

The following are some of 
the other significant news 
events of 1984 affecting the 
department's four program 
d iv is ion s  -  w ild life , 
fisheries, law enforcement 
and parks:
W ILD U FE

-The Stofer-McNeel Trust 
was not the only 1984 habitat 
acquisition financed by 
Texas Sportsmen. A 102-acre 
tract of native brushland in 
Cameron County was pur­
chased with funds from the 
sales of White-winged Dove 
Stamps. This was the fourth 
whitewing habitat purchase 
in the Lower Rio Grande 
Valley, and it brings the 12 
units of the Las Palomas

Wildlife Management Area 
to a total acreage of 1,314.

--The department con­
ducted the first controlled 
alligator hunting season in 
Texas Sept. 7-23, with a total 
harvest of 437 of the reptiles 
taken from selected portions 
of 11 Southeast Texas coun­
ties.

"T h e  departm ent ac­
cepted a bid during July for 
production of the state’s first 
Nongame Print, Stamp and 
Decal program. Patterned 
after the highly successful 
state waterfowl stamp, the 
nongame stamps, prints and 
decals will provide an ex­
clusive funding source for 
programs aiding nongame 
and endangered speicies in 
the sta te . L eg is la tio n  
authorizing the program 
also empowered the depart­
ment to accept private con- 
tiributions and grants for the 
fund, and to accept income 
and easements, mineral 
leases, grazing leases and 
sate of products from lands 
purchased with money from 
the fund.

-The department’s desert 
bighorn sheep restoration 
program in the Trans-Pecos 
region of West Texas took a 
big step forward in 1964 with 
the birth of 17 lambs in a 
brood pasture on the Sierra 
Diablo Wildlife Management 
A rea  near Van Horn. 
Although six lambs died of 
parainfluenza, the survivors 
were innoculated and of­
ficials are confident the 
growing herd will eventually 
provide enough animals for 
release in the wild. Officials 

gntcful for Üiél ü g o r t

Society and several other 
sportsmen’s groups for pro­
viding money and manpower 
to construct the 40-acre 
brood facility.

-The Wildlife Division pro­
vided hunting opportunities 
for a record number of 
hunters on its w ild life  
management area hunts in 
1964, with 5,340 permits 
issued for gun deer hunters 
on 14 areas, a 61 percent in­
crease in permits over the 
year before. Hunting also 
was allowed for a wide varie­
ty of other game species on 
the areas.
FISHERIES

-The department's John 
Wilson Redfish Hatchery at 
Flour Bluff had an outstan­
ding year in 1984, producing 

more than 7,140,000 redfish 
finglerlings for stocking in 
Texas bays. A third spawn in 
late December was expected 
to push the year's total pro­
duction well over 7,102,000 
fingerlings produced in 1983. 
The hatchery construction 
was funed by the Gulf Coast 
Conservation Association, 
and the site and heated 
water were provided by Cen­
tral Power and Light Co. of 
Corpus Christi.

-Biologists produced the 
first-ever hybird cross bet­
ween native Texas spotted 
seatrout (speckled trout) 
and the orangemouth cor­
vina from California's Saltón 
Sea. During July 12,000 
fin gerling-sized  hybirds 
were stocked at Calaveras 
l,ake near San Antonio, and 
w ithin four months 
fishermen were catching the 
sporty fish which had grown 
to a length of as much as 12 
inches.

-The department expand­
ed its rainbow trout stocking 
program to include three ad­
ditional state park lakes dur­
ing 1964. State parks current­
ly offering trout fishing are 
Buescher, Tyler, Meridian, 
Bonham, Daingerfield and 
lake Mineral Wells. In addi­
tion to the state parks, tmut 
were placed in five puMn

fishing areas.
-Final plans were approv­

ed during 1984 for a 64 8 
million renovation project at 
the department's San Mar­
cos Fish Hatchery. When 
completed in 1985, the refur­
bished hatchery will be 
among the nation's most 
modern facilities for game 
fish production. The facility 
initially will be used to pro­
duce ra inbow  trout, 
smallmouth bass and cat­
fish.

-The Department's fish 
hatch eries  produced a 
record 3.5 million striped 
bass and 2.6 m illion  
striped/white bass hybird 
fingerlings for stocking in 
the state’s reservoirs during 
1984. Officials said improved 
fish culture techniques, in­
cluding pond fertilization 
and monitoring, allowed a 
more than 300 percent in­
crease in per-acre produc­
tion from  the hatchery 
ponds. Stripers were stocked 
in eight large reservoirs, 
while hybrids were placed in 
17 smaller lakes.

-The department obtained 
two new game fish species 
for possible future introduc­
tions in Texas’ freshwater 
lakes. Biologists are study­
ing 15 summer flounder from 
Delaware at the Heart O’ the 
Hills Research Station at In­
gram . The flou nder 
reportedly grow to large 
s izes and have high 
tolerance for both fresh 
water conditions and cold 
weather. A fast-growing 
strain of walleye found in the 
Tennessee Valley also is 

,.JlBd«r Atudy,iQr.possible in­
troduction.”

--Departm ent o ffic ia ls  
were pleased during 1984 
that the Texas Water Com­
mission granted their re­
quest for 10,000 acre-feet of 
water to be released from 
the Lake Texana Dam near 
Edna. It was the first ever 
release of impounded water 
intended solely to benefit a 
Texas coastal estuarine 
system. Dry weather had 
raised salinities to high 
levels in the Ijivaca River 
marshes and Ijivaca Bay, 
threatening white shrimp 
and other marine species. 
I^ W  ENFORCEMENT

--The d ep artm en t’ s 
Operating Game Thief pro­
gram completed its third 
successful year of operation 
during 1984. OGT gives in­
dividuals the opportunity to 
report game and fish law 
violators by calling toll-free 
1-800-792-GAME, and 
disburses monetary rewards 
to callers whose information 
leads to convictions for 
flagrant violations. Since the 
program's inception in 1981, 
more than 2,000 calls have 
been received. Of these, 255 
resulted in the arrest of 532 
violators and 916 convictions 
were obtained for a total of 
6114,704 in fines collected. 
PARKS

-Brazos Bend State Park 
opened to the public during 
1984. The 4,897-acre park is 
located near Needville , 
about 28 miles south of 
Houston. Formerly known as 
Hale Ranch, the park offers 
full picnic and camping 
facilities as well as trails and 
fishing piers. Development 
was tailored to preserve the 
s ite 's  abundant w ild life  
resources, which include 
more than 225 species of 
birds, alligators and a varie­
ty of other reptiles, mam­
mals a id fish.

-An outstanding historic- 
structure also was opened to 
the public during 1984. The 
Fu lton  M ansion State 
Historic Structure is a three- 
story mid-Victorian period 
mansion which overlooks 
Aransas Bay at Fulton. The 
house has been restored, and 
all furnishings are authentic 
to the period whent he 
house's builder, George 
Ware Fulton, lived there in 
the late 1800s.

SOCIAL
SECURITY

Peop le planning their 
family insurance protection 
should be sure to figure in 
the value of their Social 
Security survivors benefits. 
The program provides par­
tial replacement of the earn­
ings lost because of the death 
of the working member of 
the household for the surviv­
ing members of the family.

Among those who may 
qualify for benefits are:
. Unmarried child under 18, 
or at any age if disabled 
before age 22.
. D isab led  w idow  and 
widower or disabled surviv­
ing divorce spouse age 50.
. Dependent su rv iv in g  
parent age 62.
. Widow, widower or divorc­
ed spouse at any age with 
surviving child under 16 or 
disabled in his or her care.

An aged or disabled sur­
viving divorced spouse can 
get benefits if the marriage 
to the deceased lasted 10 
years or more. Retroactive 
benefits may be paid in cer­
tain cases where a person 
does not apply for survivors 
benefits when he or she first 
becomes eligable. However, 
such back benefits are 
generally limited to 6 mon­
ths. And people under age 65 
cannot usually get back 
benefits.

A lump-sum benefit of 6225 
is payable to an eligible 
widow or widower or to a 
child entitled to benefits on 
the deceased's eranings 
record.

The amount of the benefits 
depend on the average an­
nual earnings of the wage 
earner over his or her work­
ing life. The average benfit 
currently being paid to a 
young surviving family, in­
cluding a nonworking spouse 
with two children in his or 
her care , is 6953. The 
average benefit for a aged 
widow or widower is 6399.

4-H Scholarship

Elderly people who take 
many medications may be 
tempted to crush or mix pills 
so they will be easier to 
swallow

But now all medications 
can be safely treated this 
way, cautions gerontologist 
Dr. Judith Warren.

Some tablets are coated to 
conceal the unpleasant taste 
of the medication, prevent 
irritation of the mouth and 
esophagus, or to delay 
release of the drug, says 
Warren, a specialist with the 
Texas A&M U n iversity  
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice home economics pro­
gram.

Crushing a coated tablet 
immediately releases the 
drug and may cause a bitter 
taste in the mouth, stomach 
irritation and nausea This 
may cause some elderly to 
avoid taking the medicine as 
prescribed. Warren notes.

Drug overdose can also 
result since some prepara­
tions are designed with 
multiple coatings or beads 
that permit gradual release 
and slow absorption of the 
drug, cautions the specialist.

When time-release camp- 
sulcs are crushed or mixed 
with a liquid, a greater than 
normal amount of the drug is 
released and the symptoms 
of overdose or intense side- 
effects can occur, she adds 

Some elderly may prefer 
to mix their medication with 
milk or fruit juice, but this is 
not always safe either, says 
Warren. These liquids can 
alter the solubility and ab­
sorption of some drugs. 
Fruit juices can also inhibit 
drue action, she explains.

Since crushing or dissolv­
ing any medication can alter 
Its effects, elderly patients 
or those who care for them 
should ask the pharmacist. 
diKtor or nurse whether an 
alteration will be safe or not. 
Warren suggests 

Other questions to ask in­
clude ( ’an this drug be­
taken with fluid’  If so. how 
mui'h ’ With what food or 
fluid can this drug be safely 
mixed ’

Taking precautions when 
crushing or d isso lv in g  
medication can insure that 
medicines actually have a 
chance to do their job. War-

Now that the 98th Congress 
has drawn to a close and 
preparations are underway 
for the start of the 99th Con­
gress in January, I wanted to 
comment on some of the 
issues raised in the recent 
NFIB Mandates. I continue 
to appreciate receiving Man­
date responses and note with 
interest all opinions express­
ed.

With the national debt ap­
proaching $1.6 trillion and 
the Congressional Budget 
Office (CBO) projecting a 
Fiscal Year 1985 budget 
deficit of $178 billion (over 
19% of total outlays), now is 
the time to address federal 
deficits. I strongly favor 
reducing the defic it by 
fo s te r in g  continued 
economic expansion and cut­
ting spending, not by raising 
taxes. Realistically, I ques­
tion whether Congress can 
agree on spending cuts that 
are su ffic ien t, by 
themselves, to sharply lower 
the deficit.

For example, F Y  1985, 
CBO projects outlays of $262 
billion for defense, $417 
billion for “ entitlements" 
(Social Security, Medicare, 
veterans benefits, etc.) and 
other spending required by 
current law, and $134 billion 
for interest on total federal 
debt. That leaves $164 billion 
for all non-defense discre­
tionary spending (repairing 
roads, law enforcement.

scientific research, some 
social programs, running the 
government, etc.).

W hile some dom estic 
discretionary programs can 
be cut further, meaningful 
deficit reductions can not oc­
cur without restraining the 
growth of entitlements and 
defense -  and probably some 
tax changes. Deficits hurt 
our economy, and the tax­
payer, just as surely as tax 
increases. In act, many 
economists consider deficit 
spending to be hidden taxa­
tion. I am opposed to any tax 
increase, unless spending is 
cut at lease $2 for every $1 
taxes are raised. I want to 
assure you, however, that I 
am directing my every effort 
toward spending cuts.

Along these lines, I receive 
many Mandate responses 
urging that the retirement 
age for federal employees be 
raised. I agree that a broad- 
based, equitable defic it 
reduction plan should con­
sider changes in the federal 
retirement system, as well 
as in many other govern­
ment "entitlem ent”  pro­
grams. This could include 
changing the retirement 
age, altering the use of cost 
o f l iv in g  ad justm ents 
(COLAs), and generally br­
inging federal retirement 
more in line with private sec­
tor programs.

gress is the uniformity of 
FDIC insurance coverage 
for banks. As you know, the 
Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation  (F D IC ) is 
obligated by law to insure 
only the first $100,000 of each 
depositor’s account at in­
sured depository institu­
tions. In practice, tlie FDIC 
has arranged for larger ac­
counts to be 100% safeguard­
ed as well. However, on eight 
separate occasions in the 
March-May 1984 period, the 
FDIC experimented with a 
“ modified payoff”  policy, 
under which depositors with 
more than $100,000 in a failed 
bank received only a percen­
tage of that overage. This 
test ended just before the 
dram atic  FD IC -Federa l 
Reserve “ rescue”  of Con­
tinental.

I sincerely hope that FDIC 
actions do not portend the 
adoption of a double stan­
dard, under which small 
banks and their depositors 
are insulated from market 
forces. This is contrary to 
the principle of “ equal pro­
tection under the law.”  Such 
a two-tiered policy, or the 
lack of certainty as to what 
federal regulatory policy 
will be in this area, could 
lead to a dangerous lack of 
confidence in the smaller

An assessment by TIPRO 

of these proposals leads 
them to the conclusion that 
such action would severly 
hurt the econom ics of 
domestic petroleum produc­
tions • and this at a time

when decreases in the price 
of oil and gas are underway.

Studies have shown that 
the elimination of these tax 
incentives could cause the 
loss of more than 30 percent 
of the capital available to in­
dependents for exploratory 
drilling for oil and gas.

With independents drilling 
some 90 percent of the wells 
in the United States, the 
resultant impact on the na­
tion’s energy supply could be 
great At the same time there 
would be a serious reduction 
in jobs for Americans.

A total of 83 percent of 
students taking the first two 
years of academic work at 
Hardin-Simmons University 
passed the Pre-Professional 
Test for Teacher Education.

The Texas State Board of 
Education requirements for 
admission to the teacher 
education program include 
achieveing passing scores on 
all three parts of the PPST 
tests including: reading, 
writing, and arithmetic.

The state average is 54 
percent, according to Dr. 
Ronald A. Smith, vice presi­
dent for academic affairs at 
HSU.

Dr. Peter Gilman, dean of 
the Irvin School of Education 
at HSU, said that 20 of 24 
HSU “ n on -tran s fer”  
students posted passing 
scores on the PF*ST test.

In recent testing, 50 test 
scores were reported at HSU 
and 45 persons whose scores 
were reported took all three 
tests.

Overall, including post­

grads, transfers. HSU non­
transfers, and non-HSU 
students, a total of 28 out of 
45 passed the examination or 
62 percent.

By subject areas 24 of 25 of 
the 96 percent passed the 
writing phase of the ex­
amination; 23 of 26 or 88 per­
cent, mathematics; and 21 of 
25 or 84 percent, reading.

But if the product 
substitu tes fo r and 
resembels another food and 
IS not • nutritionally in­
ferior" it does not have to be 
called imitation, she adds.

Some cheeses are labeled 
as mutation simply because 
of a change in ingredients 
from real cheese. F'or exam­
ple, some grated Italian 
style cheese which contain 
added whey fall into this 
category.

Another c lass of 
••imitation" cheese is the 
non-dairy product, made 
from vegetable oils, sugars, 
a protein souro such as 
sodium caseinate and other 
ingredients.

Some of these products, 
like imitation cream cheese, 
a re  not n u tr ition a lly  
equivalent to the products 
they imitate, says Sweeten. 
They must be labeled imita­
tion, m ay be m ared 
••non-dairy product." and 
may bear a nutrition label.

An •‘ imitation" label also 
appears on a popular and 
econom ical category of

substitute cheeses whicn 
have been fortified to con­
tain the same amounts of 
protein and the 19 other in­
gredients for which U.S. 
Recom m ended f)a il>  
A llow an ces  have oeei 
establcshed. says the nutri­
tionist.

The nutrition lao.«> : 
these products indK;fc M a 
they are equal to or Uv . 
than natural cheese in pro­
viding protein, vitamin .A. 
riboflavin  and calcium. 
These products may bt 
equivalent in fat content to 
natural cheese.

For consumers, the lable.> 
on packages of imitation 
cheese can be confusing, 
Sweeten maintains. The 
FDA requires full ingredient 
istings but nutrition lableing 
s not normally required. 
Shoppers may have even 

more difficulty identifying 
imitation cheese in process­
ed foods, she says, since the 
processor does not always 
have to state on the label 
ttiat imitation cheese is be­
ing used.

For example, if a pizza is 
called ••cheese”  pizza and 
the processor uses imitation 
cheese, the word imitation 
must be stated in the lable. 
When a pizza is called 
•‘mushroom pizza.”  that 
means mushrooms are the 
primary topping ingredient 
and any cheese used is 
secondary, so the imitation 
lable does not have to ap­
pear.

When the cheese is ge­
nuine, the word cheese will

•'Basically, we’ll be work­
ing with livestock producers 
over the state through our 
county Extension agents to 
help them organize their pro­
duction systems,”  he says. 
"Beef cattle producers have 
been caught in a severe cost- 
price squeeze for several 
years and are struggling for 
economic survival. This 
means cutting costs while 
maintaining their level of 
productivity or increasing 
productivity while keeping 
costs in check."

Optimum production effi­
ciency is the direct result of 
t im e ly  dec is ion s and 
management actions based 
upon herd management, 
health programs, forage pro­
duction, range management, 
record systems, market in­
formation, feed acquistion 
and financial management, 
Beverly points out. All these 
things must mesh together, 
or be integrated, if produc­
tion efficiency is to be in­
creased.

O b jec tives  of the in­
tegrated livestock manage 
ment program are fourfold;

1. To e ffe c t iv e ly  a c­
celerate the transfer of 
technical data to producers 
to reduce present production 
inefficiencies.

2. To develop a statewide 
production and economic 
database for beef producers 
to better address and give 
evidence to the principles, 
practices and problems 
which impinge upon op­
timum production efficien­
cy.

3. To strengthen and 
d eve lop  in n o va tiv e  in ­
tegrated subject matter 
methods and management 
systems to enhance livestock

producuoii efficiency.
4. To develop computer 

software aids to assist pro­
ducers in the decision­
making process as related to 
overall herd and ranch 
management.

•'Profitability of Texas 
cattle pn'ducers has been 
greatl> affected by continu­
ing increases in production 
and capital costs,”  says 
Beverly. "This has dictated 
that producers seek greater 
levels of production efficien­

cy.
"By looking at all produc­

tion aspects and integrating 
these into an overall efficient 
operation, we should be able 
to help Texas cattle pro­
ducers become more com­
petitive,”  says Beverly.

While the Extension Ser­
vice is taking the leadership 
in this integrated livestock 
m anagem ent p rogram , 
numerous other groups and 
organizations will have 
put.

I’m bo Kit this programm­
ing e ffo r t , the Texas 
•Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice has received a $22,500 
grant from the Extension 
Tcrvice, U S. Department of 
Agriculture. The grant was a 
direct result of the suc­
cessful South Central Texas 
Beef Herd Improvement 
Program that was launched 
about a year ago. Funds w ill 
be used to support some of 
the a c t iv it ie s  of this 
17<'ounty area program as 
well as similar efforts in 
other parts of the state.
