Plans call for adding 10

classrooms, a cafetorium 
that will serve as a combina­
tion auditorium and lunch 
room, and other facilities. 
The school system has some 
$700,000.00, includ ing
$134,000 in insurance money 
from a storm that wrecked 
the school gym last year, in a 
building fund, Mr. Couch 
said.

In the new program, plans 
call for the present In­
te rm ed ia te  School 
c lassroom s to be a ir- 
conditioned, along with the 
new quarters.

The architect hopes to 
have plans complete and 
specifications ready for the 
board to call for bids in the 
near future, Mr. Couch said.

Bidders will also be asked to 
submit proposals to remove 
the wreckage caused by the 
gym collapse as soon as 
specification are ready, he 
added.

Grades 1 and 2 and the 
kindergarten, currently at 
Primary School, will move 
to the Intermediate School 
campus when the new 
quarters are completed.

The driver’s education fee 
was set at $K for the course 
that began Monday, Mr. 
Couch said. Jimmy Yowell is 
the instructor of the class of 
34 students. The school has 
leased a Chevrolet car from 
FuUen Motor Co. of Eastland 
for the course, he added.

Sources Say G.M . P lan t
W ill L ikely  Be  In  Texas

We’re 99 and 44/100 per 
cent sure G.M. will come to 
Texas -  and Eastland Coun­
ty is definitely a ‘ ‘hot spot”  -  
if not for the main plant, at 
least for one of the major 
satellite facilities which 
would serve the main plant.

That’s the report from the 
president of one of the major 
consulting firms which is 
w ork ing with G en era l 
Motors in the plant location 
for its all-new Saturn pro- 

.-ject.
^  J(n a telephone conversa- 
^  tion with this newspaper, thf 

consultant inquired of cer­
tain factors which are not 
part of the “ public inquiry” 
being made state-w ide 
through the Texas Economic 
Development Commission.

Asked what w eigh t 
“ inducements”  might have 
on G.M.’s decision, the con­
sultant suggested that the 
company probably would be 
m ore in terested  in a 
“ willingness to cooperate” 
than in the actual short-term 
gift of land and/or services.

“ Geography is definitely 
in your county’s favor,”  he 
said.

Told that the county is 
served by T&P Railway, he 
said that that w asn ’ t 
necessarily a major plus, but

wasn’t too bad a minus.
The consultant arranged 

to forward information to the 
County Com m ittee and 
agreed to meet with them 
soon. He was pleased that 
the com m ittee  was 
represented at the TEDC 
seminar in Austin Friday, 
and indicated that the county 
and its committee apparent­
ly are touching all the bases 
necessary.

A major article about the 
GM plant requirements ap­
peared exclusively in tjie 
Dallas Morning News last 
Saturday morning and was 
carried in other area papers 
Sunday in an Associated 
Press re-write. It was ob­
viously written from the 
TEDC prepared inquiry 
sheets.

One of the Abilene televi­
sion stations, which three 
days earlier had earmarked 
Eastland County as a possi­
ble site, suggested, ap­
parently based on the AP 
story, that “ little Eastland 
no longer was in the pic­
ture,”  presumable because 
the story had indicated that 
the plant would be located in 
an area with a population of

60,000.
The county and the com­

mittee has the position, “ If 
not G.M., then whatever.”

Eastland County has and 
is preparing one of the three- 
page “ site selection criteria 
data sheets”  which was 
distributed by TEDC to eligi­
ble prospects. This county is 
being considered and was 
given a report to fill out 
because its committee has 
been working with the state 
agency'from the beglnniag.

The consultant told this 
newspaper that it's a fact 
that the area and/or the city 
that’s in the forefront of in­
volvement will be the one 
which is selected, if not for 
the main plant, at least for 
one of the satellite installa­
tions which could amount to 
hundreds of payroll jobs. 
“ It’s the same theory as the 
squeaking wheel gets the 
grease’ , he said.

Even if General Motors 
should decide to go to some 
other state for whatever 
reason, the consultant said. 
I'm  convinced, based on 
what I know of your area 
that you will be seeing in­
dustry moving into your

area. “ Your mix is right, 
and you’re working for it.”  

The consultant had just 
returned to his home in 
Southern California from a 
session in Detroit and was 
scheduled to be in Amarillo 
early this week on another 
project and is to contact the 
locals later in this week.

“ Damnant quod non in- 
telligunt”  that’s Latin for 
“ They condemn what they 
don’t understand”  but I 
dodge Latin by taking that 
general course because my 
brothers struggling with it 
said it was too tough.

It never seems to strike

I enjoyed the games but 
resented the pressure used 
to force more support of the 
teams.

He was taught shoe 
making by an ucnle in the old 
guild system. The uncle beat 
him violently when he didn’t 
seem intent on the work and 
Dietrich hated the uncle and ' 
the cobblers trade. He long­
ed for profession. He loved 
the violin. All the time he 
could spend by any means he 
spent on the violin.

When the day came that 
the uncle pronounced him a 
shoemaker and one his 
teacher could be justly proud 
of he gave him a set of 
leather craft tools and let 
him go his way. Dietrich 
tossed the hated tools into 
the bottom of his suitcase 
and went for a job as concert

vioUniat. h e was soon play­
ing in capitul cities of 
Europe. However, be found 
that in hard times people 
could not afford concerts but 
would pay to have shoes 

mended. So he h ^  work 
anywhere he went.

His scrap book was very 
large with his name in con­
cert orchestras from news 
papers in a docen languages 
but by the time I saw those 
ye llow ing clipp ings his 
fingers were stiff with age 
and though no longer nimble 
enough for finer music they 
still did first rate work in the 
shoe shop.

“ Now, that is what I 
should do,”  I told myself, “ I 
should learn to excell in both 
a profession and a trade.”  
However, I never did.

So very few teachers in­
spire more learning than 
them selves posess and 
nothing is more self satisfied 
and determined to protect 
itself than ignorance.

Don’t think for a minute 
that an ignorant nincompoop 
can’t get a teaching cer­
tificate. I have a certificate 
myself.

Having written too much 
already I will ask you, “ In 
our desire to make things 
easier for our children than 
we had it, should we trust 
those children who should 
mean the world and more to 
us into the hands of well 
meaning  ̂but incompetant 
teachers?”  ^

Know for certainty that 
like loosing excess weight, 
the first and greatest re­
quirements in loss of the 
dead weight of ignorance is a 
true desire on the part of the 
individual coupled with 
determination to ACT. It is 
only prime suckers who ex­
pect it from a magic pill over 
night.

' precautions should be taken 
prior to the 1965 growing 
season to allow coastal 
stands to improve and pro­
duce adequate forage.

allowed in early season, 
development of the depleted 
root system  could be 
delayed.

Since phosphorous moves 
extremely slow into the soil 
profile, now would be' an ex­
cellent time to soil sample 
and look at phosphorous in 
detail. A suggested techni- 

^que fo r  a good soil 
phosphorous sample would 
be to take two separate 
samples: one to a depth of 
two inches and one from two 
to six inches. This sample 
will not only tell how much 
phosphorous is in the upper 
six-inch level but will in­
dicate whether it is in the soil 
surface of the soil with only 
slight movement into the 
profile. When dry soils occur 
the surface does not contain 
enough moisture to support 
root a c t iv ity  and 
phosphorous becom es 
unavailable to plants. If 
phosphorous is concentrated 
in the upper layer, plowing 
may be advisable.

Another factor that should 
be considered in planning for 
this spring, is that the root 
system of the coastal ber- 
mudagrass is weakened and 
will need to be protected 
when possible. Leaf growth 
in early spring depletes the 
root reserves. Anything that 
would cause this growth to 
be excessive for an extended 
period of time, could be 
deti'imental to  the foot

^kystèih and the grass stand. ^
A good idea might be to wait 
until the grass is green and, 
growing before nitrogen is 
applied, allowing increased 
root development. After two 
weeks leaves should have 
reached the growth stage at 
which they are producing 
their own foodstuff and some 
for the root systems. Delay­
ing nitrogen fertilizer ap­
p lica tion  could be in­
strumental in maintaining a 
healthy root system in 1985.
' Another possible manage­
ment tool would be to allow 
the initial growth to go to the 
hay stage rather than be 
utilized by grazing animals. 
When coastal bermudagrass 
is allowed to reach 28 to 35 
days of grow th , root 
reserves are being stored in 
the root system, thereby 
strengthtening the overall 
plant and stand. If constant 
defoliatio by livestock is

The last factor to consider 
in improving these damages 
coastal stands would be to 
use a preemerge herbicide. 
Preemerge herbicides kill 
the seedlings of annual 
grasses and groadleaves as 
they germinate. Since the 
activity of the herbicide is at 
germination, the herbicide 
must be applied prior to ger­
mination of weed seed and 
be in contact with the entire 
soil surface. Because of the 
favorable rainfall last Oc­
tober, many coastal fields 
produced a sizeable amount 
of forage that was not 
harvested. Now moisture 
and the relatively warm fall 
and early winter have allow­
ed the establishment and 
rapid growth of annual cool 
season grasses can cause 
enough com petition  for 
water, nutrients and space 
that they will directly com­
pete with the coastal ber­
mudagrass during the time 
that coastal is initiating 
growth. It would be wise to 
take these winter plants out.

If the dead forage cover is 
not so extensive that the 
chemical cannot reach the 
soil surface, atrazine can be 
applied in mid-January to 
control these actively grow­
ing winter grasses and serve 
as a preemerge for annual 
weeds that will germinate 
from now through next fall. 
Simazine is another her­
b ic id e  that w ill g iv e  
preemerge control but since 
it has no contact activity, the 
green grass to which it is ap­
plied at this time of the year 
will not be* killed. I f  a cleâh 
surface is now present, 
simazine would be a good 
material to use.

The presence of excess 
dead fo ra g e  suggests 
waiting until mid-February 
and burning the coastal field 
to remove all excessive dead 
growth. Approximately one 
to two weeks following burn­
ing, atrazine can be applied 
to the field to kill the green 
plants and serve as a 
p reem erge for the re ­
mainder of this growing 
season. Atrazine comes in 
three formulations; 80% 
wettable powder, 90% water 
disperable granules and 4 
pounds per gallon liquid. 
Simazine comes in similar 
fo rm u la tion s . W ettab le  
powder would need to be 
strongly agitated during ap­
plication while either the li­
quid or the water disper- 
sable granules would not re­
quire active agitation.

Elach of these preemerge 
herbicides should be applied 
in a minimum of 10 gallons of 
water with ground ap­
plicators. A boom sprayer 
with 20-inch spacings of fan 
nozzles should be used to 
give good soil coverage. 
Atrazine rates start at one 
pound active ingredients (2 
pints 4L, 1.25 pounds 80 W 
and 1.1 pounds of 90% 
granules) per acre on sandy 
soils and increased to two 
pounds active material on 
heavy clay soils. Since 
atrazine can be used on 
growing green plants, up to 
one quart of good commer­
cial surfactant or crop soil 
should be added to the 
volume of water applied to 
each acre. Simazine should 
be applied at a rate of 0:8 to 
3.2 pounds active ingredients 
per acre with the higher rate 
used on heavy clay soils. 
Simazine material rates 
would be 1 to 4 pounds SOW or 
0.9 to 3.5 pounds 90% 
granules per acre.

Recent Changes In 
Social Security Law

A recent change in the 
Social Security law is impor­
tant for many people with 
mental impairments. The 
Social Security Administra- 
Uon must establish new rules 
by early 1965 for evaluating 
mental impairments in the 
Social Security and Sup­
plemental Security Income 
(SSI) programs. Here are 
ways people may be affected 
by the change:

1. New applicants - Until 
the new rules are in use, 
mentally impaired people 
who file disability appUca- 
Uons will have their claim.a 
decided under current rules. 
I f  a cla im  is allowed, 
benefits can begin. If it can­
not be allowed, the claim will

be reviewed automatically 
for a possible allowance 
when the new rules are 
established.

2. Prior denials and ter­
minations - Mentally im­
paired people who had an ap­
peal of a terminaUon deci­
sion pending on or after June 
7, 1963 will have their cases 
au tom atica lly  rev iew ed  
when the new rules are In ef­
fect. However, most mental­
ly impaired people whose 
d isability benefits were 
denied or stopped fo r 
medical reasons between 
March 1,1981 and October 9, 
1964 need to reapply and get 
a decision under the new 
rules. If they do so by Oc­
tober 9, 1965, the applica-

Uons may be considered to 
have been filed at the time of 
the latest denial or termina- 
Uon. Should the claim be 
allowed. Social Security 
benefits could be retroactive 
up to 12 months from the 
date of the new applicaUon.

If it escapes 
into the rooms of your home, 
the air you breathe can kill 
you," says Dr. Gary Nelson, 
safety engineer with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
AAM University System.

“ As you breathe, oxygen 
in the air combines with your 
blood and is carried to all 
parts of your body. Because 
carbon monoxide combines 
with your blood 200 times 
more readily than oxygen, a 
relatively small amount can 
displace the lifegiving ox­
ygen you need,”  emphasizes 
Nelson.

As carbon m onoxide

crowds out the oxygen, 
weakness, dizziness and con­
fusion will result, notes the 
engineer. Further oxygen 
sUrvation will ultimately 
result in death.

Nelson offers these tips for 
protecting your family from 
deadly carbon monoxide;

-H a v e  your heating 
systems (furnace, space 
heater, water heater and 
fireplace) checked annually 
to make sure they are 
operating efficiently and 
that vents, pipes, flues and 
chimneys are tight. Never 
alter or tamper with a 
heating device.

-Since heating devices, 
especially central furnaces, 
require a lot of air for proper 
operation, make certain they 
are not starved for air.

Check with your heating con­
tractor or fuel supplier to be 
sure.

—D on ’ t c lose  your 
fireplace damper until you 
are certain the fire is out.

-Make certain your at­
tached garage is well sealed- 
off from the rest of the 
house. Never run your car 
engine in a closed garage.

- N o  heating d ev ice , 
designed for venting, should 
be used until it has been pro­
perly vented to the outside.

-Use only heating devices 
that bear the label of the

n a t io n a l ly - r e c o g n iz e d
testing laboratory. Follow 
the manufacturer's recom­
mendations concerning their 
installation and use.

-When changing from one 
type of fuel to another, have

all appliances involved ad­
justed by a qualified ser­
viceman.

-Use charcoal grills and 
hibachis only in well ven­
tilated areas.

“ Remember that any time 
a fuel-consuming device is 
used in an enclosed area, it is 
using up oxygen and nnay be 
producing carbon monox­
ide,”  says Nelson.

“ Although you can't smell 
carbon monoxide, you can 
often smell the smoke and 
other products associated 
with it. Use your nose as a 
detection device. Track 
down and correct all unex­
plained sources of smoke or 
other smells of heat,”  he 
adds
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FARM DEBT PLAGUING 
AGRICULTURE *

CO LLE G E S T A T IO N - 
Fann debt is like a heavy 
weight on the shoulders of 
many farmers today and has 
been the cause of increased 
farm  liquidations, farm  
bankruptcies and 
agricultural loan delinquen­
cies the past few years.

“ Eighteen percent of the 
nation’s fanners and ran­
chers have debt-asset ratios 
of more than 40 percent,”  
notes Dr. Forrest Stegelin, 
an economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
v ice , The Texas AAM 
University System. “ The 
most integrated farming 
operations have the highest 
ratios, but they are accepted 
as normal operating pro­
cedures for their businesses 
and are not typically part of 
the farm debt problem”

Thirty percent of the 
farms with annual sales ex­
ceeding $100,000 have debt- 
ratios of more than 40 per­
cent. Farms with less than 
$40,000 in annual sales usual­
ly have a greater off-farm in­
come There fore, these 
opera tors are not as 
vulnerable to high farm 
debts as the larger commer­
cial farms, adds Stegelin.

The Great Lakes, Ckim 
Belt and Northern Plains 
states have the highest con­
centration of debt-asset 
ratios greater than 40 per­
cent. The Southern Plains, 
including Texas, is below the 
national average, says the 
economist.

Weak asset values for 
fa rm land  and farm  
machinery have not curtail­
ed the problem. Farmers 
with high debt-asset ratios 
own IS to 20 percent of these 
assets. So, more liquidations 
and farm debt should be ex­
pected in 1985, explains 
Stegelin.

Debt restructuring steps 
are being taken since 
farmers are neither borrow­
ing nor buying like they were 
decade ago, he says.

BRAN ADDS D IE TA R Y
FIBER TO SPAGHETTI
CO LLEG E S T A T IO N - 

Bran muffins, breads and 
cereals are well-known as 
foods that add fiber to the 
diet. Now spaghetti made 
with ten percent bran can be 
added to that list.

“ Spaghetti containing 
bran has more than three 
times as much dietary fiber 
and higher mineral content 
than regular spaghetti,”  
says Marilyn A. Haggard, a 
nutntionist with the Texas 
AAM U n ivers ity
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice.

Spaghetti with bran also 
passes the taste test with 
many consumers. Research 
conducted by the United 
S tates D epartm en t of 
Agriculture (USDA) found 
that tasters who prefer 
whole wheat bread to white 
bread usually liked bran 
spaghetti b e tte r  than 
spaghetti without bran. Hag­
gard reports.

Pastas, such as spaghetti, 
are low in sodium, fat and 
simple carbohydrates and 
contain a high level of com­
plex carbohydrates, she 
says.

The ten percent bran 
spaghetti also contains much 
higher levels of protein, iron, 
ca lc iu m , m anganese, 
phosphorous and zinc than 
spaghetti without bran.

“ Bran spaghetti may not 
rep lace  the trad itiona l 
pasta, but it does offer 
another selection of products 
for people seeking a way to 
increase the level of fiber In 
their diets,”  remarks Hag­
gard.

TEXAS PRESS ASSO C IAT IO N

AUSTIN—Texas lawmakers 
worked steadily in committees 
last week to reduce the impend- 
ingr state deficit, and a handful 
of legislation inched closer to 
passage.

Meanwhile, the Texas Court 
of Criminal Appeals refused to 
review the commercial bril>ery 
indictment of .Attorney General 
Jim Mattox, leaving Feb. 11 in­
tact as the opening day of Mat­
tox’s trial.

His lawyers wanted the in­
dictment thrown out on the 
grounds it is fundamentally de­
fective Mattox is charged with 
threatening to use the powers 
of the Attorney General's office 
to block the municii)al bond 
business of a Houston law firm

recently introduced calls for 
voter approval only in affected 
counties.

— Black legislators, who pro­
vided momentum when the bill 
almost passed last session, 
withdrew their supiwrt last 
week because the present ver­
sion does not dedicate proceeds 
to Aid to Families with Depen­
dent Children.

“ Horseracing has forgotten 
who .some of their friends are,” 
commented Black caucus chair­
man Paul Ragsdale, D-Dallas. 
The caucus wants dedicated 
revenues to welfare put back 
into the bill.

— Baylor University chancel­
lor Abner McCall unveiled a list 
of 200 prominent Texans op­
posed to the bill. McCall chairs 
the Anti-Crime Council of Tex­
as which opjioses horserace 
gambling.

Indications are strong that 
the support of the Black Cau­
cus could be readily regained. 
Ragsdale, himself, introduced 
a bill last week to legalize ))ari- 
mutuel betting on dog racing. 
The bill limits dog tracks to 
four coastal counties: Jeffer­
son, Galveston, Nueces and 
Cameron.

W a te r  I.egislation
The Hou.se is expected to be­

gin debate this week on a wa­
ter bill stressing development 
which pas.sed unanimously out 
of committee last week. A Sen­
ate version emphasizing con­
servation and water for agri­
culture may reach the debate 
stage this week.

The water plan issue is com­
plicated to the layman, but 
fraught with drama for the 
l>layers ima)lved. Two dominant 
l>ersonalities are Rep Tom

Craddick, R-Midland, who au­
thors the House version, and 
Sen. John Montford, D-Lub- 
bock, sponsor of the Senate 
version, and they are destined 
to confront one another in a 
conference committee.

Meanwhile, Texas Agricul­
ture Commissioner Jim High­
tower and the man who might 
run against him next year 
bumped heads a little last week 
over the water plan. Hightower, 
supporting Montford’s plan to 
dedicate a $200 million bond 
plan to water for agriculture, 
was rebuked by Sen. Bill Sar- 
palius who wants a $500 million 
bond plan. But Hightower, who 
earlier watched Craddick wipe 
out all his proposals in the 
House version, replied he had 
learned not to expect every­
thing he wanted from the Leg­
islature.

In other Capitol events:
— The Court of Criminal Ap­

peals overturned a state law 
prohibiting sale of beer to in­
toxicated persons. The law was 
too vague in establishing guide­
lines to detect drunkeness.

— Two Democratic senators 
urged the governor to reap­
point Republican attorney 
Harry Whittington to the 
Board of Correctionjs because 
of his work in initiating prison 
reforms. Four board positions 
are available and Gov. White’s 
office said Whittington is in 
the running for reappointment.

— WTiite met with Pentagon 
officials for a briefing on the 
role of 450 Texas Army Na­
tional Guard troops scheduled 
for training exercises in Cen­
tral America. The troops will 
go to Honduras, bordering the 
two revolt-torn countries of El 
Salvador and Nicaragua.

While some particulars 
are involved, employees 
must design a program and 
apply to the Veterans Ad­
ministration for Certifica­
tion to train an eligible 
veteran.

F E L IN E  L E U K E M IA  - 
Potection is now available 
for dreaded cat disease.

Here in Eastland County 
only automobile related ac­
cidents kill more cats than 
feline leukemia. We see this 
disease in city and country 
cats alike. It is world wide in 
d istribu tion . It a ffe c ts  
everything in the cat family 
all the way up to lions and 
tigers. Until recently there 
has been no means of 
preventing the disease. An 
effective vaccine is now 
ava ilab le  through your 
veterinarian.

F e lin e  leukem ia was 
discovered to be caused by a 
virus over 10 years ago. The 
virus is spread by direct con­
tact mostly through saliva 
but also urine and feces.

There are 3 syndromes 
associated with the disease. 
The least common form is 
one in which tumors occur in 
the chest and abdomen. This 
form usually occurs in cats 
less than one year of age or 
greater than ten years of 
age.

The most common form of 
the disease is characterized 
by a wide range of secondary 
illness that the cat gets 
because it’s white blood cells 
do not function properly to 
protect the cat from infec­
tion. Anemia, feline infec­
tions p e r ito r itie s , oral 
u lcers, gum d isease, 
respiatory infections, infer­
tility and abortions, chronic 
diarrhea, skin disease, and 
degenerative wasting are 
feline leukemia associated 
diseases.

The third syndrome would 
be a healthy but infested cat. 
These cats will either over­
come the virus naturally or 
revert to the tumor form of 
the disease or break with a 
secondary disease later in 

life.
Regardless of what gossip 

magazines and newspapers 
might print there is no 
known relationship between 
feline leukemia, or contact 
with cats and humans 
leukemia. Any evidence to 
support a relationship with 
human leukemia is purely 
circumstantial and without 
any scientific proof.

It would take 8 pages of 
newsprint to explain all 
there is to know about feline 
leukem ia. Consult your 
veterinarian if you would 
like to know more about the 
disease and if you want to

protect your ca t from  
leu kem ia . A n ega tiv e  
leukemia test would be a 
good idea before vaccinating 
a cat for leukemia. Vaccina­
tions do not help cats that 
are already leukemia in­
fested.

Veterans must also be cer­
tified eligible by the V.A. 
before they enter into train­
ing. To be eligible he/she 
must be a Koren or Vietnam 
Era Veteran, and must have 
been employed for at least 15 
out of the past 20 weeks im­
mediately preceding his/her 
application.

The Eternal City burst 
forth in a blaze of glory Sun­
day, June 5, 1944, lust one 
day before another mighty 
army aailed against Nor­
m andy. G ro ggy  in fan ­
trymen, uplifted by the 
cheers of the hysterical 
Roman mob, marched in 
from the Alban Hills, or rode 
tanks like ancient gladiators 
on chariots, past the Col- 
iaeum and the Forum and on 
down the Corso Umberto. 
Germans Move Out, AtUes In

During the night. Division 
troops mounted armor and 
trucks, foimed a column and 
ntoved boldly through the 
s ilen t, m oon lit s treets  
through the heart of the city. 
At daybreak, the Tiber was 
crossed and the column 
headed out past the Vatican 
into the open country to the 
north. While Rome cheered 
its liberaUon from dawn till 
dark of June Sth, 142nd In­
fantrymen fought to reduce 
the strong German delaying 
effort outside Rome. Wide- 
eyed  ve te ra n s  poured 
through the prizes obJecUve 
all day. The enemy was on 
the run.
ROMANS REJOICE

If Rome was still bound by 
Fascist ties on June 5, hur­
riedly those ties were tossed 
into the Tiber River. For on 
that day the Romans were a

before the blork waa wiped 
out.

Im m ediately follow ing, 
the 141st and 143rd, along 
with elements of the 1st Ar­
mored D ivision, passed 
through to follow up the at­
tack. Through Lake Brac- 
clona - Manzina sector the 
Division plodded on. Swing­
ing west toward the coast, 
the “ Texas”  Division mop­
ped up German remnants in 
its path to Civitavecchi, im­
portant Italian port, which 
has fallen the same day to 
the 34th Division. In the days 
that followed, more towns 
and villages were liberated 
and the enemy was driven 
backward another 55 miles.

Piombino marked the goal 
of the 29-day advance which 
had covered a road distance 
of 240 miles and had netted 
5,000 enemy prisoners.

Noth ing rem a ined  to 
hamper the progress of the 
36th as it rolled twenty-five 
m iles into the port of 
Civitavecchia.

Then they were in the Hills 
of Tuscany.

The Division overpowered 
the German positions at 
Orbetello, Capalbio and 
Magliano.

After a short period of 
hard fighting the backbone 
of the enemy defense was 
broken as the 36th bridged 
the r iv e r , crossed the 
highway and moved into 
Grosseto, important Italian 
trading center on the coast. 
Still further to the north, the 
D ivision repeated ly en­
countered strong pockets of 
resistance but they were 
quickly overcome. The port 
city of Piombiono succumb­
ed after being flanked by one 
regiment. On 26 June the 
Division was withdrawn and 
after a brief stay in Rome 
returned to Salerno in 
preparation for another im-

Italy-8nmip,ary 
The Italian sun, crisp and 

not tfífj warm on Invassion 
De.y, had given way to cooler 
''oreetes, grayer days, rain, 
more rain, and snow.

The firm  ground and 
mired into deep mud, turned 
again to raw dust and freely 
swirled at the slightest stir. 
Great mountains and plea­
sant valleys had played in­
timate host to many a 
dispassionate soldier from 
the far-off Better Land dur­
ing the eight and one half 
months campaigning just 
concluded.
