New Mayor - Councilmen

Take Oath Of Office

A new mayor and two new
city councilmen took the
oath of office to begin three-
year terms of office in
ceremonies at City Hall
Tuesday night.

Joe Wheatley, owner of
Cisco Lumber and Supply
Company, was installed as
mayor, succeeding Eris Rit-
chie, owner of Southwest
Enterprises, who had held
the post for five years. Also
installed were Allen
Masters, vice president of
the First National Bank, and
Arlie Whitley, oil man, who
succeeded Brad Kimbrough
and Linton Batteas.

The Council, including
hold-overs Joe Besselaar,
Bill Roberts, Roy Dennis and
Bobby Ingram as well as the
two new members, elected
Roy Dennis as mayor pro
tem for the coming year.

Mr. Ritchie, who ad-
ministered the oath of office
to his successor, read the
statement that appeared in
The Press on Thursday. He
said that he considered it an
honor and a priviledge to
serve as mayor during a
period of development ac-
tivities. He noted that ‘“‘we
rarely had a single opposi-
tion vote in handling com-
munity matters.

The Council’s top agenda
item for the coming year

might very well be locating
an alternate source of water

for the community, Mr. Rit-
chie suggested. He noted
that Lake Cisco’s water level
has becn low for several
years and without good rains
soon the water problem will
be very real.

In accepting the reins of ci-
ty government, Mr.
Wheatley pledged his best ef-
forts to continue working in
the same spirit of harmony.
I feel honored to be Cisco's
mayor and i ask for the help
of council members to work
in the best interests of the
community,” he said. He ad-
ded that ‘‘we will be joining
others in prayers for rainfall
that would solve our water
problems.”

M.L. (Top) Bailey, judge
of the April 5th city eleciton,
presented the returns for
canvass. After accepting the
returns, the council proceed-
ed with the installation of the
new leaders. Mr. Ritchie ad-
ministered the oath of office
to Mr. Masters and Mr.
Whitley as well as to the new
mayor.

City Manager Mike Moore
reported te the council that
two called meetings were
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MR. ERIS RITCHIE, a
good citizen of Cisco for the
past 27 years, turned over
the reins of the city govern-
ment Tuesday night to
another good citizen, Mr. Joe
Wheatley. Mr. Ritchie serv-
ed five years and, to quote
Mr. Wheatley, ‘‘Eris will be
a hard act to follow.”

During his five years as
mayor, a total of $1,500.00 -
the sum of $25 per month -
was paid Mr. Ritchie for his
services. (City Council
members are paid $1 per
month and most of them
have always asked the city
to pay it to the park fund).

What has Mr. Ritchie done
with his salary checks?
Some $200 went to buy and
install a Purple Martin Cas-
tle that is the home of 25 or 30
of the nice birds out on Park
Drive. Several hundred
more dollars are paying for
Monkey Bars that will be in-
stalled at City Park.

The balance of the
$1,500.00 will pay for new let-
tering on the city water
tower adjacent to I-20. Mr.
Ritchie has never liked the
way ‘‘CISCO’’ was put on the
tower and since the City
Council decided against
spending any more money
there, he decided to do it
himself with funds from his
salary checks.

You'll want to join us in an
expression of appreciation to
Mr. Ritchie for the fine job
he has done for Cisco... and
in pledging full support to
Mayor Joe Wheatley and his
Council.

Absentee Voting

Begins Monday

Absentee voting begins
Monday in the County
Clerk's office at the
Eastland County Cour-

thouse. Hours for voting are
Monday through Friday
from 8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m

To vote absentee you must
be a qualified voter and:

1. Are sick, physically
disabled or pregnant. (A
doctor’s certificate is not
necessary ).

2. Have religious beliefs
which prevent you from go-
ing to the polling place on
election day

3. Are or will be 65 years of
age or older on election day.

4. Are confined to jail
(under certain conditions).

5. Expect to be absent
from the county of your
residence on election day.

6. Have been appointed to
work as a poll watcher or
election officer outside the
precinct of your residence on
election day.

7. Participate in the ad-
ministration of the election
by reason of your employ-
ment.

How to Vote Absentee:

1. In Person.

If you are eligible to vote
absentee under any of the 7
qualifying grounds, you may
vote absentee by personal
appearance at the absentee
voting clerk's office during
designated office hours.

2. By Mail.

If vou are eligible to vote
absentee for any of the first
four reason, you may vote
absentee by mail.

3. Expected absence.

If you are eligible to vote
absentee because of an ex-
epcted absence from your
county of residence on elec-
tion day, you may vote
absentee by mail only if you
also expect to be absent from
county of residence during
regular hours for conducting
absentee voting by personal
appearance remaining after
your absentee ballot applica-
tion is submitted to the
absentee voting clerk. Your
ballot must be mailed to you
at an address outside of your

county.

4. Application forms:

An application for a ballot
by mail is available from the
County Clerk's Office. Call
the office at 629-8622.

5. Informal application.

You are not required to use
an official application form
if your application states

a. Your name and
residence address.

b. The address to which
your ballot is to be mailed
and the date after which you
can receive mail at that ad-
dress. If you are voting
absentee by mail because of
absence from the county,
you must state that you ex-
pect to be absent from the
county during the remainder
of the period for absentee
voting by personal ap-
pearance as well as on elec-
tion day.

¢. You must state why you
are eligible for which you
wish to receive a ballot.

d. You must indicate the
election for which you wish
to receive a ballot. In a
primary election, you must
state in which political par-
ty's primary you wish to
vote.

6. How to Submit an Ap-
plication.

An application for a ballot
by mail may be submitted in
person or by mail if the
period for absentee voting by
personal has not begun. Dur-
ing the period for absentee
voting in person, an applica-
tion for a ballot by mail must
be submitted by mail.

7. When to Submit an Ap-
plication.

Applications should be
submitted now, and must be
received by the eighth day
before election day.

8. Deadline for return of
mail ballot.

If you are voting absentee
by mail, your marked ballot
must be returned by mail
and received by 7:00 p.m. on
election day by the absentee
voting clerk. A mail ballot
returned by any other
method will not be counted.

Federal Lawsuit Against County (uest Slot

By Jail Trustee Continues

The Eastland Telegram
has received a letter from a
trustee residing at the coun-
ty jail, in which he states
that he wishes to tell “his
side” of a Federal lawsuit
which he has filed against
county officials and an of-
ficer from the Department of
Public Safety.

Named in this case are
D.P.S. Officer Robert Ralls,
Eastland County Judge Scott
Bailey, the Commissioner's
Court, 91st District Court
Judge Jim Wright, District
Attorney Emory Walton, and
County Sheriff Don Under-
wood

The suit, which includes
several issues and allega-
tions, states that the in-
mate's civil rights have been
violated. Among other
things, the plaintiff com-
plains that there was no

library in the jail to assist
him in filing this civil rights
suit

Records show that a
Judgement was rendered on
this case in the United States
District Court, Abilene Divi-
sion, on Oct. 2, 1985. Halbert
0. Woodward, Chief Judge of
the Northern District of
I'exas, presided in the case
It was ordered, adjudged

and decreed that the plaintiff
recover nothing of and from
the defendants.

The plaintiff then carried
the case to a higher Federal
Court, which is located in
New Orleans, La. This Court
considered his claims, and
on March 10, 1986 the appeal
was remanded (sent back)
to the District Court in
Abilene “‘for the limited pur-
pose of supplementing the
findings of the District
Court, or for that purpose
and for such further purpose
and for such further pro-
ceedings in that Court as the
Court finds warranted.™

The Federal Court in New
Orleans directed the District
Court to determine (1) how
long plaintiff has been held
in the jail in Eastland,
Texas, (2) if the Court deter-
mines plaintiff's incarcera-
tion has been long-term 1m-
prisonment, whether plain-
tiff has been denied access to
a law library, (3) if such ac-
cess was denied, how and by
whom 1t was denied, (4)
whether plaintiff's asserta-
tion of denial of access to a
law library concerns any
rights or claims of right as to

Notes On Northview

We're getting more calls
at the facility from family or
friends of mentally retarded
individuals asking how they
go about obtaining services
and/or placement for these
folks. In this article I hope to
outline the process for gain-
ing MR or ICF-MR services.
Whether the client in ques-
tion is child or adult, a legal
adult or ward of a gradua-
tion, the overall procedure is
basically uniform.

The first step is to contact
the local Mental Retardation
Authority (MRA). This can
be located through a local
MHMR center or by contac-
ting a facility such as Nor-
thview. The local MRA for
Eastland County is the Cen-
tral Texas MHMR Center in
Brownwood, Texas.

The MRA sends a social
worker to obtain information
for a social history. Based
upon this social history, ap-
propriate clients are
scheduled for a Comprehen-
sive Diagnostic and Evalua-
tion (CD&E). The purpose of
the CD&E is to determine if
the client in questions meets
the legal requirements for
being diagnosed as mentally
retarded. The CD&E con-
sists of :

A psychological evaluation

An educational assess-
ment

A physical examination

A social assessment

Out of these evaluations,
an IQ and adaptive behavior
level (ABL,) will be assigned.
The CD&E team consists of a
psychologist, educational
specialist, social worker,
and physician/registered
nurse. This team makes
recommendations concern-
ing services that would best
suit the client’s needs. These
services might include but
are not limited residential
placement services, voca-
tional services such as a
sheltered workshop, social
services (counseling,
assistance with finances,
etc.), educational services,
theraputic and medical ser-
vices.

The social worker that did
the initial social history and
intake process will assist in
helping the client obtain the
recommended services.

Should residential place-
ment be suggested, placing
the client in an ICF-MR
facility such as Northview,
the MRA initiates securing a
level of care (1.LOC) which is

obtained from the region’s
department of health. The
department of health serv-
ing our area is located on
South Willis Street in
Abilene. Level of care in-
volves classifying the client
into one of the three groups I
discussed in the March arti-
cle, MR-I, MR-V, MR-VI,
and is based upon 1Q and
ABL. A client must have a
valid for 30 day period, a new
LOC must be applied for and
granted. Should the in-

dividual be admitted,
another level of care in-
dicating the client has

received placement and the
new LOC is valid for six
months or 180 days. All
clients residing in ICF-MR
facilities have their levels of
care reviewed every 180
days to insure that they re-
main appropriate for their
current placement. Should
IQ and/or ABI fluctuate, a
higher or lower group of
number may be reassigned.
When a change is made, the
local MRA and the facility at
which the resident resides
work together to find
another ICF-MR facility that
serves the appropriate
group.

Roy Cartee Now Candidate For

Texas’ Silver Haired Legislature

Roy V. Cartee of Cisco, one
of the most active ‘‘retired
people’’ anywhere, is now a
candidate for the Silver
Haired Legislature. This
group of seniors will convene
in Austin on September 29 of
this year.

Cartee is the only can-
didate from Eastland County
in the race. He is running for
the ‘At Large’ post in the 19
county West Central Region,
which means he will be cam-
paigning all the way from
Stephens County west to
Scurry, and from Knox
County south to Coleman. He
has two opponents in the At
Large' category

Other candidates are runn-
ing for posts in each of the
three districts of the big
West Central Texas Region
Eastland County 1s in
District 2, along with Run-
nels, Coleman, Brown and
Comanche Counties

The election for the four
representatives will be held
in the various Senior Centers
on May 30. All citizens 60
years and older will have an
opportunity to vote for a
favorite candidate from
their District, and one in the

‘At Large' race.

All those who are elected
will help formulate legisla-
tion which concerns older
citizens of Texas. This will
be passed on to the regular
session of the Texas
legislature in 1987, where 1t
is supposed to be given due
consideration

This 1s the first time Texas
has ever tried a project of
this sort, but the plan has
worked out very well in
several other states

Roy Cartee has had more
than one career and a
number of interests during
his life. Kansas was his bir-
thplace, and that i1s where he
received his undergraduate
degrees in school. He receiv-
ed his graduate degrees In
l.ouisana

He became a Minister of
the First Christian Church,
and served churches in
Louisana and Texas.

For 20 years he was an ex-
ecutive for a major airline
company, u)mple!mg his
service on the NASA Appolo
Program. While in this work
he helped build the S-I-C
booster for the moon shoot,
and also helped build the
l.unar Rover

In 1973 he and his wife,
Ruth Hibbert Cartee, retired
and moved to Cisco - the
town where she had grown
up

Shortly after they arrived
they became involved in
various civic and communi-
ty projects, and in work for
senior citizens. A long-time
worker for the American
Red Cross, Roy Cartee was
named chairman of the
Eastland County Red Cross
Chapter - a position he cur-
rently holds. In this work he
has assisted with two major
local disasters - a flood in
1981 and explosion in 1985

For a number of years
Ruth Cartee has been direc-
tor of the senior centers in
Cisco, Eastland and Rising
Star sites

In the late 1970's Cartee
served as a city council
member and then mayor of
Cisco. One of his greatest in-
terests has continued to be
his involvement in the field

Whether because of the up-

Association in Ft. Worth.” 1
expect that means he is a
salesman. Don’'t knock
salesman-they are a great
help to the economy in pay-
ing taxes.

Anyhow, Green got strung
out on Marabeau Bonaparte
Lamar, his life and times,
especially in Texas. As we
live and work on Lamar
Street, how could I resist the
the topic?

The Texas Sesquicenten-
nial is bringing forth a great
many tidbits of Texas
History, and Green credits
Lamar with quotes from
‘“‘the sublime to the
ridiculous.”

In regard to education,
L.amar’s name has been us-
ed frequently in debates
rooted in the 1839 Lamar
Education Act. Lamar is
quotable, all right. “A
cultivated mind is the guar-
dian genius of democracy..."”
is pretty tall cotton in
anybody’s patch.

Sam Houston and Lamar
got along all right at the Bat-
tle of San Jacinto with
Lamar leading a cavalry
charge that took him from
private to colonel on the
spot.

After that high point, it slid
into the-Gingham-Dog-and-
the-Calico-Cat kind of rela-
tionship. Lamar was an
aristocrat from a Georgia,
slave-holding plantation,
and his background con-
trasted noticeably with that
of Houston, senator, gover-
nor, and about-to-be-
president, notwithstanding.

They became political
enemies, and Houston had
tough luck in picking men to
oppose Lamar. One of his
choices inconsiderately com-
mitted suicide and another

‘“...either jumped or was
drunkenly pushed into
Galveston Bay.” Not by
Houston, though I don’t ex-
actly doubt Houston would
have been capable of it if he
considered it a necessary ac-
tion...and Houston was a
man of action.

Neither was Houston an
abstemious man about a bot-
tle, and another of Lamar's
quotable quotes referred to
‘“...the Big Drunk’'s big
ranch.” Meaning Texas.
Yep, Lamar had a wicked
way with words, though Sam
was no slouch with the ver-
biage, either.

Lamar was the Republic of
Texas’ first vice-president
and its second president. He
had a dream of empire.

Anson Jones, later to be
president himself, con-
sidered Lamar as a
‘“...troubador or crusader,
and wholly unfit for the
everyday realities of his sta-
tion.”

Practical or not, Lamar
did not want Texas annexed
to the United States. His
dream took Texas westward
to the Pacific Ocean.

At the end of the Lamar
administration, hostile In-
dians harrassed the western
frontier, and Mexico was
making threatening noises.

Despite Sam Houston's
disapproval (a mild term for
what Sam really felt),
Lamar had a sense of history
to match his dream of em-
pire, and he collected literal-
ly thousands of documents
that write Texas history.

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Cucumber planting began
in Eastland County this past
week. Best Maid Pickle Co.
has contracted to buy
cucumbers for pickling from
about 145 acres in Eastland
County. Kenneth Smith of
Rising Star began planting
on April 7. About 12 to 15
acres are to be planted each
day until all 145 acres have
been planted. This is done to
space the harvest season so
that about 15 acres will
mature each day in June. It
takes 50 ddays from planting
until harvest.

Cucumber seed are being
planted with a special preci-
sion planter. Four rows are
planted on a wide bed. The
rows are about 12 inches
apart while the middles are
30 inches wide. The seeding
rate is four and one-half
pounds per acre or 70,000
seeds per acre. The goal is to
get 50,000 plants per acre. If
each plant produces one
cucumber in 50 days, the
production would be about
16,600 pounds per acre. The
cucumbers will be
mechanically harvested.
Planting season will extend
for two weeks.

Several areas have
reported aphids infesting
oak trees. These infestations
seem to vary from slight to
heavy, depending on the
stage of tree growth, loca-
tion, tree species and
weather conditions. Most of
the infestation appear to be
located on the older leaves.
However, if all conditions re-
main the same, the newer,
emerging leaves can and
will be susceptible. Manage-
ment of this problem re-
quires frequent observations
of infested trees to deter-
mine if and when insecticide
applications may be
necessary

It is not uncommon to find
early season aphid infesta-
tions on trees. This is
especially true when there is
a long spring season with in-
termittent periods of cool
weather. Aphid populations
begin to develop in the cooler
weather, and if unchecked,
will continue well into the
early summer. Ordinarily,
parasites and predators
usually hold aphid popula-
tions in check, however,
these beneficual insects do
not develop fast enough in
cooler spring temperatures
to be of any aid in reducing
infestations.

Insecticide applications
generally will aid in reduc-
ing aphids. In many in-
stances, however, applica-
tions are not necessary,
several applications must be
made; or treating large
numbers of trees may not be
economically feasible. Also,
insecticides will reduce
development of beneficial in-
sects

Many aphid species ex-
crete a sticky substance
known as ‘‘honey dew’'. This
secretion falls onto leaves,
twigs, other parts of the tree
and adjacent plants. It
stimulates the growth of a
black, sooty mold. This mold
not only mars the ap-
pearance of plants but may
restrict photosynthesis. The
real problem comes about
when honeydw becomes a
nuisance on automobiles,
lawn furniture, patios,
sidewalks, and other outdoor
objects

Solution: Careful observa-
tion and consideration of all
factors involved leads to suc-
cessful aphid management.
The following guidelines
may be helpful when
deciding whether or not to
spray:

Continue close, frequent
inspections when:

1. the proponderance of old
leaves are still on the tree.

2. trees are large and well
established.

3. there is no signs of water
stress.

4. trees are in a good state
of nutrition.

5. there are signs of aphid
parasites/predators

Spray with approved in-
secticides or wash plants wit
a strong stream of water
when:

1. trees are small or newly
established.

2. there are obvious signs
of water stress.

3. trees are nutritionally
unthrifty.

4. there is a greater pro-

6. honeydew secretions are
unacceptable.

Since beneficial insects
play such an important role
in natural aphid control, try
washing aphids away with a
strong stream of water. Use
the water during early morn-
ing or late afternoon to avoid
sun scald of trees or adja-
cent plants. Strong, forceful
streams of water will reduce
fresh deposits of honeydw in
trees. In addition of mild
soaps or insecticidal soaps
will remove some aphids and
deposits of honeydew on tree
leaves and other outdoor ob-
jects.

If insecticide applications

are determined to be
necessary use products con-
taining diazinon,
dimethoate, acephate,
malathion or oxydemeton-
methyl

The manufacturer

generally includes precau-
tions on the label when
phytotoxicity is a danger. To
avoid unnecegsary damage,
apply the insecticide only to
plants specified on the label
Mix according to directions
and apply the recommended
dosage.

Treatment of large trees
or groups of trees is difficult
for homeowners. Most
homeowners do not have the
large-volume, high pressure
spray equipment necessary
to effectively apply insec-
ticides to trees. Without ade-
quate application equip-
ment, homeowners should
secure the services of a local
pest control operator or

This condition is called tin-
nitus and it is a sensation
that you do not forget easily.

It occurs when there is no
obvious reason for its
presence. The noise arises
spontaneously and may be
heard in one or both ears.
Approximately 30 million
Americans complain of this
problem. It is called Tinnitus
and a person suffering from
this ailment describes it as a
noise like buzzing, ringing,
chirping, hissing, roaring,
popping, clicking, pulsating
or bell-like. The noise may
be constant or intermittent
and may fluctuate in intensi-

ty. Individual reactions
range from simply a
. nuisance to significant

. disability due to accompany-

ing anxiety, insomnia or
despress.
