Memories of War And Peace

Memories come in waves
to 90 yr. old Ex-Marine
Brady T. Leveridge, there in
his room at Canterbury Villa'
Nursing Home, Cisco.
Sometimes they retreat
across the horizon, then they
come crashing in with
almost painful intensity.

Veteran's Day (Armistice
Day) on Nov. 11 will have a
special meaning to this
World War I Veteran. For
the memories of his service
in that War will never really
leave him.

You don't shrug off a War
where only four men out of
vour outfit of 150 survived.
Nor do vou forget a battle
where a piece of shrapnel
tore into your jaw, broke it,
and knocked out all your
lower teeth.

Not that Brady Leveridge
is one to complain about
anvthing. This Eastland
County farmer and rancher
has a ready smile, and says
that it is better to laugh than
cry. ‘

I don't have one ache or
pain - [ may live to be a hun-
dred,” he chuckles.

He is definitely a native of
this county, being born on a
farm near Scranton Jan. 24,
1896. His parents were John
and Edna Leveridge, and
they had eleven children in
all. One other of these
children besides Brady sur-
vives - Mrs. Pleas Ray of
Cisco.

Brady remembers that
World War I interrupted his
busy and happy life on the
farm. He decided to enlist in
the Marine Corp, partly

because a cousin, Lanham’

Brown, was already in this
branch of the service. So he
joined the Marines in Dallas
on Aug. 10, 1918.

Things moved fast from
then on. After a short time of
training in Virginia he went
with the 6th Marine Division
to the battlefields of France.
The Germans were making a
drive toward Paris, and
heavy fighting was under-

wayv.,

On day the Marines were
near the German lines, and
shelling was bad. Brady
heard a certain big shell
leave the German cannon
before it hit. He could tell it
was coming toward his sec-
tion of the tranches, and he
tried to get in a dugout.

*The shell burst over my
head,”” he says. A curled
piece of shrapnel went in to
my jaw."”

The other shrapnel
sprayed in a big arc around
Brady but he hardly noticed
what was happening beyond

his own pain and blood.

Badly wounded, he was
carried to a field hospital,
where the Army Doctors did
a skillful job of patching him
up.

After some weeks they let
him out of the hospital to
“recuperate’, but didn’t put
him back into combat duty.
As he began to make contact
with this old outfit, however,
he learned of the heavy
casualties in his outfit. Later
he was put on guard duty.

Brady was back of the
combat lines the day the Ar-
mistice was signed, Nov. 11,
1918. But he rejoiced just as
much as the rest of the
fighting men when learned
the war was over.

A service in the Army of
Occupation followed the Ar-
mistice. Then Brady came to
the United States, and was
discharged from the Marine
Corp on Aug. 13, 1919. He
resumed his life in Eastland
County, married, and
became a successful farmer
and rancher. He stayed on

his land as long as he was
able to work it.

Unfortunatley his son, an
only child, died in an acci-
dent at age 26. Then his wife
died a number of years ago.

On Sept. 10, 1984 Brady T.
leveridge was awarded a
Purple Heart for his wound
and service in France. This
deserved recognition came
after a long wait, needless to
say. But Brady lLeveridge
was appreciative of it, and
the framed award hangs
with other cherished keep-
sakes in his room. :

Brady has quite a bit of -
time to think about his ex-
periences now, and he feels .
that things are right between .
him, God, and his fellow
man. He also says that he
hopes it is never necessary
for the young people of this .
country to fight another war.

He sums up some of his im-
pressions in one sentence.
“War is worse than hell,”" he
says.

fean literally make you sick.

" “Like all protein foods,
turkey can harbor food
poisoning bacteria, such as
samonella,” says food safety
expert Marilyn Haggard.
“Because it's a large, dense
food that requires several
steps in preparation,
bacteria have even more op-
portunity to grow if proper
precautions aren't taken.”

While food-borne illnesses
are rarely fatal, they can
cause unpleasant symptoms
that can last for severl hours
or even days, she adds.
Medical experts estimate
that a high percentage of
symptoms attributed to
over-eating or flu are actual-
ly food-borne illness.

The Texas A&M Universi-
ty Agricultural Extensin
Service specialist advises
the following precautions in
preparing a stuffed turkey:

e Thaw the turkey in the
refrigerator as recommend-
ed on the package directions.
Thawing the bird in a
microwave oven or by put-
ting it in a weatertight
package under cold running
water are also safe thawing
methods. But don’t thaw the
turkey by letting it sit on the
kitchen counter, since room
temperatures allow bacteria
to grow.

¢ Wash the defrosted
turkey thoroughly. running
water over its inside and out-
side areas. Drain the body
cavity and wipe the turkey
fairly dry.

o Stuff the turkey right
before you cook it. Warm,
moist dressing is an ideal
medium in which bacteria
can grow.

stuffing ingredients the day
before, cover them tightly
and leave at room
temperature. But keep the
perishable ingredients, such
as butter, mushrooms,
oysters, cooked celery,
onions and broth in the
refrigerator. Then combine
ingredients just before stuff-
ing the turkey.

e Cook the turkey in a 325
degree oven. Cooking in a
very slow oven at 200 to 250
degrees is not recommend-
ed. Because of the low
temperature, the turkey and
stuffing could take more
than 4 hours to reach a high
enough temperature to
destroy bacteria.

e Make sure the turkey is
fully cooked. Insert a meat
thermometer into the
thickest part of the thigh
muscle without touching the
bone. Then cook the bird un-
til it reaches 180 degrees
farenheit to destroy
salmonella bacteria.

¢ Once the turkey is com-
pletely cooked, remove all
the stuffing from the
cavaties. Harmful bacteria
is more likely to grow in the
stuffing if its sits in the bird
after cooking.

o After dinner, refrigerate
the turkey and stuffing im-
mediately. Food poisoning
bacteria can grow quickly in
high protein food left at room
temperature

Check Heat System Or

Improve Efficiency

COLLEGE STATION--
Cooler weather has brought
relief from both from the
heat and high air condition-
ing bills. But another kind of
heat -- from the furnace -
will begin to drive utility
COsts up agam

Fine-tuning your heating
system may help hold utility
costs down by increasing its
efficiency, says Dr. Susan
Quiring, a housing specialist
with the Texas A&M Univer-
sity Agricultural Extension
Service.

Gas heating systems
should be checked and clean-
ed at least every other year,
she explains.

Dirt accumulation inside
the furnace is difficult to
remove and reduces heating
efficiency, she adds.

Electric furnaces don’t
need much maintenance, but
heat pumps require periodic
servicing. A trained service
technician can clean and ad-
just your system to assure
maximum efficiency.

“With a forced air system,
simply keeping the filters
clean will help save money,"”
Quiring says.

The specialist says that
the entire volume of air in a
house is circulated through
the furnace three to four
times in a single hour of
operation

The fyrnace filter traps
airborne lint and dirt,
preventing it from coating
the fan and furnace heat ex-
changer. But when the filter
accululates dirt, it begins to
restrict the air flow and
heating efficiency.

Quiring recommends
checking filters every four to
six weeks during the heating
season, and replacing dirty
filters promptly.

Disposable fiber glass
filters cost 50 cents to a
dollar each, so you may find
it easiest to buy a season’s
supply and keep them on
hand

Metallic or plastic filters
can be cleaned and reused,
Quiring says, but they must
be sprayed after each clean-
ing with a special coating
that allows them to attract
small dust particles.

In mid-July we welcomed
JANE BREEN as our Pro-
gram District.

She
also is a Qualified Mental
Retardation Professional
(QMRP) having over a
vears' experience working
with the developmentally
disabled. As program direc-
tor Jane is responsible for
over-seeing all aspects of the
clients’ training. If Nor-
thview were a school, Jane
would be the principal. She
chairs and dictates all of the
30-day and annual staffings,
tracks interim staffings,
monitors daily staffing pat-
terns to see that required
staffing ratios are maintain-
ed, and is directly involved
in the training program that
Northview provides for the
administrative staff of sister
facilities. Jane's degree and
experience qualifies her to
supervise other social
workers in the company who
are lacking one's year's ex-
perience and must have
their work reviewed on a
quarterly basis. Obviously,

ARTHRITIS

Arthritis is an extremely
common illness, all too
familiar to many of us. Ar-
thritis means simply an in-
flammation of a joint. There
are numerous causes of ar-
thritis, the most common be-
Ing osteoarthritis,
rheumatoid arthritis, and
gout. Infection of a joint iIs
also referred to as arthritis.
Arthritis may accompany
psoriasis, inflammatory
bowel disease, and lupus.

Osteoarthritis, or the ar-
thritis of aging, is by far the
most common. It is also call-
ed degenerative joint
disease. It eventually hap-
pens to everyone, though not
all will be aware of it. There
is normally a cyshion of car-
tilage at the end of a bone
and a fluid-filled space bet-
ween two bones allowing the
two bones to glide smoothly.
As these tissues begin to
break down, the bones begin
to contact each other, fric-
tion increases, and pain
results. Factors which may
contribute to this progres-
sion are weight and overuse
or trauma, as in athletics.

Pain and swelling of the
joints may occur. Hips,
knees, fingers, and the spine
are commonly involved.
Pain may occur with exer-
cise. Stiffness may occur in
the morning or in damp, cold
weather. It may eventually
lead to muscle weakness
from lack of use, leg cramps,
and loss of motion.

There is no cure for this
type of arthritis, but the in-
flammation and pain can

often be relieved. Regular
exercise and heat as
directed by your physician
or physical therapist will be
helpful. Losing weight may
be very beneficial in some
cases. A large class of
medications, referred to as
anti-inflammatory drugs,
are commonly used. The
oldest and best known is
aspirin. Another is ibuprofen
(Motrin, Nuprin and Advil).
All of these drugs can cause
an upset stomach and so
should be taken with meals
or a snack generally. Oca-
sionally a person will have to
try several different drugs
before finding the right one
for that person. In some
cases, an injection of a cor-
ticosteroid into a particular
joint will bring much relief.

Rheumatoid arthritis is a
disease of younger people,
more often women, and oc-
curs when the body's own
immune system, for
unknown reasons, attacks
the joints. Joints of the
hands, wrists, and feet are
often involved and may be
red, swollen, and tender.
Morning stiffness is common
but may improve as the day
progresses. Fatigue is com-
mon.

There, again, is no cure for
this disease and, yet, there is
much that can be done.
Regular exercise and heat
are helpful here as in
osteoarthritis. Anti-
inflammatory drugs are us-
ed as are corticosteroids,
gold, anti-malaria drugs,
and others. Treatment will

Gout is a type of arthritis
caused by deposits or uric
acid crystals in certain
joints, often the great toe,
with subsequent ex-
cruciating pain in these
joints.

Throughout
history, gout has been
associated with overeating
and alcoholism, and, indeed,
overindulgence still often
preceeds an attack of “the
gout,”’ though not necessari-
ly.
