City Council Authorizes 
Investigation Of Wells

An investigation of well 
water possibilities in the 
Cisco area was authorized 
by the City Council after a 
discussion of more than an 
hour Tuesday night at the 
sem i-monthly m eeting. 
Engineer Bill Jacobs of 
Jacobs and Martin, Abilene 
engineers who have worked 
with the city on an assort­
ment of projects for several 
years, was present to report 
on a study that his firm has 
been conducting.

City Manager Mike Moore 
reported that water well 
testing was authorized in the 
Nimrod area in an effort to 
locate a water well field of 
considerab le potential. 
Another area south of town 
might be tested later after 
engineers check
underground logs for the 
region.

The Council authorized the 
Abilene engineering firm to 
undertake a comprehensive 
study of area water 
possibilities several weeks 
ago. “ We know that lake 
building is so expensive that 
financing another lake would 
be very difficult for us,’ ’ Mr. 
Moore said.

The city manager reported 
that the city’s water supply 
at Lake Cisco “ pretty well 
held its own during the past 
year.’ ’ The year 1986 has 
been a “ wet”  year and, 
although there have been no 
“ lake filling rains,”  the fre­
quent rains have pretty well 
replinished water used dur­
ing the year, he added.

In other action, the Council 
opened bids that were adver­
tised to sell six parcels of ci­
ty lots that were acquired by 
the city for non-payment of 
delinquent taxes. Only one 
bid was submitted and it was 
for Lots 6 and 7, Block 1, 
Original Town (401 East 14th 
St.) in the sum of $1,500 by 
Stewart Slatton of Holiday. 
The bid was accepted.

The city manager reported 
that tax attorneys would be 
consulted before anything 
further is done to sell the 
other five parcels.

The Council passed on se­
cond and final reading an or­
dinance providing that a por­
tion of dedicated right-of- 
way out of the 1000  block of 
Ash Avenue be vacated and 
abandoned. The area in 
question is located near East 
Ĉ isco Baptist Church and it 
will be used by the church as 
a parking area.

Two resolutions were ap­
proved in connection with 
the city’s application to have 
some 20 acres of land adja­
cent to the City Landfill 
designated as a new landfill 
area. One resolution approv­
ed the city’s assuming finan­
cial responsibility for opera­
tion of a solid waste disposal 
facility; and, the other

County IVlay Be Eligible 

For Disaster Program

Christmas
Eastland County may 

become eligible for disaster 
payments due to adjoining 
counties e lig ib le  for 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion emergency loans accor­
ding to David Martin, Coun­
ty Executive Director of the 
local County ASCS Office. 
The program provides for 
payments to producers in 
disaster-affected counties to 
compensate them for 1986 
crop losses. Those who think 
they may be eligible must 
file  an application by 
December 15,1986.

Martin listed the following 
program provisions: 

-E lig ib le  counties are 
those in which Farmers 
Home Adm inistration  
em ergency , loans are 
available for losses of 1986 
crops caused by drought, ex­
cessive heat, excessive 
moisture, flood or hail.

-Producers requesting 
disaster program assistance 
will be required to furnish 
acreage and production 
reports on forms provided by 
their County Agricultural 
Stabiliation and Conserva­
tion Service Office.

In the case of wheat, feed 
grains, and upland cotton, 
only producers on farms 
which participated in the 
1986 production adjustment 
program for the crops are 
eligible. For peanuts, the 
farm must have been in com­
pliance with the 1986 Peanut 
Program. For nonprogram

crops, eligible producers are 
those who suffered losses as 
the result of natural 
d isasters that create 
economic emergency for the 
producer.

Applications will be ac­
cepted until December IS, 
1986.

In general, payments to be 
eligible producers for a crop 
w ill be computed by 
multiplying SO percent of the 
disaster payment yield for 
the crop times the eligible 
acreage, subtracting the 
1986 actual production, and 
multiplying by the payment 
rate. The payment rate will 
be the county loan rate for 
the crop or an average 
market price for the crops 
without loan rate.

Because small grains 
(wheat and oats) are high in 
protein, they need a con­
siderable amount of nitrogen 
fertilizer to realize their 
potential for both forage and 
grain yield.

Small grains can range 
from 25 percent protein ear­
ly in the growing season to 
about 18 percent in the spr­
ing. Winter pastures may 
yield from 1,500 to 8,000 
pounds or more of high pro­
tein dry matter per year, 
depending on location and 
management. This means 
that from 34 to '298 pounds of 
nitrogen are removed or 
redistributed by grazing.

The effect of nitrogent 
removal through grazing 
can also be viewed in pounds 
of beef gain. On stocker cat­
tle, a rule of thumb is one 
pound of beef gain per 10 
pounds of dry matter remov­
ed. If .36 pounds of nitrogen 
are required to produce 10 
pounds of dry forane. then 36

pounds of nitrogen can pro­
duce 100 pounds of beef gain.

Most winter pastures are 
making above average 
growth this fall due to 
favorable soil moisture con­
ditions. If stocking rates are 
adequate to use this abun­
dant growth, then nitrogen 
loss will be greater than nor­
mal and producers will need 
to consider higher topdress­
ing rates.

If small grains are not 
grazed and used only for 
grain production, nitrogen 
use prior to the jointing 
stage will be limited. Only 20 
to 30 percent of the total 
nitrogen used in ungrazed 
fields IS taken up prior to 
jointing.

I advise producers to 
evaluate fields as growth 
begins in late winter or early 
spring. If tiller numbers are 
low , apply the topdress ear­
ly. If growth is good and 
tiller nunibers are adequate, 
topdress applications can be 
delayed as late as the join­
ting stage.

topdressing, a fanner needs 
to use soil test information 
on residual nitrogen along 
with his projected yield bas­
ed on condition of the crop, 
soil moisture availability, 
amount of fertilizer applied 
preplant and amount of 
nitrogen removed by graz­
ing. With good soil moisture, 
available across here in 
Eastland County yield poten­
tial will be higher than nor­
mal. Ungrazed wheat will 
use about 1.7 pounds of 
nitrogen per bushel of yield.

Nitrogen fertilizer has 
become more economical

the past year, and producers 
should be able to get cheaper 
yield responses in small 
grains. Source of nitrogen 
has little to do with yield 
response, so use the source 
that can be applied most effi­
ciently and economically. To 
reduce leaf bum with high 
rates of liquid nitrogen, con­
sider using dribble nozzles.

There was CETA 
(Comprehensive Employ­
ment Training Act) long 
before JTPA (Job Training 
Partnership Act.) and bet­
ween the employers who 
wanted! ALL the benfits 
rather than a share and 
bureaucrats whose program 
was strictly a paper storm 
the results are miserable.

At one agency a supervisor 
told a worker that too many 
Blacks had been enrolled in 
a heavy equipment

operators school because 
“ There are not that many 
employers who will hire 
them.”  Thus he credits all 
with his own ‘quota”  over 
skill mentality. Another but 
lesser supervisor in JTPA 
was told of a number of 
potential trainees belonging 
to one of the targeted groups 
but replied. “ I don’t want 
THAT SORT OF PEOPLE in 
my program. “ His elitist at­
titude resulted in a limited 
summer program and but 
for another workers extra ef­
fort there would have been 
even less. Incidentally, I 
hear that the real worker has 
quit in disgust and gone to 
lx)uisana while the higher

rated elitist stays.

Nor is that the only time in 
that “ educational”  unit that 
the hardest workers got the 
dirty end and the fakers 
were favored.

As far back as the GI Bill 
following WW II there were 
employers who hired men as 
“ mechanic trainees” , drew 
wage subsidies, and used 
them as wash boys until 
their entitlement ran out. I 
w ill predict that Gov. 
Qements training programs 
will encounter similar fraud. 
Without a new or revised 
system to oversee his pro­
gram the results are doomed 
to be a disappointment.

You don’t need to give up 
favorite holiday foods to 
fo llow  today ’ s d ietary 
guidelines.

Dietary guidelines from 
the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture and Health and 
Human Services, and those 
from major health organiza­
tions, recommend reducing 
consumption of fat, sugar 
and salt while increasing the 
amount of fiber in our diets.

Making an effort to eat 
nutritionsly doesn’t have to 
put a damper on your holi­
day season, since relatively 
simple modifications can 
redude the fat and total 
calories in many favorite 
foods, without significantly 
affecting their taste.

Sugar can be reduced by a 
third in many holiday 
desserts. If a recipe calls for 
1 cup sugar, for example, 
use 4̂ cup. 'Hiis works best 
in fruit-based recipes and in 
making puddings and 
custards. The sugar in 
cookies and cakes can also 
be reduced, but requires 
some experimenting to find 
an appropriate level.

Likewise, fat can be reduc­
ed bv a third in gravies.

sauces, puddings and quick 
breads.

Omitting salt or reducing 
it by half and adding more 
herbs and spices to increase 
flavor can be done with most 
main and side dishes.

To increase fiber intake, 
substitute whole grain flour 
for ^  to V» of the white flour 
in holiday baking. If a recipe 
calls for 3 cups all-purpose 
flour, use 4̂ cup whole grain 
flour and 2’>4 cups all­
purpose flour.

Yogurt or cottage cheese 
may be substituted for sour 
cream in some recipes for 
sauces, dips, dressings and 
main dishes.

You can also use skim 
rather than whole milk and 
in some recipes calling for 
whipped cream, substituing 
evaporated milk.

Take the time to modify 
favorite holiday recipes this 
year and you’ ll have a 
healthier alternative to hand 
down as part of your family 
tradition.

More than 38,000 Texas 
veterans and dependents 
will receive up to a 1.3 per­
cent increase in Veterans 
Administration Improved 
Pension checks payable 
December 31,1906

The increase, effective 
December 1, 1 ^ ,  applied 
nationally  to 424,000 
veterans and 258,000 surviv­
ing spouses and children on 
pension, plus 38,000 parents 
of deceased veterans receiv­
ing Dependency and Indem­
nity Compensation (DIC) 
benefits. The new payments 
are automatic and require 
no action by recipients.

Unlike compensation 
benefits paid to veterans 
disabled by illness or in­
juries related to military 
service, pensions are af­
fected by income from other 
sources, so the exact amount 
of increase will vary.

Increases in Improved 
Pension and DIC payments 
to veterans and deceased 
veterans’ parents are set by 
law at the same rate and 
date as Social Security in­
creases.

VA pensions other than the 
Improved Pension remain 
fixed at the rates in effect in 
1978. The income limits 
which control eligibility for 
these programs, however, 
also are increased by 1.3 per­
cent, effect December 1.

Recipients of these pen­
sions may request transfer 
to the Improved Pension 
plan at any time. The VA 
reviews each request to ad­
vise beneficiaries which pro­
gram would be most advan­
tageous.

VA Pensions are paid to 
wartime veterans totally 
and permanently disabled 
from  circum stances 
unrelated to their military 
service, and to needy sur­
vivors of wartime veterans.

All local residents are being advised to be 

wary of unusual circumstances which may 
result in criminal activity.

All through the area there are reports of 
people taking advantage of citizens, par­
ticularly older citizens who live alone, by tell­
ing outlandish stories, gaining confidence and 
then robbing and stealing.

One report came from Graham that men 
went to doors, introduced themselves as 
employees of a utility company and asked to 
come in to inspect for electrical shorts.

Local utility companies advise that their 
employees do not provide such services and if 
someone should so and state, tht they should 
be reported to the police and don’t let them in­
to the house.

Another scam that’s being used in other 
area involves the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corp., wherein strangers claim that they are 
checking the local bank and ask for coopera­
tion, up to and including drawing money from 
an account to assist. Don’t believe it: the 
F.D.I.C. doesn’t work that way.

Even the simple request to use a telephone 
could result in a theft. Authorities advise: 
keep the doors locked, get a telephone number 
and place the call yourself.
