Stenholm Addresses

Local R.C. & D. Area

The Leon-Bosque Re-
source, Conservation, and
Development Area had its
annual meeting April 11 at
the PAR Country Club on
Lake Proctor in Comanche
County. The biggest crowd
in years, and probably the
largest ever, was present as
the Leon-Bosque R, C & D
Area is growing to become
one of the largest in Texas.

Following supper, guests
were introduced and a finan-
cial statement was given.
Then two awards were pre-
sented to 15 year Bosque
County Director C. Pernell
Aars of Clifton.

The five county areca of
Eastland, Erath, Comanche,
Somervell and Bosque Coun-
ties then voted to add Hamil-
ton County. The Constitution
and Bylaws were changed 0
accommodate the addition.

But once they got started
they didn’t stop. Brown, Cal
lahan, Mills, Shackelford and
Stephens Counties were also
voted in, increasing the R, C
& D Area to cleven counties

It was reported that the
county committees had iden-
tified sixteen main problem
arcas in the counties. Among
the problems were solid waste
and animal waste manage-

ment. Consultants have been
used and studies and pro-
grams have been entered into
as solutions are sought. An-
other need mentioned was for
a dam near Cisco to impound
a water supply for Cisco area
citizens.

It was pointed out that in-
creasingthe R, C& D Areato
eleven counties is subject o
approval by the Secretary of
Agriculture of the United
States.

The County Directors,
Executive Council Directors,
and officers were approved
as nominated. Don Shepard
of Cisco and G. A. White of
Eastland are Eastland County
Directors ind Leo Williams
of Ranger was approved as a
new County Director. Henry
Burk of Rising Star is the
Vice-Chairman.

U. S. Representative Char-
les Stenholm of the 17th Dist.
of Texas was the speaker. He
was introduced as an cleven
year veteran of the House who
represents one half million
people and who hasn’thad an
opponent since he was
clected

Stenholm used a campaign
incident in Baird to describe
the pressure he faces. A little
lady told him that she was

supporting him, but when he
made his first miscake in
Washington, she would write
him. When you make the
second mistake, she contin-
ued, I will call you, and when
you make the third, 1 will
come to Washington and get
you.

Stenholm told of visiting a
collective farm in Czechoslo-
vakia and talking with the
farmers. He said that armed
police were everywhere and
that he spoke into the flowers
so that the police could hear
him clearly. They were feed-
ing the dairy cattle roughage
and getting very little milk
production while the people
were going hungry. He sug-
gested that they buy a liule
grain, or something with
strength, from us toadd to the
cattle feed todouble their milk
production. Their answer
was: Why double production
when we are producing
enough?

The communist system is
breaking down while we have
the bestsystem anywhere. We
have learned how to feed our
people, and we have done it
by training our young people
and providing leadership,
Stenholm continued. And
there are other reasons 100.

Some oppose foreign aid,
said Stenholm, but it takes
foreign aid if we arc to lead
the free world and promote

was * intended to advance
the ipterests of the BATES
ASSOCIATION.” The first
issue was dated September
1907. After that, two issues
came out every year until
1937.

Most of the meetings of the
Bales Association took place
in Massachusetts. The objec-
tive of the association was
‘the colection, compilation
and publication of all
available data concerning
Bates families."" Its
membership was open to all
‘persons having a Bates
ancestor by descent or mar-
riage.”’
