This old custom goes back to
the earliest days when a May
Queen was carried with much
pomp and ceremony to the vil-
lage well, or watering place,
where the gods were asked for a
bounteous supply of water and
crops. It was a day of feasting,
and among ancient tribes the fes-
tivities lasted for a week. Var-
ious forms of sacrifice to the gods
were made.

Centuries later, during the
great religious revival over Eur-
ope, this custom was frowned up-
on, and in England and the
American colonies, it was sup-
pressed. However, during the
past century, this old custom has
been revived with clerical appro-
